Day 1  Lima 

Arrive at any time.

If you booked the Lima Cooking Class it does not include extra time in Lima and we highly

recommend booking pre-trip accommodation. You will be picked up from your hotel at

approx 10:00 (10:30 from Aug-Dec) and taken to a local market and restaurant to prepare and

enjoy a traditional Peruvian meal. You will return back to your hotel around 13:00.

Please note that hot water shortages and power outages can be fairly common in Peru (even

in upgraded hotels and private homes). We appreciate your patience and understanding that

these occurrences are outside of our control.

Your opportunity to meet your CEO and fellow travellers, and learn more about your tour. Opt to join

the group for a local meal afterwards. Don't forget to see the notice in the lobby (or ask reception) for

the official time and place to meet up with the group.

 Optional Activities - Day 1 

Lima Cooking Class (4hrs)  Lima   

Get a taste of Peruvian cuisine, visit local markets, sample exotic fruit, select fresh ingredients, and try

your hand at preparing unique Peruvian dishes influenced by China, Italy, West Africa, and Japan.

Please note that if you are travelling with a family there is no age restriction on this activity and the

cooking class is acceptable for children.



Day 2  Lima/Paracas 

Enjoy a free morning in Lima before travelling by bus to Paracas.

Take the morning to explore more of Lima before journeying down the coast to Paracas. Walk the

town’s lively peatonal (pedestrian avenue) and find a café to sample some Peruvian food, such as

ceviche or papa a la huancaina (potatoes with a chili cheese sauce).

Try your first Pisco sour while staying in Pisco's neighbour of Paracas.

There's not a lot of time to explore this morning as the bus to the station picks up around midday. 

Local Bus  Lima – Pisco  4h  250km   

Climb aboard, grab a seat, and enjoy the ride.

Minibus  Pisco – Paracas  30m   

It's bigger than a van, smaller than a bus, and just the right size for adventure.



Day 3  Paracas/Nazca 

Optional visit to Ballestas Islands before travelling to Nazca. En route, stop at a winery and at the Oasis

of Huacachina. 

There is time in the morning for an optional excursion to the popular Ballestas Islands, an excellent

chance to view a lively sea lion colony, pelicans, penguins, and other varieties of birdlife. Pre-book by

adding the Ballestas Islands Wildlife Tour on the checkout page or ask your GCO or travel agent for

assistance.

Back on land, catch a bus south to Nazca. On the way, pass by the pleasant colonial town of Ica.

Ica enjoys a dry, sunny climate year-round and is known for its huge sand dunes. Located around the

nearby oasis of Huacachina, the dunes are perfect subjects for photography and for a favourite local

past time: sandboarding. Apart from the dunes, Ica is famous for its wines and there are several

wineries and distilleries in the area.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Huacachina Winery Visit  Huacachina  45m   

Learn about the wine and pisco production in the area and enjoy a tasting of different varieties, which

are all available for purchase. 



Huacachina Oasis visit  Huacachina  2h   

Stop by this beautiful oasis and opt to try your hand at the favourite local sport: sandboarding. The

oasis is also a great place to walk around and explore. 

Private Vehicle  Ica – Nazca  3h  140km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

About 30 mins outside of Nazca is a lookout tower that some CEOs may stop for a quick look at two of

the Nazca lines (Two Hands and the Tree). The climb will cost 2 soles (less than 1 USD). 

 Optional Activities - Day 3 

Sandboarding in Ica  Ica  65PEN  45m-1h   

Drive into the dunes in a sand buggy, making four stops along the way. Take some photos of the

magnificent scenery before trying your hand at sandboarding down dunes of different sizes.

Ballestas Islands Wildlife Tour  Paracas National Reserve – Pisco   

Get ready to see some amazing wildlife on this trip to the Ballestas Islands (aka Peru's Little

Galápagos). Spot playful sea lions, Humboldt penguins, boobies, pelicans, and more than 200 sea

birds. Be sure to bring your camera along!



Day 4  Nazca/Arequipa 

Take a guided tour of the Nazca desert cemetery and potter's studio. Opt for a flight over the Nazca

Lines before the overnight bus to Arequipa.

Travel south to one of the world's greatest archaeological mysteries, the Nazca Lines. The lines consist

of patterns and pictures etched in the ground, crisscrossing a wide area of flat desert. From the ground,

we can make out very little, and the best view is from a light aircraft, which can easily be arranged. 

