Lima/Rio Marafion

Fly to lquitos. Take a city orientation tour and visit a manatee rescue centre. Transfer to the boat and

cast off onto the Amazon River.

The day begins very early to catch our flight to Iquitos and transfer to the Amazon Riverboat, our

privately chartered home for the next seven days.

Once on board the ship, relax and soak in the natural beauty of the wild rainforest. Step out on deck to

watch the riverbanks go by, and keep eyes peeled for wildlife such as gray and pink dolphins.

The ship casts off and wends its way to the confluence of the Maranon and Ucayali Rivers. It is

generally (but not universally!) considered that the Amazon River begins here, at least in name.

Over the next five days, explore the wonders of the Amazon Rainforest. Expert guides will lead jungle
walks, give lectures, and point out unique species of bird and marine life as you explore the smaller

tributaries of the river.

Learn about the efforts of the Amazonian Manatee Rescue Centre, an organization focused on

rescuing orphaned manatees that were the victims of poaching. The centre helps to rehabilitate and



reintroduce these very rare and endangered mammals back into the Amazon Basin. Take this

opportunity to observe these amazing and lovable animals - be sure to bring your cameral

Rio Marainon/Rio Ucayali

Begin to explore with a boat excursion on the Amazon River and some of its tributaries to see the
wonders of the rainforest. After lunch, enjoy a presentation on the Amazon River then walk along the

shores of the Ucayali River.

Over the course of the next few days, the skiff and land excursions will be in the morning and late
afternoon, when wildlife is at its liveliest. During the hotter hours of midday, expedition staff will present
enthralling lectures on everything from the history and culture of the region to the Amazon’s prolific
flora and fauna. There will be plenty of time to relax and enjoy the comfort of Amatista's observation
deck.

Amazon River Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Take an excursion by motorized skiff down the Amazon and some of its tributaries to see the wonders

of the rainforest. Keep an eye out for monkeys, sloths, and a variety of birds while exploring.

Take some time to relax on the deck and enjoy the river.

Ucayali River Walking Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Walk along the banks of the Ucayali River to explore the Yucuruchi region of the Amazon, and to have
the opportunity to see the Victoria Regia water lily — a gigantic aquatic plant with leaves that measure
up to 3m (10 ft) in diameter. Keep a watch out for the Amazon River dolphin, giant otter, and the

Amazonian manatee, which all make their home in Ucayali’s waters.

Hop aboard and float on to the next stop.



Rio Ucayali/Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve

Take a morning skiff excursion into the Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve for more wildlife viewing. In
the afternoon, visit a village to meet a local shaman and discover the mystical world of spiritual

healing.

Rise early to visit the Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve. Once back on board, gather for breakfast

followed by a presentation on the life, history, and culture of the Amazon's main tribes.

After lunch, listen to an introductory discussion about shamanism to help understand the traditions of

the people living in the rainforest. Touch upon the spirit realm, paying a visit to a local shaman.

Shamanism is practiced around the globe, and is universally distinguished by a trance state called
shamanic ecstasy. In these "out of body" travels, the shaman enlists denizens of the spirit world to help
him with a variety of duties, from healing the sick to assisting a deceased person's soul into the
afterworld — all the while, the shaman remains conscious. Gain rare insight into the complexities of this
phenomenon when you meet an actual practicing shaman in a river village. He'll introduce the group to
his spiritual healing craft and talk about rainforest plants that indigenous peoples have, for untold

centuries, held to possess curative properties.

Pacaya-Samiria Reserve Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Rise early to visit the Pacaya-Samiria Reserve, Peru's largest national park and home to more than
200 bird species and 10 primate species. Have the chance to view cocoi and striated herons, macaws,
squirrel and woolly monkeys, caimans, and sloths. Follow a route that crosses the tributary waters of
the Maranon. Along the way, the guides will point out the interesting wildlife species that inhabit the

riverbanks, and unusual fish and vegetation that can be found in the river.

Free Time Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Take some time to rest after the morning excursion, but don't miss this afternoon's lecture on

Shamanism.

ACTIVITY



Gain rare, firsthand insight into Shamanism in meeting a practicing shaman in a river village. Be
introduced to his spiritual healing craft and learn about rainforest plants that indigenous peoples have,

for untold centuries, held to possess curative properties.

Amatista Riverboat Rio Ucayali - Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve

Hop aboard and float on to the next stop.



Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve

Today get off the boat and meet a local family, enjoy a home cooked meal and experience the

Indigenous culture. At night take a boat to go search for wildlife that comes active after dark.

Continue to explore the Amazon. Be sure to relax this afternoon, and rest up for a late-night excursion

to discover the wildlife that comes out at night in the jungle.

Choroyacu Wildlife Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Rise early and set out to explore the impressive biodiversity of the area's unusual ecosystem. Look for a
quiet spot to enjoy a picnic breakfast, followed by a trip to explore Choroyacu. Ride up the Nahuapa
River for piranha fishing. Visit Choroyacu Creek to have the opportunity to climb in a dugout canoe

and explore this scenic area with the locals.
ACTIVITY

Head out on a fishing trip like no other! Cast your line to see if you can catch "the most ferocious fish in
the world” (to quote Teddy Roosevelt) - the piranha. (Piranhas aren't terribly selective about what they
eat, making piranha fishing fairly easy.) They are a dietary staple for many of the Amazon rainforest’s
indigenous people, and, while fearsome, piranhas also esteemed as some of the best eating fish in

South America.

Take a plunge into the river for a swim, perhaps sharing the water with some pink or grey river dolphins

- a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity not to be missed.

Enjoy some time this afternoon to rest. Sit on deck and watch the jungle as you float by.

Night Time Boat Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve



Take advantage of this nighttime boat ride in the wild, and watch the Amazon become a different
domain. Be on the lookout for bats, capybaras, black caimans, poison frogs, and a vast number of
other species. See if our flashlights will reflect the ‘red eye shine’ of the black caiman or show the

glowing yellow eyes of a jaguar!

Is there a travel disclaimer for my itinerary | should review
before booking this trip?

PLEASE NOTE: During the low-water season from June to December, transfers between Iquitos and Nauta will be
conducted by road. For departures from December to May, river transfers from Iquitos to Nauta are subject to weather
conditions and safety considerations. The activities on this trip may run in a different order, or this trip may run in reverse
depending on the time of year. The itinerary will still cover all of the same destinations and activities but they may be ina

different order.



What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. Water Levels - During the low-water season from June to December, transfers between Iquitos and Nauta will be
conducted by road. For departures from December to May, river transfers from Iquitos to Nauta are subject to weather

conditions and safety considerations.

2. Please note that protocols in Peru may require that proof of double vaccination for COVID-19 be shown along with
passport ID in order to board domestic flights, trains and also to gain entry into restaurants, museums and attractions.

We recommmend keeping this info handy as these requirements can change change without notice.

What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our group leaders, a G Adventures representative, or an
expedition team. The aim of the group leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip
possible. They will provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and
see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends.

All local flights are included in the cost of your tour unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your passport
information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.



Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Aboard the Amatista Amazon riverboat (6 nts), upgraded hotels (2 nts).

Will | get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

Cabins on board the Amatista all have exterior view windows with air conditioning and private bathrooms. Also please

note that they are set up as twins but can be converted into a double bed if requested.

Please note that hot water shortages and power outages can be fairly common in Peru (even in upgraded hotels and

private homes). We appreciate your patience and understanding that these occurrences are outside of our control.

What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

An arrival transfer is included when you arrive on Day 1, or if you arrive up to three days prior provided that you have
booked your pre-accommodation through G Adventures in our joining hotel. Due to customer experience and quality

considerations, all services related to the tour must be continuous.

Our driver will be waiting for you with a G Adventures sign, and they will be waiting for you outside the luggage hall. If for
any reason you dre not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.
Please note that day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day.

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the
reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between

Where can | read detailed notes about this trip?

AMAZON RIVER

Iquitos is a city with a population of over 400,000 inhabitants. It is the largest jungle city of Peru and the capital of the
massive Department of Loreto, the largest of all Peru’s Departments. Iquitos was originally founded in the 1750s as a
Jesuit mission. It grew steadily and there was a virtual population explosion in the 1880s during the rubber boom. The
rubber industry has left an amazing legacy in lquitos with its fabulous mansions, which in its heyday was the centre of
cultural life for the rich of this port city. The city experienced a second boom, with the discovery of oil in the area, which
has transformed lquitos into a prosperous modern city. In recent years tourism has also begun to play an increasingly

important role in the local economy.

