Lima/Rio Marafion

Fly to lquitos. Take a city orientation tour and visit a manatee rescue centre. Transfer to the boat and

cast off onto the Amazon River.

The day begins very early to catch our flight to Iquitos and transfer to the Amazon Riverboat, our

privately chartered home for the next seven days.

Once on board the ship, relax and soak in the natural beauty of the wild rainforest. Step out on deck to

watch the riverbanks go by, and keep eyes peeled for wildlife such as gray and pink dolphins.

The ship casts off and wends its way to the confluence of the Maranon and Ucayali Rivers. It is

generally (but not universally!) considered that the Amazon River begins here, at least in name.

Over the next five days, explore the wonders of the Amazon Rainforest. Expert guides will lead jungle
walks, give lectures, and point out unique species of bird and marine life as you explore the smaller

tributaries of the river.

Rio Marainon/Rio Ucayali

Begin to explore with a boat excursion on the Amazon River and some of its tributaries to see the
wonders of the rainforest. After lunch, enjoy a presentation on the Amazon River then walk along the

shores of the Ucayali River.

Over the course of the next few days, the skiff and land excursions will be in the morning and late
afternoon, when wildlife is at its liveliest. During the hotter hours of midday, expedition staff will present
enthralling lectures on everything from the history and culture of the region to the Amazon’s prolific
flora and fauna. There will be plenty of time to relax and enjoy the comfort of Amatista's observation
deck.

Amazon River Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Take an excursion by motorized skiff down the Amazon and some of its tributaries to see the wonders

of the rainforest. Keep an eye out for monkeys, sloths, and a variety of birds while exploring.

Take some time to relax on the deck and enjoy the river.

Ucayali River Walking Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Walk along the banks of the Ucayali River to explore the Yucuruchi region of the Amazon, and to have
the opportunity to see the Victoria Regia water lily — a gigantic aquatic plant with leaves that measure
up to 3m (10 ft) in diameter. Keep a watch out for the Amazon River dolphin, giant otter, and the

Amazonian manatee, which all make their home in Ucayali’s waters.

Hop aboard and float on to the next stop.



Rio Ucayali/Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve

Take a morning skiff excursion into the Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve for more wildlife viewing. In
the afternoon, visit a village to meet a local shaman and discover the mystical world of spiritual

healing.

Rise early to visit the Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve. Once back on board, gather for breakfast

followed by a presentation on the life, history, and culture of the Amazon's main tribes.

After lunch, listen to an introductory discussion about shamanism to help understand the traditions of

the people living in the rainforest. Touch upon the spirit realm, paying a visit to a local shaman.

Shamanism is practiced around the globe, and is universally distinguished by a trance state called
shamanic ecstasy. In these "out of body" travels, the shaman enlists denizens of the spirit world to help
him with a variety of duties, from healing the sick to assisting a deceased person's soul into the
afterworld — all the while, the shaman remains conscious. Gain rare insight into the complexities of this
phenomenon when you meet an actual practicing shaman in a river village. He'll introduce the group to
his spiritual healing craft and talk about rainforest plants that indigenous peoples have, for untold

centuries, held to possess curative properties.

Pacaya-Samiria Reserve Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Rise early to visit the Pacaya-Samiria Reserve, Peru's largest national park and home to more than
200 bird species and 10 primate species. Have the chance to view cocoi and striated herons, macaws,
squirrel and woolly monkeys, caimans, and sloths. Follow a route that crosses the tributary waters of
the Maranon. Along the way, the guides will point out the interesting wildlife species that inhabit the

riverbanks, and unusual fish and vegetation that can be found in the river.

Free Time Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Take some time to rest after the morning excursion, but don't miss this afternoon's lecture on

Shamanism.

ACTIVITY



Gain rare, firsthand insight into Shamanism in meeting a practicing shaman in a river village. Be
introduced to his spiritual healing craft and learn about rainforest plants that indigenous peoples have,

for untold centuries, held to possess curative properties.

