Day 1  Beijing 

Arrive at any time. Attend a welcome meeting in the evening followed by an orientation walk with your

CEO in the area of Beijing near the joining hotel. There will be an optional group dinner afterwards at a

local restaurant.

Your opportunity to meet your CEO and fellow travellers, and learn more about your tour. Opt to join

the group for a local meal afterwards. Don't forget to see the notice in the lobby (or ask reception) for

the official time and place to meet up with the group.

Orientation Walk  Beijing  1km   

Set out on an orientation walk near the hotel with your CEO to get your bearings. They will show you

restaurants, points of interest, supermarkets, ATMs, etc.



Day 2  Beijing 

Visit the vast expanses of Tiananmen Square and the Forbidden City. Use free time to explore the

Hutongs (historic narrow streets and alleys) or The Temple of Heaven, the Drum and Bell Tower, Lama

Temple, or Summer Palace.

Explore bustling Beijing including the famous Tiananmen Square and Forbidden City.

Due to restrictions in China after the pandemic, the maximum daily capacity in the Forbidden

City has been reduced from 80,000 to 30,000. This significant decrease in daily tickets has

had a great impact on availability for both individuals and group tours to secure tickets,

especially during he summer season. Our local team works very hard to secure tickets for

each group. However, on the off chance we are unable to secure tickets to the Forbidden City,

we will visit the Summer Palace and the Temple of Heaven, places of similar architecture and

importance.

Metro  Beijing   

Get around underground via public transit.

Free Time  Beijing   

Spend a free afternoon in Beijing. Opt to visit Hutong Area, the Temple of Heaven, and Summer Palace.

Opt to have a Peking Duck meal in the evening.

Forbidden City Visit  Beijing  2h   

Check out the iconic Forbidden City in the heart of Beijing. For 500 years the palace was only

accessible to the emperors’ attendants and officials by invitation only. Visit sights and wander through

the Three Great Halls or stand in the shade of the cypress trees in the Imperial Garden.



Tiananmen Square  Beijing   

Explore one of the world's largest public squares and the symbolic centre of Chinese power. Framed by

the Gate of Heavenly Peace with its Mao portrait, Mao's Mausoleum, the Great Hall of the People, the

National Museum, and with elaborate flag raising and lowering ceremonies at dawn and dusk, it's a

place of pilgrimage for the Chinese tourists who consider it the heart of their nation.

 Optional Activities - Day 2 

Hutong Walk  Beijing  2h-4h   

Take a walking tour through some of Beijing's traditional alleyways and backstreets (known as

hutongs) and get a taste of this magnificent metropolis. 

Temple of Heaven  Beijing   

Explore the stunning Temple of Heaven, which was built during the rule of the Ming dynasty. Learn

more about the history and significance of this place, often referred to as the symbol of Beijing.

Lama Temple Visit  Beijing  25CNY  2h-4h   

Tour Lama Temple, or Yonghe Temple as its formally known, to learn more about the history of

Buddhism in Beijing. The temple is ornately decorated with impressive frescoes, arches, and intricately

carved architecture. Admire some of the statues in the different pavilions and halls, then head to the

Wànfú Pavilion to see the Maitreya Buddha. 

Drum and Bell Tower Visit  Beijing  30CNY   

Visit the striking Drum Tower for some incredible photo ops. Back in the Han Dynasty the towers were

used to echo the time to the city with bells in the morning and drums in the evening. Today the 63-ton

bell still stands in one tower and drum performances happen daily in the morning and afternoon.

Summer Palace  Beijing  60CNY   

This UNESCO World Heritage Site consists of palaces, lakes, and gardens in Beijing and is absolutely

stunning. Its main components are Kunming Lake and Longevity Hill, which is 60m (200 feet) high and

has many buildings on it. Kunming Lake is actually man made, and measures 2.2sq km (1.4 sq mi).



Day 3  Beijing/Xi’an 

Travel north to the Great Wall, one of the most iconic sights in all of China. Spend the better part of the

day exploring and taking photos, soaking in the atmosphere. In the afternoon, drive back to Beijing and

board an overnight train to Xi'an.

Head out to discover the wonders of the Great Wall of China.

 Today’s Activities 

Private Vehicle  Beijing – Mutianyu  2h-2h30m  80km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the comfort of your shared bus transportation from Beijing to

Mutianyu.

