Trastevere Visit 2h-4h



Cross the Tiber river to reach the quaint medieval neighbourhood of Trastevere. This is a great

opportunity to escape the crowds and get a glimpse into local life.

Borghese Gallery 25EUR 1h-2h

Take a visit to the beautiful Borghese Gallery villa to indulge in a rich collection of ancient sculptures,
relics, mosaics, and paintings. Pieces from Renaissance masters such as Bellini, Raphael, Bernini can

be found here.

Pantheon Visit 2-5EUR

The Pantheon is one of the most famous buildings in Rome. Originally built during the reign of
Augustus (27 BC - 14 AD), the building was rebuilt under Hadrian in 126 AD. The roof is still the world's
largest unreinforced concrete dome, and it contains a circular opening (an oculus). It is easily one of the

best-preserved of all the ancient Roman buildings.

Roman Forum Visit 24EUR 1h-2h

Even with the bustle of modern day Rome whizzing past on Vespas, you can still lose yourself in the
fragmented columns and ancient ruins of this plaza, conjuring images of the rich Romans sauntering
by in togas. Please note, this must be booked in combination with the Colosseum Visit and will include

a visit to Palatine Hill.

Colosseum Visit 24EUR

Enjoy a guided tour of this famous spot, the scene of many bloody gladiator fights for the
entertainment of ancient Rome's aristocracy. Learn from your expert guide and you wander the old

venue—a UNESCO World Heritage site—and feel free to walk around on your own. No battles, please!

Christian Catacombs 8EUR 30m-ih

Follow a guide through this ancient underground cemetary.

master artists such as Donatello and Michelangelo.



Uffizi Gallery Visit 25EUR 1h-2h

Siena Visit 75km

Head to nearby Siena and wander this medieval walled city. Options abound! Visit the gorgeous
Duomo and the Piazza del Campo, where the famous Palio horse race is held each summer. Climb the

Torre del Mangia for fantastic views of the Tuscan landscape.

Cross through the centre of the city and over the Arno. Climb to the top of the hill and check out the

vista over the river from Piazzale Michelangelo. It's worth every step!

Florence Food Tour

Uncover the treasures of Florence, savoured by locals for generations, on this 3-hour walking tour
through Oltrarno. Experience the unique flavours and foods that make the cuisine of this region so
distinct from the rest of ltaly. Famous for being the birthplace of the Renaissance and home to
Michelangelo’s famous statue of David, Florence is a city rich with culture, history and of course, some
of the tastiest Tuscan food in the region.

camera (and some cash) for market shopping.

Auschwitz Tour

Visit the former Nazi concentration camps at Auschwitz | and Auschwitz lI-Birkenau on this 7-hour trip
from Krakow. During the Second World War, around 1 million Jewish lives and 100,000 Poles, Roma,
Soviet prisoners of war and others were lost at Auschwitz. On the way to Auschwitz, which takes
around 45 minutes, we show a short documentary about the liberation of Auschwitz - Birkenau to give
you some insight about the history of the camp. Upon the arrival, our tour leader will provide you with
all the essential rules and procedures which must be followed at the museum. After a short break, the
group will skip the line to begin the guided tour. The museum is divided into two parts: Auschwitz | and

Auschwitz Il - Birkenau, with sightseeing included for both camps.



Old Jewish Quarter (Kazimierz)

For some of the history that makes Krakow so famous, visit the Jewish district of Kazimierz, just south
of Old Town. Once the centre of Jewish life for more than 500 years, it was destroyed during the Second
World War, only to be revitalized in the 1990s following the popularity of Steven Spielberg's film,
Schindler’s List. During your Jewish culture crawl, see synagogues, Gothic churches, and art galleries,
then stop for a drink in one of the more than 800 pubs that populate the nooks and alleys of this

historic district.

Bar Mleczny (Milk Bar) Meal

Originally set up as an affordable canteen for Polish workers, bar mlecznys ("Milk Bars") are now known
as a must visit for authentic, Polish comfort food. Try the pierogi (traditional dumplings), placki

ziemniaczane (potato pancakes), or (and?) kielbasa (sausages).

Wawel Royal Castle 95PLN

Take a stroll up Wawel hill (or catch a ride on a horse and carriage) to 16th century Wawel Castle. Roam
the gardens, or the museum featuring exhibitions that give you some insight into life as a royal, such as

Royal Private Apartments, and Crown Treasury and Armoury.

Wieliczka Salt Mines Visit 3h-4h

If you can tear yourself away from the charms of Krakow, make a visit the Wieliczka Salt Mines, located
only a short distance away.

Built in the 13th century, these mines produced table salt until 2007, making it one of the world's oldest
salt mines. Head deep into an underground network of tunnels and chambers some 135m (443 ft)
below the surface. Visit the Blessed King's Chapel, a salt cathedral carved by miners, complete with

elaborate chandeliers and sculptures.

