Bangkok

Arrive at any time.

The city has so many options for sightseeing, those who arrive early will have plenty to fill the day. The
best way to get around Bangkok is by water taxi, as the streets are often crowded with traffic. From the

Clan Jetties Excursion

Experience real-life history visiting the clan jetties. More than 100 years ago, the Chinese community
started building stilt houses along the waterfront, clustered into clan villages that still exist today. Most

of these houses are in the Chew Jetty area.

Kek Lok Si Temple Visit

This three-tiered hilltop Buddhist temple, the country’s largest, is affectionately known as the Temple of
Supreme Bliss. Its main attraction is the Ten Thousand Buddhas Pagoda, and the pavilion of the Four
Heavenly Kings - each said to control a compass point. An enormous statue of the Goddess of Mercy

is found on the hilltop as well as more gardens and temples.

Khoo Kongsi Visit



Visit one of the grandest clan houses in Malaysia, built by the Chinese Khoo Kongsi clan more than 100
years ago it operated much like a self-governing village. As a sign of wealth, the house was built in an

ornate fashion with elaborate Chinese architecture.

Penang Peranakan Museum Visit 25MYR

Learn about the Peranakans (also known as the Babas and Nyonyas), the Chinese community that
made their home in the Straits Settlements and developed unique customs that incorporated Malay
and British influences in their cuisine and language. Tour the museum, a recreated home of a rich
Baba, to see displays of more than 1,000 antique pieces and architectural design - of special note is

the staircase, dining room, and parlour.

Day 8 George Town/Cameron Highlands

Walk around town and opt to take a tour of the highlands. Be sure to have afternoon tea here in this tea

plantation-rich area.

Taman Sari Water Castle Visit



Enjoy a visit to this castle built in the 18th century as a pleasure park for the Sultan. Check out the
intricately carved gates and the bathing complex and tower, from where the Sultan would watch his

concubines frolicking in the water.

Wayang Kulit Shadow Puppet Show

Get a taste of Indonesian theatre with a twist and enjoy a traditional shadow puppet show. These

puppets are made with leather and chiselled with precision.



Yogyakarta/Tawangmangu

Enjoy an optional stop to explore the Prambanan temples, then opt to continue on to the Sukuh
Temple with its erotic carvings. Follow this with a beautiful walk through small villages and farms to

Tawangmangu.

Begin the day with an easy 2.5 hr drive. On the way, we have the option of stopping at Prambanan to
explore the largest Hindu temple complex in Java by foot. This visit allows for approximately 1.5 hrs of
exploration, and anyone who chooses not to visit the temple can visit an art market located near the

temple.

Also opt to visit the Sukuh Temple, known as a fertility temple with erotic carvings. From there, walk
approximately 3 hrs through small villages and along agricultural land, finishing up at a waterfall. A
walk up a staircase ends in the village of Tawangmanggu, where the evening is free to enjoy as you

wish.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

RAMADAN

According to the lunar cycle, Ramadan will fall between Feb 28th - Mar 29th 2025, and Feb 17th - Mar 19th 2026. Please
note that Ramadan is a month of fasting observed by Muslims throughout the world, during which time the followers of
Islam should not eat or drink between sunrise and sunset. There may be some limitations to services and disruptions to
schedules during Ramadan, but generally our tours still operate effectively during this period and food is available to
non-Muslims throughout the day. It is very important to display increased cultural sensitivity during Ramadan. Please
wear loose fitting clothes, that cover knees and shoulders, and try to avoid eating, drinking or smoking in public out of

respect for those who can't at that time.

COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

ANG THONG NATIONAL PARK ANNUAL CLOSURES
Please note that Ang Thong National Park is closed annually during monsoon season, typically from mid-October to
mid-December. On rare occasions, it may also be closed during extreme weather conditions. Should this occur, an

alternative activity will be provided, such as a Lake Cheow Lan excursion.

What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our Chief Experience Officers (CEO). The aim of the CEQO is to
take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible. They will provide information on the places
you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating venues and
introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad
general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also
use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting - we think

it's the best of both worlds.

How large will the group be?

What meals are included in this trip?

