In the afternoon you can choose between an exhilarating cycle through small
villages, ending just in time to take in a peaceful sunset over the rice paddies with a cold drink. If you
are looking to take it a bit easier, hop on a boat ride to the magnificent Tonle Sap. The boat will travel to
Kampong Khleang floating village, passing by stilt houses, witnessing daily life and observing the

marine flora and fauna along the way.

Though they, like all ruined structures, are little by little being reclaimed by the jungle around them,
luckily for us they defiantly remain standing ready to be admired. Witness sunrise at Angkor Wat with

your fellow travellers and expert guide.

Your new friends from the Lady Tuk-Tuk cooperative greet you again just before sunrise to zoom you to
Angkor Wat. Enjoy a magical sunrise over the ruins and then continue on exploring Angkor Thom and
Ta Prohm with your local guide. The rest of the afternoon is yours to enjoy a well-deserved bit of rest, or

a dip in the pool.

Day 4 Cardamom Mountains: Into the Jungle

Established in 1993, The Botum Sakur National Park in southern Cambodia, home to the Cardamom
Mountains, has been continuously threatened by illegal logging and the poaching of endangered
wildlife. The dense jungle of the Cardamoms is one of Asia's seven remaining elephant corridors and is
home to gibbons, pangolins and hornbills. This remote and wild place is being protected by an alliance
between a number of organizations, and our exclusive stay at Cardamom Tented Camp helps fund the

Wildlife Alliance and its partners in protecting this vital piece of our planet.

After a short flight and transfer West, board a small boat to head down the Prek Tachan river. Spot
birds overhead as you make the half hour journey to camp. Cardamom Tented Camp is our home for
our jungle expedition the next two days, and a homemade Cambodian meal awaits you after settling
into your tent. Oh, and don't forget to look up-the nighttime sky here is out of this world. (See what we
did there?)

1. COMBO TRIP

Please note that this trip is a combination of multiple G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and/or particular vehicles
operating your tour may change between tour segments. You may also expect some group members to join or leave
the tour, between tour segments. Also note that in some maijor cities in Vietham, many hotel rooms do not have

windows.

2. WEIGHT RESTRICTION
There may be a weight restriction for the internal flight on this tour. Each passenger is allowed to carry one checked bag
with a maximum weight of 20kg (44lbs). Additional bags or excess weight charges may apply. These charges are the

responsibility of the passengers.

3. ACCOMMODATION NOTE:
Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

A variety of styles of hotels/guest houses are used on this trip. In many instances they might not be like what you are
used to back home as service and efficiency can vary. In some areas we stay in simple local guest houses in stunning

locations - rooms are small and simple and there may only be shared toilet facilities and showers.

What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

An arrival transfer is included when you arrive on Day 1, or if you arrive up to three days prior provided that you have
booked your pre-accommodation through G Adventures in our joining hotel. Due to customer experience and quality

Are there any additional packing suggestions | should consider?

What you need to bring depends on the trip you have chosen and the countries or regions you are planning to visit. We
suggest that you pack as lightly as possible as your are expected to carry your own luggage. As a rule we try not to have
to walk more than 15-20 minutes with your bags which is why we recommend keeping the weight of your bags between
10-15kg/22-30Ib. Suitcases are not recommended for G Adventures trips! Most travellers carry a backpack or rolling bag
of small to medium size (no XXL ones please!) as they need to fit under the beds when travelling on sleeper trains. You
will also need a day pack/bag to carry water, cameras and other electronics like ipods and mobile phones. If your trip
involves overnights in homestays, villages or camping then you usually have the opportunity to rent sleeping bags if

need be instead of bringing them with you.

Thailand:
Most nationalities do not need a visa for Thailand for stays of 30 days or less but if you do they are available on arrival at
Bangkok Airport. If staying in Thailand for more than 30 days, you will be required to obtain a tourist visa in advance.

Only 15 day tourist visas are issued when entering Thailand overland.

As of May 1st 2025, all non-Thai nationals entering Thailand by air, land or sea must complete the Thailand Digital
Arrival Card (TDAC) online before arrival. Register within 3 days of arrival.

Cambodia:
Visas can be obtained in advance from your local embassy or on arrival in Bangkok (if your tour begins in Thailand).
You will need at least one full working day to arrange this. You can also obtain your visa at the Cambodian border or

Siem Reap Airport for approx. $30 USD. Please have *at least* 2 passport photos with you as well.

If you are arriving into Cambodia by air/plane, please complete the Cambodia e-Arrival form online before arrival.
Complete within 7 days of arrival, even if your visa has already been granted.

** please note, the Cambodia E-system may not be available at land borders. If your arrival point is by land, you will be

required to fill in a paper form on arrival. **

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

During this tour the local currencies you will use are the Thai Baht, US Dollar, and Cambodian Riel. As currency
exchange rates in South East Asia do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for the most up to date
daily exchange rates: www.xe.com for each of the above mentioned currencies. The best way to carry your money is in
debit cards, withdrawing cash in local currencies from ATM machines. ATMs are found throughout South East Asia and
will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard networks. It is a great idea to travel with both a Visa and
Mastercard if at all possible in case of loss or problems with one card, you will have a back up. Please note, your bank will
charge a fee for overseas withdrawals. USD Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. You should
bring some cash with you for emergency situations (please refer to our trip dossier) but carrying only cash is a high
safety risk. ATM card/s and some cash is the ideal mix. Travellers cheques can be tricky, timely and expensive to
exchange. While we do not recommend that you bring them as your primary source of funds, it is great to have one or
two cheques in case of emergency. Thomas Cook or American Express travellers' cheques in US currency are the
easiest to exchange. Cash advances can also be made with some banks but are time consuming and tend to have high
fees attached.Credit cards can be used at some upmarket restaurants, and at some larger stores if shopping for big
items. If you are bringing US Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than

2003, or with any tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

On the Geluxe Collection tours, tipping is included for all included activities and meals. Tipping is not included for the
CEO or Porterage. Should you want some basic guidelines on tipping for the activities you do on your own, please see
below. At the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $10-15 USD per person, per day can be used.

For meals and activities not included in your itinerary, it is appropriate in Asia to tip 10%. Though not compulsory, tipping
is expected. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care

of you during your travels and shows an expression of satisfaction.

Please
be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to
stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug
name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure
and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the physical rating for trip specific
information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip without refund if in the
reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to themselves and/or the

rest of the group.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommmend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling.

When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

In Asia the dress standard is more conservative than it is back home. When packing try to pick loose, lightweight, long
clothing that will keep you cool in the usually hot and humid climate of Asian summers. In predominately Buddhist,
Hindu and Muslim countries we ask that you dress respectfully and avoid very short shorts/skirts and singlets/tanktops
when visiting temples or mosques or other holy sites. In Pakistan we recommend a head scarf for women while walking

around.
