ACTIVITY

Your opportunity to meet your CEO and fellow travellers, and learn more about your tour. Opt to join
the group for a local meal afterwards.

This morning, visit Tiananmen Square before touring the Forbidden City. Explore the sprawling
complex of palaces and public squares on a guided tour and learn about the history of ancient China's
imperial capital. With free time, opt to visit Beijing's hutongs (traditional neighbourhoods), the Drum

and Bell Tower, or the Summer Palace. Tonight, opt to see a Kung Fu Show.

@ Today’s Activities

Tiananmen Square

Explore one of the world's largest public squares and the symbolic centre of Chinese power. Framed by
the Gate of Heavenly Peace with its Mao portrait, Mao's Mausoleum, the Great Hall of the People, the
National Museum, and with elaborate flag raising and lowering ceremonies at dawn and dusk, it's a

place of pilgrimage for the Chinese tourists who consider it the heart of their nation.

Forbidden City Visit 2h

Check out the iconic Forbidden City in the heart of Beijing. For 500 years the palace was only
accessible to the emperors’ attendants and officials by invitation only. Visit sights and wander through

the Three Great Halls or stand in the shade of the cypress trees in the Imperial Garden.

Free Time

There's lots to see and do - get out and explore!

Optional Activities - Day 2

Drum and Bell Tower Visit 30CNY

Visit the striking Drum Tower for some incredible photo ops. Back in the Han Dynasty the towers were
used to echo the time to the city with bells in the morning and drums in the evening. Today the 63-ton

bell still stands in one tower and drum performances happen daily in the morning and afternoon.

Beijing Kung Fu Show



Follow the tale of a young boy on his journey to becoming a kung fu master through six gripping
scenes told through traditional Chinese art and live modern dance. (Don’t worry; there are subtitles
above the stage). Developed by some of China’s top stage directors and designers, the performance

showcases the skills of its talented cast, most of whom are just 17 years old.

Hutong Walk 2h-4h

Take a walking tour through some of Beijing's traditional alleyways and backstreets (known as

hutongs) and get a taste of this magnificent metropolis.

Summer Palace B60CNY

This UNESCO World Heritage Site consists of palaces, lakes, and gardens in Beijing and is absolutely
stunning. Its main components are Kunming Lake and Longevity Hill, which is 60m (200 feet) high and

has many buildings on it. Kunming Lake is actually man made, and measures 2.2sq km (14 sg mi).



With an early start, travel to one of the best-preserved sections of the Great Wall. Marvel at its
architecture, hike the wall as you admire its curves atop snaking mountain ridges, and take in the views

from this iconic attraction. Drive back to Beijing, where the tour ends on arrival at the hotel.

If you are continuing onto the Trans-Mongolian Express, your welcome meeting will take place later

tonight.

Private Vehicle Beijing - Mutianyu 1h30m-2h

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Mutianyu Great Wall Visit 3h

Climb the rolling hills of Huairou County at Mutianyu, one of the best-preserved sections of the Great
Wall. Enjoy scenic views as the wall winds along mountain ridges, and take brag-worthy photos of the
wall from any of the 22 towers. The Great wall is an incredible piece of engineering stretching 6000 km
west from the mountain ridges north of Beijing. It was originally constructed to protect Chinese
empires from nomadic northern tribes, and even though it failed in this purpose, it's still one of the
country's most remarkable achievements and an iconic destination. The Mutianyu section of the Great
Wall is located about 80km away from the Beijing City Center. The walk is approximately 5 kilometres

and will take 2 to 3 hours depending on your level of fitness.

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Traditionally in China tipping is not expected and thus there is no need to tip in restaurants and your general interaction
with locals; however, tipping is customary - though not compulsory - in the tourism industry and not only shows an
expression of satisfaction it may also be of considerable significance to the people who will take care of you during your
travels. There are times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. You may do

this individually, or your CEO may offer to collect the money and tip as a group.

Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from 1to 3 USD per person per day depending on
the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and
culture. A suggestion would be for each group member to contribute anonymously by putting their tip into an envelope.
This often works the best and the group as a whole should gather to present the gift to the recipient(s), offering their
thanks and showing their appreciation. This method brings the action out into the open, allowing for a friendly and

appreciative interaction between the group and the recipient(s).

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $5 USD per person per day can be used.
