Day 1 Marrakech

Meet your fellow travellers and CEO at an 8am briefing before setting out for a full day of exploring.
Visit the stunning Jardin Majorellg, filled with colour and architecture drawn from Art Deco and Moorish
influences, curated and restored by Yves Saint Laurent. After checking in, pick up the ingredients to
make "tanjia" — a local specialty — and drop it off at the Farnatchi, which is the local oven or fuuran in
Arabic to cook overnight. Continue with a guided food tour through Marrakech's ancient medina,
exploring colourful alleys and souks. Learn about the city's history and culture through delicious local

specialties.

We recommend booking pre-tour
accommodation in Marrakech in order to ensure timely arrival to the welcome briefing and the
day's activities, if not otherwise completing another G Adventures tour that finishes on the

same day,

ACTIVITY

Your opportunity to meet your CEO and fellow travellers, and learn more about your tour. Don't forget

to see the notice in the lobby (or ask reception) for the official time and place to meet up with the group.

Jardins Majorelle 1h-2h

Visit this enchanting garden in the heart of the city designed by French painter Jacques Majorelle
(1886-1962). Follow the pathways through trees, exotic plants, streams, and pools while watching the
numerous birds who call this peaceful paradise home. (Please note that the entrance fee to Musée
Yves Saint Laurent is an additional 30 MAD.)

ACTIVITY

Not to be confused with the popular tagine, "tanjia" is distinct to Marrakech and one of the best local

experiences for any traveller. Learn the history and culture behind this dish, then head to the market to



pick up a clay vessel called tanjia - which the dish is named after - and the ingredients you will need,
traditionally some meat and spices. Drop off your tanjia at the neighbourhood "furan" or communal
oven to have it cooked in the ashes that heat the nearby hammam. The next day, pick up your tanjia

and enjoy a delicious meal with the group.

ACTIVITY

Explore the UNESCO World Heritage-listed medina or walled city of Marrakech on a guided culinary
tour through its winding streets and alleys. Sample iconic Moroccan foods including a variety of olives,
m'semen (flatbread), harira (lentil and chickpea soup), babbouche (snails) or méchoui (slow roasted
lamb). Learn about the souks (shops) in the ancient medina and the many fragrant spices used in
Moroccan cuisine. Visit a pastry shop and sample from a tasty selection of treats like m'hanncha

(coiled pastries) and fekkas (twice-baked cookies).



Day 2 Marrakech

Visit a traditional workshop and get a hands-on experience with artisans who have mastered the crafts
of wood turning, wood painting, and leather and brassware production. Head back to the riad for lunch
and enjoy yesterday's tanjia, which has been cooking slowly overnight — a dish you'll only find in
Marrakech. Opt to book a hammam experience with free time this afternoon. Tonight, head to the

beautiful Palais Gharnata Restaurant for your last dinner with the group.

WEATHER
Please note that the climate in Morocco can be both very hot during the day, and cold at night. Please bring appropriate

clothing for the months in which you are travelling and check temperatures before you leave.

RAMADAN

According to the lunar cycle, Ramadan will fall between Mar 11th - Apr 8th 2024, and Mar 1st - Mar 29th 2025. Please
note that Ramadan is a month of fasting observed by Muslims throughout the world, during which time the followers of
Islam should not eat or drink between sunrise and sunset. There may be some limitations to services and disruptions to
schedules during Ramadan, but generally our tours still operate effectively during this period and food is available to
non-Muslims throughout the day. It is very important to display increased cultural sensitivity during Ramadan. Please
wear loose fitting clothes, that cover knees and shoulders, and try to avoid eating, drinking or smoking in public out of

respect for those who can't at that time.

AID AL-ADHA

During your visit to this country, we would like to inform you about an important celebration called Aid Al-Adha. This
holiday may impact your travel experience, as most shops and restaurants are closed during the celebration. Some of
the historical places we visit might also be closed during this time. There will be a shorter number of staff at the hotels
and less crowded streets on the day of the celebration. Aid Al-Adha will fall between Jun. 16th-17th 2024, and Jun. 6th-7th
2025.

What is the group leader like?

This G Adventures group trip is accompanied by one of our group leaders, otherwise known as a Chief Experience
Officer (CEO).

As the group coordinator and manager, the aim of the CEO is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have
the best trip possible. You can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of Morocco, including historical, cultural,
religious and social aspects. They will also offer suggestions for things to do and to see, recommend great local eating

venues and introduce you to our local friends.

What are the meals like on this trip?

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

Laundry facilities are offered by some of our hotels for a charge. There will be times when you may want to or have to do

your own laundry so we suggest you bring non-polluting/biodegradable soap.

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Please be aware that visa requirements vary by nationality; citizens of certain countries, such as South Africa, may be
subject to additional documentation requests. Since these official requirements are determined on a case-by-case
basis and can be unpredictable, we strongly recommend applying for your visa well in advance. Should the embassy or

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The local currency in Morocco is the Moroccan Dirham (MAD).

ATMs are very common in Morocco with Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely accepted debit cards. While
ATMs are commonly available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work - it is important

you check with your bank before departure and advisable to travel with more than one type of card.

Visa cards are the most widely accepted credit cards, but are generally only useful for larger/expensive purchases. You

should be aware when purchasing products or services on a credit card, that a fee usually applies.

The foreign currency most commonly accepted in Morocco is the Euro. You will be able to exchange Euros, as well as

GBP and USD at money exchange offices in maijor cities.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of cash (Euro/GBP or USD) and cards

is best.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency’ fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Morocco has a strong tipping culture - it is customary and even expected to tip small service providers such as
restaurant and bar waiters, hotel staff, reception, cleaning personnel, bell boys, taxis and van drivers. Tips are regarded

as an essential means of supplementing income for those working in the tourism industry.

Even though this might not be customary to you, nor such common practice in your home country, it is generally

expected and of great significance to the people who will be assisting you during your travels.

Depending on your preference and/or that of the group, you may choose to tip individually, organize the tipping with
your travelling companions, or, your CEO will offer to collect the tip money at the beginning of your tour and tip as a
group with your participation as the tour progresses. A recommendation for tipping small service providers is about $3

USD per day, depending on the quality of the service (this does not include your G Adventures CEO).

Feel free to ask your CEO for the breakdown/distribution of the tips. Note that if you have been very disappointed by a

particular service, please inform your CEO right away, and the tip will be adjusted accordingly.

Also, at the end of your trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is also expected and
appreciated. The precise amount is entirely a personal preference, however $35-40 USD per person per week can be

used as a general guideline.

However, you should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical
travel information before departure. We recommend that you carry a First Aid kit, hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes
as well as any personal medical requirements . Please be aware that we are in remote areas and away from medical

facilities for some time during this trip, and for legal reasons our leaders are prohibited from administering any type of

drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc.

When selecting your trip please carefully read the G Adventures brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope
with our style of travel. Please contact us at travel@gadventures.com should you require any clarification on what is
involved on your itinerary. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip without refund
if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to themselves and/

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
Alock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

How old must | be to join this trip?

You must be 18 to travel unaccompanied on a G Adventures tour. For minors travelling with a guardian over 21 years old,

the minimum age is 12.

Are international flights included in this trip?

No, international flights are generally not included in the price of your tour.

However, on some combo tours travelling between two different countries, international flights are included as part of

the itinerary and price of the tour. Please speak to your GCO or booking agent for further details.

In addition, check-in times and baggage allowances/restrictions vary by airline and can change at any time. For the
most up-to-date information for your flight, please contact your airline.

avoid potential delays at the airport.
