Belém District Visit Free-10EUR 1h-2h30m

Discover Belém, a western suburb that's linked to Portugal's Golden Age of Discoveries - it was the site
where famous navigators once set sail to discover the world. While there, take some time to tour
nearby must-see attractions: the Jeronimos Monastery, Belém Tower, the Tropical Botanical Garden,
and the Berardo Museum of contemporary art. Please note: most attractions in Belém are closed on

Mondays.

Belém Tower 8EUR

Take a trip to the coastline to see this charming fort, built to protect Lisbon from raiders invading from

the sea. Climb up the tower for great views of the ocean and surrounding city.



Enjoy a CEO-led orientation walk of Lisbon. The rest of the day is free for exploration. In the evening

enjoy a Fado performance and traditional Portuguese dinner in one of Lisbon's oldest neighbourhoods.

Opt to take a day trip into the foothills of the surrounding mountains to Sintra. Get lost in the city's
winding streets lined with pastel coloured houses, palaces, majestic gardens and lush forests.

Lisbon Food Tour

Explore the undiscovered side of Lisbon most tourists don’t venture out to see. Still very central, this
area of Lisbon is rich in culture and history and hosts some of the best restaurants Lisbon has to offer.
Wander up and down the tile-filled streets with us in two local neighborhoods - Baixa, which translates
to “downtown” followed by Mouraria, which is the old Muslim neighborhood. Our food tour takes you
away from the tourist traps to the traditional and trending restaurants that are loved and frequented by
the locals of Lisbon. Explore and really get to know the city through its amazing food and drinks. Not
only will you try typical Portuguese food and drinks, but you'll also learn about the international
influences in Lisbon and discover some beautiful street art.

Monastery of Batalha Visit

Visit the Bathala Monastery built to commemorate the victory of the Portuguese over the Castilians at
the battle of Aljubarrota in 1385. The elaborate, Gothic-style architecture of this UNESCO site is

considered to be one of the masterpieces of the region.

Take time to wander around the jaw-droppingly gorgeous monastery, or get out and explore the

surrounding area.



Enjoy a free day to explore Coimbra. Opt to visit the famous Coimbra University, a UNESCO World
Heritage site since 2013 (and also the inspiration for Harry Potter's Hogwarts). Explore the winding
streets and the riverfront filled with restaurants and bars, or opt for a day trip to the nearby coastal

town of Aveiro or the pilgrimage sites of Fatima.

Located in Coimbra University, the Joanina Library (Biblioteca Joanina) is a must see and one of the
most ornate libraries in the world with it's breathtaking frescoes, intricate carvings and gold-leaf

touches.

University of Coimbra Visit

Portugal's most prestigious university, the University of Coimbra is a must see landmark. Explore the
World Heritage Site as you enter through the Porta Férra, the old entrance to the citadel of Coimbra
constructed in the 10th century. Walk through the campus along mosaic cobblestone paths, explore

it's botanical gardens and Chapel of S. Miguel and opt to visit the ornate Joanina Library.



Fdatima Visit

Fdatima is known as a place where the Virgin Mary allegedly appeared in front of three local children in
1917. Stroll through the Sanctuary of Our Lady of Fdtima, an astounding complex of churches and
shrines in this rural Portuguese town that millions of pilgrims travel to every year. From Coimbra, direct

buses run with approx. 1 hour travel time.

Aveiro Visit

A popular local getaway, Aveiro is known for its eye-catching Art Nouveau architecture and colourful
boats (called moliceiro) that cruise through the city's canals. Dubbed the "Venice of Portugal”, a
moliceiro ride costs around 8-10€ person and is a lovely way to see this coastal town, approx. 1 hour

from Coimbra by public transport.

Conimbriga Ruins 8EUR 1h-2h

Take a visit to the best preserved Roman ruins in Portugal.



Day 5 Coimbra/Porto

Continue to the historic and vibrant coastal town of Porto in the morning, and take an orientation walk

upon arrival.

Free day to explore Porto. Opt to take a cruise down the Douro River, or explore the city which gained
UNESCO World Heritage designation in 1996. In the evening enjoy a visit to the port wine cellars and a

tasting.

Head down Allies Avenue to see the French-inspired buildings. Bargain at the Bolhdo Market. Wander
the city's World Heritage-listed Ribeira district, visit SGo Francisco church, the palatial former 19th-

century stock market Paldcio de Bolsa or head to the Clerigos Tower for a panoramic view of the city.

In the evening, become an Port wine connoisseur with a visit to the cellars and a port wine tasting.

The Porto Cathedral (called Sé do Porto in Portuguese) is a National Monument and one of the city's
most recognizable landmarks. Adorned with high ceilings, an exquisite courtyard and light-filled

cloisters, the Sé has held deep religious and cultural significance for the people of Lisbon for centuries.

Porto Ribeira Cruise 20EUR 1h-2h

Board a boat down Portugal's Douro River, or "river of gold" Float along this ancient route used for

centuries as a port wine shipper's route.

Sao Bento Railway Station

The blue painted tiles on the inside of Sdio Bento railway station makes it one of the most beautiful

train stations in the world. See for yourself.

