Optional Activities - Day 2

La Fortuna Waterfall Swim

Take a walk, taxi, or horse just outside the town of La Fortuna to the nearby waterfall. Once at the gate,
pay a fee then start the descent on rough steps (more than 500 of them!) to get to the base of the falls.
The water cascades 65m (200 ft) down the side of the dormant Cerro Chato. Sit on the rocks, get

sprayed, watch for iridescent blue morpho butterflies and then plunge into the cool waters. Please note

the price listed does not include the IVA Tax.

Hot Springs Soak 42-84USD

After a long day of exploring, take a relaxing soak in the hot springs around La Fortuna. Situated at the
base of the Arenal Volcano, immerse yourself in therapeutic waters heated by earth’s magma and
infused with healing minerals and salts. Rejuvenate your muscles, detox your cells, and stimulate all
your senses in nature’s thermal spa. Breathe in the pure rainforest air and marvel at the mystic

surroundings of these outdoor pools of paradise.



Today is free and there is no shortage of activities available. Head out and explore, then take some

time to relax at your hotel.

There are lots of optional tours available. La Fortuna is one of the centres of adventure travel in Costa
Rica. Options include river rafting, mountain biking, caving, or horseback riding. Don’t forget about the

hot springs, heated directly by the lava under Arenal Volcano.

Optional Activities - Days 3-4

Mountain Biking 79USD 3h-5h 13-15km

Rent a bike and head off along one of the backroads outside of town. Take the road to San Ramon and
turn right on the road toward the waterfall. Or take a guided cycling tour and pick one of three routes of

varying difficulty. Please note the price listed does not include the IVA Tax.

Gravity Falls Waterfall Jumping

Hold on tight and get ready to rappel down the face of rushing waterfalls. Fear and fun collide in the
rainforest as you throw caution to the monkeys and launch yourself into nature. Strapped securely in
your harness, descend deep into the canyon, get soaked and feel completely alive. Trek through rivers,
wobble across a hanging bridge and keep your eyes peeled for exotic birds and wildlife. Let the action

begin! Please note the price listed does not include the IVA Tax. Minimum age: 12.

La Fortuna Waterfall Swim 20USD

Take a walk, taxi, or horse just outside the town of La Fortuna to the nearby waterfall. Once at the gate,
pay a fee then start the descent on rough steps (more than 500 of them!) to get to the base of the falls.
The water cascades 65m (200 ft) down the side of the dormant Cerro Chato. Sit on the rocks, get

sprayed, watch for iridescent blue morpho butterflies and then plunge into the cool waters. Please note

the price listed does not include the IVA Tax.

Cano Negro Wildlife Refuge Tour La Fortuna - Cafio Negro 65-133USD

Travel north to Cano Negro Wildlife Refuge near the Nicaraguan border. Take a guided tour by covered
boat through one of the world’s most important wetlands; home to a vast array of plants, birds, reptiles,
fish, and mammals. Keep your eyes peeled and you may see a three-toed sloth or a Jesus Christ lizard.

Hot Springs Soak 42-84USD



After a long day of exploring, take a relaxing soak in the hot springs around La Fortuna. Situated at the
base of the Arenal Volcano, immerse yourself in therapeutic waters heated by earth’s magma and
infused with healing minerals and salts. Rejuvenate your muscles, detox your cells, and stimulate all
your senses in nature’s thermal spa. Breathe in the pure rainforest air and marvel at the mystic

surroundings of these outdoor pools of paradise.

Hanging Bridges 75USD 1h30m-2h 3km

Come join the monkeys and perhaps spot a sloth lazing in the treetops of this protected rainforest
that’s set in the shadows of the Arenal Volcano. Trek 3km (2 mi) of winding trails up, down, across, and
over 16 different bridges. One of higher suspended bridges overlooks a gorgeous gorge and 60m (37
mi) waterfall. Look up and down to spot birds, snakes, frogs, lizards, howler monkeys, and more. Don’t
forget to bring binoculars, bug spray, and a long lens as you reach new heights in the canopy of Costa

Rica. Please note the price listed does not include the IVA Tax.

