Day 2  Tortuguero National Park: Kayaking in the Canals

Carrillo National Park en route to the coast. Before long you'll be gliding through the canals of

Tortuguero in a kayak, keeping a lookout for tropical birds, reptiles and monkeys that call this place

home. Settle into the comfortable lodge for the night and fall asleep to the sounds of the jungle.

Travel by minibus and boat from San José to Tortuguero National Park. After lunch, take the first of 2

kayaking excursions to the nearby canals to spot wildlife.

Spend a free evening relaxing before dinner at the lodge. Enjoy the various amenities on the property.

Guided Kayak Excursion  Tortuguero  15m   

Grab a paddle and prepare to witness a parade of tropical birds, reptiles, and mammals as you kayak

through the black water canals of Tortuguero. Scan the trees for toucans, watch the shores for

caimans, otters, iguanas, frogs, and look up to see monkeys sharing space with sloths. Bring your

binoculars and bug spray. Be prepared for hot, humid, and possibly wet weather.



Day 3  Tortuguero National Park: Coastal Waterways 

Wake early and prepare for more exploration of Tortuguero's waterways to spot wildlife. Catch the light

glinting off of a Morpho butterfly's blazing blue wings as you paddle along the canals and listen to the

calls of the forest. In the evening, you could take an excursion to visit the nesting grounds of green and

leatherback turtles for which the national park was named, and perhaps spot the females laying eggs

on the beach (seasonal, July to October).

Take an optional morning boat safari to spot wildlife at dawn when things are most active. After

breakfast head out again by kayak to explore some of the secondary canals and waterways. Enjoy free

time in the afternoon to visit the nearby town or to relax by the pool.

Hop back into a kayak and set off onto the calm morning waters to explore some secondary canals

and waterways in the national park. Try to spot wildlife like, tropical birds, reptiles, and mammals as the

sun warms the day. Keep watch for toucans, monkeys and sloths in the canopy above you as you glide

through the water.

 Optional Activities - Day 3 

Tortuguero National Park Guided Boat Tour  Tortuguero National Park  75USD   

Hop on board, kick back, and prepare to witness a parade of tropical birds, reptiles, and mammals as

we motor through the black water canals of the Tortuguero NP. Scan the trees for toucans, watch the

shores for caimans, otters, iguanas and frogs, and look up to see monkeys sharing space with sloths.

Bring your binoculars and bug spray. Be prepared for hot, humid, and possibly wet weather.



Turtle Nesting Night Excursion (Seasonal)  Tortuguero National Park – Tortuguero  51USD   

Head out at night to visit the nesting grounds of the green and leatherback turtles (seasonal) on the

beaches of Tortuguero National Park. Learn about the turtles' nesting process and hopefully see

females lay eggs, during this once-in-a-lifetime wildlife experience.



Day 4  La Fortuna: Arenal Volcano 

Leaving the coast behind, we'll head inland with a stop at a G Adventures-supported coffee

cooperative along the way. Learn all about how coffee is harvested and produced as you sip a delicious

cup of one of Costa Rica's most tasty indulgences. Stretch your legs and soak in the scenery on a walk

to a nearby waterfall before a typical lunch and then continue onwards towards the iconic and active

Arenal Volcano, unmissable in the distance as you approach.

Travel by boat and bus from Arenal to La Fortuna with a stop en route at a coffee cooperative. Arrive to

La Fortuna in the late afternoon and enjoy a free evening to choose from one of the many great

restaurants or join the CEO at their local favourite.

Before lunch set out on a short hike

short hike near Mi Cafecito to a waterfall. Enjoy a typical lunch of plantains, beans, and freshly caught

tilapia fish. Feel good about all this eating and drinking knowing that you are supporting a G

Adventures for Good project that helps 200 farmers and their families.



Day 5  La Fortuna: Your OMG Day 

Today is all about you. Fly through the lush forest canopy on a series of zip-lines and platforms or go

on a canyoning excursion, rappelling down waterfalls and swimming in the refreshing pools. Whichever

option you choose, your muscles will appreciate a soak in the restorative thermal springs and

waterfalls of Tabacón Resort, a luxurious and relaxing way to spend the evening.

