What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Local buses, private van, boat, cycle, sea kayak

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Intercity transport on this trip will be by local bus and train and private mini-van. The bus and train systems in the

Balkans are generally good, but can get very busy in high season with seat reservations become very limited as the

fledgling infrastructure gets stretched to its limits. This tour includes some long travel days, but we believe those hours

on the bus are more than worth it for the reward of seeing so much of this breathtaking region in a short space of time,

so unfold your map, pack in your mp3 player, a good book and a phrase-book, and get ready to enjoy some beautiful

landscapes with your Croatian neighbour.

Between transport and hotels you will be required to carry your luggage short distances (up to 15mins walk), so we

advise you pack light. Between hotels and train/bus stations we will be taking some local city buses or trams, so be

prepared to jump aboard with the locals and enjoy the ride!

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

If required all local flights are included in the cost of your tours unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your

passport information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and

will be given to you prior to the flight departure.



Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

It is important to note that accommodation in Europe tend to be quite different to other areas of the world you may have

travelled in. Buildings and rooms are generally old and may not have been renovated or maintained to the highest

standard. Downtown hotels in Europe were not build to be hotels but rich owners houses, which have been changed into

hotels. Therefore unusual room sizes are common as large rooms have been partitioned in the past, resulting in rather

"thin" walls. Reception areas, rooms and bathrooms tend to be very small as they were often added into an existing

room, and may have a hand nozzle rather than a conventional shower head. 

Staff can occasionally demonstrate less than perfect customer service. As accommodation is in short supply, especially

during the summer months, hotels can charge a premium and there is sometimes little motivation to improve facilities. 

On this trip you can expect to stay in hotels or pensions, which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not

have elevators, air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional

character, and in excellent central locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights.

From Airport:

You can book online a direct transfer from the airport to Hotel Ivka available on the hotel's website (http://www.hotel-

ivka.com/). Price is 260 KN per person for a car or 350 KN per person for a van.

You can also take a bus as an alternate option from the airport. Buses stop in front of airport terminal often. Take the

bus to the Pile Gates. Ticket is about 40 KN. From Pile Gates, you can then take a taxi to Hotel Ivka for 60 – 70 KN more.

From Pile Gates, you can also reach the hotel by local bus instead of by taxi. Take bus number 4. Ask the driver for the

stop at Ive Vojnovića Street, just next to the Theater Restaurant. You can then reach the hotel from the bus stop at Ive

Vojnovića Street by foot. It should take you about 10 minutes walking.

To arrange an arrival or departure transfer, we recommend you book through our preferred transfer provider - Welcome

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

How much spending money do I need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Croatia. Check

with your bank. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually

applies. Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of euros, travellers cheques

and cards is best. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of

funds.

Please note that the local currency in Croatia is the Croatian Kuna (HRK). Approximate exchange rates:

1 USD | 5 HRK

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Europe to leave a small tip for service providers, such as waiters, if you are pleased with the service

(€1-2). 

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction

with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where

there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and

tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the quality and

length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture. 

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline €30-40 per person, per week can be used.

What activities are optional on this trip?

Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.
