monument for royal women from the Kommagene family.

Built approximately 11,600 years ago, the
site is composed of large limestone pillars erected in a series of rings. Stroll around the site, check out
the animal bas-reliefs that adorn the pillars, and contemplate the feat of constructing these impressive

structures millennia ago.

Mardin UNESCO City Tour 1h30m 2km

The city of Mardin was strategically built at the top of a steep hill around the 11th century BC,
overlooking the Tigris River. Mardin was the site of many religions and cultures over the previous
centuries and was annexed by the Ottoman turks in the 16th century. Full of historically significant
landmarks, UNESCO has protected the site, which now acts as an open-air museum. Explore Kasimiya

Madrassa and the Deyrulzafaran Monastery.

Walking Tour Mardin 1h 2km

Explore on foot pausing to enjoy the Great Mosque, the Virgin Mary Church, and the local architecture

outside the old town.

Wander through the Mosque, built in 1371 Abdullatif bin Abdullah, the minaret built by the Governor of
Egypt, Muhammed Ziya Tayyar Pasha, and the most recent minaret built by the Governor of Mosul,
Gurci Mehmet Pasha in 1845. Witness the impressive dome, colourful stones, and geometric motifs. A

true architectural masterpiece.

Monument on the way.

Located near the village of Stepantsminda, Gergeti Trinity Church is located beside the Chkheri river, in
the shadow of Mount Kazbek., and acts as a waypoint for trekkers in the area and can be reached by a

steep climb. Enjoy free time on the property to take in the spectacular views.



Gudauri to Kutaisi

Travel to Gori, birthplace of the communist revolutionary and Soviet politician, Joseph Stalin. Choose
to visit the State Stalin Museum or join your CEO on a walk up to the town fortress for views
overlooking the valley. Continue to the archaeological site of Uplistsikhe, an ancient city carved out of
the rock, before arriving to the city of Kutaisi. Join your CEQO for a short orientation walk on the way to

an optional dinner out with the group in the evening.

Visit this ancient cave town dating back to the 7th century BC. The name translates into ‘the lord’s
fortress’ and the town continued to be a religious and political stronghold until the 14th century before
being attacked by the Mongols. While many travellers have never heard of this ancient city before
visiting, after a few hours climbing around the rocks and caves Uplistsikhe quickly becomes a highlight

of any trip to Georgia.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish
hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators,
air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and
in excellent central locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

Starting January 1, 2026, Georgian law requires all international tourists to hold valid health and accident insurance. You
must be able to present your policy in either English or Georgian, in either physical or digital format, upon entry. Please
note that the travel insurance required for your G Adventures trip fully meets these government requirements, so you are

already covered—just ensure you have your policy details easily accessible during your travels.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Although not compulsory, tipping is expected and is an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted
you throughout your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who

will take care of you during your travels.

There will be several occasions during this trip where there is the opportunity to tip the local guides that we use. You may
do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local
guides range from 3-5 USD/EUR per person per day depending on the quality and length of the service. Ask your CEO

for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

Also, at the end of your trip, if you felt that your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline 20-25 USD/EUR per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

However, we recommend protection against typhoid, tetanus,
infectious hepatitis and polio. You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information before
departure. We recommend that you carry a First Aid kit, hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal
medical requirements. Please be aware that we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities for some time
during this trip, and for legal reasons our leaders are prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache

tablets, antibiotics, etc.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommmend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.

When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommmend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
