Then, head to the Citadel, an archaeological site best known for the Roman Temple of Hercules and
used by numerous civilizations since the Bronze Age. Then jump in a private vehicle for a ten minute
drive to the Roman Amphitheatre to view the grounds from the outside. The theatre could once seat up

10 6,000 people in its steep stairs.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Enjoy a 2-hour food tour in As-Salt, Jordan for an immersive culinary experience. Begin at a local
eatery and sample some traditional Jordanian appetizers like hummus, falafel, and labneh. Then, head

somewhere else for the country's national dish, Mansaf. There will also be an exploration of the local



markets and spice shops. Finish the tour up with dessert before a refreshing cup of Arabic coffee or

mint tea.

Today the group will hike from Little Petra along the ancient backdoor trail to the iconic masterpiece of
Petra. The trail comes out near the Monastery where you can enjoy a boxed lunch overlooking the
image most people come to Jordan searching for. Drive back to the hotel and have a free rest of the

day to explore on your own or relax on the rooftop as the sun goes down past the horizon.

Little Petra Hike & Guided Visit to Petra 5h-7h 13km

Start today's hike along the back door trail to Petra. You'll visit the often overlooked, but unique and
charming Little Petra and then embark along the ancient trail that leads to the back entry into Petra
via the Monastery. Sit down for a picnic lunch overlooking the splendor before exploring this UNESCO
World Heritage Site. Wind through the Siqg, a narrow, tkm-long gorge flanked by these soaring
sandstone walls standing 80m-high and catch a glimpse of this magnificent creation, the famed

treasury of Petra.

Explore in depth with your CEO and get a brief history of the city, one of the greatest attractions in the
Middle East. The Nabateans carved this capital from the living rock of the surrounding mountains in
Petra. Visit monuments that include the Pharaoh's Castle, the triumphal arch, the amphitheatre, and

the monastery.

After a full day of exploring Petra and the surroundings, you will have free time back in Wadi Musa at

the hotel. Choose to grab a few drinks at a nearby rooftop and find a local spot for dinner.

Sig al-Barid (Little Petra) Visit 3h



Explore the narrow alleyway with tall cliff walls and carved rock of Little Petra, which is similar to its

larger namesake. Just 9km (5.6 mi) from Wadi Musa, it's worth the visit.



Petra/Wadi Rum

You're in for an unforgettable experience on a sunrise visit to Petra to witness this famous
archaeological site as the morning light crests over the sandstone cliffs. Travel back to the hotel for
breakfast and then depart for the ‘Valley of the Moon” or more commonly known as Wadi Rum. Upon
arrival hop on a 4x4 and ride deep into the natural beauty and unique landscape of red sand dunes to
reach your private camp amid the dunes. Take some time to get settled here and have a group dinner
at camp before a walking tour for some stargazing in a sky with very little light pollution. An epic day for

sure!

Travel through Egypt’s rugged
landscapes and the towering figures of Ramses himself, Ra-Horakhty, Amun, and Ptah will all be

waiting to welcome you.

Descend the narrow, rock-hewn corridors and take in the magnificent decoration and designs of the
tombs of the pharaohs. While the treasure has now all gone, the tombs contain the incredible paintings
of the life of their incumbent and stories from the Book of the Dead; visit three tombs in total, and opt to
visit the famous tomb of King (‘Tut’) Tutankhamun. Continue on to visit to the impressive Funerary
Temple of Queen Hatshepsut, which seems to rise out of the surrounding limestone outcrops - a
reminder of the power women held in the Ancient Kingdom. End the day with a stop at the two

mammoth statues of Amenophis Il at the Colossi of Memnon.

Please note, there is an additional 300 EGP fee to take photos in the Valley Of Kings.



King Tutankhamen Tomb

Opt to descend down into the Tomb of Tutankhamun, the Valley of the Kings' most famous pharaoh.
While the treasure has been moved to the Cairo Museum, it is fascinating to enter the tomb that held

one of the most intact collection of treasures found in all of Egypt.



Luxor/Cairo

After breakfast the group will sail by ferry to the West Bank to meet our student-guide. Together we will
bike through the village and visit the Funtasia Project Center where the group will learn about the
Planeterra project at this location over tea with our guide. Afterwards, cycle back to the waterfront and
board the ferry to travel back across the Nile. Spend a free afternoon in Luxor at your leisure, or choose

to join the East Bank optional excursion. In the evening board an overnight train back to Cairo.

Accommodation on the sleeper train is in comfortable twin-share bunk-bed compartments with
lockable doors. The beds convert into seats when not in use and luggage is stored under the bottom

bunk. Bedding is provided and there is a small wash basin with soap and a towel provided. Shared toilet



facilities are at the end of each carriage. A simple “airline style” dinner is provided, but most guests
prefer to eat before boarding the train. Non-alcoholic drinks are available to purchase and thereis a

bar car for socialising.

Explore the bustling local bazaar at your leisure, checking out the sights, sounds and wares for sale.

Mummification Museum Visit 100EGP 1h-3h

Learn all there is to know about the ancient art of embalming with a self-guided exploration of the

world's only Mummification Museum.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. RAMADAN

According to the lunar cycle, Ramadan will fall between Feb 28th - Mar 29th 2025, and Feb 17th - Mar 19th 2026. Please
note that Ramadan is a month of fasting observed by Muslims throughout the world, during which time the followers of
Islam should not eat or drink between sunrise and sunset. There may be some limitations to services and disruptions to
schedules during Ramadan, but generally our tours still operate effectively during this period and food is available to
non-Muslims throughout the day. It is very important to display increased cultural sensitivity during Ramadan. Please
wear loose fitting clothes, that cover knees and shoulders, and try to avoid eating, drinking or smoking in public out of

respect for those who can't at that time.

