Grab your water bottle, bathing suit, a snack, and a hiking stick and head out into the jungle.

Join the Mount Purro Nature Reserve and learn about the reforestation efforts of the community. This
reforestation organization was formed to protect the greater Manila area from future natural disasters
like flash flooding. Immerse yourself with the local community, learn about their initiatives, go for a hike,

and join a local cooking demonstration.



Day 3 Mount Purro/Manila
We know it's early but you don't want to miss this. Wake while it's still dark for a hike up to the peak of
Mount Purro for an amazing view of the sunrise. Take it all in, maybe a selfie or two, before hiking back

down. Enjoy breakfast at the reserve and enjoy your final jungle moments. Late morning, we'll drive

back to Manila and enjoy some free time in the city.

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping
is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you
on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care

of you during your travels.

There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. You may do
this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping drivers and
local guides would range from $15-$3.5 USD per person per day depending on the quality and length of the service; ask

your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.
