Tour the Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum and Museum built in the square where Ho Chi Minh read the

Declaration of Independence in 1945. Get in line to tour the grounds; queues of visitors come to pay

their respects daily. 

Tran Quoc Pagoda Visit  Hanoi   

Visit one of the oldest pagodas in Vietnam located on the eastern shore of Tay Ho. Learn about Tran

Quoc's history from the 17th-century stela found on site. View it later in the day, if you can – the tall

structure is striking against the setting sun.



Thăng Long Water Puppet Theatre Performance  Hanoi  200000VND   

Watch a traditional Vietnamese water puppet show with beautiful live music and intricate puppets

dancing in a water stage.



Day 2  Hanoi/Ha Long 

Enjoy a Ha Long Bay cruise on a junk boat with visits to a cave and an island lookout. Savour a

seafood lunch and dinner.

Drive to Bai Chay harbour, the jumping off point for Ha Long Bay. Thousands of islands with intricate

cave systems rise dramatically from the waters. Sail past limestone karst mountains in the junk boat

and stop to visit some of the islands and caves.

In the evening, devour a seafood dinner, then opt to enjoy a drink on deck under the stars.

Marvel at

massive limestone karst mountains jutting out of the water, creating unforgettable spectacular

scenery. Swim, kayak or go cave exploring on one of the islands, if conditions are right. Indulge in fresh

seafood meals with a variety of dishes to sample. Drift to sleep in a cozy cabin on board.

On rare occasion Halong Bay is closed to tourist vessels by the government authorities due to extreme

weather conditions. Should this occur, an alternate activity will be provided.

Follow your guide through the

back streets and markets of the city’s old quarter, sampling local fare along the way. Mingle with city

natives and experienced street food artists alike, as you taste a variety of Hanoi faves like “nem ran”

and “banh goi.” Stop at a streetside bar to savour a draught beer like Hanoians do. Cap off the tour at

the Hanoi Food Culture restaurant, a G Values Fund Project, and try the city’s signature specialty

coffee.



Day 4  Huế 

Pull into Hue early in the morning and dive right into the city, starting with a guided tour of the Imperial

Citadel, Royal Tomb and Tien Mu Pagoda. The rest of the day, you are free to explore the city how you'd

like.

Arrive early to Hue, once the imperial capital of Vietnam. Start the day with a visit to the Tien Mu

Pagoda followed by a visit to the tomb of one of Vietnam’s former emperors. After, opt for a vegetarian

lunch at a local nunnery.

While in the city, try some local Hue specialties such as banh khoai (Hue savoury pancakes), and banh

bot loc boc tom thit (thin rice paper filled with meat and shrimp). Wash it all down with a Hue beer.

Thien Mu Pagoda Visit  Huế   

Visit Tien Mu, one of the tallest and, perhaps, most elegant pagodas in Vietnam, at seven storeys high.

Take a step back in time touring this historic temple - built more than 400 years ago along the north

shore of the Perfume River, it has been the site of many political protests.

Imperial Citadel Tour  Huế   

Tour this one-time capital city and UNESCO World Heritage site. See the walled fortress and former

palace, which has many palaces, gateways, courtyards, and gardens to explore. The Forbidden Purple

City (modelled on China's Forbidden City) inside the citadel was once home to the imperial family and

was significantly damaged during the Vietnam War.

Royal Tombs Visit  Huế   

Visit the Royal Tombs along the Perfume River in Hue. Embracing the concept of Feng Shui, these

tombs are extremely ornate and provide fantastic insight into the lives of the former rulers.

Hue Motorbike Tour  Huế   

Grab a helmet, hop on a motorbike driven by your experienced local guide, and get ready for a crash

course in authentic Viet culture. Spend the next four hours exploring the stalls of a local market,

admiring the view of the Perfume River, learning to plough and make rice, creating your own incense

sticks, and seeing the most iconic local sights. Don’t forget to bring your camera!



Day 5  Huế/Hoi An 

Drive the Hai Van pass. Take advantage of Hoi An's many options over the 2.5 days in town. Opt for a

cooking class, riverboat trip, bike ride, beach time, tailor visit or My Son ruins.

Cross the Hai Van Pass (weather permitting), with fantastic views in all directions, before arriving to Hoi

An in the afternoon. 

With three nights here, there's plenty of time to explore all this charming town has to offer.

location of the end of the war when a North Vietnamese tank pushed through the palace gates on April

30, 1975. 



