Day 1  Longyearbyen 

Longyearbyen can be spotted from above as a colourful collection of buildings set against the

dramatic landscape of Norway's northern reaches. This small coal-mining town turned gateway to

Arctic exploration offers visitors a look into life beyond the Arctic Circle. Get to know the locals and

gear up for your expedition. Transfer from Longyearbyen to the G Expedition for a late afternoon

embarkation.

Days 2–8  At Sea/Northeast Greenland National Park 

Spend several days exploring the massive fjord system of Northeast Greenland National Park. Head

into Scorsbysund, the tree-like fjord system marked by winding branches of iceberg-dotted fjords. Sail

through and land on some of the most spectacular fjord country in the world while exploring rarely

visited glaciers, bays, and inlets. Here, in the vast, untouched wilderness of the park, you will be

overwhelmed by the changing light of a polar sunrise or sunset draping the mountains in lavish

colours. Dark nights allow for star-gazing and the possibility of spotting the aurora borealis when in

calm waters. Occasionally, orca, humpback, or minke whales may be spotted, so keep a keen lookout.

Bring your binoculars and dress for the polar chill. Be immersed in the full experience with educational

lectures by expedition staff.

Frigid waters drain from the Arctic Ocean in a southwest current along the coast of Northeast

Greenland. Often, drifting pack ice is pushed along the coast. We will attempt to approach and follow

the pack ice edge to explore the polar seascape. Keep a lookout for sea mammals like seals and

whales and also sea birds such as kittiwakes and fulmars.

Northeast Greenland National Park  Greenland   

Welcome to the largest national park in the world. Northeast Greenland National Park is nearly

impossible to reach except by way of an expedition ship. Sheer mountains provide a canvas for

spectacular geological features and will greet you at every vantage point.

Depending on ice, spend these days exploring the massive fjord system of Northeast Greenland

National Park. These intricate fjord systems are everything from wide and unimaginable to narrow and

steeply spectacular with some of the best mountain scenery in the world. Walking over lush stands of

colourful autumn tundra may lead to opportunities to see musk oxen grazing nearby.

Day 9  Greenland Sea/Ittoqqortoormiit 

After several days traversing the far reaches of Greenland's awe-inspiring wilderness, visit the

here is evident in the brightly coloured buildings, the eager Greenlandic husky puppies, the purr of the

ATV engines racing along unpaved roads, and the warmth of the people who call Ittoqortoormiit home.

Ittoqqortoormiit Community Visit  Ittoqqortoormiit   

Visit Ittoqqortoormiit for an up close look into life in the most remote town in Greenland. This small

settlement is home to only 450 individuals and one grocery store. The people of Ittiqqortoormiit rely

heavily on hunting and fishing and have honed these skillsets for many generations. They enjoy

spending warmer weather on dog sleds, snowmobile trips, or camping excursions. With the closest

inhabited settlement hundreds of miles away across some of the most unforgivable terrain in the world,

the warmth and sense of community fostered by the people of Ittiqqortoormiit act as a beacon in the

Arctic.

Days 10–13  Greenland Sea/Spitsbergen 

Take advantage of local ice and weather conditions to explore the Northwest Spitsbergen National

Park, one of those rare places on Earth blessed with both an awe-inspiring landscape and compelling

history. The Svalbard archipelago sits halfway between Norway and the North Pole, at the intersection

of the Arctic Ocean, the Norwegian Sea, and the Greenland Sea. Fascinating flora and fauna populate

the dramatic mountains and valleys of this island chain known by many early explorers as the last

outpost en route to the North Pole.

Explore a small portion of the western coast of Spitsbergen. Entering the fall the days are getting

shorter so try to take advantage of all of the sunlight possible to search for wildlife. 

Look out for Svalbard's unique subspecies of reindeer. Although much smaller than their southern

relatives, they still carry impressive antlers. Keep a sharp lookout for Arctic foxes.

BOOTS FOR ZODIAC LANDINGS: 

- Complementary used waterproof boots will be supplied in the following sizes:

- USA size 4 -16 

- EURO size 35 - 49

Please be advised that there are limited numbers of the smallest and largest sizes. 

If you wish to bring your own boots, you should follow the guidelines below: 

Rubber, waterproof boots that are just below your knees (12-16” high or 30-41cm) with a strong, ridged non-skid sole are

essential for wet landings via Zodiac. You usually have to step from the Zodiac into water, which can be up to 1 ft or 30

cm high on most landings. Do not bring heavy, cumbersome boots that make it difficult to walk. Do not bring boots with

metal cleats as they cannot be used for the landings. Try out your boots before your voyage.

