Wander amid its paved and colonnaded streets, soaring hilltop temples, handsome theatres, spacious
public squares and plazas, baths, fountains, and city walls pierced by towers and gates - all in

exceptional condition.



Ajloun Castle Visit Ajloun Castle - ‘Ajlin

Take a tour of historic Ajloun Castle, one of many Crusader fortresses in the area. Learn about its

interesting past, and opt to see artifacts in the castle's museum.



Amman/Wadi Rum

Visit Mt Nebo and soak in the views before heading to the Dead Sea to float in the salty water. Continue

on to Wadi Rum by 4x4. Explore the desert and stay with the local Bedouins.

Depart for the first stop of the day at Mt Nebo. Visit the church and take in spectacular views before
heading to the Dead Sea to enjoy the opportunity to float in the salty sea water. Plaster yourself with

healing mud or just relax on the beach.

Later, travel through beautiful desert scenery to Wadi Rum, home of the nomadic Bedouin people. Take

a 4x4 deeper into the desert to reach the tented Bedouin camp.

Enjoy a traditional meal and learn more about the ancient Bedouin culture on this overnight excursion.

Accommodation in the desert is in one large goat-hair tent divided into "rooms" with curtains.
Basic linens are provided but many travellers prefer to bring a sleep sheet for extra comfort.

There are shared, unisex facilities. For religious reasons, no alcohol is permitted at the camp.

Mt Nebo Visit 45m

Visit Mount Nebo, a historic site believed by many to be the location of Moses' death and has thus
been a centre for pilgrimage since the earliest Christian times. Reach to the summit (817m or 2,680 ft),

and be rewarded with views of the stunning surrounding countryside and Israel in the distance.

Dead Sea Visit

Discover the legendary healing qualities of the Dead Sea, famous for its unique mineral makeup and

salinity. Spot salt chunks drifting by like icebergs on the water’s surface. Take a dip yourself and float



like a buoy or cover yourself in the mud along the shore, believed to have medicinal and therapeutic

benefits. There are showers nearby to wash off after.

Wadi Rum 4x4 Excursion 2h

Journey into the stunning, colourful desert on this 4x4 excursion. Make stops along the way to get out
and explore, learn about the region or scramble up rocks or sand dunes. Reach the Bedouin camp for

nightfall to learn about a new culture and eat traditional food beneath the starry skies.

ACTIVITY

Stay overnight in the desert, enjoying a traditional meal and learning more about the ancient Bedouin
culture. Spend the evening sitting under the stars, around a fire, listening to stories from the Bedouin

hosts. If really lucky, they may bring the drums out for some music!

Your accommodation in the desert is in individual cabins that are all attached. Each room contains a
bathroom and basic linens are provided, but many travellers prefer to bring a sleep sheet for extra

comfort.

Extend the 4x4 ride by two extra hours to see more of the fascinating Wadi Rum desert. The listed price

is the price per jeep.

Walk through the narrow canyon that forms the dramatic entrance to the city (the Siq), round the final

corner and lay eyes on the dramatic facade of the Treasury building.

Jordan visa can be obtained on arrival at land and airport borders for most nationalities for a fee of 40 JOD. While most
travellers are not required to obtain their visa in advance, there are exceptions and you must check the requirements of
your particular passport. While we provide this information in good faith, your visa is your responsibility. If you are
departing Jordan by Air, then no departure tax is required as it is already included on the air ticket. If you are departing

Jordan by land then you will be required to pay an 8 JOD departure tax .

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Jordan is the Jordanian Dinar (JOD).

ATMs are found within main cities in Jordan and will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard networks. It is a
great idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible as while there is no hard and fast rule, some banks

seem to only work with one brand of card. Please note, your bank will change a fee for overseas withdrawals.

Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. Euros, British Pounds and US Dollars are all easy to
exchange to the Local currency. Please note that you should bring some cash with you for emergency situations but

carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM card/s and some cash is the ideal mix.

If you are bringing US Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 1996, or

with any tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

There is a JD8 (approx USD11) exit tax when departing Jordan.



Should I be tipping on my trip?

Tipping (also widely referred to by its Arabic term as “baksheesh”) is a way of life in the Middle East. Locals themselves
will usually tip anyone who provides them with services. In many cases, people depend on the tips they receive to

supplement the low salary and wages of the Middle East region.

While on tour in the Middle East, it is customary and even expected to tip small service providers such as restaurant and
bar waiters, hotel staff, reception, cleaning personnel, bell boys, taxis and van drivers. Tips are regarded as an essential

means of supplementing income for those working in the tourism industry.

To make things as easy as possible and avoid embarrassing situations, G Adventures has developed a tipping kitty
system where your CEO will collect a contribution at the start of your tour and use this kitty to tip anybody who has
provided services to the you. A guideline for tipping is about $5-10 USD per day, depending on the quality of the service
(this does not include your G Adventures CEO). On Day 1 of your tour, your CEO will be able to advise on the amount
required from everybody to form the tipping kitty for your trip. You can pay in USD or the equivalent local currency
(preferably local currency). The CEO will be able to advise you on the exchange rate and the total required in either

currency

If at any time you feel that any service provider failed in maintaining or delivering good service, please bring it

immediately to the attention of your CEO so a deduction of tips can take place.

At the end of your trip if you felt that your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is also expected and
appreciated. The precise amount is entirely a personal preference, however $35-40 USD per person per week can be

used as a general guideline.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

Nothing compulsory but we recommend protection against typhoid, tetanus, infectious hepatitis and polio. Though
malaria does exist in Egypt it is not normally found in the areas where we travel. You should consult your doctor for up-
to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that you carry a First Aid kit, hand sanitizers /

antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommmend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue
your own interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. Please use your own good judgment when selecting
an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during the day, there can be risks to

wandering throughout any major city at night.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety.

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What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When selecting a travel
insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must have medical coverage and that we require a minimum
coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers
personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we
require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your

bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
