Impressionist painter Claude
Monet lived and worked here from 1883 until his death in 1926. Monet felt that his flower and water

gardens here were his greatest works of art and to this day, they are meticulously maintained.

Honfleur sits on the estuary where the River Seine meets the English Channel and is considered one of

the prettiest port towns in France.

Claude Monet's Gardens

Enjoy a visit and walk through Claude Monet's Garden, inspiration for the artist's water-lily series and

named as one of National Geographic's "top 10 most magnificent gardens in the world""

Enjoy free time for a walk and lunch in this pretty seaside Village.



Learn about the Allied invasion of Normandy and other historical facts about World War Il during a
lecture with a recognized war historian at a local museum. Then head to Secqueville-en-Bessin War
Cemetery to learn about the significance of poppies. In the afternoon visit notable Normandy sites

including Omaha Beach, Pointe du Hoc, and the American cemetery and memorial.

D-Day had a pivotal role in the history of the world and today you will be visiting various memorials and
beaches to learn about this event and the impact it had on the Second World War. The Battle of
Normandy Historical Area is considered an open-air museum and includes all the sites, museums and
memorials associated with D-Day and the invasion. Old army bunkers and war relics still exist along
the five beaches, while museums and memorials throughout the region stand as forceful reminders of
this decisive period of WWII. Nearly 30 cemeteries hold the remains of almost 100,000 young soldiers
who never returned from their service in Normandy. Today these memorials offer quiet space for

personal reflection for every visitor, young or old, regardless of nationality.

Visit a hands-on museum to view and touch relics such as
weapons, uniforms, vehicles, and maps. Then board an authentic WWII transport to travel to the British
War Cemetery at Secqueville-en-Bessin to walk the grounds and learn about the ultimate emblem of

supreme sacrifice in war, the poppy.

This
stunning linen canvas was thought to be embroidered by monks in the south of England after the
Battle of Hastings in October, 1066.

for Gothic churches and medieval half-timbered houses. Then it’s back to Paris where you'll spend the

rest of the day as you wish in the capital city.

Rouen was an important city in the Roman era and Middle Ages, showcased by its historical (and
beautiful) centre of Gothic churches and medieval half-timbered houses. it is most notable as the

place where Joan of Arc was tried for heresy.

Palace of Versailles Visit 18EUR 3h-5h

Venture just outside the city of Paris to the sprawling yet elegant Palace of Versailles, which served as
King Louis XIV's royal residence leading up to the French Revolution. Visit the Royal Apartments, Hall
of Mirrors, and the celebrated Gardens of Versailles, while immersing yourself in the history, art and
architecture of 17th century France. Plan to spend a few hours touring the palace; we recommend pre-

purchasing your entrance ticket online.

Napoleon's Tomb - Les Invalides Army Museum 12EUR 1h-2h

The Musée de 'Armée houses one of the world's largest collections of military art, armour and
weaponry from the 17th to 19th century. Wander through the museum's vast collection of French
cannons, artillery and relics, before making your way to the Napoleon I's tomb in the D6me des

Invalides.

Moulin Rouge Dinner & Show 175-185EUR

Step into the Moulin Rouge and experience a night in Paris you'll never forget. Opened in 1889, this
world-famous cabaret continues to bring some of the world's best performers to its stage, with nightly
shows that feature over 60 dancers in feather- and rhinestone-studded costumes dancing to the

French "can-can". We recommend reserving tickets in advance for the dinner and show.

Sacre Coeur Visit 1h-2h



Visit the Basilique du Sacré-Coeur, located in the Montmartre neighbourhood. This Roman Catholic
church was completed in 1914 and stands on the highest point of the city. Climb up 200 stairs to reach

the dome of the basilica to get an amazing view of the Paris skyline.

The Louvre Visit 12-16EUR 1h-5h

Examine the massive collection at the Louvre, home to the Mona Lisa and the Winged Venus. While it
might take a lifetime to view everything in the museum, one of the largest in the world, make the most

of the time you have and try to spend at least a few hours wandering around.

2. LUGGAGE
In Europe it is very rare to find elevators in train stations, hotels or other public places. The carrying of your luggage

remains your responsibility at all times.

3.COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

Will | get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops.

Please be aware that single room accommodations in European hotels are often smaller, and may not be to the same

service level as double-occupancy rooms.

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish
hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators,
air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and
in excellent central locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe,

simple accommodation in convenient locations.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning is not
routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a standing or desk fan for
your room on hot nights. If you do not already have one in your room, please ask your CEO to organize one for you with

reception.

What is the joining hotel?

What are the joining instructions?

Please note that day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day. Upon arrival to the city on day 1
(or earlier if you have booked pre-accommodation), please make your way to the joining hotel (note that check-in time
will be in the afternoon). Once you arrive at the hotel, look for a note or bulletin board in the reception with a note from
your CEQ. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between 5pm and 7pm), where you
will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the tour will run. If you don’t see

a note, please ask reception for details!
Getting to Relais Monceau Hotel (please check your vouchers to ensure this is your start hotel):
From Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport:

Follow signs inside the terminal "Paris by train", and take the RER B line direct to Gare du Nord. Journey time is
approximately 30mins. Cost is €840 EUR. From here it is a short taxi ride (20 mins at €15-20) to the hotel. Alternatively,

you can take the metro from La Chapelle Station: LINE 2, to Villiers Station.
From Paris Orly Airport:

Take the ORLY VAL shuttle train to Antony (8mins) where you will take the RER B line direct to Gare du Nord (45mins).
Costis €740 (ORLYVAL) + €610 (RER). Follow the same instructions as above from Gare du Nord to the hotel.

A taxi from either of the airports to the hotel will cost around €50.

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

To arrange an arrival or departure transfer, we recommend you book through our preferred transfer provider - Welcome

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Visa information specific to your destination and nationality can be found in our Important Pre-Departure Information

page here

For other nationalities, travelling in Europe has been simplified with the introduction of the Schengen visa. As a visitor to
the Schengen area (Austria, Germany, Netherlands, Belgium, Greece, Norway, Denmark, Iceland, Portugal, Finland, Italy,
Spain, France, Luxembourg, Sweden, Czech Republic, Hungary, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia,
Slovenia and Switzerland) you will enjoy the many advantages of this unified visa system. Generally speaking with a
Schengen visa, you may enter one Schengen country and travel freely throughout the Schengen region during the

validity of your visa. There are limited border controls at Schengen borders, if any at all.
Please note that the UK and Ireland are NOT part of the Schengen agreement.

A Schengen visa is applied for at the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country in which you will be spending the
most nights on your trip to the Schengen space. If you are only visiting one country on your trip then you apply for your

visa at the Consulate of this Schengen country.

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances but you must remember to bring your PIN number (be
aware that many ATM machines only accept 4-digit PINs). Both Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely
accepted debit cards. Visa cards are the most widely accepted credit cards. While ATMs are commonly available, there
are no guadrantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work - check with your bank. You should be aware when

purchasing products or services on a credit card, that a fee usually applies.
Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of Euros and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should | be tipping on my trip?

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is 10% of the bill for

wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and
tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the quality and

length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and appreciated.

The precise amount is a personal preference, however €30-€40 per person, per week can be used as a guideline.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
Alock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance

your personal safety while traveling.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
