Arrive at the Puerto Maldonado airport and meet the naturalist guide to journey to the jungle lodge.

Spot wildlife en route. Before dinner, head out for a night walk around the lodge.

After a brief stop in town to store large luggage, drive to the pier and travel by covered motorized boat

to the jungle lodge. 

En route, spot bird species typical of the local river and forest edge. The Tambopata Rainforest area

holds the world record for the most bird sightings in one area.

Local community members make up the majority of lodge staff, including multilingual naturalist

guides. Take the opportunity to learn about the area’s rich flora and fauna and locals' extensive use of

medicinal plants and other forest plant resources through traditional techniques for building, fishing,

and hunting.

Enjoy a welcome drink and orientation. Before dinner, head out for a night walk around the lodge

grounds.

The lodge itself combines native architectural style and materials with low-impact, eco-

friendly technology. Rooms are simple but comfortable, with mosquito netting for individual

beds, flush toilets, showers (with solar-heated hot water), and candles for lighting (no

electricity).

Enjoy guided excursions led by expert naturalists to spot wildlife at nearby oxbow lakes and clay licks.

Spend some time relaxing in a hammock, enjoying the local swimming hole or visiting a nearby

plantation.

Find the

mammal clay lick, or Collpa, off the trail in the forest. Wait for the arrival of the white-lipped peccaries,

which tend to gather in large groups, to feed on the mineral deposits. Enjoy a 45-min visit, before

continuing on to the nearby macaw clay lick, arriving around 08:30. 

See groups of scarlet and red-and-green macaws, which often flock to feed on the clay deposits

essential to their diet. Have plenty of time to take in their colourful and noisy show, and grab a light

snack before returning to the river via another trail and heading back to the lodge.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Peru is the Nuevo Sol (PEN).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank. 

You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies. 

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are

faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk.

We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of

luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit

card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
