Teleférico  Quito  9USD   

Enjoy spectacular views of Quito from this sky tram up Volcán Pichincha. Choose to go for a hike at

the top, or just come along for the ride. 



Quito City Tour & Equator Line  Quito   

Enjoy a city tour of Quito. Visit the Old Town, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, with stops at the Basilica

del Voto Nacional, La Compañia Church, San Francisco Square, Plaza Grande and the Panecillo, a

towering statue of the virgin of Quito who looks out over a stunning view of the city. Drive 25km (16 mi)

north of Quito to the Middle of the World, latitude 0º. Stand with one foot in each hemisphere.

Please note that this tour starts at 8 a.m. and ends around 5 p.m.

Cotopaxi Volcano - Full Day  Cotopaxi – Alausí  56USD   

Enjoy a spectacular 2 hour drive to Cotopaxi Volcano National Park to see the highest active volcano

in the world (5,897m/ 19,347 ft). Visit a museum in the park and hike around a lagoon at the bottom of

the volcano to learn about the flora and fauna found at this altitude. Continue by car up the volcano to

the parking lot, at over 4,500m/14,763 ft. Walk for an hour and a half to the refuge and after a short

break, continue to the glacier (if the weather holds out). Return to Quito in the early evening.



Day 2  Mariscal Sucre International Airport/Seymour Airport 

Take an early flight to the Galápagos Islands. Head to Bachas Beach to see Sally Lightfoot crabs,

flamingos and marine iguanas.

 Today’s Activities 

Plane  Mariscal Sucre International Airport – Seymour Airport  2h   

Flights from Quito to Baltra depart between 6:40am and 9:40am depending on the day of the week.

These will arrive into the Galápagos between 9:30am and 12:30pm with a short refuelling stop in

Guayaquil (you will not disembark the plane). You will generally arrive at the boat in time for lunch on

Day 2 before the afternoon activity.

Bachas Beach Visit  Bachas Beach  2h-3h   

Head to Bachas Beach where the sand is made of decomposed coral, making it soft and white, and a

favourite site for nesting sea turtles. Spot abundant Sally Lightfoot crabs on the lava rocks along the

water's edge -- these crabs will eat anything they can get their claws on! Trek to see a wide range of

wildlife, including flamingos, hermit crabs, black necked stilts, and marine iguanas. You will also have

the opportunity to snorkel here.

Yolita  Santa Cruz Island – Genovesa Island   

Yolita is an attractive 16-passenger ship boasting surprisingly spacious cabins for its size, and the

large upper deck allows you to soak up as much of the Ecuadorian sun as you need.



Day 3  Genovesa Island 

Visit Darwin Bay and marvel at the sheer number of birds along the many trails. Head to El Barranco in

the afternoon to see the many types of boobies, including red-footed boobies.

 Today’s Activities 

Darwin Bay Visit  Genovesa Island   

Walk along the white coral sands of Darwin Bay surrounded by bustling sea birds. Follow the trail and

see nesting frigatebirds, gulls, and boobies. Be sure to bring your camera to take some snaps of your

new feathered friends.

Snorkelling (Darwin Bay)  Genovesa Island  45m-1h   

Visit this sunken caldera for a great snorkelling opportunity. See large schools of tropical fish swarming

near the vertical walls, and, if lucky, see manta rays, white-spotted eagle rays, sea lions, and

hammerhead sharks.

El Barranco Visit  Genovesa Island   

Visit "El Barranco" aka Prince Phillip's Steps located on the southern tip of the island for an amazing

wildlife watching opportunity. Hike up the steps to see a sea bird colony that is full of life including the

breeding grounds for red-footed boobies and masked boobies. 

Yolita  Genovesa Island – Bartolomé Island   

Yolita is an attractive 16-passenger ship boasting surprisingly spacious cabins for its size, and the

large upper deck allows you to soak up as much of the Ecuadorian sun as you need.



Day 4  Bartolomé Island/Sullivan Bay 

Visit Bartolomé for a guided tour to see the island's dramatic volcanic features. Continue to Sullivan

Bay on Santiago Island to witness the giant lava formations contrasting the white-coral-sand beach.

Bartolomé Island Visit  Bartolomé Island   

Hike to Bartolomé's summit for a stronger perspective of the islands' not-too-distant volcanic origins,

and enjoy a panoramic view – it’s one of the best among the islands! See other Galápagos Islands in

the distance as well as Pinnacle Rock, the island’s famous towering landmark.

