Once in the park, go on
the "Curva de los Suspiros,' and leave the vehicle to have a first view of the Perito Moreno Glacier. The
delightful route will take you around the Rico arm of the glacier before arriving at the walkways and
scenic viewpoints of the Perito Moreno Glacier. Enjoy free time to appreciate various viewpoints then

opt to take a boat up to the front of the glacier.

Perito Moreno Glacier Tour Perito Moreno Glacier

Get out there and explore the natural wonder that is the Perito Moreno Glacier, one of the world’s few

“advancing” glaciers. Head to the southern end of Los Glaciares National Park, where Moreno's 60m
(197 ft) wall of ice sporadically chokes off the narrow “Canal de los Tempanos” (Iceberg Channel)

creating a natural ice dam, which eventually explodes in a dynamic display of force.

Please note this tour does not include walking on top of the glacier.

Perito Moreno Glacier Boat Tour Perito Moreno Glacier 80USD



Embark in the floating dock in the south arm of Argentino Lake, and navigate along the Iceberg
Channel towards the front wall of the Perito Moreno Glacier where most of the ice calving takes place.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1) INTERNAL FLIGHTS

Internal return flights to/from El Calafate are not included in the price and can be booked through G Adventures.

2) SEASONAL AVAILABILITY

This trip is not available between May and September due to weather conditions.

3. LUGGAGE WEIGHT ALLOWANCE
Please Note: Aerolineas Argentinas allows 1 piece of luggage that weighs up to 15kg on internal flights. If luggage is

overweight, the airline charges 650 ARS at check-in (approx. 35 USD).



What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our group leaders, a G Adventures representative, or an
expedition team. The aim of the group leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip
possible. They will provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and
see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the
traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including
historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is
available out in the world. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to
give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting
flexibility, though generally food is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of
dishes and enjoy each other's company.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Public bus, hiking.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Land Transfers & Included Tours/activities: Many of the land transfers and included tours will be by private van, car or
taxi, while others may be shared with other travellers depending on availability, nature of the activity and destination. For
transfers, you may have a local non English-speaking driver only, for included tours, you will be accompanied by an

English speaking local guide.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

All local flights are included in the cost of your tour unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your passport
information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.



Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (5 nts).

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

A variety of accommodation standards are available for Independent tours, see your dossier for the accommodation
class specific to your tour. Please remember that hotel/lodge/resort standards can be different from what you are used
to in your home country, which is part of the appeal of adventure travel . Porterage is not included, but can be arranged

directly at most hotels.

What is the joining hotel?

What are the joining instructions?

Internal return flights to/from El Calafate are not included in the price. Please advise us at the time of booking of your
arrival details into El Calafate so that you can be met at the airport and transferred to your hotel. Meet and Greet at
Airport: Our local representative of Amayco Turismo y Expediciones will meet passengers at the airport, carrying a
visible sign stating the name of the passenger(s) The local representative will also deliver to the passengers any

corresponding vouchers, as well as any additional information required for the tour.

“*Please note, the arrival and departure transfers included occur on the first and final days of the tour. If you plan to
arrive before and/or depart after the tour dates, you will be required to arrange pre and/or post-tour accommodation
through G Adventures to be eligible for the airport transport. Due to customer experience and quality considerations, all

services related to the tour must be continuous.

ARGENTINA'S "RECIPROCITY FEE":

Effective January 7, 2013 all US, Canadian and Australian citizens are required to pay a reciprocity tax in order to enter
Argentina. This reciprocity tax must be paid in advance online with a credit card. Cash at the border or airport is not
accepted. *Note: the fee can be paid in country ONLY when arriving in Buenos Aires at the International Airport, Ezeiza,

or the national airport, Aeroparque.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as
scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel, requesting that you speak to or leave a
message for your CEO (if you are not on a group tour please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this
dossier). If you are unable to get in touch with your leader, please refer to our emergency contact details. If you have pre-
booked an airport transfer and have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs
and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

Laundry facilities are offered by some of our hotels for a charge. There will be times when you may want to or have to do
your own laundry so we suggest you bring non-polluting/biodegradable soap. Aboard the expedition ships Explorer and
Andrea laundry facilities are provided at a charge. Aboard the Amazon Explorer laundry facilities are provided free of

charge for each passenger once a week.

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Argentina is the Argentine Peso (ARS).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.
You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.
Please bear in mind that cost of living in the southern cone countries (Argentina, Brazil, Chile) is much higher than the
rest of South America, and in the case of Argentina, more comparable with Europe. Always take more rather than less,

as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.
We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are
faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

Most airlines include departure tax in the cost of the ticket. If this is not included then it should be mentioned in your

flight booking confirmation



Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, and local guide(s) at approximately 10%,
depending on the service. Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an
expression of satisfaction with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to

you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
