Day 2  Kota Kinabalu/Gunung Mulu National Park 

Fly to Mulu via Miri and transfer to the lodge. Head into the park for a walk through the forest and

explore Deer Cave. In the evening go on a walk in search of bats hunting for insects.

Upon arrival in Miri, you will disembark from the plane with the group, retrieve your luggage, and pass it

on to our ground operator so it can be transferred to Limbang. You will then go through passport

control at Miri airport and board the flight to Mulu.

After leaving your luggage with our ground operator at Miri airport, you will not have access to

it again until the group arrives in Limbang. You will need to pack an overnight bag with your

essentials for two nights in the national park. Be sure to use a backpack as you will need to do

some walking through the jungle and make a few transportation connections with your

overnight bag.

Deer and Lang Caves Exploration  Gunung Mulu National Park   

Walk along a series of planks through the rainforest to reach Deer and Lang caves. Explore these

impressive caverns (Deer cave is never less than 90 metres high or wide!), home to more than two

million bats.

Bat Exodus Observation  Gunung Mulu National Park   



Head to the cave entrance or the bat observatory to watch as millions of bats exit the Deer Cave to

hunt insects.

Day 3  Gunung Mulu National Park 

Depart the lodge, board a longboat and travel along the Melinau River to the Wind and Clearwater

caves. Explore the caves, take a dip in the crystal clear waters, and enjoy a picnic lunch in the

rainforest. Continue by longboat to Kuala Litut and start the trek through dense jungle to Camp 5, our

stop for the night.

Climb aboard and get your float on.

Wind and Clearwater Caves Exploration  Sungai Melinau

subterranean river. After checking out the caves, enjoy a refreshing swim and a picnic amongst the

beautiful scenery of the rainforest.

Walking  Sungai Melinau  2h-3h  8km   

At Kuala Litut, disembark the longboat and begin the trek to Camp 5, where the group will spend the

night. The trail here is well maintained.



Day 4  Headhunters Trail/Limbang 

Set out on the Headhunters Trail, an 11 kilometre trail through Borneo's dense jungle. Trek past streams

and caves, all while hearing the sounds of the thousands of species that call this jungle home. Learn

about the rich history of the warring parties that created this trail before arriving at Kuala Terikan where

you will board a boat down the river to Limbang.

Trek through the dense jungle along the well-maintained Headhunters Trail – named for the warring

parties that created it. Pass caves, cross rope bridges, and wade through shallow streams as you make

your way to Kuala Terikan. As you walk along, listen to the sounds of the species that call this forest

home and keep your eyes peeled for wildlife.

Boat  Gunung Mulu National Park – Limbang

Start off early for a busy day of travel – by ferry, boat, and private vehicle – to the tropical island of

Pulau Tiga. After arriving on the island head out on a trek to a mud volcano and learn more about the

region.

experience amazing plant and wildlife. Be sure to keep an eye out for the proboscis monkey. Return to

Kuching in the evening.

After lunch, carry on and trek through the forest passing

massive trees and spotting wildlife along the way.

Climb in and move swiftly through the water to the next stop.

Private Vehicle  Bako National Park – Kuching  45m   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Day 10  Kuching/Batang Ai 

Drive through the scenic countryside, passing plantations, rivers, rainforest to reach the Batang Ai jetty,

stopping en route to visit a trading town and a local farmhouse. From the jetty transfer via boat to a

local Iban longhouse and enjoy a stay with this welcoming community while learning more about their

culture.

Chinese farm house to see how pepper and cocoa are grown before a stop in Lachau for lunch. 

Boat  Batang Ai  15m   

Climb aboard and get your float on.

Meet your hosts, a welcoming Iban community. Tour the traditional longhouse and learn more about

the local way of life. Watch members of the community make handicrafts or prepare local food. Join

your hosts in feeding livestock and other daily chores, play with the kids, or take a refreshing dip in the

lake. After a local meal, enjoy time to socialize with your hosts and watch a cultural performance.



Day 11  Batang Ai 

Witness a blowpipe demonstration before setting off by longboat for a trip across the lake. Disembark

and enjoy a hike through the forest and a local lunch at a scenic locale. Enjoy a refreshing dip in the

water before heading to our hotel for the night.

