Day 1  Athens/Vólos 

Depart Athens in the morning for the drive to Volos, with a quick stop in Thermopylae on the way for a

short visit. Once in Volos, set off on an orientation walk with your CEO, followed by some free time to

settle into the hotel and relax. In the evening, meet up with a local guide and head out on a cultural

walk to see some of the city's highlights, stopping at 2 different local taverns along the way for small

plates of food called 'meze,' truly a local and delicious experience that will serve as a light dinner.

Thermopylae is an ancient battlefield where Greek (mainly Spartan) soldiers held off the Persian army

for three days. A battle which acted as inspiration for the movie 300.

This tour departs from Athens on day 1 and it is required to be at the meeting point hotel no

later than 8:00am. We recommend that you book a pre-night at our hotel or nearby for the

night prior so that you don't miss the group transfer.

Learn about how Spartan warriors defended

against a Persian invasion at this site in 480 BC through exhibits featuring multimedia presentations

and artifacts.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Orientation Walk Volos  Vólos  1h   

Enjoy a brief walk with your CEO. He/she will give you some tips on finding things like supermarkets,

and ATMs, as well as point out some local sites.

Set out on a walk with a local guide, learning of archaeology, mythology, and gastronomy as you

sample local drinks and delicious plates of 'meze'. Witness the city's highlights and immerse yourself in

Volos' unique culture.



Day 2  Vólos 

Head out from Volos today on a day of exploration and cultural immersion, hopping village-to-village.

Explore Milies and take a short hike to a cave, stop by a women's co-op in Vizitsa then visit the town of

Pinakates and have beach time at Kato Gatzea before returning to Volos in the evening. Each stop

provides a unique glance into the daily life in this beautiful corner of the world.

Sit back and relax with free time at the beach. Enjoy the golden sand and clear water, or explore the

quaint village, home of local tavernas serving truly authentic Greek cuisine.

Continue to the Polycentric Museum of Aigai to tour

the tombs and see the archaeological artifacts before carrying to Thessaloniki. Join your CEO for an

orientation walk and enjoy a free evening.

Between November 1, 2025, and March 31, 2026, the Polycentric Museum will be closed. If you

are travelling during these dates, the visit will be replaced by the Archaeological Museum of

Thessaloniki.

of King Phillip, father of Alexander the Great. Tour the tombs and museum and witness the stunning

treasure found here.

Make an early morning visit to Gallipoli, where thousands gave their lives during WWI in the battle of

the same name. Take in the sights and learn the sombre story.

It is only a little further to Çanakkale, a busy harbour town with a thriving student population. Join the

crowds as they stroll the waterfront nightly.

familiar with the Battle of Gallipoli. Tour the grounds to see ANZAC Cove, the war cemeteries, and Lone

Pine. Learn how the Turks fought off the numerically superior, but badly commanded, Allied forces who

were forced to withdraw nine months later; this battle holds special significance for Australians and

New Zealanders, as both nations lost many soldiers.

Ferry  Gallipoli Peninsula – Çanakkale  19m   

Get to the next spot on your route aboard a convenient and efficient ferry boat.



Day 8  Çanakkale/Selçuk 

Set off from Çanakkale and visit the ancient city of Troy. Continue to Ayvalik and stop by the G-

supported Cöp(m)adam handicraft coop before travelling south to the town of Selçuk for the night.

Visit the nearby historic and world-famous city of Troy and then visit the G-supported Cöp(m)adam

handicraft cooperation, which support the local women who work in the workshop. Continue south to

Selçuk for the next couple of nights.

Troy Visit  Troy  1h-2h  1km   



See historic Troy, made famous by Homer’s “Iliad,” (and more recently by Orlando Bloom and Brad Pitt).

Tour the city that, for centuries, was regarded as just a myth, until its ruins were found in in the mid-19th

century. Imagine what a great city this must have been, while taking a tour of the remains. Don't miss

the chance to have a photo taken with the Trojan horse.



Day 9  Selçuk/İzmir 

Explore Ephesus this morning as well as the Temple of Artemis, one of the ancient seven wonders of the

world. Back in Selçuk, take part in a demonstration of how to prepare pide, a traditional Turkish

flatbread, then devour the delicious results for lunch. In the afternoon transfer to the city of Izmir for an

orientation walk of the old Kemeralti bazaar then board an overnight train bound for Cappadocia.

Tour the nearby ancient Roman ruins of Ephesus for a glimpse into what life was like thousands of

years before in this part of what is now Turkey. After driving back to Selçuk, learn all about how to make

"Turkish pizza," called pide before transferring north to the city of Izmir for some exploration before

hopping on the overnight train.

Tour the ruins of ancient Ephesus to get a feeling of what life must have been like during Roman times.

Take in its massive, well-preserved theatre, which dominates the view down Harbour Street. See the

two-story library, whose façade has been carefully reconstructed from all original pieces. Built in AD

125, it once held nearly 12,000 scrolls.

