Riachuelo River for a unique cultural adventure to the resilient community of Isla Maciel. You will be led



by expert guides from a local nonprofit organization. As you walk they will share stories of the history,
migration, and social transformation of this place. Enjoy a welcome at the Community Museum and
discover their impressive open-air art gallery with murals created by local artists. Sit down and share a
traditional lunch prepared by the women from the nieghbourhood as part of a G Adventures-
supported community initiative. Through art, food, and local stories, this experience to Isla Maciel
offers a meaningful perspective on how tourism can become a space for positive change.

Fly to Iguassu (Argentinean Side) of the falls and visit the G Adventures-supported Jasy Pora
community in the lush Misiones rainforest region. Guided by a local expert, learn more about this
Indigenous community and their harmonious relationship to the environment. Afterwards, cross the
border into Brazil by private vehicle and witness amazing panoramic views of the falls. Spend the next

two full days exploring the area around the falls.

After settling in, opt to partake in one of the adventurous activities offered in the area like, a helicopter

ride over the falls or a visit to the nearby bird park.

Plane Buenos Aires - Puerto Iguazu 1h30m 1640km

Head to the airport and fly north to the Argentine side of Iguassu Falls. Continue on to the border via

private vehicle from there.
ACTIVITY

Experience a unique visit to the G Adventures-supported Jasy Pora community in the morning.
Meaning “Luna Bonita,” this community is located just 20 minutes from the centre of Puerto Iguazu in
the area known as Las 600 Hectdreas. The region is home to the native Guarani communities and Jasy
Pora was formed by 20 different families whom are opening their doors to share culture and knowledge

with travellers. The aim is to preserve their heritage and create employment opportunities for future



generations. Historically nomadic, the Guarani community of Argentina has adapted to modern
challenges while still protecting their ancestral lands. Your visit has a meaningful impact and helps to
foster pride and ensure the preservation of their heritage. Guided by a local Guarani expert, the group
will explore the lush Misiones rainforest and experience a deeper connection to nature. Learn more
about the traditional uses of flora and fauna, the Indigenous language, and the importance of a

harmonious relationship with the environment through sustainable practices.

Border Crossing (Argentina - Brazil) Puerto Iguazd - Foz do Iguagu 1h30m-2h

Private Vehicle Puerto Iguazu - Foz do Iguagu 1h-1h30m

Climb aboard and drive to the Brazilian side of Iguassu Falls for a little exploration.

Iguassu Falls (Brazil Side) Guided Tour 3h-4h

Visit the Brazil side of the falls to get a panoramic view of lguagu, one of the world's largest and most
impressive waterfalls. In total, there are over 275 individual falls spread out over 3km (2 mi). Find the

best spot to take jow-dropping photos of this UNESCO World Heritage site.

Optional Activities - Day 2

Iguassu Helicopter Ride Iguagu Falls 130USD

Fly above the roaring cascades of Iguassu falls on a memorable helicopter ride to get a unique view
and mind-blowing photo opportunities. Sit back in the comfortable seats, enjoy the ride and let the

experienced pilot guide you over the immense falls.

Iguassu Falls Bird Park Visit

Grab a camera and get up and close and personal with macaws, parrots, parakeets, and 150 other
species of birds. Located on the Brazilian side of Iguassu Falls, the bird park is on 12 acres of native
subtropical forest. Enter a huge aviary to see the birds free from cages and nets. Check out other

exhibits to view butterflies, alligators, and snakes (boas and anacondas).



Foz do Iguagu

Return to the Argentine side to explore the trails. Opt for a boat tour to get a close look at the falls.

Return to the Brazilian side for one more night in town.

Explore trails that will bring you directly over the falls of the Devil's Throat—the highest and deepest of
the falls. Other trails allow access to the stretch of falls across the forest on the Argentine side. Opt to

take an inflatable boat to the base of the thundering falls.

Foz do Iguagu/Paraty

Fly to Sdo Paulo and continue by van to Paraty. Wander the cobblestoned streets and shops of this

gorgeous coastal town and its historical centre, designated as a UNESCO world heritage site.

An early morning flight gets you Paraty with plenty of time to explore.

