Tour these sombre, yet serene, sites with a guide. Learn about the dark history and devastation that
occurred at Security Prison 21(S-21). Used by the Khmer Rouge regime, it is now Tuol Sleng Museum.
Visit the Killing fields of Choeung Ek, where the grounds now stand as a powerful memorial filled with

victims’ skulls and mass graves.

Take a guided tour of the Cu Chi Tunnels, a complex network of tunnels that the Viet Cong lived in to
protect themselves from opposing forces during the Vietnam War. Try crawling through some of the
tunnels (if you're not claustrophobic). These tunnels stored ammunition, had underground hospitals,

and served as a hidden base for attacking allied forces.

Dam Sen Water Park Visit Ho Chi Minh City 4USD

Get away from the hustle and bustle of Ho Chi Minh City at this nearby water park. A lush setting and
refreshing water make Dam Sen the perfect place for the whole family to cool off and have some fun—

splash around or take a ride down one of the slides.

Ho Chi Minh City Cyclo Tour

Take a city tour on a cyclo (cycle rickshaw) - a great way to absorb the sights, sounds, and smells of Ho

Chi Minh City while keeping your hands free for that camera action.

Reunification Palace Visit Ho Chi Minh City 2USD

Wander the historic halls of the Reunification Palace (Independence Palace), a landmark in Ho Chi
Minh City. This former home of the South Viethnamese president during the Vietham War became the
location of the end of the war when a North Viethamese tank pushed through the palace gates on April
30,1975.

War Remnants Museum Visit Ho Chi Minh City 2UsD

Visit the War Remnants Museum, a gut-wrenching but worthwhile experience that includes three
storeys of exhibits and military hardware. Learn about the devastation that occurred in Saigon during

the Vietnam War, a period that greatly contrasts the joy and liveliness of the Vietnamese people today.

Bon by river boat for an alternative tour of the city.

My San Excursion 38USD

Travel approximately one hour from Hoi An to arrive at My Son. Tour these Hindu temples built
between the fourth and 14th centuries; the site is widely accepted as one of the most important Hindu
temple complexes in Southeast Asia. Learn about the architectural style and history of a site that’s
often compared to Angkor Wat in Cambodia and Bagan in Burma. Please note this optional activity is

a half-day and includes a guide, transportation, and the entrance fee.

Take a step back in time touring this historic temple - built more than 400 years ago along the north

shore of the Perfume River, it has been the site of many political protests.

Thdng Long Water Puppet Theatre Performance

Watch a traditional Viethamese water puppet show with beautiful live music and intricate puppets

dancing in a water stage.

If your tour begins or ends at the Bangkokians City Garden Hotel, and you are looking to add nights before or after the
tour, the extra accommodation will be located at Hotel De Bangkok. Hotel De Bangkok is an affiliate hotel of the
Bangkokians, and the two properties are right next to each other. If you are interested in adding extra nights of
accommodation to compliment your tour, please reach out to our GCO Sales team who will happily add this service to

your booking.

2. COMBO TRIP

Please note that this trip is a combination of multiple G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and/or particular vehicles
operating your tour may change between tour segments. You may also expect some group members to join or leave
the tour, between tour segments.

What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our Chief Experience Officers (CEQ). The aim of the CEO is to
take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible. They will provide information on the places
you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating venues and
introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad
general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also
use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting- we think

it's the best of both worlds.

How large will the group be?

Max 18, avg 12.

What meals are included in this trip?

30 breakfasts, 5 lunches, 2 dinners



What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is
available out in the world. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to
give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting
flexibility, though generally food is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of
dishes and enjoy each other's company. There is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest
favourite restaurants during your trip. Included breakfasts will usually be asian style consisting of noodles or congee
(rice porridge) or bread and eggs. Vegetarians will be able to find a range of different foods, although in some areas the
choice maybe limited. While trekking in remote regions food is included, plentiful and made of fresh local ingredients. For

all trips please refer to the meals included and budget information for included meals and meal budgets.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Local bus, air-con bus, private vehicle, train, walking, songthaew, tuk tuk, local boat, junk boat, plane.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Train travel in Vietnam is very basic and train cleanliness is often not a priority for train staff. Sleeper trains normally
have 4 seats per compartment, which convert into sleeping bunks (two upper and two lower). A sheet, pillow and blanket
are provided, although many people prefer to bring their own sleeping sheet. At times, passengers of different genders

may be required to share a sleeper train berth and/or share a compartment with people not travelling in your group.

