Day 1  Amman 

Arrive at any time.

There are no planned activities until an evening welcome meeting followed by an optional group dinner.

Amman is a very big city and there is not one central area to stay - hotels are spread out across

various neighbourhoods within the city. For this reason, to move around the city in your free time, you

will have to take a taxi, please feel free to ask your CEO for recommendations and assistance.

Day 2  Amman/Jerash/Dead Sea/Amman 

Guided visit to the ancient Roman town of Jerash followed by a visit to the Dead Sea.

Set off on a half-day trip to Jerash, a fascinating site and one of the largest and most well-preserved

Roman ruins outside Italy. 

Continue on to the Dead Sea. Known for its high salinity, opt to bob like a cork in the healing water or

cover yourself in therapeutic mud. There is also the option to visit the site of Jesus' baptism.

Private Vehicle  Amman – Jerash Governorate  1h-1h30m   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Jerash Guided Visit  Jerash Governorate  3h-4h   

Take a step back in time visiting Jerash, one of the most well-preserved Roman sites outside of Italy.

Wander amid its paved and colonnaded streets, soaring hilltop temples, handsome theatres, spacious

public squares and plazas, baths, fountains, and city walls pierced by towers and gates – all in

exceptional condition.

Private Vehicle  Jerash Governorate – Dead Sea  2h-2h30m   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Dead Sea Visit  Dead Sea   

Discover the legendary healing qualities of the Dead Sea, famous for its unique mineral makeup and

salinity. Spot salt chunks drifting by like icebergs on the water’s surface. Take a dip yourself and float

like a buoy or cover yourself in the mud along the shore, believed to have medicinal and therapeutic

benefits. There are showers nearby to wash off after.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

 Optional Activities - Day 2 

Mud Baths  Dead Sea  3JOD   

Black mud at the dead sea is rich mineral content, and known to have purifying and healing effects

when applied to the skin. Take some time to cleanse your body and mind in this tranquil setting.

Site of Jesus' Baptism  Dead Sea  18JOD   

Visit the site of Jesus' baptism with a local guide. Round-trip transportation included.



Day 3  Amman/Karak/Petra 

Start the day with a guided visit to the intricate Madaba mosaics, enjoying the panoramic views from

Mt Nebo and a visit to the crusader castle at Karak. Continue to Wadi Musa for the evening.

Depart early for the first stop, Mt Nebo. Learn the ancient history of this spot and check out the views. 

Continue on to Madaba to see the famous Byzantine mosaics, dating back to the sixth century. After,

visit Karak Castle, built during the Crusades.

Arrive in the early evening to Wadi Musa, the town just outside Petra.

Including stops along the way.

Mt Nebo Visit  Mādabā  45m   

Visit Mount Nebo, a historic site believed by many to be the location of Moses' death and has thus

been a centre for pilgrimage since the earliest Christian times. Reach to the summit (817m or 2,680 ft),

and be rewarded with views of the stunning surrounding countryside and Israel in the distance.

Madaba Mosaics Guided Tour  Mādabā   

Explore Madaba’s long history on this guided tour, including its role as the centre of early Christianity.

See some of the finest Byzantine mosaics in the world, including the famous sixth-century mosaic

map of the Middle East. Tour churches, the Archaeological Park, and the local museum that's housed

in several old Madaba residences.

Karak Castle Guided Visit  Karak   

Take a walk through history on this guided tour of Karak Castle, the largest late-Islamic castle in

Jordan. Explore its unique construction – initially built in the Crusader period, it was expanded and

refortified during the Ayyubid and Mamluk eras.

Beit Al Jameed Optional Lunch Activity  Karak   

While in Karak, choose to check out the CEO recommended, G Adventures-supported Beit Al Jameed

community lunch. Step into the heart of Jordanian hospitality at Beit Al Jameed for a true cultural

immersion. The experience begins with a fascinating introduction to Jameed the key ingredient in

Mansaf. Jameed is a traditional hard-dried yogurt made from goat’s milk that gives the dish its distinct

tangy flavour. Guests will discover the ancient process of its preparation, a craft passed down through

generations of women.

The culinary journey culminates in a communal Mansaf lunch, Jordan’s national dish, featuring tender

lamb simmered in a creamy Jameed sauce and served over fluffy rice and thin bread. Gather around

the traditional platter to share stories and savour the authentic flavours of Jordan, prepared by the very

women who safeguard this cherished tradition.



