Arrive
in time to catch a memorial sunrise of Egypt’s most religious landscape and stand on the site that is
considered to be the place where God appeared to Moses and revealed the Ten Commandments. Hike
back down to St. Catherine and enjoy some food and time to freshen up before your day of travel back
to Cairo. The route will cross the Suez Canal. Arrive in Cairo by the afternoon and get settled. Tonight’s

activity is a Big Night Out with the group to a favorite local spot.

Cairo. The drive will take the group across the Suez Canal.

Mount Sinai Sunrise Hike 5h 14km

Hike to the summit of spiritual Mount Sinai, which holds religious significant in the Torah, Bible, and
Quran. This is where Moses is said to have climbed to speak directly with his God for 40 days and 40
nights. Then, he received the Ten Commandments from God. Start in the early hours when it's still dark
and be prepared for a memorable sunrise hike. Peer out at an endless landscape of jagged mountains
and vast desert as far as you can see, and feel the magic of the soft morning life as it touches the peak.
The walk will be steep in places, but the trail is in good condition and there are plenty of beautiful spots
to stop for a drink. There are two paths that leave from St. Catherine's Monastery, one is much steeper
and the other is a more straightforward track as camels used to walk up this way. Both trails will meet

up for the final 750 steps to the top.

Please note that cameras with lenses of 50mm and above, as well as GoPro cameras, are not permitted to pass through
Taba Port, Egypt. For those carrying larger cameras, the items will be held and transferred to Cairo Airport, where

passengers can collect their cameras upon departure. The fee is USD 100 per camera and must be paid by the traveler.

What is the group leader like?

This G Adventures group trip is accompanied by one of our group leaders, otherwise known as a Chief Experience
Officer (CEQ). The aim of the group leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip
possible. They will provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and
see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the
traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

JORDAN:

Jordan visa can be obtained on arrival at land and airport borders for most nationalities for a fee of 40 JOD. While most
travellers are not required to obtain their visa in advance, there are exceptions and you must check the requirements of
your particular passport. While we provide this information in good faith, your visa is your responsibility. If you are
departing Jordan by Air, then no departure tax is required as it is already included on the air ticket. If you are departing

Jordan by land then you will be required to pay an 10 JOD departure tax.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a hatural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Tipping is a way of life in the Middle East. Locals themselves will usually tip anyone who provides them with services. In

many cases, people depend on the tips they receive to supplement the low salary and wages of the Middle East region.

While on tour in the Middle East, it is customary and even expected to tip small service providers such as restaurant and
bar waiters, hotel staff, reception, cleaning personnel, bell boys, taxis and van drivers. Tips are regarded as an essential

means of supplementing income for those working in the tourism industry.

To make things as easy as possible and avoid embarrassing situations, G Adventures has developed a tipping kitty
system where your CEO will collect a contribution from everybody at the start of your tour and use this kitty to tip
anybody who has provided services to the group as a whole. On Day 1 of your tour, your CEO will be able to advise on the
amount required from everybody to form the tipping kitty for your trip. Please plan between $36.50-$38.50 USD per
person for the entirety of the tour (this does not include Optionals and your G Adventures CEO). You can pay in USD or
the equivalent local currency (preferably USD). The CEO will be able to advise you on the exchange rate and the total

required in either currency.

If at any time you feel that any service provider failed in maintaining or delivering good service, please bring it

immediately to the attention of your CEO so a deduction of tips can take place.

At the end of your trip if you felt that your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is also expected and
appreciated. The precise amount is entirely a personal preference, however $6-9 USD per person per day can be used

as a general guideline.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
