Walk through the ruins of Pompeii, the city buried under ash and pumice when Mount Vesuvius

erupted in AD 79. The forum, the baths and many houses remain well preserved and provide us with a

glimpse of what life was like in the first century. Explore with an archaeologist, what is considered one of

the most important archaeological sites in Europe and is unparalleled in its preservation of an ancient

city. This fascinating event is featured in the National Geographic documentary "Pompeii: Secrets of

the Dead” in which forensic experts investigate why Pompeii's people couldn't escape.

Private Vehicle  Naples – Sorrento  1h   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Sorrento Orientation Walk  Sorrento   

Explore Piazza Tasso, the lively central square filled with cafes and shops and walk along Corso Italia

which is Sorrento's main street, bustling with vibrant shops and historic buildings. Head to Villa

Comunale Park for stunning panoramic views of the Bay of Naples and Mount Vesuvius.



Day 3  S O R R E N T O  

Spend a free day in Sorrento to do as much or as little as you please. Perhaps explore the nearby

island of Capri, boasting beautiful beaches, upscale boutiques, and historic landmarks. Alternatively,

visit the volcanic island of Ischia, known for its thermal waters and stunning views of the medieval

Aragonese Castle. You may also choose to stay in town and visit the Correale Museum, shop the city’s

many boutiques or relax at Piazza Tasso, a square lined with cafés and restaurants.

A UNESCO World Heritage site, much of Herculaneum’s wooden roofs, beds, doors and food

can be seen in their near-original state. Wealthier than Pompeii, view the fine houses of Aristides, Argus,

Genius and Alcove. 

Capri Excursion  Capri  100-120EUR  6h-9h   



Take a catamaran or hydrofoil to see the jewel of the Amalfi islands. Stroll through the town, or simply

relax and take in views of the blue water and striking limestone sea stacks.

Ischia Excursion  Ischia  80EUR   

Relax at a one of the island’s many volcanic spas. Visit the Aragonese Castle (built on a rock), the

Mortella Gardens, or the Villa Ravino Gardens, or spend the day at English’s Beach.

Named

from mythological roots, this trail is said to be the location where the gods rushed to Ulysses from the

sirens of Capri. Historically, this path provided a link between some of Amalfi’s small, coastal villages.

Enjoy stunning views of bays and coastlines, interesting caves and rock formations, historic ruins and

steep cliff sides. Continue to an agriturismo for lunch, which specializes in fresh home grown produce.

This is a well-marked trail

with rocky, uneven sections, dirt paths, and steep steps.

Note that hikes are accessible for all travellers, but there can be sections that are more strenuous and

challenging due to terrain. Please ensure you have proper closed-toe hiking footwear.

Is there a travel disclaimer for my itinerary I should review before

booking this trip?

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the

itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know

exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The

Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by

no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered. Aboard expedition trips visits to research stations

depend on final permission. 

Additionally, any travel times listed are approximations only and subject to vary due to local circumstances.



What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

1. LOCAL GUIDES

It is important to note that in Europe, all guiding is based around local guides all of whom are licensed to work only in a

particular city. As such, our leaders are able to provide orientation walks which will show you the layout of each town and

city as well as the location of local services such as post offices and laundromats, but are unable to legally share

historical facts and figures in public places.

2. LUGGAGE

In Europe it is very rare to find elevators in train stations, hotels or other public places. We use public transport on this

trip, which means you will need to carry your luggage from platform to platform, in and out of trains and buses etc. and

also possibly up several flights of stairs. You will also need to be able to stow your luggage safely on trains and buses. It is

therefore essential that you pack light and bring luggage which is compact and lightweight, and which you can easily

transport. The carrying of your luggage remains your responsibility at all times.

3. RESERVE TICKETS

Please note that if you wish to visit popular museums such as the Vatican Museums (Sistine Chapel) and Villa

Borghese in Rome, to avoid waiting in line for a long time (especially in high season May-September when it could be a

question of hours!), it is advisable to reserve tickets in advance. Tickets can be reserved online at various websites

including www.tickitaly.com. There may be the possibility of arranging tickets on arrival on Day 1, with the help of your

Expedition Leader, but availability cannot be guaranteed at such short notice.

4. ACCOMMODATION NOTE:

Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

5. OPTIONAL ACTIVITIES NOTE:

During high season in Europe (May-October) we highly recommend booking reservations for any popular optional

activities/museum tickets etc. in advance to avoid encountering sold-out activities on the ground while on tour.

What is the role of the group leader during this trip?

All National Geographic Journeys with G Adventures group trips are accompanied by a National Geographic Expedition

Leader. The aim of the Expedition Leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip

possible. They will provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and

see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the

traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including

historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will

add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting- we think it's the best of both worlds.

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish

hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators,

air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and

in excellent central locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe,

simple accommodation in convenient locations.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning is not

routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a standing or desk fan for

your room on hot nights. If you do not already have one in your room, please ask your Expedition Leader to organize one

for you with reception.



What are the joining instructions?

From Naples airport (NAP), you can reach the city centre in a few ways: 

By bus

Alibus buses run from the airport to Naples Central Station several times an hour. A ticket costs 5 EUR – you can buy it

at the exit of Terminal 1 or from the driver. Travel time is 15 minutes. The stop next to the railway station is located at

Piazza Garibaldi.

By taxi

Neapolitan taxi drivers have fixed rates for trips from the airport to the city center; the trip cost is 18 EUR. You can

download the official taxi fares in Naples. 

To arrange a private arrival or departure transfer, we recommend you book through our preferred transfer provider -

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

For other nationalities, travelling in Europe has been simplified with the introduction of the Schengen visa. As a visitor to

the Schengen area (Austria, Germany, Netherlands, Belgium, Greece, Norway, Denmark, Iceland, Portugal, Finland, Italy,

Spain, France, Luxembourg, Sweden, Czech Republic, Hungary, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia,

Slovenia and Switzerland) you will enjoy the many advantages of this unified visa system. Generally speaking with a

Schengen visa, you may enter one Schengen country and travel freely throughout the Schengen region during the

validity of your visa. There are limited border controls at Schengen borders, if any at all.

Please note that the UK and Ireland are NOT part of the Schengen agreement.

A Schengen visa is applied for at the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country in which you will be spending the

most nights on your trip to the Schengen space. If you are only visiting one country on your trip then you apply for your

visa at the Consulate of this Schengen country.

As of 2025, various European countries are introducing ETIAS travel authorisation as an entry requirement for visa-

exempt nationals.

We highly recommend you checking in advance how your nationality and country/s you are visiting may be affected.

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses and

discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is 10% of the bill for

wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction

with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where

there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or your Expedition Leader will offer to collect the

money and tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the

quality and length of the service; ask your Expedition Leader for specific recommendations based on the circumstances

and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your Expedition Leader did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and appreciated.

The precise amount is a personal preference, however €8-10 per person, per day can be used as a guideline.

We recommend that

you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please

be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are

prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip

please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the

physical ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a

trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our Expedition Leader they are unable to complete the itinerary without

undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while

travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.

A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your

Expedition Leader will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue

your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your Expedition Leader will assist you with

options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,

and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please

use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are

generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our Expedition Leaders to make arrangements on your behalf

for water based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s). Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own

risk.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk.