Opt to pre-book your Flight over Nazca Lines on the checkout page to include this optional activity on

your tour or ask your GCO or travel agent for assistance.

Remains of the Nazca culture are still visible during our included tour of the ancient Pre-Inca desert

cemetery site of Chauchilla, with 2000-year-old mummies, bones, and pottery on the desert floor. The

tour also includes a visit to an artisan’s workshop, where modern masters create Nazca style pottery. 

Later, board a night bus to Arequipa.

Nazca Desert Cemetery and Potter's Studio Guided Tour  Nazca  2h30m-3h   

See remains of the Nazca culture during an included tour of the ancient Pre-Inca desert cemetery site

of Chauchilla. Spot 1500-year-old mummies, bones, and pottery on the desert floor. The entire desert

area was also once home to the ancient Paracas and the Nazca cultures, which preceded the Incas by

more than half a millennium. Stop for a visit at an artisan’s workshop, where modern masters create

Nazca style pottery.

Overnight Bus  Nazca – Arequipa  9h   

This comfortable double decker bus has toilet facilities on board.

 Optional Activities - Day 4 

Flight over Nazca Lines  Nazca   



Take to the skies for the best view of the enigmatic Nazca Lines, a series of patterns and pictures

etched in the ground, crisscrossing a wide area of flat desert. Marvel at the lines measuring up to 10km

(6 mi) in length, yet, remaining perfectly straight. See depictions of birds, insects, and animals only

recognizable from the air. Decide for yourself the origin of the lines – who drew the lines, and why,

remains a mystery. Current beliefs suggest that they may be part of complex agricultural calendar. 

Please note that this activity does not include a tourist ticket fee of S/.47 PEN per person, payable

directly by each traveller at the airport in Nazca.



Day 5  Arequipa 

Enjoy a free day in Arequipa. Opt for a city tour or visit to the Santa Catalina Monastery.

Explore Arequipa, the 'white city'. Interested in history and architecture? Opt to visit to the Santa

Catalina Monastery, offering a brief respite from the outside world and a unique view into a bygone way

of life. Pre-book by adding the Arequipa City Tour & Santa Catalina Monastery on the checkout page

or ask your GCO or travel agent for assistance.

For those spicy food lovers, checking out one of the “Picanterías” is a must. Arequipa holds a variety of

regional food— alpaca, shrimp, pork, lots of soups, and spicy sauces waiting for you to dig in.

Visit the Museo Santuarios Andinos, also known as the Juanita Museum for the well-preserved

mummy of a young Incan girl sacrificed to the Incan Gods in the 1500s. Juanita remained preserved on

the top of Mt Ambato until quite recently, she was discovered in the mid-90s and was briefly displayed

in the National Geographic headquarters in Washington, D.C.

Arequipa City Tour  Arequipa   

Get out and explore "the white city" on this walking tour, stop at picturesque viewpoints to capture the

surrounding volcanoes, marvel at the white volcanic sillar rock architecture, and visit one of the most

stunning colonial buildings in the country, Santa Catalina Monastery.

AlaSeña Meal Experience with Peruvian Sign Lanuage  Arequipa   



Enjoy a memorable meal at a G for Good partner restaurant, AlaSeña, where delicious food is served

with a unique twist. You'll be hosted by a deaf team member who will teach you basic Peruvian Sign

Language, allowing you to order your food and connect in a meaningful new way. This is an interactive

dining experience that fosters inclusion, breaks down communication barriers, and creates lasting

impact.

Day 6  Arequipa/Colca Canyon 

Travel to Chivay, a village near Colca Canyon, relax or take an optional dip in the thermal baths.

Travel a rough, rutted road through the Salinas y Aguada Blanca National Reserve. Along the way

there are chances to see vicunas, alpacas and llamas. Stop at Mirador de Patapampa lookout, the

highest point on the tour at 4,910m with views of nearby volcanoes.

Day 7  Colca Canyon/Puno 

Rise early for a tour of Colca Canyon to spot condors. Continue by bus to Puno. Arrive with a little time

to wander the markets and explore the city.

Climb over the mountains today, descending at Puno, which is on the shores of Lake Titicaca. Titicaca

is also the largest lake in the world above 2000m, and the views from its Islands are stunning.

different species of camelids: alpaca, llama, and vicuña, which are all typical of Peru.