A unique feature of the rainforest surrounding lquitos is that it has neither a rainy nor dry season. It does have a high
water period from December through May, which is caused by the melting of snow during the Andean summer and from
the rainy season in the upper jungle. The low water period begins in June and ends with the rising waters in November.
The warm and humid climate remains relatively constant throughout the year, giving this area its botanical category of

"Everwet Tropical Forest" Normal daytime highs are 32° C (90 °F) and nighttime lows are 23° C (74 °F).

The Amazon Region contains the world’s largest tropical rainforest, the world’s longest river, and perhaps the greatest
diversity of wildlife to be found anywhere. More than 4000 species of birds, 2000 species of fish (more species than are
found in the Atlantic Ocean), 60 species of reptiles, including the caiman and the anaconda, the world's largest non-
venomous snake, and a great variety of mammails such as the jaguar, pecary, anteater, tapir, capybara and pink

dolphin.

In addition to our rainforest explorations, another important feature of the program will be our visits to the homes of
deep forest settlers. We will visit and learn what their lives are like, living on the edge of this vast trackless forest. A walk
through their gardens is always interesting and we marvel at their survival skills, which permit them to continue living in
the complex tropical forest environment. All deep forest settlers collect plants for medicines and we will talk with them

about which plants they collect and their uses.

Experience Counts
Accompanying the voyage is a dedicated and experienced staff of naturalists who share with us their knowledge,
enthusiasm and commitment to the environment. Officers and crew, all highly experienced in varying types of

navigation, man our ship.

Environmental Policy
We are dedicated to minimizing the impact of our expedition on wildlife and sensitive natural habitats. We operate
environmentally responsible cruises and expeditions and follow all internationally agreed regulations of conduct. We are

all privileged visitors - and committed to the future of these extraordinary realms.

Safety First

Although expedition cruising is adventurous by nature, the safety of our passengers and staff is paramount. Our ships
are equipped and maintained to cope with the most challenging conditions and are manned by experienced and
conscientious officers, crew and staff. The skiff landing crafts used for daily shore landings are rugged and are operated
by experienced drivers in a responsible manner. Onboard you will be fully briefed on safety issues and our environmental

policy and you will receive appropriate and detailed briefings before every landing.

Naturalist Staff

A carefully chosen team will lead our voyage. They are chosen not only for their local knowledge and wealth of



experience but also for their great love of the Amazon. With formal lectures, as well as informal briefings and
discussions, your naturalists will cover all aspects of the voyage including ornithology, rainforest biology, geography,

history and the environment.

A DAY ON BOARD

Our day’s skiff and land excursions will be in the morning and late afternoon, when the wildlife is at its liveliest. During the
hotter hours of midday, our expedition staff will entertain and captivate us with enthralling lectures on everything from
the history and culture of the region, to the Amazon’s prolific bird, animal and plant life. There will be plenty of time to

relax in the comfort of Amatista observation deck.

Late evenings are for relaxing. Well, not necessarily. By all means, curl up with a good book, spend a few hours chatting
in the bar or enjoying the local band onboard during Happy Hour and before dinner. But there are some rather more
exhilarating alternatives. There may be another shore landing or skiff cruise, or you could always spend a few more

hours on the deck, looking at the myriad of stars in the Amazon night sky.

Your Home away from Home: The Vessel

The ship was built with a uniqgue combination of Amazonian hard wood and steel, with a design typical to the region. It is
beautifully furnished with polished wooden floors. This air conditioned ship has one dining area, an open bar area and
one observation deck. All cabins are air conditioned, mainly twin beds, able to be reconfigured into double beds upon
request. they are comfortable and spacious, private shower with toilet and hot/cold water 24 hours a day. The Amazon
Riverboat is also equipped with a fleet of skiff launch boats. Skiffs provide practically unlimited mobility and allow

exploration of even the most remote and inaccessible shores.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Peru is the Nuevo Sol (PEN).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.
You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.
We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are
faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

We recommend tipping $15 per day or $90 in total for time spent on the boat. There will be two envelopes left by the staff
one, for guides and one for crew. The recommended breakdown is 50% for the naturalist staff and 50% for the crew. This

is only a suggestion as we understand that tipping is a personal choice.

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

G Adventures
reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO

they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

For your own safety, we strongly recommend that you advise us of any medical condition that may affect you while

traveling.

If you are carrying any prescribed medication, or if you have any particular health needs, please bring with you a signed
and dated letter from your physician stating any such health problems and dosage requirements for any medication to

be provided to any medical authorities in case of an emergency.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name.