Amatista Riverboat Rio Ucayali - Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve

Hop aboard and float on to the next stop.



Pacaya-Samiria National Reserve

Today get off the boat and meet a local family, enjoy a home cooked meal and experience the

Indigenous culture. At night take a boat to go search for wildlife that comes active after dark.

Continue to explore the Amazon. Be sure to relax this afternoon, and rest up for a late-night excursion

to discover the wildlife that comes out at night in the jungle.

Choroyacu Wildlife Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Rise early and set out to explore the impressive biodiversity of the area's unusual ecosystem. Look for a
quiet spot to enjoy a picnic breakfast, followed by a trip to explore Choroyacu. Ride up the Nahuapa
River for piranha fishing. Visit Choroyacu Creek to have the opportunity to climb in a dugout canoe

and explore this scenic area with the locals.
ACTIVITY

Head out on a fishing trip like no other! Cast your line to see if you can catch "the most ferocious fish in
the world” (to quote Teddy Roosevelt) - the piranha. (Piranhas aren't terribly selective about what they
eat, making piranha fishing fairly easy.) They are a dietary staple for many of the Amazon rainforest’s
indigenous people, and, while fearsome, piranhas also esteemed as some of the best eating fish in

South America.

Take a plunge into the river for a swim, perhaps sharing the water with some pink or grey river dolphins

- a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity not to be missed.

Free Time Pacaya Samiria National Reserve

Enjoy some time this afternoon to rest. Sit on deck and watch the jungle as you float by.

Night Time Boat Excursion Pacaya Samiria National Reserve



Take advantage of this nighttime boat ride in the wild, and watch the Amazon become a different
domain. Be on the lookout for bats, capybaras, black caimans, poison frogs, and a vast number of
other species. See if our flashlights will reflect the ‘red eye shine’ of the black caiman or show the

glowing yellow eyes of a jaguar!

Visit the Ccaccaccollo community centre which G Adventures travellers' donations helped create in
2005, thereby enabling local women to sell traditional textiles to travellers. See local weaving and
dyeing techniques used to create garments and souvenirs, and learn how the Planeterra weaving co-
operative has impacted the community and those who visit it. This includes the purchase of alpacas to
provide a steady supply of wool, looms, and sewing machines as well as several training courses on

production, sales and small business management.

Pisac Ruins Guided Tour 2h-3h

Tour the fascinating hilltop citadel of Pisac, an Incan ruin with plunging gorges, a ceremonial centre,
and winding agriculture terracing that's still in use today. Be captivated by this truly amazing site
sitting amid sweeping green valleys and mountain peaks. Explore the back of the site to see a

pocketed cliff across Kitamayo Gorge, which once contained hundreds of Inca tombs.

ACTIVITY

Contribute to sustainable tourism in Huchuy Qosqo, a small village of 65 families in the Sacred Valley,

by eating at the Parwa Community Restaurant. Learn how the resident-run restaurant was kickstarted



by G Adventures and the Multilateral Investment Fund, to become a successful farm-to-table program

that boosts the local economy and several spin-off microenterprises.



Urubamba

Visit the pre-Incan salt pans of Las Salineras and tour the Ollantaytambo and Moray ruins. Enjoy a

traditional Pachamanca-style meal of local specialities.

Moray Ruins Guided Tour

Explore the ancient site of Moray, which archeologists believe was used to conduct agricultural
experiments. Walk down through the great circular terraces and notice how the temperature shifts with

the depth - sometimes as much as 15°C (27°F)!

Las Salineras Pre-Incan Salt Pans Guided Tour

Visit the pre-Incan salt pans of Las Salineras - still in use today. Marvel at the terraced pools set

amongst the beauty of the Sacred Valley.