Mutianyu Great Wall Visit  Beijing  3h   

Climb the rolling hills of Huairou County at Mutianyu, one of the best-preserved sections of the Great

Wall. Enjoy scenic views as the wall winds along mountain ridges, and take brag-worthy photos of the

wall from any of the 22 towers. The Great wall is an incredible piece of engineering stretching 6000 km

west from the mountain ridges north of Beijing. It was originally constructed to protect Chinese

empires from nomadic northern tribes, and even though it failed in this purpose, it's still one of the

country's most remarkable achievements and an iconic destination. The Mutianyu section of the Great

Wall is located about 80km away from the Beijing City Center. The walk is approximately 5 kilometres

and will take 2 to 3 hours depending on your level of fitness.

Private Vehicle  Mutianyu – Beijing  2h-2h30m  80km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the comfort of your shared bus transportation from Mutianyu to

Beijing.

Basic Overnight Train (beds)  Beijing – Xi'an  11h30m  1200km   

Experience overnight travel like a local. Sit back and get some well-earned (and likely much-needed)

rest en route to your next stop.

 Optional Activities - Day 3 

Toboggan at Great Wall  Mutianyu  100-140CNY   



After your hike on the Great Wall, opt to take a Toboggan ride back down instead of the cable car!

Cable Car at Great Wall  Mutianyu  100-140CNY   

The cable car ride is about 5 minutes ride up to tower 14, from where you may walk to the highest point

of Mutianyu Great Wall at Tower 20. The walk from ticket check to tower 10 is about 30 minutes. The

cable car ride is a good option if you are hoping to save energy to challenge the Tower 20. Return ticket

is recommended as you may spend more time on the wall.



Day 4  Xi’an 

Pull into Xi'an this morning after a night on the train. After dropping your things at the hotel, head out

on an orientation walk with your CEO and visit points of interest around the city like the bustling

Muslim Quarter. Known as one of Xi'an's most fascinating areas, you will pass the lovely and unusual

Great Mosque and wander by food stalls with some of the best street eats in China. Spend the rest of

the day exploring the city as you wish. Opt to visit the Ancient City Wall or cycle along it.

 Today’s Activities 

Orientation Walk  Xi'an  1h   

Enjoy a CEO-led orientation walk close to the Xi'an hotel to help you get the lay of the land. Learn where

you can find local services (like ATMs and laundromats) and, perhaps, see some city highlights. Every

CEO does something slightly different for their orientation walk to show visitors what they like best

about the city.

Muslim Quarter Visit  Xi'an  1h-1h30m   

Explore the lively Muslim Quarter and its serene Great Mosque, making time to indulge in the offerings

of exotic local street food stalls. At night, head out for some of the best street food in China – the spicy

beef and lamb kebabs are always a favorite.

Free Time  Xi’an   

Spend the afternoon free in ancient Xi'an.

 Optional Activities - Day 4 

The Great Mosque  Xi'an  25CNY   



Discover this hidden oasis behind the markets of the Muslim Quarter. Learn about the Great Mosque's

centuries-old history, and explore the temples and gardens to see how Chinese and Islamic

architecture came together in this place of worship.



Day 5  Xi’an 

Visit one of China’s greatest archaeological treasures—the Terracotta Warriors. This evening, opt for a

dumpling banquet with your CEO and group.

Terracotta Warriors Guided Tour  Xi'an  3h  2km   

Take a guided tour of the Terracotta Warriors where more than 8,000 clay soldiers and hundreds of

replica horses and chariots stand in three pits. Learn why the Emperor Qin Shihuang commissioned

the statues to serve as his army in the afterlife and how they were discovered. Spend a half-day

exploring this archaeological wonder.

ACTIVITY   

Sit down for an included lunch at a restaurant run by a local family at their own home near the Terra-

Cotta Museum. Dishes will include foods like home-cooked noodles, stir fried dishes, and seasonal

fruits from the garden.

Free Time  Xi’an   

Explore all the city has to offer.

 Optional Activities - Day 5 

Big Goose Pagoda Visit  Xi'an  50CNY   

Head to the outskirts of the city to the Big Wild Goose Pagoda, a beautiful, brick Buddhist temple.



The Tang Dynasty Cultural Show with Dumpling Banquet  Xi'an  328CNY   

Witness the Tang Dynasty Music and Dance Show preserving the cultural heritage with a blend of

ancient music, inspiring dances to various Chinese instruments, and interesting historical stories to

captivate audiences. Before the show there will be a traditional banquet with the main source being the

Chinese Dumplings, which are also named Jiaozi. They typically consist of a ground meat and/or

vegetable filling wrapped into a thinly rolled piece of dough, which is then sealed by pressing the edges

together or by crimping.