Rynek Underground Museum 35PLN 1km

Travel beneath the market square for a tour of the underground route of forgotten medieval market

stalls.



Krakow/Prague

1. Itis important to note that in Europe, all guiding is based around local guides all of whom are licensed to work only in a
particular city. As such, our leaders are able to provide orientation walks which will show you the layout of each town and
city as well as the location of local services such as post offices and laundromats, but are unable to legally share

historical facts and figures in public places.

2.In Europe it is very rare to find elevators in train stations, hotels or other public places. We use public transport on this
trip, which means you will need to carry your luggage from platform to platform, in and out of trains and buses etc. and
also possibly up several flights of stairs. You will also need to be able to stow your luggage safely on trains and buses. It is
therefore essential that you pack light and bring luggage which is compact and lightweight, and which you can easily

transport. The carrying of your luggage remains your responsibility at all times.

3This trip has a fast-paced itinerary with some long transport days - please check the itinerary carefully before deciding

if this trip suits your needs.

4. Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

5. Please note that if you wish to visit popular museums such as the Vatican Museums (Sistine Chapel) and Villa
Borghese in Rome, and the Uffizi or Accademia Galleries in Florence, to avoid waiting in line for a long time (especially in
high season May-September when it could be a question of hours!), it is advisable to reserve tickets in advance. Tickets
can be reserved online at wwwweekendafirenze.com or by phone (+39) 055 294883 from Monday to Friday
8.30am-6.30pm, Saturday 8.30am-12.30pm. If you are interested in purchasing tickets we recommend that you do so
once your G Adventure trip is confirmed (up to 2 months before if possible), especially for the ever-popular Uffizi, and for
any time after 1lam on Day 10.

6. This tour is expected to end at 6pm upon arrival in Paris. Please note that suggested arrival times might be impacted

by traffic and unforeseen delays. Passengers should plan any onward travel after 10pm on this day.

7. Please speak to a G Adventures representative about booking post-tour accommodation in Paris. Please note that

you may be booked in a multi-share, same sex-dorm room for this night.

8. OPTIONAL ACTIVITIES NOTE:
During high season in Europe (May-October) we highly recommend booking reservations for any popular optional

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. G Adventures understands the importance of breakfast to start your day, we strive to
include a basic breakfast wherever possible. A typical breakfast may include toast, coffee and tea, however this may

vary depending on the city. Should breakfast not be included, your CEO can suggest some local options.

Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is available out in the world. Generally
meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to give you the maximum flexibility in
deciding where, what and with whom to eat.

in remote regions etc. food is included, plentiful and made of fresh local ingredients.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Train, public bus, metro, walking.



What transportation will we take on this trip?

On this trip we will use local buses and trains for intercity transport and a mix of metro (subway), local bus, taxis and
walking for transport between hotels and bus/train stations. Please be prepared to carry your own bags short distances
(20-30 mins max) between hotels and transport, as well as to lift your bags on and off buses and trains. Please note that

there is often limited luggage storage space on public transport.

Transport of 18-to-Thirtysomethings tours:
As we rely heavily on public transportation during this trip, we ask you to be flexible for possible changes in the modes of

transport and schedules, which may necessitate small itinerary changes.

Please note that the accommodation on overnight buses and trains varies in Europe. Overnight buses typically have
airline-style reclining seats. On some overnight trains, tickets are for airline-style seats whereas other overnight journeys
are in multi-share sleeper compartments. Please see day-to-day itinerary for specific information about

accommodation type for overnight journeys.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels/hostels (18 nts, multi-share with 2-6 people), sleeper train (1 nt).

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

The variety and local flavour of our accommodation is a favourite part of our European 18-to-Thirtysomethings trips.
Although the properties we use are simply furnished and with few facilities, we base our choices on location, character

and cleanliness. We will stay in a mixture of hotels, some hostels, and private rooms in local households.

All accommodation on this tour will be multi-share. This may involve 4-6 group members sharing and even (on rare
occasions) dormitory-style rooms for the whole group. The majority of accommodation will have shared bathroom

facilities.
Where we use multi-share hostels, rooming requests of any kind cannot be taken.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning is not
routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a standing or desk fan for
your room on hot nights. If you do not already have one in your room, please ask your CEO to organize one for you with

reception. For private accommodation please see tours in our Classic Travel Style.

GETTING TO HOSTEL TRUSTEVER ROME

By Train from the Airport:
Trenitalia is the name of the train that will shuttle you from Rome's main international airport, Fiumicino, to Hostel

Trustever Rome.

Trenitalia train leaves every 15min in each direction. Trains to Roma Trastevere Station start at 05:57 in the morning. The
last train of the day departs at 11.27pm. The train station is open 4am to 1am and the journey is 36 minutes. Cost starts
from 8 Euros per person. Tickets for Trenitalia train are available at rail ticket office, newspaper seller, tobacconist's, and

self-service tellers, each located in the railway station atrium.