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is
available out in the world. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to
give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting
flexibility, though generally food is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of
dishes and enjoy each other's company. There is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest
favourite restaurants during your trip. Included breakfasts will usually be asian style consisting of noodles or congee
(rice porridge) or bread and eggs. Vegetarians will be able to find a range of different foods, although in some areas the
choice maybe limited. While trekking in remote regions food is included, plentiful and made of fresh local ingredients. For

all trips please refer to the meals included and budget information for included meals and meal budgets.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Train, local bus, minibus, ferry, songthaew, taxi, flight.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

As the popularity of train travel in Thailand continues to grow domestically, some of the routes used on this tour do not
have sufficient space during local public holidays, including New Year’s, Songkran (April 13-15), etc. During these times of

the year, alternative transport may be arranged for one or more of the train journeys within Thailand on this tour.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

Please be advised that any flights noted on the G Adventures Itinerary for this tour are included in the tour services
provided. Flight tickets are provided by G Adventures during the tour. The date for this service will match the day of the
itinerary, for which Day 1is equal to the start date noted on the Invoice under Land Services: Tour. If flight information is

required in advance for visa purposes, please contact G Adventures.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (23 nts), surf camp dorms (2 nts), sleeper train (1 nt), local homestay (1 nt).



What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

A variety of styles of hotels/guest houses are used on this trip. In many instances they might not be like what you are
accustomed to as service and efficiency can vary. In some areas we stay in simple local guest houses in stunning
locations. That said, rooms are generally small and simple yet clean. There may only be shared toilet facilities and

showers.

Accommodation will be varied throughout your adventure. Some nights on this tour will be multi-share. This may involve

4-6 group members sharing a room. The majority of accommodation will have shared bathroom facilities.

Where we use multi-share hostels, rooming requests of any kind cannot be taken. For private accommodation please

see tours in our Classic Travel Style.

We will be travelling through a region where cold water showers are the accepted norm. In keeping with our authentic
tours, many of our hotels will not have hot water showers. In some major cities in Malaysia and Singapore, hotel rooms

do not have windows.

During the Cianjur homestay, the group shares a big house. Up to 5 travellers will be sharing each room, and there are 3

bathroom facilities to be shared by the group.

During the Ngadas homestay, the group will be divided amongst several registered houses in the community. Each
family will host 2-3 passengers. Travellers will stay in small rooms with beds and bedding provided. Showers are separate
and warm water should be available. Please note that towels and toiletries are not provided at the homestay, be sure to

bring your own.

At the surf camp in Red Island, travellers will be in dorm-style rooms with en suite bathroom facitilies with up to 6 people

per room.



What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

If you would like to book an airport Arrival transfer for your tour, please contact our Sales Team or your Travel Agent in

advance of travel.

Suvarnabhumi Airport (BKK): If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be
waiting at the Meeting Point (when you exit to the Arrival Hall, please go to Gate/Exit 4 in the hall, near the airport

information counter (AOT) and look for a hand-sign with G logo and your name on it.)

If for any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.
Please note that day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day.

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the
reception with a note from your CEQ. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between
5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as
scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel, requesting that you speak to or leave a
message for your CEO (if you are not on a group tour please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this

dossier). If you are unable to get in touch with your leader, please refer to our emergency contact details.

If you have pre-booked an airport transfer please meet your driver near the information counter at gate number 4 of the

airport, in the arrival hall. Look for a driver holding a G Adventures sign with your name.

If you have still have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs and immigration,
we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining Instructions. Please apply

to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.



Who should | contact in case of an emergency?

Should you need to contact us during a situation of dire need, it is best to first call either the G Adventures Local
Representative (if one is listed below) or our G Adventures Local Office. If for any reason you do not receive an immediate
answer, please leave a detailed message and contact information, so they may return your call and assist you as soon

AIRPORT TRANSFER

Your arrival transfer has been arranged based on flight information provided to us. If you are advised of a flight schedule
change or flight cancellation within 48 hours of your scheduled arrival time, please call the emergency contact number

to advise of your new arrival flight information. If you do not, we will not be able to rearrange your arrival transfer and you
will need to make your own way to the starting hotel at your own expense. If your arrival transfer does not arrive within 30

What should | take on my trip?

You will be on the move a good deal, so pack as lightly as possible (try to stay under 10 kg /22Ib). It is in your own interest
as you are expected to carry your own luggage, though distances are never great. Most travellers carry their luggage in a
backpack, although an overnight bag with a shoulder strap would suffice. Suitcases are not recommended for this tour—

we frequently get on and off sometimes crowded local transport, so backpacks are much more suitable than suitcases.