Clerigos Church and Tower 8-6EUR 1h-2h

Built by the same architect who constructed the Porto Cathedral, the Clérigos Church and Tower is a
beautiful Baroque landmark in its own right. Opt to climb over 200 steps to the top of the bell tower for

a panoramic view of the city and the Duoro River.

Lello Bookstore 8EUR

Take a wander around this incredible, and beautifully ornate bookstore built in 1906.

Palacio da Bolsa 12EUR 30m-1h

Join a half-hour guided tour of this neoclassical monument.



Porto/Ponta Delgada

Transfer to the airport this morning and board an unescorted flight to Ponta Delgada. Enjoy free time

to settle in upon arrival and meet with your new CEQ this evening at the hotel.

Ponta Delgada

Hike from Ribeira Funda to Maia along the dramatic and beautiful north coast of the island of Sdo
Miguel. Pause to eat lunch at Praia da Viola, also known as the 'secret beach! Along the way pass
many viewpoints along the coast of the island. The tour ends in the friendly parish of Maia. After
returning from the hike the group will head into Furnas town for a visit to the Terra Nostra Gardens and
geothermal hot springs. While there, the group will have a chance to take a dip in the natural hot waters

or wander around the 24-acre botanical garden.

Ribeira Funda to Maia Hike 4h 8km

Hike from Ribeira Funda to Maia along the dramatic and beautiful north coast of the island of Séo
Miguel. Pass by several ruins of old water mills that once used the force of the Ribeira do Salto river to
transform wheat and corn into flour that was mostly used to bake bread. Bread was a key staple in the
eating habits of the many families in the village and of the island. Lunch will be had at Praia da Viola
also known as the 'secret beach' The hike ends in the friendly parish of Maia, right next to a little beach

area where we can cool off if the weather is nice.

Length: 8km
Avg duration: 4 hours.

Elevation: approx 180-200m

Terra Nostra Geothermal Hot Spring Visit

Visit the 24 acre thermal springs and botanical garden in a town of Furnas. There will be time to dip into

the natural waters or wander the grounds.



Ponta Delgada

Spend the morning on a hike to the highest body of water in the Azores, Lagoa do Fogo, "lake of fire"
Wander down to the shores of the lake through a forest of Eucalyptus and Japanese Cedars. Later, after
a picnic lunch, travel to the Sete Cidades Parish and hike the trails for stunning views of the lakes within

the caldera.

Private Vehicle Ponta Delgada - Lagoa do Fogo 30m
Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Lagoa do Fogo Hike 2h30m 7km

Known as the "lake of fire" Lagoa do Fogo is the highest body of water in the Azores. Embark on a hike
down to the shores of the lake which has formed in the bottom of the caldera. Walk through a forest of

Eucalyptus, Japanese Cedars and along a levada water way.

Private Vehicle Lagoa do Fogo - Sete Cidades 1h

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.
Sete Cidades Parish Hike Caldeira das Sete Cidades 3h 10km

Walk the rolling hills along groomed trails in the Sete Cidades parish. Hike around the caldera for
spectacular views of the crater lakes formed within the former volcano. Marvel at the blue-green lake

reflecting two different colours due to sunlight and algae growth.

Private Vehicle Sete Cidades - Ponta Delgada 45m



Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Optional Activities - Day 9

Jardim Antdnio Borges

Visit Jardim Antonio Borges, a local urban botanical garden with trails and grottoes that dates back to
1858.

Forte de Sdo Brds Ponta Delgada 3EUR

Visit Forte de Sdo Brds, a Renaissance-style fortress dating back to 1552 which is home to the Azores

military history museum.



Ponta Delgada/Angra do Heroismo

Fly from Sdo Miguel to Terceira island, considered the capital of Azorean culture. Meet your CEO and
hit the trails. Hike 9.5km on a circular route right in the middle of the island. Enjoy beautiful views of the
Azinhal Valley and Biscoitos village with its rocky lava formations that meet the sea. Later, enjoy a

walking tour of Angra do Heroismo, the capital city, and a UNESCO World Heritage site.

Plane Ponta Delgada - Angra do Heroismo 45m-ih

Look! Up in the sky! It's a bird! It's a plane! It's... yup, it is a plane, actually.

Private Vehicle Angra do Heroismo - Rocha do Vale Longo 30m

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Rocha do Chambre hike Rocha do Vale Longo 3h30m 10km

This 9.5km circular route takes place in the middle of the island explores the rich agriculture of Azorean
Heather, Laurel and Juniper plants. The Rocha do Chambre trail is considered rolling terrain. It has
some flat sections through the forest which provide very dramatic scenery and a few steep inclines. It
crosses a forest and meanders along a small stream up to the top of the Pico Alto crater at just over
700 meters. Enjoy beautiful views of the Azinhal Valley and Biscoitos village with its rocky lava

formations that meet the sea. Total elevation gain is about 360 meters.

Private Vehicle Rocha do Vale Longo - Angra do Heroismo 30m

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Angra do Heroismo Walking Tour 30m-45m 3km

Enjoy a walking tour of the capital city, Angra do Heroismo, a UNESCO World Heritage site. The city
maintains its stunning Renaissance architecture, housing fortresses, churches and manor houses.
Walk through this beautiful city and discover the hidden history of the main streets, squares and

monuments.