Lost Canyon Adventures Canyoning

Hold on tight and get ready to rappel down the face of rushing waterfalls. Fear and fun collide in the
rainforest as you throw caution to the monkeys and launch yourself into nature. Get soaked and feel
completely alive. Trek through rivers and keep your eyes peeled for exotic birds and wildlife. Let the

action begin! Please note the price listed does not include the IVA Tax. Minimum age: 8.

Venado Caves Exploration 78USD

Duck your head and enter an underground world formed some 15 million years ago. The Venado Caves
are 45 min NW of Fortuna. Ford rivers, crawl through caverns, and marvel at the strange stalactites,
stalagmites and subterranean inhabitants including bats, frogs, and spiders. Not ideal if you get
anxious in closed spaces. Great for those who want to channel their inner Indiana Jones. Please note

the price listed does not include the IVA Tax.

Join a canopy tour (zipline) and catch a bird’s-eye view of the forest greenery as you speed through the

jungle on cables.

Horseback Riding 59USD

Throw on some long pants, grab the reins and hop up on a well-trained horse. Trail ride through the
tropical forest near the base of the Arenal Volcano. Listen for howler monkeys and look for toucans in

the trees. If time, take the road toward San Ramon and look for the turnoff to visit the Fortuna waterfall.

Horseback Riding 59USD




Enjoy Fortuna’s fantastic wilderness on one of two different horseback riding options. Ride around the
base of Arenal volcano or take a scenic trip to La Fortuna waterfall, passing through Maleuku village
with opportunities to take a dip in the emerald green pool. Spot toucans, bellbirds and parrots as you
ride private mountain trails through primary and secondary forest. Meet monkeys, see sloths, and
possibly hear the rumble of the volcano. Take photos, inhale the pure air and let your horse lead you on

this memorable meander.

Whitewater Rafting

Pull on your bathing suit and water shoes, don a helmet and prepare to get wet and wild. Guided by
expert leaders, paddle through Class lI-1V rapids of the Toro or Balsa Rivers as you raft past
spectacular scenery. Feel the burn, work up a sweat, then cool off in the pure river water. Experience the

energy and excitement, and enjoy!



La Fortuna/Monteverde

Transfer to Monteverde and the cloud forest. Opt to visit the cheese factory or butterfly gardens.

This mountain community is very different from those on the coast, and has several co-operatives
worth visiting, including artist collectives, souvenir shops and the Quaker cheese factory, which is

definitely worth a visit. Make sure to try their delicious ice cream.

Move efficiently from point A to point B aboard this dependable ride.

Climb aboard and get your float on.

Shuttle Arenal - Monteverde 2h

Move efficiently from point A to point B aboard this dependable ride.

Enjoy the afternoon. opt to explore the town.

Optional Activities - Day 5

Guided Cloud Forest Night Walk

Join a naturalist guide for a 1.5-2 hour tour in the cloud forest after dark. Learn more about the habits of
the area's nocturnal wildlife including mammals, birds, insects, reptiles, and amphibians, and keep your
eyes and ears open on this slow-paced walk. You never know what you might see - it depends on the

day and your luck!

Hanging Bridges Monteverde 56-60USD



Get up high to see the tree tops of Monteverde’s Cloud Forest from a bird’s-eye view. Cross a series of
hanging bridges to discover what biologists once required (ropes and pulleys) to glimpse the lush,
green vista accented by bromeliads, vines, and orchids. Wonder at this wet canopy, home to 90% of all
the organisms in the forest, including thousands of species of birds, small animals, amphibians, and

insects.

Monteverde Butterfly Garden Visit

Get close to butterflies, bump into giant bugs, and make friends with hairy eight-legged spiders in this
collection of gardens nestled in the mountains of Monteverde. Observe caterpillars, take prize-worthy
photos of the iridescent blue morpho butterfly, and check out the leaf-cutter ant colony. The nature

centre is home to 30 species of butterfly, a whole bunch of insects, and more.