Choose from either zip-lining or canyoning in the morning with an included lunch afterwards. Free

afternoon to relax or head to Tabacón hot springs early with the day pass and have dinner at the resort

before returning to the hotel.

Day 7  Rio Celeste: Volcán Tenorio National Park 

Local legend has it that when God was finished painting the sky, the brush used was washed in the

river of Volcán Tenorio National Park. Hike through the rainforest along jungle trails, keeping an eye out

for birds and wildlife before reaching the spectacular blue waterfall of Rio Celeste.

Transfer to the entrance of Volcán Tenorio National Park and hike to Rio Celeste Waterfall. Free

afternoon for optional activities from the hotel before a farewell dinner in the evening.

We'll

set off on foot from the main entrance and hike along jungle trails and down a series of stairways to the

brilliantly blue Rio Celeste Waterfall. Take in the scenery and watch for wildlife like monkeys and birds in

the canopy above before hiking out on the same trail.

Tubing down the Rio Celeste   



Choose to spend time floating down one of the most beautiful rivers in the world. Enjoy the mild

temperatures of Rio Celeste, pass through rapids and soak in the lush green of the tropical rainforest

surrounding you on your float down river. The rapids are considered Class I and II.

Horseback Riding   

Grab the reins and choose between three different horseback riding options from the hotel. First is the

mountain view ride, passing through the mountains with breathtaking views of the nearby volcanoes

and Lake Nicaragua. The second option is the Rio Celeste, which includes a horse-trail down to the

majestic river where you can enjoy refreshing swim in the glowing mineralized waters. Finally, the third

option is the basic, which includes an abundance of fresh air and exploring the grounds of a local farm

on horseback.



Day 8  San José: Bikes and Bites 

Get to know Costa Rica's capital city like a local today as you set off by bike to explore the sights and

to stimulate the senses. Discover some of San José's history and architecture in the downtown area

while also visiting some local favourite spots and hidden neighbourhood gems along the way with

stops for typical snacks and coffee.

Day 9  Mount Chirripó Area: The Central Highlands 

Swap the big city energy for stunning natural beauty as you take in the breathtaking views from the

walking trails at Irazú Volcano, the highest active volcano in the country. If you're extremely lucky and

the skies are clear it is possible to see both the Caribbean and Pacific coasts from the top. The evening

provides a respite from the hustle and bustle as you settle into a wellness eco-camp at the foot of

Chirripó Mountain, an ideal place to connect with nature and with your senses.

Travel from San José to the Chirripó Mountain area with a stop at Irazú Volcano before continuing to

the eco-camp glamping retreat for the evening.

Day 10  Mount Chirripó Area: Your OMG Day 

Freedom and choice are the order of the day to get the most out of this incredible part of the country.

The nearby Cloudbridge Nature Reserve offers hiking and wildlife-spotting opportunities while closer to

camp provides a waterfall hike with a swim and yoga. Allow the landscapes, movement and

environment to revitalize your body and mind.

Choose either a wildlife excursion or a waterfall hike and yoga before lunch at the eco-camp. Enjoy a

free afternoon for relaxing, on-site wellness activities, or to explore the trails around the camp on foot.

The Osa Peninsula is Costa Rica's final frontier, home to vast wilderness, wildlife and incredible

diversity, and it will be our playground for the next couple of days. The journey south provides

continuously changing landscapes until reaching the pristine coastal rainforest and stretches of wild

ocean as far as the eye can see.

Travel south to the town of Puerto Jimenez. Take an orientation walk around town with the CEO

followed by an optional walk to the nearby beach.

Set off on an unforgettable expedition into the wilds of Corcovado National Park, a natural treasure of

Costa Rica. One of the most biodiverse places on the planet, we will venture in and out by boat to head

into the park on foot in search of an array of tropical birds and wildlife like toucans, monkeys and the

elusive jaguar. When you hear the distinctive call, turn your eyes skyward to catch a glimpse of

colourful macaws, usually flying in pairs and gleaming in the sun.