2. TIPPING NOTE:
Tipping is a way of life in the Middle East. Locals themselves will usually tip anyone who provides them with services. Due
to this expectation, your CEO will collect a Tipping Kitty at the start of the tour. For more details see the Tipping section

below.

3. EXCURSION RECOMMENDATIONS
If you arrive a day or two early in Cairo and wish to do some excursions, we recommend that you wait until you get to the
joining hotel and contact our local staff for more information on available tours and excursions. Tourists are frequently

over-charged for excursions bought from vendors on the street or at the airport.

Feluccas are very basic traditional Nile sailboats and make for an extremely relaxing and enjoyable way to travel down
the river. Feluccas are traditional wind-driven sailing craft, and therefore subject to the unpredictability of wind, weather
and river traffic conditions on the Nile. We will do our best to follow published itineraries, but they must be considered
tentative in all cases. We reserve the right to modify or cancel any sailing itinerary as conditions warrant. In case of
insufficient wind, weather danger or difficult river traffic conditions on the Nile or through the Nile locks, we reserve the
right to transport passengers between some sites by motor vehicle on land, in order to be able to keep up with the

itinerary.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

In Egypt, we will use a mixture of overnight train, private van and felucca. For more information see the detailed itinerary.

In Jordan, we will travel by air-conditioned private buses for most of the journeys. En route to Wadi Rum and our desert

camp we will travel in 4x4 vehicles.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

Please note for the internal flight on this itinerary between Jordan and Egypt, the luggage limit is a max of 2 checked

bags weighing no more than 23kg each.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

In Egypt, you can expect to stay in clean and locally-run, but very simple accommodations in excellent central locations
to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. Rooms will have an en suite bathroom, air conditioning, and basic

breakfast will be provided.
Please be advised that where we use multi-share accommodations, rooming requests of any kind cannot be taken.

The accommodation is clean and centrally located but very simple. Your room will have an en suite bathroom, air
conditioning and a basic breakfast will be provided. For private accommodation please see tours in our Classic Travel

Style.

In Jordan, you can expect to stay in small local hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish hotels, which
are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators, air-
conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run and in excellent central locations to give

you maximum time for exploring the sights.



What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

If you would like to book an airport Arrival transfer for your tour, please contact our Sales Team or your Travel Agent in

advance of travel.

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

JORDAN:

Jordan visa can be obtained on arrival at land and airport borders for most nationalities for a fee of 40 JOD. While most
travellers are not required to obtain their visa in advance, there are exceptions and you must check the requirements of
your particular passport. While we provide this information in good faith, your visa is your responsibility. If you are
departing Jordan by Air, then no departure tax is required as it is already included on the air ticket. If you are departing

Jordan by land then you will be required to pay an 10 JOD departure tax.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Jordan is the Jordanian Dinar (JOD). The currency used in Egypt is the Egyptian Pound (EGP).

ATMs are found within main cities in Egypt and Jordan, and will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard
networks. It is a great idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible as while there is no hard and fast
rule, some banks seem to only work with one brand of card. Please note, your bank will change a fee for overseas

withdrawals.

Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. Euros, British Pounds and US Dollars are all easy to
exchange to the Local currency. Please note that you should bring some cash with you for emergency situations but

carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM card/s and some cash is the ideal mix.

If you are bringing US Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 1996, or

with any tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

In Egypt, departure tax is usually included in your air tickets. If you depart Egypt via Nuweiba Port, there is a departure

tax of approximately 9 USD.

In Jordan, 10 JOD departure tax for all nationalities to be paid in cash if departing overland.



Should I be tipping on my trip?

Tipping is a way of life in the Middle East. Locals themselves will usually tip anyone who provides them with services. In

many cases, people depend on the tips they receive to supplement the low salary and wages of the Middle East region.

While on tour in the Middle East, it is customary and even expected to tip small service providers such as restaurant and
bar waiters, hotel staff, reception, cleaning personnel, bell boys, taxis and van drivers. Tips are regarded as an essential

means of supplementing income for those working in the tourism industry.

To make things as easy as possible and avoid embarrassing situations, G Adventures has developed a tipping kitty
system where your CEO will collect a contribution from everybody at the start of your tour and use this kitty to tip
anybody who has provided services to the group as a whole. On Day 1 of your tour, your CEO will be able to advise on the
amount required from everybody to form the tipping kitty for your trip. Please plan between $36.50-$38.50 USD per
person for the entirety of the tour (this does not include Optionals and your G Adventures CEO). You can pay in USD or
the equivalent local currency (preferably USD). The CEO will be able to advise you on the exchange rate and the total

required in either currency.

If at any time you feel that any service provider failed in maintaining or delivering good service, please bring it

immediately to the attention of your CEO so a deduction of tips can take place.

At the end of your trip if you felt that your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is also expected and
appreciated. The precise amount is entirely a personal preference, however $6-9 USD per person per day can be used

as a general guideline.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

DRINKING WATER: It is advisable to drink bottled water in Egypt and Jordan.

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

There are no specific health requirements for this trip. However, we recommend protection against typhoid, tetanus,
infectious hepatitis and polio. Though malaria does exist in Egypt, it is not normally found in the areas where we travel.
You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information before departure. We recommend that you
carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes, as well as any personal medical requirements. Please be
aware that we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities for some time during this trip, and for legal reasons

our leaders are prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