Thien Hau Pagoda Visit  Ho Chi Minh City   

Visit the Thien Hau Pagoda, a beautiful temple in the Chinatown district of Ho Chi Minh City. Learn

more about the customs associated with this 19th-century monument – it is dedicated to the goddess

Thien Hau (the 'Lady of the Sea') who is worshipped in Chinese communities throughout Asia by those

who depend on the sea for their livelihoods. 

Cholon Visit  Ho Chi Minh City   

Take in the busy rhythm of daily life in Cholon, the Chinatown of Ho Chi Minh City. Tour the area full of

teahouses, pagodas, and people, and learn a little more about the unique culture within the city. 

Ben Thanh Market  Ho Chi Minh City   

Wander this bustling market for more insight into Ho Chi Minh City. Pick up souvenirs, sample local

cuisine, and experience local living. Learn a little history along the way; Ben Thanh started as a cluster

of street vendors selling wares by the Saigon River, and was formalized into a true market in 1859.

Giac Vien Pagoda Visit  Ho Chi Minh City   

Find this hidden pagoda behind some small alleyways – it’s a rare treat of a monument that has been

spared the over-restoration that has been done to so many temples. Tour the inside of this 18th-

century pagoda to see nearly 100 carvings of divine beings.

War Remnants Museum Visit  Ho Chi Minh City  2USD   

Visit the War Remnants Museum, a gut-wrenching but worthwhile experience that includes three

storeys of exhibits and military hardware. Learn about the devastation that occurred in Saigon during

the Vietnam War, a period that greatly contrasts the joy and liveliness of the Vietnamese people today.



Day 10  Ho Chi Minh City 

Spend today free in Ho Chi Minh City. Opt to take a boat cruise through the villages, islands, and

markets of the Mekong Delta, and visit traditional candy factories. Or if you prefer, head to the famed

Cu Chi Tunnels for an underground tour.

After hopping on

the bike, you'll ride beneath rows of rubber trees and past countless forest vistas that offer incredible

photo opportunities. Along the way, you'll also have the opportunity to visit a rice paper making station,

farmers working in the fields and taking care of their livestock and local villages. Bike until you reach

the famous Cu Chi tunnel, a complex network of tunnels that the Viet Cong lived in to protect

themselves from opposing forces during the Vietnam War. Try crawling through some of the tunnels (if

you’re not claustrophobic). These tunnels stored ammunition, had underground hospitals, and served

as a hidden base for attacking allied forces.Afterwards, drive back to Ho Chi Minh City.

Full Day Mekong River Delta Tour  Mekong Delta   

Trade the city bustle of Ho Chi Minh City for the slower rural life on the Mekong Delta. Begin by

exploring the peaceful Vinh Trang Pagoda, then cruise the legendary Mekong River, visiting Unicorn



Island to enjoy fresh fruits and traditional music. Sample local chocolates and fresh honey tea from a

bee farm. Experience local life with a peaceful rowboat ride through narrow canals, a tuktuk adventure,

and a stop at a coconut candy workshop. Indulge in an optional riverside lunch before we return to Ho

Chi Minh City.

Travel day with border crossing from Vietnam to Cambodia. Enjoy a cyclo tour through the city.

Drive to the border and cross into Cambodia. Continue on to the capital, Phnom Penh, and enjoy a

Pass the post office and Van's restaurant, both stunning colonial buildings, and make your way

to the Royal Palace and National Museum. Go along the riverside road and take in the atmospheric

cafes that line the street.



Day 12  Phnom Penh 

Guided tour of Tuol Sleng Museum (S-21 Prison) and Choeung Ek (Killing Fields). Opt to visit the Royal

Palace, the National Museum or the Central Market. 

Meet a local guide to learn more about the dark side of Cambodian history. Visit to Choeung Ek, the

site of the infamous Killing Fields. After, visit Tuol Sleng Museum (S-21 Prison), the notorious Khmer

Rouge prison where thousands of Cambodians perished. 

Enjoy a free afternoon to sightsee. Opt to explore the city's many sights: the Royal Palace, the Silver

Pagoda, and the National Museum. With time, choose to visit the Russian Market, Wat Phnom or sip a

drink at a riverside café.

Learn about the dark history and devastation that occurred at Security Prison 21 (S-21); the prison,

used by the Khmer Rouge regime, is now Tuol Sleng Museum. Take a guided tour to hear the stories

behind the sombre photos lining the museum walls.

Russian Market  Phnom Penh   

Visit the Russian Market for a selection of souvenir stalls along with jewellers and fabric sellers.