The electricity onboard is 220AC electrical outlets, with European 2 pin round holes, as well as 110-volt shaving sockets

in the bathroom for electric razors only. You may wish to bring an international adapter. A limited supply of electrical

adapters are available to borrow free of charge at the Purser's Desk.

What is the group leader like?

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

How much spending money do I need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. While on board our Expedition ships, please note that the currency

for all purchases is USD.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

Before and after the cruise:

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work overseas. Check with

your bank. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of US dollars cash and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

While on board our Expedition ships, cash and most major credit cards (VISA, Mastercard and AMEX) are accepted to

clear incidental bills at the end of the cruise by the ship's Purser (ie. bar bills, laundry, crew tips, etc.).

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care of you during

your travels. It is an expression of satisfaction with the persons who have assisted you on your expedition. The industry

standard and suggested amount is USD $10 - 15 per person per day spent on board. Of course, tipping is a personal

choice and the suggested amount is set only as a guideline. Crew tips may be settled using most major credit cards

(VISA, Mastercard and AMEX) by the ship's Purser. The money is collected by the Hotel Manager at the end of the

voyage and distributed amongst the crew and Expedition Staff. The Officers choose not to participate in the tipping

pool.

What activities are optional on this trip?

Are there any health considerations I should know before

travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

Please consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We require all passengers

traveling on any one of our expeditions to review our medical questionnaire. The questionnaire can be found online at:

Passengers with preexisting medical conditions are required to submit a medical form signed by a physician to their

booking agent. It is very important that we are advised of any special meal requirements, food allergies, or prescribed

medication when you confirm your tour. The ship is equipped with a small infirmary with typically required medications

and limited equipment. The ship's doctor is available for visits during the day and is available 24 hours per day for

emergencies.

In case of an emergency, please also bring with you a signed and dated letter from your physician (to be given to our

doctor on board, as well as for any medical authorities) stating any health problems and dosage requirements.

International health regulations do not currently require any inoculations for the countries that you will visit on our

voyage. We suggest that you confer with your own physician to be sure your routine immunizations, such as tetanus,

diphtheria and hepatitis A, are up-to-date before traveling. Older travellers, in particular, may wish to consider preventive

measures against influenza and pneumonia.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it

while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your

valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your

CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own

interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given

location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no

representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own

good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group

trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will

take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must

have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency

rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of

luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit

card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

Does this trip support a Planeterra project?

Our mission is to help support education, research, and take action in the global clean-up and protection of our

planets's oceans by restoring natural habitats and supporting projects that eliminate waste such as plastic from our

waterways. 

Through our partners, we are raising funds to restore habitat preservation in Antarctica. We are working to eradicate the

invasive rat population on the island of South Georgia. South Georgia is known for its rich diversity of wildlife and is

home to over 100 million breeding birds, including the albatross. Through the introduction of Norway rats brought over

by whaling and sealing vessels, severe damage to the island's ecosystem has deteriorated the habitat of hundred of

thousands of these birds. We are working to eradicate the rat population on this island, supporting helicopter baiting

techniques that has so far cleared the most populated 12,800 hectares, and the area of the island most inhabited for

bird breeding. Through your donations, we have started Phase 2 which will clear 1,000 square kilometres and return the

island to it's native form. 

Working with research scientists,we are also raising funds to support an oceans cleanup program in the Pacific Gyre.

Using sailing vessels to remove pollution directly from the ocean and to conduct research on fish and marine organisms

we hope to help restore the oceans environments we love to explore.

Keeping in Touch on the G Expedition

While you are on board the G Expedition, we know that keeping in touch with your family and friends is important to you.

We want to ensure you have the tools available to keep you connected in some of the most remote regions of the world.

We have a satellite system, which allows our travellers to connect to the internet or make phone calls with the purchase

of personal data credit. Travellers may use our computer room or use any Wi-Fi enabled device to connect to our

network, which is available in public areas on Decks 4 and 5. Satellite phone service is available and private calls can be

made from our phone booth. Due to using a satellite connection and travelling in remote regions, internet can be slow

and sometimes unavailable. The internet connection during the Arctic season presents particular challenges due to the

high latitudes of where the ship travels, and connectivity is not guaranteed nor is it ensured. No internet connection is

available when the ship is in and around South Georgia Islands.

Are international flights included in this trip?

No, international flights are generally not included in the price of your tour. 

However, on some combo tours travelling between two different countries, international flights are included as part of

the itinerary and price of the tour. Please speak to your GCO or booking agent for further details. 

In addition, check-in times and baggage allowances/restrictions vary by airline and can change at any time. For the

most up-to-date information for your flight, please contact your airline. We recommend checking in online in advance to

avoid potential delays at the airport.