Snorkelling (Bartolomé Island)  Bartolomé Island  45m-1h   

Take the opportunity to swim and snorkel along the shore, home to one of the most iconic volcanic

rock formations on the islands. Home to Galápagos penguins, friendly sea lions, sea turtles, and a

huge variety of fish, Bartolomé and its surrounding waters are a fantastic place to explore the natural

wonders of the Galápagos.

Sullivan Bay Visit  Sullivan Bay   

Visit Sullivan Bay on Santiago Island to see one of its star natural attractions – striking and fascinating

giant lava formations. Very few plants have managed to survive on this island due to its harsh

environment and relatively new lava flow. Enjoy a walk along the lava formations before coming to a

white-coral sand beach, where abundant Sally Lightfoot crabs and sea lions gather on shore.

Snorkelling (Sullivan Bay)  Sullivan Bay  45m-1h   

Enjoy a cool dip after exploring Sullivan Bay on foot. Grab a snorkel and discover many species of fish

and other marine life in the shallow waters. Keep an eye out for turtles, rays, and large schools of

colourful fish.

Yolita  Bartolomé Island – Isabela Island   



Yolita is an attractive 16-passenger ship boasting surprisingly spacious cabins for its size, and the

large upper deck allows you to soak up as much of the Ecuadorian sun as you need.

Day 5  Isabela Island 

Early landing in the small town of Puerto Villamil before beginning the hike to the Sierra Negra Volcano,

which has the largest basaltic caldera in the Galápagos. In the afternoon, explore the tortoise breeding

centre in the Puerto Villamil area.

 Today’s Activities 

Sierra Negra Volcano Hike  Isabela Island  1h-2h   

Hike to the rim of the 10km (6 mi) wide crater of the Sierra Negra volcano, which has the largest

basaltic caldera in the Galápagos. Trek across the moon-like landscape of the lava fields and

fumaroles, and enjoy spectacular views looking north toward Fernandina and the rest of Isabela Island.

The volcano last erupted in June 2018, making it the most recent eruption of the Galápagos. This hike is

7km in total (3.5 km each way).

Giant Tortoise Breeding Centre Visit  Isabela Island  1h-2h   

Walk through the town’s wetlands to visit the Giant Tortoise Breeding Centre. With the giant tortoise on

its way to extinction in the late 1950s, this program was established to protect these noble creatures.

Yolita  Isabela Island   

Yolita is an attractive 16-passenger ship boasting surprisingly spacious cabins for its size, and the

large upper deck allows you to soak up as much of the Ecuadorian sun as you need.



Day 6  Elizabeth Bay/Urbina Bay 

Pay a morning visit to Elizabeth Bay which offers amazing bird and marine life viewing opportunities.

Head out on the pangas and explore the shallows and mangroves to look for sea turtles and penguins.

Visit Urbina Bay, located at the base of the Alcedo Volcano. Hike the trail for a chance to see land

tortoises in the wild, watching for land iguanas along the way.

 Today’s Activities 

Elizabeth Bay Panga Ride  Elizabeth Bay   

Head out by panga to explore, keeping an eye out for wildlife hiding among the mangroves. Search for

marine turtles, rays, and flightless cormorants in the sheltered waters. Also spot blue-footed boobies,

penguins, and pelicans feeding on the abundant marine life.

Urbina Bay Visit  Urbina Bay   

Visit Urbina Bay for a unique walk among a massive marine reef that was raised out of the water in

1950 during an uplift. See “sculptures” of dried coral and other ocean formations while touring the area

on foot. Urbina Bay also offers great opportunities to snorkel, as well as to see land iguanas that have

astonishingly yellow skin, flightless cormorants, land tortoises, marine turtles, and rays.

Yolita  Isabela Island – Fernandina Island   

Yolita is an attractive 16-passenger ship boasting surprisingly spacious cabins for its size, and the

large upper deck allows you to soak up as much of the Ecuadorian sun as you need.



Day 7  Tagus Cove/Punta Espinoza 

Stop for a visit at Tagus Cove and hike to a lookout to get a stunning view of the bay. Spot old graffiti on

the cliffs from whalers and pirates who once visited the the cove. Continue to Punta Espinoza on

Fernandina, the youngest of the Galápagos Islands. Witness the large colony of marine iguanas and a

variety of bird life.

 Today’s Activities 

Tagus Cove Visit  Tagus Cove   

Visit Tagus Cove, an Isabela Island anchorage site that was popular among whalers and pirates. Tour

the area on foot for spectacular views of Darwin Lake (a spherical saltwater crater), the bay, and Darwin

and Wolf volcanoes. Upon landing, take the wooden stairway to the trail entrance, and follow the trail

through a dry vegetation zone. Opt to continue on an ascent to a promontory made up of spatter

cones (small volcanic cones) or explore the area by dinghy.