Return to the jetty by boat and continue overland to Kuching, stopping en route to visit the Semenggoh

What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our Chief Experience Officers (CEO) throughout. The aim of the

CEO is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible. They will provide information on

the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating venues

and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense you can expect them to have a

broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects.

We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting-

we think it's the best of both worlds.

What meals are included in this trip?

11 breakfasts, 7 lunches, 5 dinners

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of travelling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is

available out in the world. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to

give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting

flexibility, though generally food is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of

dishes and enjoy each other's company. There is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest

favourite restaurants during your trip.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

All local flights are included in the cost of your tour unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your passport

information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (9 nts), lodge (1 nt), basic lodge (1 nt, multi-share), traditional longhouse (1 nt, multi-share).

Will I get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

A variety of styles of hotels/guesthouses are used in Malaysia. In many instances they might not be like what you are

used to back home. In some areas we stay in simple local guesthouses in stunning locations - rooms are small and

basic and there may only be shared toilet facilities and showers. Service and efficiency can also vary.

What is the joining hotel?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

What are the joining instructions?

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport to meet you. For

the pick-up point at Kota Kinabalu International Airport, there are three different arrival gates known as International,

Domestic (within Malaysia), Domestic (within Sabah only). Please wait at your arrival gate. Our airport representative will

be at the arrival hall based on your flight. If for any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support

line at +6012 833 0304, +60128335739. If you are unable to make contact for whatever reason, please make your way to

the joining point hotel via taxi.

To reach the G Adventures joining point hotel in Kota Kinabalu take a public taxi from the airport - there is a pre-paid

taxi booth directly outside the arrival hall. Taxis are cheap, safe and reliable. Expect to pay around RM15-20. 

Please note that Day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned for that day other then your welcome

meeting in the evening, so you can arrive at any time.

A G Adventures Representative will organize a short meeting soon after arrival, during which you will meet other tour

participants and receive information about general and specific aspects of the trip. A welcome note will be left for you in

the hotel so you have all the necessary information regarding the meeting time. If you arrive late, s/he will leave you a

message detailing what time and where you should meet the next morning.

What happens if I experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as

scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel, requesting that you speak to or leave a

message for your CEO (if you are not on a group tour please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this

dossier). If you are unable to get in touch with your leader, please refer to our emergency contact details. If you have pre-

booked an airport transfer and have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs

and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

What should I take on my trip?

You will be on the move a good deal, so pack as lightly as possible (under 10 kg/22lb). It is to your advantage as you are

expected to carry your own luggage, though distances are never great. We do not allow the use of video cameras when

staying in the villages as it can be perceived by the local people as highly obtrusive. Most travellers carry their luggage in

a pack, although an overnight bag with a shoulder strap would suffice. Suitcases are not appropriate for this particular

trip! You need to bring your main piece of luggage as well as a small to medium backpack for overnight trips (30-35

litres/8-9 gallons). In this you will need to carry a change of clothes, torch/flashlight, toiletries, warm clothes and any

other essentials.

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning.

How much spending money do I need for my trip?

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $250 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

All departure taxes should be included in your international flight ticket.

Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping

is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you

on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care

of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or

drivers we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group.

Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from $1.5-$3.5 USD per person per day depending

on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and

culture. Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Please

be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are

prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to

stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug

name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure

and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the Physical and Culture Shock

ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip

without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

themselves and/or the rest of the group.

When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your

CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own

interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given

location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no

representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own

good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely

contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group

trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will

take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must

have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency

rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of

luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit

card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

How should I dress to respect local customs during the tour?

When packing be aware that dress standards are conservative throughout Asia. Malaysia is a predominantly Muslim

country. To respect this and for your own comfort, we strongly recommend modest clothing. This means covering

shoulders and no short shorts. Loose, lightweight, long clothing is both respectful and cool in the predominantly hot

Asian climate. Shorts should be knee-length. Singlets and tank tops are not acceptable. One piece bathing suits are

recommended and topless sun bathing is unacceptable.