ACTIVITY   

Lean all about the preparation of pide, a savoury flatbread often affectionately referred to as "Turkish

pizza." See how they are traditionally prepared by flattening wheat dough then topping with cheese,

tomatoes and other ingredients before cooking in a hot oven. Enjoy the finished results for lunch.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Orientation Walk of Kemeralti Old Bazaar  İzmir  1h-1h30m   

Set out on foot with your CEO on an orientation walk of the Kemeralti Old Bazaar, in Izmir. Wander

amongst the traditional food stores before taking some free time in Izmir to explore.

Overnight Train (beds)  İzmir – Konya  13h  560km   



Curl up in shared, private sleeper cabins and catch a snooze en route to the next stop.

Day 10  Konya/Cappadocia 

Disembark the train in Konya and grab some breakfast at a nearby restaurant. Visit the Mevlana

Museum before continuing by private vehicle to the Cappadocia region and check into the hotel. Sip a

cup of tea or coffee while taking in the sunset from a nearby viewpoint before heading out for an

optional dinner with the group in the evening.

Transfer to Cappadocia for 2 days of exploring the surreal and spectacular landscapes of the area.

Stop at various scenic viewpoints for photos on the way to the massive subterranean

complex of the Kaymakli underground city before some free time in the afternoon for individual

exploration or to relax at the hotel. In the evening, gain insight into the local cultural traditions by

sharing a meal with a local family.

Hire a bike to get around on two wheels or join your CEO on an optional trekking

tour through one of the beautiful valleys of the region.

Thought to

have been built between the 8th and 7th Century BC, Kaymakli was carved out of the rock and

consists of nearly a hundred tunnels with vast amounts of storerooms, ventilation shafts and a church.

Take to the skies in one of the most favoured places in the world to experience a hot air balloon ride.



Turkish Bath  Göreme  75EUR   

Take along a towel, soap, and shampoo, and experience a bath like no other. Following your bath, you

will enjoy a traditional foam massage, included in the entrance fee. Get some tips from the friendly

locals – they’ll show you the correct protocol. Make sure to check the hours as the bathhouses are

strictly segregated, usually being used by men in the morning and evenings, and women in the

afternoons.

Dolamabahçe Palace  Istanbul  1200TRY   

Built in the early 1800s, the Dolamabahçe Palace is the largest and the most important palace of the

Ottoman Empire, after the Topkapi Palace. Marvel at its grandeur.



Galata Tower  Istanbul  30EUR   

Climb up the Galata Tower - one of Istanbul's oldest architectural landmarks - for an amazing

panoramic view of the city. To get the full experience, time your visit with the call to prayer that happens

at sunset.

Basilica Cistern  Istanbul  900TRY   

Built in 532 AD, the Basilica Cistern is the largest cistern (underground water storage) of Istanbul. Spot

the pillar bases carved in the likeness of Medusa. 

Topkapi Palace Visit  Istanbul  1500TRY  1h-2h  1-2km   

Take a step back in time with a visit to the Topkapi Palace. Once home to the Ottoman sultans and

their harems, it's now a museum hosting a number of collections, ranging from porcelains found in

Europe, Asia and China to Ottoman-era weaponry.

Hagia Sophia (or Aya Sofya) Visit  Istanbul  25EUR  1h-2h   

Visit the Hagia Sophia, one of the most important and breathtaking icons of ancient Byzantine

architecture. The domes and buttresses of the mosque punctuate the skyline of Turkey's capital and

stand tall as a symbol of national pride.

Are there Itinerary notes?

This trip includes a Chief Experience Officer (CEO) change. You will be accompanied by one CEO in Greece, then

another in Turkey.

Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

COMBO TOUR

Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on

your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

What is the group leader like?

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Transport on this trip will be a mix of private vehicles and an overnight train. The train system in Greece are generally

good and comfortable although there will be some windy roads and as with most things on the Mediterranean,

timetables are more of a guideline than strict rule! We will also be travelling by way of overnight ferry. Between transport

and hotels you will be required to carry your own luggage short distances (up to 15mins walk), so pack light!

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish

hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators,

air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and

in excellent central locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe,

simple accommodation in convenient locations.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning is not

routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a standing or desk fan for

your room on hot nights. If you do not already have one in your room, please ask your CEO to organize one for you with

reception.

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent.

We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are commonly available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Greece.

Check with your bank. You should be aware when purchasing products or services on a credit card, that a fee usually

applies. Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of Euros, traveller’s cheques

and cards is best. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of

funds.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is 10% of the bill for

wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction

with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where

there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and

tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the quality and

length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and appreciated.

The precise amount is a personal preference, however €6-8 per person, per day can be used as a guideline.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while

travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.

A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your

Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free

time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with

options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,

and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please

use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are

generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance

your personal safety while traveling.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Like anywhere in the world, major cities have areas safer than others, use common sense, be aware of your surroundings

and mind your personal belongings.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is

completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