Shared Van Sdo Paulo - Paraty 5h-6h

Enjoy the drive to S@o Paulo, stopping for lunch along the way.



Enjoy a free day to explore Paraty. Opt to visit the cachaga distilleries or take a boat into the bay to

explore the nearby islands and beaches.

Paraty is a quaint colonial town renowned for its architecture—the pace might be slow but there's a lot
to choose from. Considered one of the world's most important examples of Portuguese colonial
architecture by UNESCO, the historic centre is a well-preserved national historic monument, and today
has been closed to vehicles to preserve its laid-back colonial ambiance. Opt to take a boat trip in the

bay, kayak, go horseback riding, or take a jeep tour.

Opt to pre-book the "Paraty Caipirinha Boat Tour" activity on the checkout page ahead of

time to include this optional on your tour.

Optional Activities - Day 5

4x4 Tour 150BRL 6h-7h30m

Hop in the back of a jeep and hang on for this tropical tour. Enter the Serra da Bocaina National Park,
visit waterfalls (great for photos and swimming), and step back in time along the Gold Trail road,
constructed by African slaves to transport gold mined inland and transported to Paraty port bound for

Portugal.

Kayaking 90BRL 1h-6h

See Paraty's from a whole other level—sea levell Check out the spectacular views of the old town and

the coastal mountain range and explore otherwise inaccessible mangroves.



Walking Tour Paraty + cachaga tasting (2hrs)

Tour a cachaga distillery where sugarcane juice is used to create the most popular distilled spirit in
Brazil. If it tastes familiar, that's because it's the main ingredient in a Caipirinha, the country’s national
cocktail. Often called “Brazilian rum,” cachaga is so popular, it's produced by 40,000 micro-companies

across the country. The blend from Paraty is sweet and salty; taste the sea as you sip this local liquid.

Horseback Riding Paraty 3h-6h

Throw on some long pants, grab the reins and hop up on a well-trained horse. Trail ride through the
Atlantic Rainforest in the mountains around Paraty. Cross rivers and follow trails lined with tropical
trees. Reach a lookout and see the village and the water below. Stop at a waterfall and jump in! Let the

rushing water massage your muscles then hop back on the horses and gallop home.

Paraty Boat Tour 150BRL

Home to hundreds of pristine islands and idyllic white sand beaches it doesn't get much better than
the Costa Verde. Cruise up the coast with a caipirinha in one hand and your camera in the other. Stop
along the way to swim in the crystal clear waters or to catch a few rays. Snorkeling equipment is

provided for those wanting a peek at what is under the water's surface.

Trindade Day Trip

Located about 25km (15.5 mi) away from the town of Paraty is the small beach town of Trindade, which
can be reached by public transport. Walk along the sandy beach, play in the water and opt to go

surfing.



Paraty/Ilha Grande

Continue by van up the coast and take a ferry to llha Grande. Opt to hike to remote beaches and enjoy

free time to relax and explore the island.

A short, scenic drive along the coast takes us to Angra dos Reis. Board the ferry to Ilha Grande—home

to some of Brazil's most beautiful beaches.

Enjoy free time to soak up the sun, snorkel, hike and cruise to various beaches, not to mention feast on

fresh seafood and sip caipirinhas in the plaza in the evenings.

The Brazilian government has implemented the Taxa de Turismo Sustentdvel (Sustainable
Tourism Tax), effective May 5, 2026. You will be required to pay this fee directly when traveling
through Angra dos Reis en route to Ilha Grande. Payment in the amount of 55 BRL
(approximately 11 USD) can be made online in advance on the Viva Angra website or on site
via QR code at the Port of Angra dos Reis before boarding the ferry. Please be aware that this

fee must be covered directly by travellers prior to embarkation of the ferry.