Simple food is available on the train but many people like to stock up on freshly baked bread, cheese and fruit prior to

departure. Water should also be bought before the journey.

Train journeys in Vietham are an experience and allow you to get a real taste of Vietnam.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

All local flights are included in the cost of your tour unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your passport
information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Simple hotels (twin-share) (19 nts), hostels (multi-share) (14 nts), sleeper trains (3 nts), sleeper bus (2 nts), homestays (2

nts).



What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

A variety of styles of hotels/guesthouses are used on this trip. In many instances they might not be like what you are
used to back home as service and efficiency can vary. In some areas we stay in simple local guest houses in stunning

locations - rooms are small and simple and there may only be shared toilet facilities and showers.

Mekong River Homestay: Typically, the group is divided into two or more houses (depending on group size) in close
proximity to each other. Sleeping arrangements are multi-share in the central living area of the homes - mattresses,

blankets, pillows, and mosquito nets are provided. Bathroom facilities are shared.

Multi-share Accommodation: Multi-share same-sex accommodation is used on this tour, as such, if you are travelling
with someone of a different gender you will not be in the same room. For private accommodation please see tours in our

Classic Travel Style.

Chambok Homestay: This location has basic facilities including a squat toilet and douse shower (showering with a
bucket)

What is the joining hotel?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.



What are the joining instructions?

When arriving at Suvarnabhumi Airport (pronounced 'su wan na poom') in Bangkok proceed to the Arrivals Hall where
you can change money into Thai Baht. (You may be approached by nicely dressed, official looking touts offering an

expensive limousine service to your hotel; ignore these offers.)

You have three transport options; public bus, the Airport Train & MRT or public taxi. All transportation is located on the

‘ground’ floor.

Public Bus
The Airport Bus operates 4 bus routes to downtown for a cost of 150 Baht for the entire route. Bus AE2 goes to
Banglamphu and Bus AE4 goes to Hua Lamphong train station. Our hotels are located in both the Bang Lamphu and

Hua Lamphong areas.

Taxi

The airport is located 30km’s away from downtown Bangkok. Approach the taxi counters, advise them where you are
going and they will write this information down for you along with the taxis registration details. Taxis should always use
the meter and you are required to pay a 50 Baht airport surcharge on top of the metered fee plus any tollway fees
(approx 70 Baht depending on the route taken). Total journey will cost between 350 THB - 500 THB, depending on traffic
and toll fees. The expressway is substantially faster, so tell the taxi driver to use the expressway, you can say either

""kuen ton-way"" (from 'tollway') or ""kuen taang duan™' in Thai (but most understand Tollway/express way in English).

Airport Train

If you are staying at the Bangkok Centre Hotel you can take the Airport Train. Board the express airport train at a cost of
150 THB to the City Air Terminal; Makkasan. Here you will need to disembark and change to the MRT (subway) Blue line,
boarding at Phetchaburi Station. From Pethaburi Station travel to the last stop, Hua Lamphong, and follow the signs at

the exit for the Bangkok Centre Hotel.

Arrival Transfers
If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport to meet you (go to
gate 10). If for any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make

contact for whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.

Please note that Day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned for that day other then your welcome

meeting in the evening, so you can arrive at any time.

A G Adventures Representative will organize a short meeting soon after arrival, during which you will meet other tour
participants and receive information about general and specific aspects of the trip. A welcome note will be left for you in
the hotel so you have all the necessary information regarding the meeting time. If you arrive late, s/he will leave you a

message detailing what time and where you should meet the next morning.



What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commmence your trip as
scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel, requesting that you speak to or leave a
message for your CEO (if you are not on a group tour please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this

dossier). If you are unable to get in touch with your leader, please refer to our emergency contact details.

If you have pre-booked an airport transfer please meet your driver at gate number 10 of the airport, in the arrival hall.

Look for a driver holding a G Adventures sign with your name.

If you have still have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs and immigration,
we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining Instructions. Please apply

to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

What should | take on my trip?