Day 4  Petra 

Start early to visit iconic Petra. Enjoy a guided walking tour with your CEO, then opt to hike up to the top

of the treasury or explore on your own. This evening, opt to visit a Turkish bath or visit Petra by night.

The site is large so please be prepared for a lot of walking over sand and rocks for the entire day. Pace

yourself, stay hydrated and be sure to have proper walking/hiking shoes.

Petra Guided Tour  Petra  4h-6h   

Journey to Petra to explore this UNESCO World Heritage site. Wind your way through the Siq, a narrow,

1km-long (.6 mi) gorge flanked by soaring 80m-high (262 ft) sandstone walls. Take in the astounding

colours and patterns of the rock, and, at the end of this passage, catch your first glimpse of Al-

Khazneh, the famed treasury of Petra. 

Explore in depth with your Expedition Leader and get a brief history of the city, one of the greatest

attractions in the Middle East. The Nabateans carved this capital from the living rock of the

surrounding mountains in Petra. Visit monuments that include the Pharaoh's Column, the triumphal

arch, the amphitheatre, and the monastery.

 Optional Activities - Day 4 

Petra by Night  Petra  30JOD   

Enjoy a magical night at Petra. Sit back in the candle lit Siq and treasury, and enjoy bedouin live music

show.

You've done some walking this tour, so take this opportunity to give your muscles some much needed

attention. Enjoy this true hammam experience. 



Day 5  Petra/Wadi Rum 

Opt to visit Little Petra in the morning before continuing to Wadi Rum. Head out for a 4x4 excursion

during the day before a traditional dinner and overnight at a Bedouin desert camp.

Drive to Wadi Rum, a vast, silent landscape of ancient riverbeds and the largest and most magnificent

of Jordan's desert landscapes. Head deep into the desert by 4x4 stopping at famous landmarks along

the way. 

Arrive to the camp in time for a traditional meal and learn more about this ancient culture. Our dinner

is prepared in traditional fashion, with the meat and vegetables cooked in an underground oven. Soft

drinks and water are available for purchase. Lanterns light the way but we do suggest you bring a

flashlight.

Accommodation in the desert is in individual cabins that are all attached. Each room contains

a bathroom and basic linens are provided, but many travellers prefer to bring a sleep sheet for

extra comfort.

Reach the Bedouin camp for

nightfall to learn about a new culture and eat traditional food beneath the starry skies.

Stay overnight in the desert, enjoying a traditional meal and learning more about the ancient Bedouin

culture. Spend the evening sitting under the stars, around a fire, listening to stories from the Bedouin

hosts. If really lucky, they may bring the drums out for some music!

Extend the 4x4 ride by two extra hours to see more of the fascinating Wadi Rum desert. The listed price

is the price per jeep.

Guests are welcomed into the facility where they can observe the artisans as they

meticulously carry out the natural dyeing process, and learn about the local plants and ancient

techniques used. This is a unique opportunity to witness traditional craftsmanship firsthand and gain a

profound appreciation for the artistry and dedication involved. By purchasing a product, travellers not

only take home a beautiful, handmade souvenir but also directly contribute to the economic

empowerment of these skilled women, supporting their continued success and the preservation of this

invaluable heritage.

In this case you will be transferred to the border and

cross over unescorted to Israel – either on your own or with any other travellers who are continuing on

for the Israel portion of the tour. You will be met on the Israel side of the border and transferred to Tel

Aviv, where there is free time to relax until the welcome meeting with your new CEO in the evening. See

the "Detailed Trip Notes" section of the Tour Details page for helpful instructions on crossing the Israeli-

Jordanian border.

Tel Aviv has grown. The port is thought to be one of the oldest ports in the world and, myth has it, this

was the point from which Jonah set off in the Biblical story of Jonah and the Whale.

Visit a Druze town and enjoy a lunch of local specialties. The Druze community in Israel is recognized

as a separate religious entity with its own courts and spiritual leadership. The culture and language is

Arabic but they opted against mainstream Arab nationalism over 60 years ago.

Private Vehicle  Tel Aviv – Haifa   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Day 10  Haifa/Nazareth/Galilee 

Visit Akko and explore its colourful markets and old city. After, travel to Nazareth where we visit the

Basilica of the Annunciation, one of the largest churches in the Middle East. Continue to the Sea of

Galilee for the evening.