Day 8  Puno/Lake Titicaca 

Enjoy a guided tour of Lake Titicaca with a homestay in a small village. 

Head out by boat across Lake Titicaca. Visit the community on the Taquile Islands and opt to have

lunch in a local restaurant with spectacular views.

After, cruise to another village for an overnight homestay on the shores of the lake. This experience

provides an opportunity to learn more about rural life in the Peruvian highlands and to participate in

local traditions.

Lake Titicaca Guided Boat Tour Day 1  Lake Titicaca   

Board a boat on Lake Titicaca and head to Taquile Island for an optional delicious Peruvian lunch at a

restaurant followed by some shopping at the local weaving cooperatives. Taquileños are known for

their fine handwoven textiles and clothing, men are taught how to knit around age five and they create

the majority of the textiles. After, enjoy an overnight stay with a host family and a chance to learn about

life on the islands.

ACTIVITY   

In the aymara community of Luquina Chico on Lake Titicaca, 40 families welcome you to experience

their way of life. Thanks to the support of G Adventures and Planeterra, the local families here have

strengthened their communities, preserving traditions and creating opportunities for future

generations. Split into smaller groups and get a taste of local life firsthand as we move into family

homes for the night. Play soccer with the children, enjoy some dancing, watch dinner being made, learn

about regional cuisine, and dress up in local clothes for an unforgettable evening with the whole village,

enjoying traditional music and dancing. Lend a hand the next morning, and help out with chores like

feeding animals, harvesting local produce, or bringing back buckets of water from the well.



Day 9  Lake Titicaca/Puno 

Visit the floating islands of Uros before returning to Puno. Opt to visit to Sillustani burial site.

Leave the homestay families late morning and visit the Uros Islands on the way back to Puno. A

popular optional activity in Puno is to visit to the spectacular chullpas (funerary towers) of Sillustani, a

pre-Inca archaeological site only a short drive away.

Opt to get out on the water today and pre-book the Lake Titicaca Kayaking on the checkout page to

include this optional activity on your tour or ask your GCO or travel agent for assistance.

they built the islands with totora reeds, which are also used to make their homes, boats, crafts (and are

also edible!). 

Uros Floating Islands Visit  Lake Titicaca   

Take a tour of these unique islands. Learn about the buoyant totora reeds that grow in the shallows of

Lake Titicaca used to make everything from the islands themselves to the boats the islanders use for

transportation (if constructed well, they last up to six months ). Find out from locals how the islands are

constructed; as the layers closest to the water start to rot, they are replaced with fresh reeds on top.

Free Time  Puno   

Make the most of one last afternoon in Puno.



 Optional Activities - Day 9 

Lake Titicaca Kayaking  Lake Titicaca   

Take to the waters of the highest navigable body of water in the world, Lake Titicaca, and paddle out to

Laquina Island. Get a glimpse into local island life before heading back across the lake to Puno. 

Day 10  Puno/Cusco 

Hop on the bus for a full day's drive to Cusco.

The trip from Puno to Cusco takes the better part of the day, with stark, beautiful scenery en route as

you travel through the high Altiplano region. Check out a bit of Cusco, find a spot for dinner, or get

prepared to head into the Sacred Valley.

Please note: if you pre-book the Cusco Cooking Class you will be picked up from your hotel at

approx 12:30 and taken to a local market and restaurant to prepare and enjoy a traditional

Peruvian meal. Return back to your hotel around 16:00.

Enjoy a half-day tour of Cusco's main sights. Walk around the Plaza de Armas (main square) and

explore this city steeped in one of the world's most alluring and ancient cultures. Visit Qenqo,

Koricancha, the Cathedral, Puca Pucara, Tambomachay, and the archaeological site of

Sacsaywaman.

Rainbow Mountain Hike - Full-day Trip  Cusco  8km   



Lookout over these colourful Andean mountains striped with maroon, turquoise, lavender, and gold.

The sediment, elevation, and proximity to the ocean create a landscape that has to be seen to be

believed. Get started early to drive around 3 hours approximately to the starting point of this

challenging, yet rewarding full-day hike. Reaching 5,029m (16,500 ft) this 8 km hike is no walk in the

park, but these unique mountains do not disappoint. The ascent takes approximately 1.5 hours.