Ollantaytambo Ruins Guided Tour

Tour the town and fortress of Ollantaytambo with a local guide. Take a step back in time at this Inca

archaeological site; it still shows signs of its former glory, including agricultural terraces, a Temple Hill,
and storehouses. Learn how the areq, overlooking the Urubamba River Valley, was an important

stronghold during warfare between the Spanish and Incas.
ACTIVITY

The thousand-year-old tradition of pachamanca is typically prepared in an underground oven using
hot stones, earth, and aromatic herbs. For this experience, you will enjoy pachamanca a la olla, a
variation prepared in a pot. Using the same local ingredients and seasonings, meats such as lamb,
pork, chicken, or guinead pig are slow-cooked with vegetables to recreate the rich, earthy flavors of the

original method. Savour this traditional meal, prepared by an experienced chef.

Private Vehicle 7h-8h

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Urubamba/Aguas Calientes

Catch an early transfer to Ollantaytambo station and board the scenic train to Aguas Calientes with

option to visit the market.

For serious archaeology buffs, there is time for an optional independent visit to Machu Picchu before

the guided tour the following morning.

Please bear in mind that the town has several amenities, but is also geographically remote
meaning services are sometimes more basic than one would assume. As the only option for
travellers visiting Machu Picchu, the development of infrastructure has happened quite
quickly, much without proper planning, and the focus on providing quality service may not be

up to the standards experienced in other parts of the country.

Those who have chosen the option in advance to hike the "1-day Inca Trail" will disembark the
train at km 104 to begin the trek. The trail rises steeply up into the mountains and will take
hikers past the archaeological sites of Winay Wayna and Inti Pata, where the local guide will
provide insights into the fascinating culture of the Incas en route to the trek's culmination at
the Sun Gate. Enjoy a packed lunch along the way and reach the Sun Gate in the late
afternoon with a chance for a preliminary exploration of Machu Picchu before the guided tour
on Day 5. Transfer by bus from Machu Picchu to Aguas Calientes to rejoin the group and
spend the night in a hotel. If time permits, take an optional visit to the nearby hot springs to
soak your sore muscles.

(1,900 ft) cliff, and soak in amazing views of cloud forest along the way.

Jorge Chavez International Airport in Callao Lima, is approximately a 45-minute drive from the Miraflores district, where
our joining hotel is located. The easiest way to get there is via taxi. Immediately after the customs and immigration area,
as you head to the exits, you will find an official taxi stand. You can pay for the car at set (approximately $27 USD) rates
and won't need to worry about sorting out a ride outside the airport facilities, where the situation tends to get more

chaotic, with many drivers vying for few clients. There are exchange facilities in the Arrivals area open 24 hours.

An arrival transfer is included in this tour, someone will be at the airport to meet you. Upon leaving the baggage claim
area you will see a large open area with sign boards all around. Look for a G Adventures sign board with your name. As
there are many people and signs in this area it may be difficult for you to spot the sign immediately. Please take your
time in doing so and if at that stage you do not see a G Adventures sign board with your name go to the customer
service area to wait. In the event that your driver does not arrive within 20 minutes please ask the information desk to
arrange an official taxi for you which should cost approximately $27 USD and this money will be reimbursed by your

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

Aboard the Amazon Riverboat laundry facilities are provided free of charge for each passenger daily except for the last
day. Laundry facilities are offered by some of our hotels for a charge. There will be times when you may want to or have

to do your own laundry so we suggest you bring non-polluting/biodegradable soap.

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Peru is the Nuevo Sol (PEN).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.
You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.
We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are
faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.
Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where

there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use.

We recommend tipping $15 per day or $90 in total for time spent on the boat. There will be two envelopes left by the staff
one, for guides and one for crew. The recommended breakdown is 50% for the naturalist staff and 50% for the crew. This

is only a suggestion as we understand that tipping is a personal choice.

For the land portion of your trip we recommend tipping drivers and local guides from $5-10 USD per day depending on
the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and
culture. Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

Please note your Adventure travels to high altitude. This is medically defined as anything over 8,000 feet (2,440 meters).

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?