Xi'an City Wall South Gate  Xi'an  54CNY   

Xian City Wall is the most complete city wall that has survived in China, as well being one of the largest

ancient military defensive systems in the world. Along the moat is a beautiful park. You could either

walk on the wall or rent a bike and cycle around, traffic free! The wall was first built in 1370. In

rectangular shape the whole length is 13.7 Km.



Day 6  Xi’an/Chengdu 

Board a bullet train in the late morning to Chengdu. After getting settled at the hotel, join an orientation

walk around the city. In the evening sit down for a Hotpot dinner with the group.

Hotpot is a very local way to have a meal. We sit around a table with a pot built in the middle – the pot

is divided into 2 halves (spicy vs. non-spicy usually). The restaurants flavoured soup is added and

brought to a boil, then we can start adding our food in the pot to cook ( including vegetable, meat or

fish). The table also offers various sorts of herbs, spices, oil etc so you can make your own soup to taste.

Day 7  Chengdu 

Enjoy a morning visit to see pandas at the Giant Panda Breeding Research Base. Witness the

conservation efforts being made to save this endearing species. Afterwards, take time for lunch on

your own before your CEO will take the group to People's Park by metro for an orientation walk. End the

walk in Tianfu Square, located in the city centre of Chengdu. Take the metro back to the hotel before an

optional group dinner in the evening.

Giant Panda Breeding Center  Chengdu  3h   

Visit the popular pandas at the Chengdu Research Base of Giant Panda Breeding, created to provide

an ideal breeding environment for these endangered creatures. Learn about their life cycle and habitat

and take memorable photographs of these iconic national treasures. See a number of other rare

species, including the little-known red panda. Arrive in the fall for a chance to see tiny newborn pandas.

People's Park & Tianfu Square Visit  Chengdu   

Built in 1911, the People's Park was the first public park in Chengdu. It's the largest green area in

downtown. The park features an artificial lake, gardens, teahouses, and is a popular place for locals to

enjoy the outdoors. Walk to Tianfu Square in the centre of the city, surrounded by museums.



Day 8  Chengdu/Lijiang 

Spend the morning free in the bustling city of Chengdu. Opt to visit the Wenshu Monastery or Kuanzhai

Alley. Take an afternoon flight from Chengdu to Lijiang.

Enjoy a free morning in Chengdu.

Plane  Chengdu – Lijiang  1h30m

Day 9  Lijiang 

After a morning orientation walk of Lijiang, visit the the Black dragon Pool and the spectacular views of

the Jade Dragon Snow Mountain above the marble bridge. Upon finishing the tour, opt to head to

Lijiang Old town to and explore the must see spots like The Giant Water Wheel, Wangu Tower and Lion

Hill. Then enjoy a free evening. Opt to visit the Mufu Museum or grab dinner with your group.

 Today’s Activities 

Lijiang Old Town Visit  Lijiang   

Walk through the charming old town of Lijiang, a World Heritage Site and home to the Naxi minority.

Observe scenes from another era, with old men smoking pipes and women in their traditional

costumes. Get lost in the small pedestrian lanes that meander throughout the town -- every twist and

turn reveals picturesque old buildings, local arts and crafts, fast flowing canals, and beautiful arched

bridges. You can also spend an afternoon resting in a pavilion in the Black Dragon Pool Park, gazing at

the reflection of Jade Dragon Snow Mountain and listening to the local Naxi music.

Black Dragon Pool Park  Lijiang   

Explore the gorgeous Black Dragon Pool, a pond in Jade Spring Park, which is a short walk from the

Old Town of Lijiang. Take in a spectacular view of the region’s tallest mountain, Jade Dragon Snow

Mountain. Visit the many temples and pavilions in the park, including the Deyue Lou (Moon Embracing

Pavillion), the Longshen Temple, and the Wufeng Tower. Tour the Dongba Culture Research Institute

and the Dongba Culture Museum, which help to preserve local culture.

Free Time  Lijiang   

Enjoy a free evening in Lijiang.



Day 10  Lijiang/Shaxi 

Drive to Shaxi Old Town first thing this morning and head out for a walking tour of this ancient,

medieval town full of Buddhist culture. Visit the iconic spots of the town like the Old Market Square, the

Old Theater, and Yujin Bridge. This afternoon, enjoy free time in this beautiful town. Opt to visit the

Xingjiao Temple or the Ouyang Courtyard.