When you get off Roma Trastevere you still have about a 9 min, 750 m walk to reach the hostel. Walking directions: Head
west on Piazza Flavio Biondo toward Viale di Trastevere then Turn left onto Viale di Trastevere. Turn left onto Via degli
Orti di Cesare and after that Turn right onto Viale di Trastevere. Finally, Turn right onto Via Francesco Benaglia and you

should arrive at the hostel.
ROMA SCOUT CENTER (this is the alternative hostel).

The train directions are the same as above. However, when you get off Roma Tiburtina you will now have about a 10 min,
800 m walk to reach the hostel. Walking directions : Head northwest toward Circonvallazione Nomentana. Continue
onto Circonvallazione Nomentana. Then Turn left onto Via Lorenzo il Magnifico. Again, Turn left onto Via Boemondo.
After that, take a slight left onto Via Matilde di Canossa.Turn left onto Via Eleonora d'’Arborea. Finally, turn right onto Via

Adalberto and the hostel should be on your left.

NOTE:
You must always stamp tickets in the machines on the platform before starting your journey.

Please note that there are other routes with changes and other options.

By Taxi from the Airport:
Taxis run fixed rates to and from airports. The rate is 40 EUR. The rate for designated Fiumicino taxi drivers is 60 EUR

and are inclusive of luggage, for a maximum of four passengers.

To arrange an arrival or departure transfer, we recommend you book through our preferred transfer provider - Welcome

Choose from a range of transport options including both private and shared transfers at a discounted rate.

We advise that you book both your arrival and departure transfers in advance. Please make sure you have the following

We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

For other nationalities, travelling in Europe has been simplified with the introduction of the Schengen visa. As a visitor to
the Schengen area (Austria, Germany, Netherlands, Belgium, Greece, Norway, Denmark, Iceland, Portugal, Finland, Italy,
Spain, France, Luxembourg, Sweden, Czech Republic, Hungary, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia,
Slovenia and Switzerland) you will enjoy the many advantages of this unified visa system. Generally speaking with a
Schengen visa, you may enter one Schengen country and travel freely throughout the Schengen region during the

validity of your visa. There are limited border controls at Schengen borders, if any at all.
Please note that the UK and Ireland are NOT part of the Schengen agreement.

A Schengen visa is applied for at the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country in which you will be spending the
most nights on your trip to the Schengen space. If you are only visiting one country on your trip then you apply for your

visa at the Consulate of this Schengen country.

VENICE ACCESS FEE:
On April 25th 2024, Venice introduced a new tourist entry requirement. Travellers who are only visiting Venice for the day
are charged a tourist fee imposed by the city.

We kindly request that you visit the Venice Access Fee Homepage to complete the form prior to travel. Completing this

form stating you are staying overnight will exempt you from this fee. Please check the specific dates on the link above - if

your departure is affected, please follow the steps below:

- If your tour STARTS in Venice (this includes arriving into Venice prior to tour start date) you will need to complete this
form prior to arrival.

- If your tour TRAVELS THROUGH Venice, your CEO will assist with this requirement on tour.

- If your tour FINISHES in Venice (this includes staying in Venice after the tour finish date), your CEO will assist with this

requirement on tour.

- Once you have clicked on the above link, you will find a specified announcement with the concerned dates. Double-
check if your stay in Venice happens to fall into one of these dates.

- Click on Exemptions.

- Choose "l am a guest of an accommodation facility located in the municipality of Venice"

- Continue to Request Exemption.

- Put the start and end date of your Venice stay.

- Fill all the requested information of the "Main Holder" - (which is you!). Read the privacy policy before going to the next
step.

- Fill the Main Holders personal data (Name - Surname - Place of Birth - Date of Birth) as per passport.

- Enter your contact number.

- Double-check the data summary before confirming it and going into the next step.

- You will now have to make a toll-free call to the number displayed on the screen, using the same phone number you
filled beforehand. The call does not require a response.

- Once you have successfully verified the telephone number, you can now download your voucher containing a specific
QR code.

As of 2025, various European countries are introducing ETIAS travel authorisation as an entry requirement for visa-
exempt nationals.
We highly recommend you checking in advance how your nationality and country/s you are visiting may be affected.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances but you must remember to bring your PIN number (be
aware that many ATM machines only accept 4-digit PINs). Both Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely
accepted debit cards. Visa cards are the most widely accepted credit cards. While ATMs are commonly available, there
are no gudrantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work - check with your bank. You should be aware when

purchasing products or services on a credit card, that a fee usually applies.
Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of Euros and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is 10% of the bill for

wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and
tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €6-8 per day, depending on the quality and

length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and appreciated.

The precise amount is a personal preference, however €42-€56 per person, per week can be used as a guideline.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel.

We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