We also recommend bringing a day pack for water, camera and sunscreen for day walks and day trips.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Thailand:
Most nationalities do not need a visa for Thailand for stays of 30 days or less but if you do they are available on arrival at
Bangkok Airport. If staying in Thailand for more than 30 days, you will be required to obtain a tourist visa in advance.

Only 15 day tourist visas are issued when entering Thailand overland.

As of May 1st 2025, all non-Thai nationals entering Thailand by air, land or sea must complete the Thailand Digital
Arrival Card (TDAC) online before arrival. Register within 3 days of arrival.

The All-Indonesia Arrival Card is mandatory for all international travelers on arrival at Soekarno-Hatta International
Airport (CGK), | Gusti Ngurah Rai International Airport (DPS) and Juanda International Airport (SUB) must be
completed online within 72 hours before arrival. Submitting the form in advance generates a QR code required at

immigration and customs.

Note: The Arrival Card will be mandatory for all international travelers on arrival at all international airports, all
international ports by land and by sea from 1 October 2025. For more information and to complete the application, visit

the Indonesia Immigration website.

Bali:

Effective February 14, 2024, Bali will implement the “Bali Tourist Levy” for all foreign tourists traveling to the island. This
fee is 150,000 IDR (or $10 USD). Travellers can opt to pay this fee online or in person upon arrival to Bali. We strongly
suggest every traveler pay before arrival to ease your entry and avoid queueing to pay upon arrival. The Balinese

Government also highly recommends travellers to pay this fee before arrival to Bali.

Payments made before your arrival into Bali will take place through the “Love Bali System.” After successful payment,
the system will provide you with a digital paid notification as proof. Make sure to hold on to that proof as it will be

scanned by Bali Officials upon arrival to the island. Pay Tourist Levy here

If you do not pay the fee before arrival, a cashless payment must be made at your entry point. You will receive a printout

proving your payment. This document must be kept safe as entry officials will scan the printout upon entering Bali.

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Malaysia:

Since January 1, 2024, all foreign nationals entering Malaysia entry by air, land, or sea should complete and submit
Malaysia Digital Arrival Card (MDAC) within 3 days before arrival in Malaysia, based on Malaysia time (GMT+8). The
MDAC has been strictly enforced with no on-arrival grace period. Missing it can lead to delays, manual processing, or
entry refusal. Mandatory for most visitors, it integrates health and security declarations, enables fast autogate
clearance, and should only be completed via the official portal to avoid extra fees or data risks.

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

During this tour the local currency you will use is the Indonesian Rupiah. As currency exchange rates in South East Asia
do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for the most up to date daily exchange rates: www.xe.com for
each of the above mentioned currencies. The best way to carry your money is in debit cards, withdrawing cash in local
currencies from ATM machines. ATMs are found throughout South East Asia and will generally accept cards on the Visa
and Mastercard networks. It is a great idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible in case of loss or

problems with one card, you will have a back up. Please note, your bank will charge a fee for overseas withdrawals.

USD, EUR, GBP, CAD, and AUD cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. You should bring some
cash with you for emergency situations (please refer to our trip dossier) but carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM
card/s and some cash is the ideal mix. Travellers cheques can be tricky, timely and expensive to exchange. While we do
not recommend that you bring them as your primary source of funds, it is great to have one or two cheques in case of
emergency. Thomas Cook or American Express travellers' cheques in US currency are the easiest to exchange. Cash
advances can also be made with some banks but are time consuming and tend to have high fees attached.Credit cards
can be used at some upmarket restaurants, and at some larger stores if shopping for big items. If you are bringing US
Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 2003, or with any tears or

blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

Departure Tax is included in all International and Domestic tickets.

Should | be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping
is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you
on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care
of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or
drivers we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group.
Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from $1.5-$3.5 USD per person per day depending
on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and
culture. Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to
stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug
name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure
and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the Physical and Culture Shock
ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip
without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).
Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

How should | dress to respect local customs during the tour?

When packing be aware that dress standards are conservative throughout Asia. Loose, lightweight, long clothing is both
respectful and cool in the predominantly hot Asian climate (suitable clothing can be purchased cheaply in Bangkok).
Shorts should be knee-length. Singlets and tank tops (vest tops) are not suitable in many areas. Most of the areas
visited on this trip are predominantly Muslim and therefore modest dress is suitable. Topless and nude bathing or
sunbathing is not appropriate and is in fact illegal. In some places you should use a sarong or shorts and T-shirt for

swimming rather than a swimsuit.