Angra do Heroismo

Head to the middle of the island with stunning views of the agricultural patchwork fields contrasted by
the centuries old lava flow (often called the Black Lagoon). Here we hike the Mistérios Negros trail and

visit the Algar do Carvdo lava caves.

Hike the Mistérios Negros trail which starts near the site of the last volcanic eruption on Terciera, in
1761. Learn about this incredible landscape while traversing uneven trails, over hardened lava flows and
volcanic rock. The highlight of the day is a visit to the Algar do Carvéo lava caves, which are a naturally

formed tunnel of air developed under the warm lava.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle - its a short 30 minute drive

each way.

Is there an itinerary Disclaimer?

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. LOCAL GUIDES

Itis important to note that in Europe, all guiding is based around local guides all of whom are licensed to work only in a
particular city. As such, our leaders are able to provide orientation walks which will show you the layout of each town and
city as well as the location of local services such as post offices and laundromats, but are unable to legally share

historical facts and figures in public places.

2. LUGGAGE

In Europe it is very rare to find elevators in train stations, hotels or other public places. We use public transport on this
trip, which means you will need to carry your luggage from platform to platform, in and out of trains and buses etc. and
also possibly up several flights of stairs. You will also need to be able to stow your luggage safely on trains and buses. It is
therefore essential that you pack light and bring luggage which is compact and lightweight, and which you can easily

transport. The carrying of your luggage remains your responsibility at all times.

3.COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

4. ACCOMMODATION NOTE:
Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

Intercity transport on this trip will be mainly by public bus and train. The bus and train systems in Portugal are generally
very good, most offer seat reservations, some buses have toilet facilities and others don't, but drivers often stop en route
for service station breaks.

Please note that we use public transport such as metro and taxis to get to train and bus stations. It is important that
you are able to carry your luggage comfortably and that it can be packed into a relatively small space.

Between transport and hotels you may be required to carry your luggage short distances (up to 15mins walk),

occasionally the group will take taxis to and from hotels.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (11 nts).

Will | get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops.

Please be aware that single room accommodations in European hotels are often smaller, and may not be to the same

service level as double-occupancy rooms.



What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

It is important to note that accommodation in Europe tend to be quite different to other areas of the world you may have
travelled in. Buildings and rooms are generally old and may not have been renovated or maintained to the highest
standard. Downtown hotels in Europe were not build to be hotels but rich owners houses, which have been changed into
hotels. Therefore unusual room sizes are commmon as large rooms have been partitioned in the past, resulting in rather
"thin" walls. Reception areas, rooms and bathrooms tend to be very small as they were often added into an existing

room, and may have a hand nozzle rather than a conventional shower head.

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish
hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators,
air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and
in excellent central locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe,

simple accommodation in convenient locations.

Staff can occasionally demonstrate less than perfect customer service. As accommodation is in short supply, especially

during the summer months, hotels can charge a premium and there is sometimes little motivation to improve facilities.



What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

From Lisbon airport (LIS), you can reach the city centre in a few ways. You can take the Aerobus shuttle (Carris n.

91) directly to the city centre. Alternatively, take the metro (Aeroporto - Saldanha) or the bus (Terravision).

To arrange an arrival or departure transfer, we recommend you book through our preferred transfer provider - Welcome

We advise that you book both your arrival and departure transfers in advance. Please make sure you have the following

This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between
5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commmence your trip as
scheduled, please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this dossier and contact us as soon as possible. If
you have a pre-booked transfer, and you have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing
customs and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

For other nationalities, travelling in Europe has been simplified with the introduction of the Schengen visa. As a visitor to
the Schengen area (Austria, Germany, Netherlands, Belgium, Greece, Norway, Denmark, Iceland, Portugal, Finland, Italy,
Spain, France, Luxembourg, Sweden, Czech Republic, Hungary, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia,
Slovenia and Switzerland) you will enjoy the many advantages of this unified visa system. Generally speaking with a
Schengen visa, you may enter one Schengen country and travel freely throughout the Schengen region during the

validity of your visa. There are limited border controls at Schengen borders, if any at all.
Please note that the UK and Ireland are NOT part of the Schengen agreement.

A Schengen visa is applied for at the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country in which you will be spending the
most nights on your trip to the Schengen space. If you are only visiting one country on your trip then you apply for your

visa at the Consulate of this Schengen country.

As of 2025, various European countries are introducing ETIAS travel authorisation as an entry requirement for visa-
exempt nationals.
We highly recommend you checking in advance how your nationality and country/s you are visiting may be affected.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Western Europe.
Check with your bank. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10%
usually applies. Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of euros, travellers
cheques and cards is best. Always take more rather than less, as you don\'t want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling

short of funds.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

Usually included in international air ticket, check with your air travel agent.

Should I be tipping on my trip?

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is 10% of the bill for

wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and
tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €6-8 per day, depending on the quality and

length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and appreciated.

The precise amount is a personal preference, however €30-€40 per person, per week can be used as a guideline.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel.

While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night.

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