Monteverde Cheese Factory Visit 12USD

In search of a more peaceful lifestyle, a group of Quaker dairy farmers settled in Monteverde and by
1953, incorporated the cheese factory producing the country’s first pasteurized cheese. Now the
second largest cheese maker in Costa Rica, learn about the production of its 17 varieties, sample
Gouda, Swiss, provolone, as well as caramels, milkshakes and ice cream (with flavours that include
coffee, coconut, mango and pineapple) and learn how the factory provides work for more than 300

farmers and families in the central highlands.



Day 6 Monteverde

Today is free to visit the Cloud Forest Reserve and or zip through the treetops on one of the world’s

longest zip line systems.

Optional activities include the Sky Walk, a series of suspension bridges through the jungle canopy, a
butterfly garden and a thrilling canopy zip line. Or take a guided walk through the reserve. Local guides
are extremely knowledgeable about the area and passionate about conservation of this precious

ecosystem.

Optional Activities - Day 6

Santa Elena Cloud Forest Visit 35-50USD

Pull on your poncho and boots and head into the cloud-covered forest, past over-sized ferns and
exotic orchids. Harness your inner Tarzan as you imagine swinging from the forest’s giant vines, trudge
along 12 km of trails, watch for wildlife and trek to the top of the observation tower. Be sure to stop and
listen too. Hear the haunting hollow call of the bellbird and perhaps catch sight of the brilliant green
and red resplendent quetzal. Feel good about protecting the preserve and sustaining the quality of

local schools through payment of your park fees.

Buckle up your harness, don your helmet, and prepare to launch. Glide along cables suspended high
above the cloud forest canopy. Dare to let go and reach top speeds as you zip past stunning scenery.
Forget your fear as you spot a toucans or exotic orchids in this adrenaline-filled experience. Minimum

age: 6.

Sky Walk 55USD

Get up high to see the tree tops of Monteverde’s Cloud Forest from a bird’s eye view. Cross a series of
suspension bridges to discover the early ropes and pulleys that early biologists required to glimpse - a
lush, green vista accented by bromeliads, vines, and orchids. Wonder at this wet canopy, home to
thousands of species of birds, small animals, amphibians and insects (making up 90% of all the

organisms in the forest).

Monteverde Butterfly Garden Visit



Get close to butterflies, bump into giant bugs, and make friends with hairy eight-legged spiders in this
collection of gardens nestled in the mountains of Monteverde. Observe caterpillars, take prize-worthy
photos of the iridescent blue morpho butterfly, and check out the leaf-cutter ant colony. The nature

centre is home to 30 species of butterfly, a whole bunch of insects, and more.

Take the day to relax at the beach, visit the town, or opt to go for a hike, try boogie boarding or surfing,

or explore Manuel Antonio National Park.

If you are interested in activities, opt to visit Manuel Antonio NP. Although this is Costa Rica’s smallest
national park, it is also one of the most popular and it won't take you long to see why. It has fabulous
beaches, abundant wildlife, and a great trail system for those who want to spend some time hiking and

then cooling off in the ocean.

Optional Activities - Days 8-9

Kayaking Manuel Antonio National Park 70USD

Choose to kayak the calm waters of the mangroves or paddle the waves of the Pacific. In the Damas
Island estuary, the ocean meets fresh water rivers and creates a protected home for birds, snakes,
crocodiles, and white face monkeys. For the more adventurous, opt for an open-seat ocean kayak and
paddle along the shoreline and nearby islands, keeping an eye out for frigates, boobies, and jumping

fish. Minimum age: 6-8 depending on tour type.

Manuel Antonio Catamaran Tour

Cruise along the Pacific Coast of Costa Rica aboard a 100 ft catamaran, taking in the impressive
scenery and lush jungle that has made Manuel Antonio famous. Keep your eyes peeled for playful
dolphins who call these waters home before stopping to snorkel, swim, or ride one of the boat's water

slides into the ocean. Grab a drink or just sit and watch the gorgeous views of the lush coastline go by.