Embark on a full-day hiking and wildlife excursion into Corcovado National Park with a local naturalist

guide.

Take in the sweeping views and hike to a

waterfall before descending down to one of Costa Rica's most well-known gems at Manuel Antonio

National Park.

Travel from the Osa Peninsula to Manuel Antonio National Park with a stop en route for a hike and a

typical rural lunch.

The Cristal Ballena Rainforest Trail takes you through a private reserve located behind the lodge's

property. The trail is an approximately 1¼-mile walk through the jungle, during which you will have an

opportunity to observe howler and capuchin monkeys, Leafcutter ants, coatimundis, and many other

jungle animals.



Day 14  Manuel Antonio National Park: Wildlife and Beaches 

Wildlife, birds and natural beauty abound as you head into Manuel Antonio National Park to walk the

coastal jungle trails. Embrace the slower pace like the resident sloths of the forest to appreciate the

lush environment packed with wildlife before settling on one of the park's idyllic beaches for a swim.

Take a half-day excursion into Manuel Antonio National Park with a naturalist guide. Free afternoon for

relaxing at the beach and optional activities before a farewell dinner in the evening.

Manuel Antonio National Park Tour  Manuel Antonio

less stunning national park. Manual Antonio offers four white-sand beaches, separated by jagged rock

outcrops and tidal pools. Swim, snorkel, surf, and sunbathe. When you’re all beached out, head to the

shade of the nearby hiking trails to search for sloths, monkeys, and armadillos. Climb to the lookout to

capture views of the pristine Pacific Ocean and the area’s off-shore islands.

 Optional Activities - Day 14 

Kayaking  Manuel Antonio National Park  70USD   

Choose to kayak the calm waters of the mangroves or paddle the waves of the Pacific. In the Damas

Island estuary, the ocean meets fresh water rivers and creates a protected home for birds, snakes,

crocodiles, and white face monkeys. For the more adventurous, opt for an open-seat ocean kayak and

paddle along the shoreline and nearby islands, keeping an eye out for frigates, boobies, and jumping

fish. Minimum age: 6-8 depending on tour type.

Surfing  Manuel Antonio National Park  55-75USD  1h-5h   



Slather on the sunscreen, strap on a leash, pull on a rash guard, and get ready to hit the waves.

Experience the surf at the beaches near Quepos and Manuel Antonio with their left, right, and well-

shaped beach breaks. Take a lesson, learn tips and techniques, then hang ten like a local.

Day 15  San José 

Leave the coast behind and relive the memories on the return to San Jose and on the onward travels

home.

Two departure shuttles will be provided from the Manuel Antonio hotel directly to the San José airport,

where the tour ends on arrival.

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10%

usually applies. Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of US dollars cash and

cards with travellers cheques as backup is best. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by

constantly feeling short of funds.

Please be advised that during the first week of this trip, it may be difficult to exchange travellers' cheques and visit

functioning ATMs, so it is advisable to withdraw enough cash to last for the first week while you are in San Jose prior to

leaving. There are ATMs along the way on Days 2 and 3, but these have been known to malfunction. As of Day 7, there

are plenty of ATMs for cash withdrawal.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn US dollar notes, notes that have been heavily marked

or are faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than

100USD (or equivalent).

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

Costa Rica airport exit tax: $29USD

Should I be tipping on my trip?

On the Geluxe Collection tours, tipping is included for all included activities and meals. Tipping is not included for the

CEO or Porterage. Should you want some basic guidelines on tipping for the activities you do on your own, please see

below. At the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $10-15 USD per person, per day can be used.

For meals and activities not included in your itinerary, it is appropriate in Latin America to tip 10%. Though not

compulsory, tipping is expected. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the

people who will take care of you during your travels and shows an expression of satisfaction.

During your trip you will have some free

time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with

options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,

and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please

use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are

generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