Royal Palace & Silver Pagoda Visit  Phnom Penh  10USD   

Visit the Royal Palace, a complex of buildings where the kings of Cambodia have resided since the

1860s (except for during the reign of the Khmer Rouge). Be sure to tour the Silver Pagoda compound

(aka the Temple of the Emerald Buddha) and the central compound. See the many magnificent

treasures inside this beautiful vihara (Buddhist monastery), including its floor lined with more 5,000

tiles of silver.

National Museum  Phnom Penh  10USD   

Visit Cambodia's largest museum of culture, history, and archaeology. Tour its buildings inspired by

Khmer architecture – constructed in the early 1900s, they house one of the world's largest collections of

Khmer art. Visits here are well worth your time.

Wat Phnom Visit  Phnom Penh  1USD   

Visit Wat Phnom (Hill Temple) in late afternoon, a historic monument with lots of green space. Keep an

eye on your food and belongings; cheeky monkeys like to get a hold of anything they can.



Day 13  Phnom Penh/Siem Reap 

Drive from Phnom Penh to Siem Reap, the home base for exploring incredible Angkor Wat.

Opt to pre-book the "Phare Circus" activity on the checkout page ahead of time, to include this

optional on your tour.

Day 14  Siem Reap 

Watch the sun rise over the massive Angkor temple complex with a guided tour. Opt to visit the Tonlé

Sap floating village and the Angkor National Museum. Enjoy a traditional meal of Khmer food at a G

Adventures for Good-supported project.

Spend two days exploring Angkor, the former capital of the Khmer kingdom and one of the wonders of

the archaeological world. See some of the highlights of this ancient capital, like sunrise at the

magnificent temple of Angkor Wat, the enigmatic Bayon within the walled city of Angkor Thom, and Ta

Prohm, also known as the 'Tomb Raider' temple.

The New Hope Vocational Training Restaurant, an initiative kickstarted by G Adventures, provides skill-

building opportunities to marginalized community members. The project also funds the adjacent free

community school and health centre. Meals at Phila's house support the education of underprivileged

children in the area. Visit either project – both run by locals – and see how they have supported positive

change in the community.

What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

1. COMBO TRIP

Please note that this trip is a combination of multiple G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and/or particular vehicles

operating your tour may change between tour segments. You may also expect some group members to join or leave

the tour, between tour segments. 

2. HOTELS

In some major cities in Vietnam and Thailand, many hotel rooms do not have windows.

3. LUGGAGE

There may be a weight restriction for the internal flight on this tour. Each passenger is allowed to carry one checked bag

with a maximum weight of 20kg (44 lbs). Additional bags or excess weight charges may apply. These charges are the

responsibility of the passengers.

4. PROOF OF EXITING VIETNAM

Important thing to note for our travellers arriving into Vietnam, and travelling onwards with G Adventures to

neighbouring counties (i.e. Cambodia & Laos). When you are checking onto your international flight heading to Vietnam,

you will often be asked by airline ticket counter personnel to provide a proof of exit from Vietnam.

They will provide information on the places

you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating venues and

introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad

general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also

use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting- we think

it's the best of both worlds.

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. G Adventures understands the importance of breakfast to start your day, we strive to

include a basic breakfast wherever possible. A typical breakfast may include toast, coffee and tea, however, they may

also be Asian style, consisting of noodles, congee (rice porridge), bread or eggs; this may vary depending on the city

we're visiting. Vegetarians will be able to find a range of different foods, although in some areas the choice maybe limited.

Should breakfast not be included, your CEO can suggest some local options. 

Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is available out in the world. Generally

meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to give you the maximum flexibility in

deciding where, what and with whom to eat.

Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of dishes and enjoy each other's company. There

is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest favourite restaurants during your trip. While trekking

in remote regions, food is included, plentiful and made of fresh local ingredients. For all trips, please refer to the meals

included and budget information.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Train, air-conditioned bus, plane, walking, tuk-tuk, cyclo, boat.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Train travel in Vietnam is very basic and train cleanliness is often not a priority for train staff. Sleeper trains normally

have 4 seats per compartment, which convert into sleeping bunks (two upper and two lower). A sheet, pillow and blanket

are provided, although many people prefer to bring their own sleeping sheet. At times, passengers of different genders

may be required to share a sleeper train berth and/or share a compartment with people not travelling in your group.

Simple food is available on the train but many people like to stock up on freshly baked bread, cheese and fruit prior to

departure. Water should also be bought before the journey.

Train journeys in Vietnam are an experience and allow you to get a real taste of Vietnam.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

All local flights are included in the cost of your tour unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your passport

information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.

Please note that day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day. 