Snorkelling (Tagus Cove)  Tagus Cove   

Grab a mask and snorkel and witness schools of tropical fish as you navigate through the calm waters.

If you're lucky, spot rockfish, sharks and seahorses.

Punta Espinoza Visit  Punta Espinoza   

Tour a number of different trails at this not-to-be-missed landing site that’s home to some of the

largest colonies of marine iguanas and sea birds. Follow the path along the beach and across lava

flows for a unique opportunity to explore one of the least-visited areas of the Galápagos. Here, you will

also have a chance to snorkel.

Snorkelling (Punta Espinoza)  Punta Espinoza   

One of the best snorkelling sites in the islands, here get a glimpse of marine iguanas grazing

underwater, sea lions, sea turtles, rays, puffer fish and dolphins.

Yolita  Fernandina Island – Rábida Island   



Yolita is an attractive 16-passenger ship boasting surprisingly spacious cabins for its size, and the

large upper deck allows you to soak up as much of the Ecuadorian sun as you need.



Day 8  Rábida Island/Santiago Island 

Enjoy a morning panga ride in Buccaneer Cove, watch for sea lions, shorebirds, and interesting lava

formations. Take an afternoon excursion to the red sand beaches of Rábida to see a lagoon and sea

lion colony. Enjoy snorkelling nearby with schools of tropical fish and sea lions.

 Today’s Activities 

Buccaneer Cove Visit  Santiago Island   

Jump into the panga and cruise alongside high cliffs and rock formations on this visit to Bucaneer

Cove, which was a favourite hideout for pirates looking to stock up their boats with food and water.

Spot sea lions relaxing on the beach and sea birds nesting in the cove – there’s lots to see at this site.

Snorkelling (Buccaneer Cove)  Santiago Island   

Get up close and personal with the local marine life, sea lions and many marine birds, during this

snorkel excursion through the beautiful waters of Buccaneer Cove.

Rábida Island Visit  Rábida Island   

Arrive at a red sand beach at Rábida to explore its trails. A short trail leads to a saltwater lagoon;

another trail goes past the lagoon to the interior, where the revered palo santo trees grow. (When

burned, the branches of this tree give off a pleasing aroma and ward off mosquitoes.)

Snorkelling (Rábida Island)  Rábida Island   

Grab a snorkel and discover many species of fish and other marine life. Keep an eye out for white-tip

sharks and sea lions.

Yolita  Rábida Island – Islas Daphne   

Yolita is an attractive 16-passenger ship boasting surprisingly spacious cabins for its size, and the

large upper deck allows you to soak up as much of the Ecuadorian sun as you need.



Day 9  Islas Daphne/Quito 

View Daphne from the boat, the tiny conical island is home to nesting blue-footed boobies, frigatebirds,

and Darwin's finches, after, fly back to Quito. Enjoy an evening in Quito.

G Adventures strongly recommends not booking departure flights on the day the group

returns to Quito. Local flight times are often subject to change and could potentially cause

issues if delayed.

Is there a travel disclaimer for my itinerary I should review

before booking this trip?

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the

itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know

exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The

Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by

no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered. Aboard expedition trips visits to research stations

depend on final permission. 

Additionally, any travel times listed are approximations only and subject to vary due to local circumstances.



What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

1. It is important to note that for landings in Galapagos we use zodiacs/pangas for "wet" or "dry" landings where you

might have to wade ashore in shallow water. This will require you to be able to safely navigate the terrain on uneven

ground, to lift your leg over the side of a Zodiac/pangas, and stand throughout the landing with no place to sit. Our team

is there to assist you if needed but having good mobility is important for your safety and enjoyment. Please also note

that the yacht does not have an elevator and thus staircases must be used to move between decks. Additionally, some

snorkeling activities will take place in open water and you will need to go up and down small ladders from the panga.

2. G Adventures requires your passport number, full name and date of birth at the time of booking. Please make sure

you give this information to your travel agent.

3. Once you have confirmed your booking please give us your international flight details and advise us if you have any

important issues such as allergies, special diets, etc. 

4. The Ecuadorian government currently levies a Galapagos Islands Park entry fee of $200 USD per person ($100 USD

for children under 12 years old). This is payable at the airport upon arrival in the park. It is not included in the cost of the

tour, and must be paid in CASH. This fee funds Park maintenance and supervision in Galapagos, as well as ecological

study, conservation and infrastructure development in Ecuador's other National Parks. Entry fees and the funds they

generate for the National Park System are among measures taken by the Ecuadorian government to protect its natural

heritage.