Canoe with Purpose in llha Grande llha Grande 2h-3h

Paddle through the calm, crystal-clear waters of llha Grande on a guided outrigger canoe experience,
also known as a Hawaiian canoe. Led by local youth instructors from a G Adventures-supported
community sailing school, this unique activity blends adventure with environmental awareness and is
rooted in the daily life of the locals. Officially, the sport is called Va'a, a traditional Polynesian paddling
practice. The Associag¢do Manjubinha offers free environmental and nautical education to local youth.
Through sailing, the project empowers children and adolescents from vulnerable families, creating
inclusive pathways for personal growth and professional development. As you paddle you will learn
about coastal ecosystems, responsible navigation practices, and the social impact of community-led
tourism. This canoeing experience offers a meaningful way to connect with the natural beauty of the

island and support youth empowerment through sustainable tourism.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. SUSTAINABLE TOURISM TAX

The Brazilian government has implemented the Taxa de Turismo Sustentdvel (Sustainable Tourism Tax), effective May 5,
2026. You will be required to pay this fee directly when traveling through Angra dos Reis en route to Ilha Grande in the
amount of 55 BRL (approximately 11 USD). Payment can be online in advance on the Viva Angra website or on site via
QR code at the Port of Angra dos Reis before boarding the ferry. Please be aware that this fee must be covered directly

by travellers prior to embarkation of the ferry.

2.COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

3. LUGGAGE
Please Note: Aerolineas Argentinas allows 1 piece of luggage that weighs up to 15kg on internal flights. If luggage is
overweight, the airline charges ARS $15,000 at check-in (approx. 20-25 USD) up to a max of 23 kgs per piece. Luggage

over 23 kgs is not allowed for internal flights.

4. YELLOW FEVER
It may be required to show a Yellow Fever certificate upon entering the country visited. Please check in with your local

health expert for advice on Yellow Fever and other inoculations required for this area.

5. ACCOMMODATION NOTE:
Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. G Adventures understands the importance of breakfast to start your day, we strive to
include a basic breakfast wherever possible. This will typically include toast, coffee and tea, however this may vary

depending on the city. Should breakfast not be included, your CEO can suggest some local options.

Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is available out in the world. Generally
meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to give you the maximum flexibility in
deciding where, what and with whom to eat.

Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of dishes and enjoy each other's company. There
is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest favourite restaurants during your trip. For all trips

please refer to the meals included and budget information for included meals and meal budgets.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Plane, shared van, ferry.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

All local flights are included in the cost of your tour unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your passport
information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.

Please Note: Aerolineas Argentinas allows 1 piece of luggage that weighs up to 15kg on internal flights. If luggage is
overweight, the airline charges ARS $15,000 at check-in (approx. 20-25 USD) up to a max of 23 kgs per piece. Luggage

over 23 kgs is not allowed for internal flights.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport to meet you. If for
any reason you dre not met at the airport, please call our local support line.

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as
scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel, requesting that you speak to or leave a
message for your CEO (if you are not on a group tour please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this
dossier). If you are unable to get in touch with your leader, please refer to our emergency contact details. If you have pre-
booked an airport transfer and have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs
and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Argentina is the Argentine Peso (ARS) and in Brazil, the Brazilian Real (BRL).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.
You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.
Please bear in mind that cost of living in the southern cone countries (Argentina, Brazil, Chile) is much higher than the
rest of South America, and more comparable with Europe. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil

the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

We recommend bringing USD in cash for the Argentinean portion of this tour as it is easier than using a credit card or

withdrawing ARS from an ATM. USD currency is accepted in travel agencies for booking optional activities.
We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are
faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.
Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides
would range from $5-10 USD per day depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific

recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures Chief Experience Officer (CEO) did an outstanding job, tipping is
appreciated. The amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $S20-25 USD per person, per week can

be used.

Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a
trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

themselves and/or the rest of the group.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).
Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Please note: You should be especially careful when wandering about Buenos Aires on your own, particularly at night.
Tourists are easy prey for individual pickpockets or groups of two or more people working as a team on the streets. Pay
particular attention to anyone who 'accidentally' spills anything on your clothes or belongings (mustard, etc.) and then
apologizes and offers to help clean up. They will clean you out instead! Be safe and leave your passport, credit cards,
travellers cheques and cash funds you won't be using immediately in the hotel's safety deposit box. Most Portenos are

honest and genuinely helpful and friendly, but be safe and enjoy the city!

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