What you need to bring depends on the trip you have chosen and the countries or regions you are planning to visit. We
suggest that you pack as lightly as possible as your are expected to carry your own luggage. As a rule we try not to have
to walk more than 15-20 minutes with your bags which is why we recommend keeping the weight of your bags between
10-15kg/22-30Ib. Suitcases are not recommended for G Adventures trips! Most travellers carry a backpack or rolling bag
of small to medium size (no XXL ones please!) as they need to fit under the beds when travelling on sleeper trains. You
will also need a day pack/bag to carry water, cameras and other electronics like ipods and mobile phones.

Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

THAILAND - Most nationalities do not need a visa for Thailand for stays of 30 days or less but if you do they are
available on arrival at Bangkok Airport. If staying in Thailand for more than 30 days, you will be required to obtain a

tourist visa in advance. Only 15 day tourist visas are issued when entering Thailand overland.

CAMBODIA - Visas can be obtained in advance from your local Embassy or on arrival in Bangkok (if your tour begins in
Thailand). You will need at least one full working day to arrange this. You can also obtain your visa at the Cambodian

border or Siem Reap Airport for approx. S30 USD very easily. Please have *at least* 2 passport photos with you as well.

VIETNAM - If you require a visa for Vietnam, they need to be arranged ahead of time (BEFORE your trip) as the
processing time varies and they are not available upon arrival.
If you are entering Vietnam by land border, please apply for a regular visa for Vietnam. Many of the land borders we

travel through do not accept the Vietham E-Visa.

LAOS
Visas are issued upon arrival in Laos. You will need two passport size photographs and approx $50. Tourists are
generally admitted to Laos for 15 days with a visa on arrival or for 30 days with a visa issued at a Lao embassy. Please

bring lots of visa photos with you.

BURMA/MYANMAR - Passengers will need a visa in advance and should apply for one at the closest Myanma/Burmese

Embassy to your country of origin. You will need to obtain the one-month visa prior to your trip start.

Starting September 1, 2016, e-visas can be used to enter Myanmar at certain land borders, including the Tachileik

checkpoint used on this trip.

The cost of the visa is approximately S50 USD.

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

During this tour the local currencies you will use are the Thai Baht, US Dollar, Cambodian Riel, Viethamese Dong and
Laos Kip. As currency exchange rates in South East Asia do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for
the most up to date daily exchange rates: www.xe.com for each of the above mentioned currencies. The best way to
carry your money is in debit cards, withdrawing cash in local currencies from ATM machines. ATMs are found
throughout South East Asia and will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard networks. It is a great idea to
travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible in case of loss or problems with one card, you will have a back
up. Please note, your bank will charge a fee for overseas withdrawals. USD Cash is recommended for times when ATMs
are not accessible. You should bring some cash with you for emergency situations (please refer to our trip dossier) but
carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM card/s and some cash is the ideal mix. Travellers cheques can be tricky,
timely and expensive to exchange. While we do not recommend that you bring them as your primary source of funds, it
is great to have one or two cheques in case of emergency. Thomas Cook or American Express travellers' cheques in US
currency are the easiest to exchange. Cash advances can also be made with some banks but are time consuming and
tend to have high fees attached.Credit cards can be used at some upmarket restaurants, and at some larger stores if
shopping for big items. If you are bringing US Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition.

Notes older than 2003, or with any tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $500 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

Departure Tax is included in all International and Domestic tickets in Thailand.



Should I be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping
is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you
on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care
of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or
drivers we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group.
Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from $15-$3.5 USD per person per day depending
on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and
culture. Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to
stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug
name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure
and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the Physical and Culture Shock
ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip
without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

themselves and/or the rest of the group.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Be aware that petty theft can be anissue in some Viethamese towns and cities especially late at night. A common
tactic is opportunists on motorbikes that drive by and snatch bags. Please always leave valuables and passports etc in
your hotel,in safety boxes if available,and only carry with you enough cash to spend for the day. Bags should always be

carried over the neck and not left to sit on your shoulder.

We do not recommend passengers to jump or dive into Kuang Sii Waterfalls in Luang Prabang, this may result in injury.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Are there any things | should be aware of?

Please do not buy gems in Bangkok unless you know what you are doing. Even if genuine you should not expect to be

able to sell them at home. If you fall victim to a gem scam, we are unable to assist you.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

In predominately Buddhist,
Hindu and Muslim countries we ask that you dress respectfully and avoid very short shorts/skirts and singlets/tanktops
when visiting temples or mosques or other holy sites. In Pakistan we recommend a head scarf for women while walking

around.