Akko City Tour  Akko   

Traced back to Pharaoh Thutmose III, Akko is thought to be one of the oldest continuously inhabited

cities in the world. Following the labyrinthine of alleys, explore the traces of the Crusader, Muslim, and

Ottoman conquerors. While here, visit the Old Markets, Aljazar Mosque, and the unique underground

Crusader castle .

Tour the Sea of Galilee area, including the Church of Transfiguration and the ruins of Capernaum. Also

synagogue. We also visit Tabgha, with its ancient mosaic of the Loaves and Fishes dating back to the

original Byzantine church.

Kibbutz Tour  Tiberias   

Visit a Kibbutz Community and learn about this interesting communal way of life.

Private Vehicle  Tiberias – Jericho   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Day 12  Masada/Dead Sea/Jerusalem 

Visit the fortress of Masada, a UNESCO World Heritage Site. After, relax at the Dead Sea with time to

swim before continuing to Jerusalem for the night.

Travel to Masada, and visit the famous rock fortress on a guided tour with our CEO. Opt to hike (or ride)

to the top and learn more about this ancient place.

Continue on to the fascinating Dead Sea. Cover yourself in the healing mud, bob like a cork in very

salty water, or enjoy a little sunbathing on the shore.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Dead Sea Visit (Israel)  Dead Sea   

The Dead Sea is actually a lake, without any from of life whatsoever in its waters, hence its name. The

water is so dense that it is practically impossible to sink and its five to ten times as salty as regular sea

water. While swimming, cover yourself with the sea's mud, which is reputed to have special healing

powers, and don't forget to take a photo of yourself reading a book while floating! You will notice that

the salt penetrates any cuts on your body and has an unusual smell, but there are showers to wash off

under after swimming.

Masada Guided Tour  Masada   

Take a tour of Masada, a UNESCO World Heritage site and stunning rock fortress that was the last

stronghold of the Jewish in their war against the Romans. The story of the site reveals the courage of

the defenders of Massada and their battle against the conquering Romans. Visit Herod’s palace, the

mikveh, storerooms, watchtowers, and the synagogue.



Day 13  Jerusalem 

Take a guided walk through the Old City starting at the Dome of the Rock and Al Aqsa mosque

courtyard. After, walk along the Stations of the Cross to the Church of the Holy Sepulchre. Explore the

winding alleyways and quarters and continue on to the western wall. This afternoon is free to explore on

your own, or opt to visit the Israel museum then stroll through the Yehuds Market walk with beer

tasting.

Note the minimum age for the beer tasting is 21.

Travel to biblical Bethlehem and visit the Church of the Nativity before heading to Duhaishe Camp for

Palestinian refugees. What started as a camp has become a thriving town and here we learn more

about the situation of the Palestinians in Israel and what daily life here is all about. Feel like

experiencing more today? Pre-book a tour of the Israel museum, with a visit to the Yehuda Market, and

an included craft beer tasting.

Explore ancient Bethlehem, the birthplace of Jesus and King David, and visit the Nativity Church. The

city is an important site to all three major religions of Israel: Christianity, Judaism, and Islam.

The Domari Society of Gypsies is a nonprofit organization serving the Domari Gypsy population in

Jerusalem. With lower literacy and employment rates amongst the community, the society focuses on

tutoring children and job skills training for women. Stop for lunch at the Domari Society of Gypsies to

enjoy Domari hospitality as you learn about the unique culture, spices, and handicrafts. This lunch

program is creating jobs and training opportunities for women.

Israel museum, Yehuda Market walk & beer tasting  Jerusalem   

Visit the famed Israel Museum and view the Dead Sea Scrolls housed in the Shrine of the Book.

Continue on to the Mahane Yehuda Market, often referred to as "The Shuk," a vibrant local market full

of the sights, sounds, and flavours of the Middle East. Yehuda Market is a popular spot for locals and

visitors, as Jerusalem's largest market, it features fruits, vegetables, speciality food stalls, and

numerous spots to try food and drink.

Occasionally our itineraries change as we

make improvements that stem from past travellers, comments and our own research. Sometimes it can be a small

change like adding an extra meal along the itinerary. Sometimes the change may result in us altering the tour for the

coming year. Ultimately, our goal is to provide you with the most rewarding experience. Please note that our brochure is

usually released in November each year. If you have booked from the previous brochure you may find there have been

some changes to the itinerary.