Cusco Tourist Ticket  Cusco  130PEN   

This ticket allows admission at 16 sights of the city of Cusco including many popular museums and

cathedrals, the ticket also provides entrance to Sacsayhuaman Archaeological Park, and sights in the

South Valley of Cusco and the Sacred Valley of the Incas.

Cusco Cooking Class  Cusco – Cuzco   

Channel your inner chef and get a taste of Peruvian cuisine. Learn all about the essential ingredients,

and try your hand at preparing unique Peruvian dishes with a local expert



Day 12  Cusco 

Fill up on breakfast at your hotel in Cusco before walking to the Cusco Cathedral where your guide will

meet the group for your walking tour of Cusco's colonial side. See the colonial and Inca architecture

visible throughout the city and visit the Sapantiana staircase waterfall aqueduct before having lunch

near the main plaza. Afterwards, walk back to the hotel and enjoy free time for the rest of the evening.

Spend time on a group walking tour of the colonial areas in Cusco. Start in Cusco City and finish with a

Take advantage free time to further explore this lovely city.

 Optional Activities - Day 12 

Inka Museum  Cusco  10PEN   

Get ready to explore the artifacts from the Inca Empire, including mummies, jewelry, skulls, and

ceramics at this museum of archaeology.



Day 13  Cusco/Ollantaytambo 

Enjoy a full-day guided tour of the Sacred Valley. Stop at the G Adventures-supported women's

weaving co-op before visiting a local pottery making community. Break for lunch at the G Adventures-

supported Parwa Community Restaurant in Huchuy Qosco. After lunch, opt to head out on a hike to

the Ollantaytambo storehouses and look out over the ruins. Or, wander around the cobblestone streets

and visit a local Chicheria (corn beer bar).

Travel through the stunning Sacred Valley of the Incas, visiting a G Adventures-supported women's

weaving co-op. Meet the women and learn about traditional weaving and dyeing. Opt to pick up some

handmade souvenirs and textiles directly from the women who made them.

Have lunch at the G Adventures-supported Parwa Community Restaurant. Learn about the G

Adventures for Good project and eat a delicious buffet-style lunch. Proceeds of this meal go directly

back to the remote community.

Private Vehicle  Cusco – Ollantaytambo  1h45m  94km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

ACTIVITY   

Visit the Ccaccaccollo community centre which G Adventures travellers' donations helped create in

2005, thereby enabling local women to sell traditional textiles to travellers. See local weaving and

dyeing techniques used to create garments and souvenirs, and learn how the Planeterra weaving co-

operative has impacted the community and those who visit it. This includes the purchase of alpacas to

provide a steady supply of wool, looms, and sewing machines as well as several training courses on

production, sales and small business management. 

Cuyo Chico Pottery Making Demonstration  Pisac – Urubamba   

In the rural village of Cuyo Chico in the Sacred Valley, a group of families joined together to create a

small business based on their traditional adobe ceramic crafts. Using clay from their surroundings,

they mold bowls, plates, and all manner of decorations. Learn about the ceramics process as well as

the traditional adobe brick-making that forms the basis of houses throughout the valley, all while



taking in a spectacular view of the Pisac Ruins. After the demonstration, peruse the items for sale

directly from the artisans in their shop.

ACTIVITY   

Contribute to sustainable tourism in Huchuy Qosqo, a small village of 65 families in the Sacred Valley,

by eating at the Parwa Community Restaurant. Learn how the resident-run restaurant was kickstarted

by G Adventures and the Multilateral Investment Fund, to become a successful farm-to-table program

that boosts the local economy and several spin-off microenterprises.



Day 14  Ollantaytambo 

Enjoy the Sacred Valley with your G representative today. Explore the sites of the Maras Salt Mines and

the ancient Incan agricultural terraces of Moray. Continue on a scenic drive through small villages and

stunning views of the Andean countryside. Then visit the Chincheros ruins. Known to the Incas as the

birthplace of the rainbow, this site offers stunning views of the Andean countryside. Return to

Ollantaytambo for the evening.