Shaxi One Tree House (or similar)  Guesthouse   

 Today’s Activities 

Shaxi Walking Tour  Shaxi  4h   

Take a walking tour of the city, hitting the main highlights. Each route will be different, but you can

expect to see the best this city has to offer.

Free Time  Shaxi   

Enjoy a free evening in Shaxi Old Town.

Private Vehicle  Lijiang – Shaxi  1h45m  101km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



 Optional Activities - Day 10 

Xingjiao Temple Visit  Shaxi  30CNY   

Enjoy a visit to one of the most fascinating and best preserved temples in China. Constructed as a

Buddhist shrine in 1415, the courtyard buildings were used as local government headquarters during

the Cultural Revolution, which saved the temple from destruction.

Ouyang Courtyard  Shaxi   

Near the Shaxi famous Market Square, visit the Ouyang Courtyard, original Bai folk architecture

preserved from Qing Dynasty.



Day 11  Shaxi/Dali 

We head to the next town this morning, the thousand year old village of Xizhou Old Town. Explore the

well preserved architecture with a tour led by your CEO. Then after a bit of free time in Xizhou, drive to

Dali. Head out for an orientation walk and to Dali Old Town. Join your group and CEO for dinner

together at a local restaurant. On the way back to the hotel, admire the lanterns that light up this

beautiful town at night.

Xizhou Old Town  Xizhou   

Join your CEO on a walking tour of charming Xizhou Old Town. Visit famous spots like Sifang Street

and Yan Family Compound, a Traditional Folk Residences.

Dali Old Town Visit  Dali   

Visit the Old town of Dali and enjoy its traditional architecture. It's a great opportunity to learn more

about the minority cultures (mostly Bai but also with many Yi and Hui) and relax in this unique place.



Day 12  Dali 

This beautiful lakeside town is yours to do as you wish today! Opt to explore the Old Town, cycle around

Dali town or Lake Erhai. Maybe visit the National Geological park of Cangshan Mountain on a hike or

on the cable car. A local favorite is the Three Pagodas at Chongsheng Temple or you could learn the

art of traditional Tie-Dying by the local Bai people. With so many options, the choice is yours!

Three Pagodas of Chongsheng Temple  Dali  120CNY   

Tour these three striking pagoda towers from the Tang Dynasty arranged on the corners of an

equilateral triangle. The Central Pagoda is almost 1,200 years old, and represents a period when Dali

was a Buddhist Kingdom. Climb to the top of the towers for a beautiful view of Dali Ancient Town and

Erhai Lake below. 

Erhai Lake Bike Tour  Dali   

Cycle around a portion of the lake and enjoy the beautiful views.



Day 13  Dali/Kunming 

Together we'll catch a morning train to Kunming, known as one of China's best natural phenomenons

with all its waterfalls, lakes and karst formations. After an orientation walk of the town, opt to head to

lunch to try the famous local rice noodle dish. This afternoon, visit the jaw dropping Kunming Flower

Market. Then head to the Green Lake (Cuihu) Park where not only will you see your first glimpse of this

karst mountain, lake filled town, but you'll also witness locals dancing, singing and playing instruments

during their leisure time.

Visit the Kunming Flower Market. Enjoy the exotic scents and vibrant colours of this lively flower

Green Lake Park (Cui Hu Park). Traverse the bridges that connect the park’s four small lakes, or relax

with a visit to the many restaurants, shops, and tea houses lining the park's edge.

Get to your next destination faster than the speed of light (ok maybe not that fast) aboard a high-

speed train.

Is there a travel disclaimer for my itinerary I should review

before booking this trip?

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the

itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know

exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The

Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by

no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered. Aboard expedition trips visits to research stations

depend on final permission. 

Additionally, any travel times listed are approximations only and subject to vary due to local circumstances.

What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

1. Please note while traveling through mainland China you will not be able to access some popular internet websites. It’s

important to let your family and friends know that you might not be able to stay in touch over your usual methods, be it

– social media or email. The Chinese Government restricts certain websites such as Google, Dropbox, Gmail, Facebook,

Instagram, Twitter, WordPress, Whatsapp etc. It may be possible to still access some of these websites using a VPN. If

you wish to stay in touch with your friends and family through the above blocked sites, we suggest you research

installing a suitable VPN on your device prior to travel or turn on your data roaming if needed.