Hiking Manuel Antonio National Park

Pack your sunscreen, snack, and hiking shoes. Head out for a great day in Costa Rica’s smallest
national park. Manual Antonio offers four white-sand beaches, separated by jagged rock outcrops and
tidal pools. Hike on shaded trails to search for sloths, monkeys, and armadillos. Climb to the lookout to

capture views of the pristine Pacific Ocean and the aread’s off-shore islands.

Manuel Antonio National Park Visit 16-50USD 3km

Pack your sunscreen, snack, and beach shoes and prepare for a great day in Costa Rica’s smallest, yet
no less stunning, national park. Manuel Antonio offers four white-sand beaches separated by jagged
rock outcrops and tidal pools where you can swim, snorkel, and sunbathe. When you're all beached
out, head to the shade of the nearby hiking trails to search for sloths, monkeys, and armadillos. Climb

to the lookout to capture views of the pristine Pacific Ocean and the ared’s off-shore islands.



Today's walking distance within the park is 3km and will take about 2-3 hours.

Surfing Manuel Antonio National Park 55-75USD 1h-5h

Slather on the sunscreen, strap on a leash, pull on a rash guard, and get ready to hit the waves.
Experience the surf at the beaches near Quepos and Manuel Antonio with their left, right, and well-

shaped beach breaks. Take a lesson, learn tips and techniques, then hang ten like a local.

Swimming Manuel Antonio National Park

Quepos, north of Manuel Antonio, is Costa Rica’s most popular spot for blue water sport fishing.
Depending on the season, hope to hook marlin, sailfish, tuna, snook and dorado (mahi mahi). Slather

on the sunscreen, strap on your sunglasses, cast out your line and get ready to reel in a big one.

Whitewater Rafting Manuel Antonio 75-98USD

What better way to get from A to B then taking the natural route along a scenic and exciting river?
Buckle up your life jacket, grab a paddle and head off to raft some Class Il - IV rapids. Minimum age:

6-15 depending on rapid class.

Quepos/San José

Transfer back to the capital for your last night.

1) PROOF OF DEPARTURE
Costa Rica will not be allowing anyone to enter the country without proof of a departure ticket (bus, airplane, boat, etc.).
If you are travelling through a few countries in Central America, you will need to show proof of your itinerary and a

departure ticket from your last destination. Please print the itinerary and voucher and bring it with you.

What is the group leader like?

This tour is run by lodge staff and includes local guides for included tours. There is not a G Adventures representative on
this tour and any group accompanying you on your day trips is not a G Adventures group. Local guides can provide

specific knowledge about the area we are visiting which will add to the overall enjoyment of your trip.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Costa Rica is the Colon (CRC).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.

You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies. Do not rely
on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of US dollars cash and cards is best. Always take

more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.
We do not recommend you bring travellers cheques, as it is very difficult to exchange them in Costa Rica.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are
faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.
Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels.

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your Local Guide did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount is

entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $10-15 USD per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of a G representative they are unable to complete the

itinerary without undue risk to themselves and/or anyone travelling with you.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure.

Petty theft, bag snatching and muggings have been on the rise in San Jose. Though not common, there are certain
precautions you should take when visiting the city. Although the cities visited on our tours are generally safe during the
day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommmendation to stay in small
groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions, as they are the safest and easiest way
to avoid any issues one might encounter on the streets after dark. In addition, always leave your passport (It's better to
carry a photocopy of it instead), credit cards and money that you won't be using in the hotel. Many of the hotels we use
have safety deposit boxes in the room, or a general one at reception, this is always the safest method of storing your
valuables. We strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your
passport, air tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Remember that like in any other city, you should
never leave your bags unattended, nor flaunt jewellery, cameras etc

.A'lock is recommended for securing your luggage. Please note that G Adventures has the authority to amend or cancel

any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns.

During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your
leisure. Please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Stick to the main streets only during the day, and after
sundown, please take a taxi. Taxis can be organized from reception of your hotel. Also, take the address of the hotel with

you.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety.
Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts yourself and those around you at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts
of the world but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we
encounter, and in particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When selecting a travel
insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must have medical coverage and that we require a minimum
coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers
personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we
require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your

bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