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the

reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between

5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

What happens if I experience problems when arriving?

Are there any additional packing suggestions I should consider?

What you need to bring depends on the trip you have chosen and the countries or regions you are planning to visit. We

suggest that you pack as lightly as possible as your are expected to carry your own luggage. As a rule we try not to have

to walk more than 15-20 mintues with your bags which is why we recommend keeping the weight of your bags between

10-15kg/22-30lb. Suitcases are not recommended for G Adventures trips! Most travellers carry a backpack or rolling bag

of small to medium size (no XXL ones please!) as they need to fit under the beds when travelling on sleeper trains. You

will also need a day pack/bag to carry water, cameras and other electronics like ipods and mobile phones. If your trip

involves overnights in homestays, villages or camping then you usually have the opportunity to rent sleeping bags if

need be instead of bringing them with you.

Most nationalities do not need a visa for Thailand for stays of 30 days or less but if you do they are available on arrival at

Bangkok Airport. If staying in Thailand for more than 30 days, you will be required to obtain a tourist visa in advance.

Only 15 day tourist visas are issued when entering Thailand overland.

As of May 1st 2025, all non-Thai nationals entering Thailand by air, land or sea must complete the Thailand Digital

Arrival Card (TDAC) online before arrival. Register within 3 days of arrival.

Vietnam:

If you require a visa for Vietnam, they need to be arranged ahead of time (BEFORE your trip) as the processing time

varies (minimum 2 weeks) and they are not available upon arrival.

Entry to Vietnam with an eVisa is supported at 13 airports, 16 land borders, and 13 seaports. You can apply for yours here

Cambodia:

Visas can be obtained in advance from your local embassy or on arrival in Bangkok (if your tour begins in Thailand).

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses

and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

During this tour the local currency you will use is the Vietnamese Dong. As currency exchange rates in South East Asia

do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for the most up to date daily exchange rates: www.xe.com for

each of the above mentioned currencies. The best way to carry your money is in debit cards, withdrawing cash in local

currencies from ATM machines. ATMs are found throughout South East Asia and will generally accept cards on the Visa

and Mastercard networks. It is a great idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible in case of loss or

problems with one card, you will have a back up. Please note, your bank will charge a fee for overseas withdrawals. USD

Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. You should bring some cash with you for emergency

situations (please refer to our trip dossier) but carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM card/s and some cash is the

ideal mix. Travellers cheques can be tricky, timely and expensive to exchange. While we do not recommend that you

bring them as your primary source of funds, it is great to have one or two cheques in case of emergency. Thomas Cook

or American Express travellers' cheques in US currency are the easiest to exchange. Cash advances can also be made

with some banks but are time consuming and tend to have high fees attached.Credit cards can be used at some

upmarket restaurants, and at some larger stores if shopping for big items. If you are bringing US Dollars, please make

sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 2003, or with any tears or blemishes may not be

accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $250 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

Departure Tax is included in all International and Domestic tickets in Thailand & Vietnam.



Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping

is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you

on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care

of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or

drivers we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group.

Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from $1.5-$3.5 USD per person per day depending

on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and

culture. Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations I should know before

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it

while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your

valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your

CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own

interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given

location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no

representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own

good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

We strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it

while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes which is the most secure way of storing your

valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage.

Be aware that petty theft can be an issue in some Vietnamese towns and cities especially late at night. A common

tactic is opportunists on motorbikes that drive by and snatch bags. Please always leave valuables and passports etc in

your hotel,in safety boxes if available,and only carry with you enough cash to spend for the day. Bags should always be

carried over the neck and not left to sit on your shoulder.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely

contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Are there any things I should be aware of?

As Vietnam embraces capitalism with open arms it is also falling victim to some of the problems of the West. Some

parts of city centres are now a favourite hangout for pickpockets. If doing some exploring on your own carry only the

necessary minimum with you and use a well-hidden money belt. Valuables, including your passport, should be left in the

hotel safe - organize this at reception. There is no need to get paranoid, just be cautious.

Please do not buy gems in Bangkok unless you know what you are doing. Even if genuine you should not expect to be

able to sell them at home. If you fall victim to a gem scam, we are unable to assist you.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group

trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will

take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must

have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency

rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of

luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit

card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

When packing try to pick loose, lightweight, long

clothing that will keep you cool in the usually hot and humid climate of Asian summers. In predominately Buddhist,

Hindu and Muslim countries we ask that you dress respectfully and avoid very short shorts/skirts and singlets/tanktops

when visiting temples, mosques or other holy sites.