5. The Governing Council of the Special Regime of Galapagos has introduced a system for obtaining Transit Control

Cards. These cards cost $20 USD per person. To facilitate your entry to the islands, we will provide the cards during your

Welcome Briefing. No prior information is required to be completed by you in advance. Please ensure you have the fee

available in cash at that time.

Retain this card along with your passport as you will be required to present this upon arrival to the Galapagos Islands.

Please note that this applies to all tourists entering the Galapagos Islands and is a supplement to the existing entry fee

to the National Park and is not controlled by tour operators or travel agencies. It is the first of a number of initiatives to

track, control and maintain the sustainable tourism targets set out by the Galapagos National Park and the Ecuadorian

government in an attempt to preserve the fragile environment of the archipelago.

6. Please note that the rooming on our Galapagos yachts is done on a first-come, first-serve basis, and we are not able

to guarantee the specific cabin you will receive on board. The cabins are comfortable and clean, all with private

bathrooms. Due to the specific location of the cabins on board, the window sizes vary as well as the noise at times when

the boat is navigating, given the proximity of the cabin to the engine room. Our friendly and competent crew will ensure

the smooth and comfortable journey for the duration of your tour.

COMBO TRIP

Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on

your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.



What is the role of the group leader during this trip?

Your G Adventures group trip is met in Quito by a G Adventures representative. The aim of the representative is to give

you the

required information for the rest of your journey and to assist with changing money, restaurant and excursion

suggestions and general information about the city. We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge

will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting- we think it's the best of both worlds. For your shipboard voyage we

have a highly experienced shipboard staff and crew, including a Galapagos CEO who is a local naturalist guide certified

by the Galapagos National Park.

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is

available out in the world. On our Galapagos yachts, food is included, plentiful and made of fresh local ingredients.

Dining is casual, tables are unassigned and the dining room is capable of seating the entire passenger compliment at

one time. There is always a selection of different meals available, and vegetarians will find plenty of options. Special

dietary requirements can be accommodated with advance notice, please advise us at time of confirmation. Coffee, tea

and water are all provided free of charge. All other beverages, alcoholic and non-alcoholic are not included and can be

purchased at the bar.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Plane, motorized yacht (Yolita), van, panga, private bus.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

All local flights to and from the Galapagos are included in the cost of your tour. It is important that we have your

passport information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and

will be given to you prior to the flight departure.

Flights to either of the airports in the Galapagos leave early in the morning on Day 2 and get you into the islands in the

early afternoon. Flights back to the mainland depart between 10:00am and 1:30pm arriving in the early evening.

Please note that all flights to and from the Galapagos make a 1 hour refuelling stop in Guayaquil.



Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (2 nts), aboard the Yolita in twin-share cabins (7 nts).

Will I get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

Cabins on board the Yolita are set up with twin beds, but can be converted into a double bed if requested prior to the

tour.

What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

An arrival transfer is included when you arrive on Day 1, or if you arrive up to three days prior provided that you have

booked your pre-accommodation through G Adventures in our joining hotel. Due to customer experience and quality

considerations, all services related to the tour must be continuous.

Our driver will be waiting for you with a G Adventures sign, and they will be waiting for you outside the luggage hall. If for

any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.

Please note that day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day. 

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the

reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between

5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

Excess luggage can be stored free of charge at the joining hotel during your tour if desired.



What happens if I experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as

scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel, requesting that you speak to or leave a

message for your CEO (if you are not on a group tour please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this

dossier). If you are unable to get in touch with your leader, please refer to our emergency contact details. If you have pre-

booked an airport transfer and have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs

and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

Who should I contact in case of an emergency?

Should you need to contact us during a situation of dire need, it is best to first call either the G Adventures

Representative (if one is listed below) or our G Adventures Local Office. If for any reason you do not receive an immediate

answer, please leave a detailed message and contact information, so they may return your call and assist you as soon

as possible. 

AIRPORT TRANSFER 

If you have purchased an arrival through G Adventures or if an arrival transfer is included in the cost of your tour, please

note that:

Your arrival transfer has been arranged based on flight information provided to us. If you are advised of a flight schedule

change or flight cancellation within 48 hours of your scheduled arrival time, please call the emergency contact number

to advise of your new arrival flight information. If you do not, we will not be able to rearrange your arrival transfer and you

will need to make your own way to the starting hotel at your own expense. If your arrival transfer does not arrive within 30

minutes after you have exited the arrivals area please take a taxi to your start point hotel.

Are there any additional packing suggestions I should consider?