Is there a travel disclaimer for my itinerary I should review

before booking this trip?

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the

itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know

exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The

Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by

no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered. Aboard expedition trips visits to research stations

depend on final permission. 

Additionally, any travel times listed are approximations only and subject to vary due to local circumstances.



What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

1.) Please note that while this tour ends in Jerusalem any departing flights should be booked out of the Tel Aviv Ben

Gurion Airport (TLV). 

2.) RAMADAN

According to the lunar cycle, Ramadan will fall between Feb 28th - Mar 29th 2025, and Feb 17th - Mar 19th 2026. Please

note that Ramadan is a month of fasting observed by Muslims throughout the world, during which time the followers of

Islam should not eat or drink between sunrise and sunset. There may be some limitations to services and disruptions to

schedules during Ramadan, but generally our tours still operate effectively during this period and food is available to

non-Muslims throughout the day. It is very important to display increased cultural sensitivity during Ramadan. Please

wear loose fitting clothes, that cover knees and shoulders, and try to avoid eating, drinking or smoking in public out of

respect for those who can't at that time.

3.) COMBO TRIPS

Please note that this trip is part of a combination of multiple tours. As such, the CEO, staff and/or particular vehicles

operating your tour may change between tour segments. You may also expect some group members to join or leave

the tour, between tour segments.

4.) ACCOMMODATION NOTE:

Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

What is the group leader like?

This G Adventures group trip is accompanied by one of our group leaders, otherwise known as a Chief Experience

Officer (CEO). The aim of the group leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip

possible. They will provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and

see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the

traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including

historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. 

We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting -

we think it's the best of both worlds.

How large will the group be?

What meals are included in this trip?

14 breakfasts, 3 lunches, 1 dinner



What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is

available out in the world. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to

give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting

flexibility, though generally food is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of

dishes and enjoy each other's company. There is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest

favourite restaurants during your trip. The above information applies to G Adventures group trips. For Independent trips

please check the itinerary for details of meals included.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Private van, 4x4, pickup truck, walking.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

On this trip we will travel by air-conditioned private minivan for most of the journeys. En route to Wadi Rum and our

desert camp we will travel in 4x4 vehicles.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (13 nts), desert camps (1nt, Bedouin-style camp)

Will I get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

On this trip you can expect to stay in small local hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish hotels,

which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators, air-

conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run and in excellent central locations to give

you maximum time for exploring the sights.



What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

If you would like to book an airport Arrival transfer for your tour, please contact our Sales Team or your Travel Agent in

advance of travel. 

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport, outside the arrival

hall, to meet you. If for any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to

make contact for whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.

Please note that day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day. 

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the

reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between

5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

What happens if I experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as

scheduled, please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this dossier and contact us as soon as possible. If

you have a pre-booked transfer, and you have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing

customs and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.



Who should I contact in case of an emergency?

Should you need to contact us during a situation of dire need, it is best to first call either the G Adventures Local

Operator (if one is listed below) or our G Adventures Local Office. If for any reason you do not receive an immediate

answer, please leave a detailed message and contact information, so they may return your call and assist you as soon

as possible.

AIRPORT TRANSFER

If you have purchased an arrival through G Adventures or if an arrival transfer is included in the cost of your tour, please

note that:

Your arrival transfer has been arranged based on flight information provided to us. If you are advised of a flight schedule

change or flight cancellation within 48 hours of your scheduled arrival time, please call the emergency contact number

to advise of your new arrival flight information. If you do not, we will not be able to rearrange your arrival transfer and you

will need to make your own way to the starting hotel at your own expense. If your arrival transfer does not arrive within 30

minutes after you have exited the arrivals area please take a taxi to your start point hotel.

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Visa information specific to your destination and nationality can be found in our Important Pre-Departure Information

page here

JORDAN:

Jordan visa can be obtained on arrival at land and airport borders for most nationalities for a fee of 40 JOD. While most

travellers are not required to obtain their visa in advance, there are exceptions and you must check the requirements of

your particular passport. While we provide this information in good faith, your visa is your responsibility. If you are

departing Jordan by Air, then no departure tax is required as it is already included on the air ticket. If you are departing

Jordan by land then you will be required to pay an 8 JOD departure tax .