Private Vehicle  Ollantaytambo – Moray  1h  20km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Maras Salt Mines and Moray Visit  Maras – Moray   

Tour the unique Inca ruins of Moray, consisting of circular terraces and a sophisticated irrigation

system located at 3500m (11483 ft). Learn about the history and study of this fascinating site –

speculation has it that it was an Inca agriculture experiment station. Then visit the impressive Maras

Salt Mines and see thousands of individual ancient salt pools spilling over a hillside. Learn about the

different varieties of salt, and try the renowned pink salt, famous worldwide.

Scenic Andean Drive and lunch near Maras  Moray – Maras  1h-1h30m   

Set out on a scenic drive above the Sacred Valley of the Incas. Stop along the way to look out over

small farms carved into the hills and small villages dotted along the landscape. Enjoy the views and

have lunch near Maras, opt to relax, explore the surroundings.

Private Vehicle  Maras – Chincheros  30m  23km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Chincheros Ruins Visit  Chincheros  45m-1h   



Chincheros is known to the Incas as the birthplace of the rainbow. This typical Andean village has Inca

ruins, a colonial church, and sweeping mountain views. Explore the ruins and check out the impressive

architecture of this ancient place.

Private Vehicle  Chinchero – Ollantaytambo  1h30m-1h45m   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Day 15  Ollantaytambo/Aguas Calientes 

After breakfast visit the Ollantaytambo ruins where you'll walk up the 200 stone steps to reach the top.

Then, catch the scenic train to Aguas Calientes. After enjoying a quick orientation walk around the

town of Aguas Calientes the group will have free time for optional activities. Opt to visit the Machu

Picchu Museum, the Mandor Waterfalls, and the butterfly garden. Or consider taking a dip in some

thermal baths to relax those muscles.

Ollantaytambo Ruins Visit  Ollantaytambo  1h-1h30m   

Explore this ancient site right in the heart of Ollantaytambo city. Learn about the principles of Incan

architecture and get a first taste of climbing around a massive ruins site.

Train  Ollantaytambo – Aguas Calientes  1h30m   

Climb aboard, take a seat, and enjoy the ride.

Temperatures vary from 38ºC. (100.4 ° F) to 44ºC. (111.2 ° F). The waters come from a natural spring of

volcanic origin that is yellowish in colour due to the presence of sulfur.

Mandor Waterfalls Optional Visit  Aguas Calientes  20PEN   

This botanical garden boasts a beautiful waterfall, varied wildlife and lush scenery. Walk along one of

the trails and admire the many orchids.

Machu Picchu Butterfly Garden  Aguas Calientes  20PEN   

This sanctuary is located inside the National Park of Machu Picchu. There are more than 100 different

endemic species here and you'll have the opportunity to see them on this visit to the House of

Butterflies.

Rise early to enjoy a guided tour of Machu Picchu. After, catch the train towards Cusco.

After a brief stop in town to store large luggage, drive to the pier and travel by covered motorized boat

to the jungle lodge. En route, see birds typical of the river or forest edge. The Tambopata Rainforest

Area holds the world record for the most bird sightings in one area.

Local community members make up the majority of the lodge staff, including multilingual naturalist

guides. Here you have the opportunity to learn from them not only about the area’s rich flora and

fauna, but also about their extensive practical uses for medicinal plants and other forest plant

resources, through traditional techniques for building, fishing, and hunting.

The lodge itself combines native architectural style and materials with low-impact eco-

friendly technology. Rooms are simple but comfortable, with mosquito netting for individual

beds, flush toilets, showers (with solar-heated hot water), and candles for lighting (no

electricity).

2. INCA TRAIL REGULATIONS

3. MACHU PICCHU REGULATIONS

Current and correct passport details are required at time of confirmation. For more details please see the following 

page . Please note that regulations have been implemented for all visitors to Machu Picchu which require that different

circuits be followed within the site as a way to relieve crowding. The new circuit-based entrance tickets are available on a

first come first serve basis. We will do all that is possible to get everyone traveling in a group on the same route, but be

aware that it is possible that members of the same group might be visiting Machu Picchu on a different circuit and not

be together during this visit. Rest assured that regardless of the circuit you will enjoy the beauty and grandeur of the site.

Travellers completing the 4 day, 3 night Inca Trail will be on Circuit 5 upon reaching the site of Machu Picchu. 

4. MACHU PICCHU BY TRAIN - OPTIONAL

Please advise at time of booking if you do not wish to hike the Inca Trail. Instead, you will have 2 nights in Cusco, travel

by train for a night in Aguas Calientes, and join the hikers for the tour of Machu Picchu.