2. INTERNET ACCESS 

Please note while traveling through mainland China you will not be able to access some popular internet websites,

certain websites such as Google, Dropbox, Gmail, Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, WordPress,etc. It may be possible to

access some of these websites using a VPN. If you wish to use above blocked sites, we suggest you get a suitable VPN

on your device prior to travel.

3. LUGGAGE

As we use (sometimes crowded) local transport please note backpacks are much more suitable than suitcases for this

style of trip. Train travel means that bags have to be stowed either overhead or under beds, so travelling as light as

possible is recommended.

4. As of June 28, 2025, Chinese Aviation Authorities have tightened safety rule following several onboard fire incidents

linked to uncertified power bank portable chargers. Passengers will no longer be allowed to bring power banks that lack

the official China Compulsory Certification (CCC) mark. Any portable chargers without the CCC mark will be

confiscated on domestic flights within China.

5. COMBO TRIP

Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on

your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.



What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our Chief Experience Officers (CEO). The aim of the CEO is to

take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible. They will provide information on the places

you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating venues and

introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad

general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also

use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting- we think

it's the best of both worlds.

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Visa information specific to your destination and nationality can be found in our Important Pre-Departure Information

page here

Please note that visas are the responsibility of the individual traveller. The visa requirements for your trip vary depending

on where you are from and where you are going. We keep the following information up to date as much as possible, but

rules do change. It is important that you check for yourself with the embassy of each country. Your travel agent can

assist. Please, keep in mind that all countries require passports valid for at least 6 months from the moment of

departure from the country.

CHINA:

If you require a visa to enter China, you may also need an official Letter Of Invitation (LOI) before you can apply for your

Chinese visa. If you require a Letter of Invitation (LOI) to apply for a Chinese visa, please fill out & submit the following

request form

You can obtain the LOI through our visa support agent in China. The visa support link you need to complete will be sent

to you or your travel agent by email when you confirm your booking. You must read the instructions carefully and fill out

all the details.

Please ensure that you list the same details as appear on your LOI when filling out your Chinese Visa Application form.

HOW TO FILL IN CHINA LOI FORM ONLINE:

As Chinese visas are dated specifically for entry and exit, please ensure you enter the correct dates as per your flights

entering and exiting China. Please remember to put exactly the same dates when you fill out the application at the

Chinese embassy. You will need to provide additional documentation to the consulate (i.e. flights tickets, hotel

reservations) if these dates fall outside the duration of the tour.

Please do not submit the below application until 3 months prior to your entry into China. The details will be forwarded to

our local agent in China and your Letter of Invitation (LOI) will be issued within 10 business days of receipt. 

Letter of Invitations (LOI) will be issued as a matter of priority based on the number of days from departure.

Once you have received your LOI you can apply for your visa by going to the nearest Chinese embassy. Please,

remember that it is your responsibility to check whether passport details, name spelling and dates on the LOI are

correct.

You must print out the full set of application forms including the ‘Confirmation of Online Visa application’ and ‘Visa

Application Form of the People's Republic of China’. All pages of each form must be printed out. The signature and date

on the Confirmation Page and the 8th page of Visa Application Form of the People's Republic of China must be

handwritten by the applicant themselves. Visa applicants under the age of 18 must be signed by their guardian while

also adding a handwritten signature in the ‘For person filling in the application on the applicant’s behalf’.

IMPORTANT: if you require a visa for China and plan to travel within 3 months of your entry into China, we strongly

recommend that you avoid travel outside of your home country during the period between your visa application up until

the time your visa is approved. In many cases, travellers who apply for a visa to China while in another country outside of

their home country, will be denied their visa.

Travellers must have at least two blank passport pages available for each country they will visit on your tour. These are

required for entry & exit stamps.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

As currency exchange rates in Asia fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange

rates: www.xe.com. 

As of April 2024 the exchange rate for China was 1 USD = 7.25 CNY (Chinese Yuan). 

Although the most common payment methods in China are apps such as WeChat Pay and Alipay, we strongly

recommend carrying some cash as a backup, since credit cards or mobile apps may not always work. We also suggest

setting up either WeChat Pay or Alipay on your device before arriving in China. We strongly suggest setting up either

Wechat or Alipay on your device prior to coming to China. This will require you link a credit or debit card to these apps

and also set up a data roaming package to use in China so that you can make payments locally. Please check the

terms and conditions carefully when you set up account and payment. Credit cards may work with big venders in first

tier cities like Beijing, Shanghai or Hong Kong but it's not guaranteed and less likely to work in other cities or towns and

small venders.