A good size daypack is also

essential. If you don't wish to take all of your luggage with you to Galapagos, please ensure you have an extra bag you

can leave behind at hotel storage and pickup on your return.

Please note that Galapagos is a protected National Park so your luggage will be checked before arrival and departure to

and from the islands. Don’t bring any food, seeds or other organic material that could affect the delicate ecosystem of

the islands.

Porters are not often available, so be prepared to carry your own bags. Please remember that you can leave

unnecessary articles in your joining hotel storage room. . 

Please do not bring any alcoholic beverages aboard, as your boat has a bar offering a variety of alcoholic drinks and

prices are reasonable. 

LUGGAGE ALLOWANCE ON THE BOAT: Please note that the amount of luggage you can bring on the boat is LIMITED

due to small cabin size. We recommend travellers use soft sided duffel bags of 40-50 litres in capacity. We will accept

luggage types onboard, however if you are a single traveller sharing with another traveller, it´s especially important to

keep in mind that cabins are small in size and it´s best to pack light. Luggage storage facilities are available at the start

hotel for anything you don´t need while you are exploring the Galapagos. 

Please note that the electric outlets on this boat are 110v and will have 2 flat prongs. If necessary, please bring an

adaptor with you for your electric devices, ie, battery chargers.

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

Laundry facilities are available at the start and end hotel at a charge. Full laundry facilities are not available onboard our

yachts in the Galapagos. If you do want to do your own laundry we we suggest you bring non-polluting/biodegradable

soap.

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

** Please note that by February 2nd 2018, it will be mandatory for every traveler to show proof of insurance (covering

medical, accident, death) to the immigration authority at the airport or border crossing into Ecuador. This insurance

must cover the traveler for their entire length of stay in the country.

If you do not carry proof of insurance and/or an insurance assistance card that satisfies this requirement, it is possible

that your entrance into Ecuador could be denied.

Where can I read detailed notes about this trip?

LIFE ON BOARD

The daily schedule consists of a shore excursion immediately following breakfast, lunch aboard and perhaps a siesta

before the afternoon shore excursion. In the evening after dinner, your naturalist guide will brief you on the islands to be

visited the following day. You are ferried from the yacht to shore via small boats called pangas. Landings are either “dry”

or “wet”, where you might have to wade ashore in shallow water. Your naturalist guide will accompany you during all

excursions.

CLIMATE

Located on the Equator, the Galapagos climate is tempered by the Humboldt Current, so you do not experience

extreme heat. The warmest weather is December to June, when temperatures range from 22-33°C (72-90 °F), and the

water temperature is in the mid 20s (mid 70°F). From July to November, the temperatures are cooler and range from

18-24°C (60s -75°F). The average water temperature rarely reaches 21°C (70°F).

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses

and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Due to the remoteness of the Galapagos

islands, onboard our vessels, there is no credit card machines therefore only cash is accepted. It is important that you

withdraw enough cash for the duration of your trip. Once in the islands, ATM machines are extremely limited and

unreliable. Please consider your own spending habits when it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please

also remember the following specific recommendations when planning your trip. We would also recommend to contact

your local bank prior to your departure to see if international withdrawals can be done with no issues.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available some may not accept all international credit or debit cards. You may need to try at more than

one machine if the first does not accept your card. You should also check with your bank before leaving to ensure that

your card works internationally. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of

5%-10% usually applies. Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of US dollar

cash and cards is best. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short

of funds. Please bring USD banknotes in denominations smaller than 100, as they can be hard to exchange in Ecuador.

100 dollar bills of certain series (e.g. CB B2) can be especially hard to cash! CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be

advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best

to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD (or equivalent). As currency exchange rates

can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates: www.xe.com



How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction

with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. At the end of each trip if you felt your G

Adventures CEO or and crew did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. There will be two envelopes left in your cabin

on the final night of your tour, one for the CEO and one for crew members. The amount is entirely a personal preference,

however as a guideline a per traveller tip of 7-10 USD, per day for your CEO and 10-15 USD per day for the crew can be

used.

We recommend that

you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please

be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are

prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip

please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the

Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller

from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

Please note your Adventure travels to high altitude, in Quito. This is medically defined as anything over 8,000 feet (2,440

meters). Most people can travel to 8,000 feet with minimal effects. However, everyone reacts to altitude differently and

altitude sickness can on set with some people irrespective of fitness and age. For details on how to best prepare and

what to do in the unlikely event you are effected on your Adventure, please consult your physician.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it

while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your

valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your

CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own

interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given

location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no

representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own

good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely

contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group

trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will

take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must

have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency

rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of

luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit

card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