ISRAEL AND PALESTINIAN TERRITORIES:

Most tourists to Israel and the Palestinian Territories will be issued a free visa, on arrival valid for 90 days, at air and land

borders. Known exceptions to this are India, Singapore and many African countries. Please double check the

requirements in relation to the passport you travel on.

Usually your entry and visa will not be stamped into your passport, but onto a separate piece of paper.

Please note: Egypt and Jordan have a peace agreement with Israel, which allows travellers to cross boarders between

these countries; having an Israeli stamp in your passport will not affect your ability to travel to Egypt or Jordan.

If you are planning to enter Israel via land from Egypt or Jordan, the exit stamps from these neighbouring countries will

indicate that you have visited Israel. Even without an Israeli visa in your passport, these stamps will impact your ability

to use the same passport to travel to Syria Lebanon, Iraq, Iran, Saudi, Libya and Yemen.

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses

and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Jordan is the Jordanian Dinar (JOD) and the currency in Israel is the Israeli Shekel (NIS).

ATMs are found within main cities in Jordan and Israel and will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard

networks. It is a great idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible as while there is no hard and fast

rule, some banks seem to only work with one brand of card. Please note, your bank will change a fee for overseas

withdrawals.

Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. Euros, British Pounds and US Dollars are all easy to

exchange to the Local currency. Please note that you should bring some cash with you for emergency situations but

carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM card/s and some cash is the ideal mix. 

If you are bringing US Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 1996, or

with any tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

10 JOD departure tax for all nationalities to be paid in cash if departing overland. As well, you will take a shuttle bus

service between Jordan and Israel, the cost is 7 JOD per person and 2 JOD per bag cash.



Should I be tipping on my trip?

Tipping is a way of life in the Middle East. Locals themselves will usually tip anyone who provides them with services. In

many cases, people depend on the tips they receive to supplement the low salary and wages of the Middle East region.

While on tour in the Middle East, it is customary and even expected to tip small service providers such as restaurant and

bar waiters, hotel staff, reception, cleaning personnel, bell boys, taxis and van drivers. Tips are regarded as an essential

means of supplementing income for those working in the tourism industry.

To make things as easy as possible and avoid embarrassing situations, G Adventures has developed a tipping kitty

system where your CEO will collect a contribution from everybody at the start of your tour and use this kitty to tip

anybody who has provided services to the group as a whole. A guideline for tipping is about $5-10 USD per day,

depending on the quality of the service (this does not include your G Adventures CEO). On Day 1 of your tour, your CEO

will be able to advise on the amount required from everybody to form the tipping kitty for your trip. You can pay in USD

or the equivalent local currency (preferably local currency). The CEO will be able to advise you on the exchange rate and

the total required in either currency

If at any time you feel that any service provider failed in maintaining or delivering good service, please bring it

immediately to the attention of your CEO so a deduction of tips can take place.

At the end of your trip if you felt that your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is also expected and

appreciated. The precise amount is entirely a personal preference, however $35-40 USD per person per week can be

used as a general guideline.

Are there any health considerations I should know before

travelling?

DRINKING WATER: It is advisable to drink bottled water in Jordan.

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure. 

There are no specific health requirements for this trip. However, we recommend protection against typhoid, tetanus,

infectious hepatitis and polio. You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information before

departure. We recommend that you carry a First Aid kit, hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal

medical requirements. Please be aware that we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities for some time

during this trip, and for legal reasons our leaders are prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache

tablets, antibiotics, etc.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it

while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your

valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your

CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own

interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given

location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no

representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own

good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations-Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to turn

violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators and

protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s). Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Like anywhere in the world, major cities have areas safer than others, use common sense, be aware of your surroundings

and mind your personal belongings.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is

completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

While visiting mosques and other religious monuments you should dress modestly, cover your shoulders and you

shouldn't wear short shorts or skirts. Outside of capital cities and the more touristic centres, local dress is often more

conservative and as a matter of respect we ask that both men and women are aware of this and recommend loose-

fitting clothes with your shoulders covered. Ask your CEO for more specific advice.

How old must I be to join this trip?

You must be 18 to travel unaccompanied on a G Adventures tour. For minors travelling with a guardian over 21 years old,

the minimum age is 12.

Are international flights included in this trip?

No, international flights are generally not included in the price of your tour. 

However, on some combo tours travelling between two different countries, international flights are included as part of

the itinerary and price of the tour.