5. INCA TRAIL MAINTENANCE

Portions of the Inca Trail will be closed for general maintenance during the month of February each year. Also, closures

may occur at various times throughout the year due to inclement weather or other conditions beyond our control.

During these periods, any tour affected will hike the Lares Trek.

6. COMBO TRIP

Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on

your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

7. PORTERS

In our continued effort to support the rights of the porters on the Inca Trail, we would like ensure that they never exceed

the weight limit for their packs as set out by the Peruvian authorities. Porters are allowed to carry no more than 6kg of

personal belongings per hiker (for all other Peru treks the limit is 7kg). That means that including your sleeping bag,

toiletries, clothing, etc, you are allowed a total weight of 6kg for the hike which will be carried in a duffle bag provided by

our local office. Any additional weight must then be carried by you in your day pack. To help achieve this goal we

recommend that you carry travel sized toiletries, that you bring sport sandals that can be worn with socks (which are

lighter than running/walking shoes) and that you limit electronics to those that you are willing to carry. Any additional

baggage can be left in Cusco, but is advised that you bring anything of value (eg. money, passport, credit cards, camera,

etc) with you on the trek.

If at the end of your trek you felt your trekking guide and support team did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated.

The amount is entirely a personal preference, please see the Tipping section for guidelines.

8. YELLOW FEVER

It may be required to show a Yellow Fever certificate upon entering the country visited. Please check in with your local

health expert for advice on Yellow Fever and other inoculations required for this area.

9. WET SEASON

Please be advised during the wet season (Jan - April) if there are periods of severe rain some of the campsites on the

Inca Trail may become unusable. In the interest of your safety, there may be changes made locally to the trekking

itinerary if the conditions of the campsites are assessed to be unsafe. 

10. GROUP DYNAMICS

Please note, in most cases, the entire group will not be hiking the Inca Trail together. Members of the group may choose

to hike the Lares Trek or spend additional time in Cusco and the Sacred Valley instead of hiking. If you have chosen the

Lares Trek or Cusco Stay you may be paired with members of other G Adventures groups for the trek, transportation,

and activities included.

11. ACCOMMODATION NOTE:

Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

12. Wifi

Please note that there will be no wifi and limited cellular service available for much of the trek.

What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our group leaders, a G Adventures representative, or an

expedition team. The aim of the group leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip

possible. They will provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and

see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the

traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including

historical, cultural, religious and social aspects.

Are there any additional packing suggestions I should consider?

Most people automatically assume that the weather is hot in South America, but because of the higher altitude in the

Andes, the temperature can feel quite cold, especially at night. 

We recommend using a backpack for your convenience, or a medium-sized suitcase if you prefer. A daypack is also

essential for carrying everyday items. Space is limited on transportation, so there is a limit of one main piece of luggage

per person. You will be responsible for carrying your own luggage.

All other camping equipment for the Inca Trail hike is provided and included in the cost of the excursion. Porters carry

the gear, so you will only be responsible for carrying your daypack. But please be aware there are weight limits on what

the porters can carry, thus every passenger is limited to 6kg, including sleeping bags.

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses

and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Peru is the Nuevo Sol (PEN).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank. 

You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies. 

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of cash and cards is best. Always take

more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are

faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction

with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where

there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides

would range from $5-10 USD per day depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific

recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

If at the end of your trek you felt your trekking guide and support team did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated.

The amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline, we suggest each hiker contributes the following to

a collective pool.

Inca Trail:

Head guide: 15-30 USD

Assistant guide: 10-20 USD

Your trekking crew: 40 USD

Lares Trek:

Head guide: 15-30 USD

Assistant guide: 5-15 USD

Your trekking crew: 35 USD

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

We recommend that

you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please

be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are

prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip

please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the

Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller

from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

Please note your Adventure travels to high altitude. This is medically defined as anything over 8,000 feet (2,440 meters).

Most people can travel to 8,000 feet with minimal effects. However, everyone reacts to altitude differently and altitude

sickness can on set with some people irrespective of fitness and age.

Your

CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own

interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given

location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no

representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own

good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely

contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group

trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will

take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must

have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency

rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of

luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit

card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
