Learn about the totora reeds that grow in the shallows of

Lake Titicaca used to make everything from the islands themselves to the boats the islanders use for

transportation (if constructed well, they last up to six months). Find out from locals how the islands are

constructed; as the layers closest to the water start to rot, they are replaced with fresh reeds on top.

Take some time to wander around town and to explore the shops, restaurants and cafes along the

pedestrian strip.

Take in the panoramic landscapes and Andean scenery en route from Puno to historic Cusco.

Cuyo Chico Pottery Making Demonstration  Pisac – Urubamba   



In the rural village of Cuyo Chico in the Sacred Valley, a group of families joined together to create a

small business based on their traditional adobe ceramic crafts. Using clay from their surroundings,

they mold bowls, plates, and all manner of decorations. Learn about the ceramics process as well as

the traditional adobe brick-making that forms the basis of houses throughout the valley, all while

taking in a spectacular view of the Pisac Ruins. After the demonstration, peruse the items for sale

directly from the artisans in their shop.

ACTIVITY   

Contribute to sustainable tourism in Huchuy Qosqo, a small village of 65 families in the Sacred Valley,

by eating at the Parwa Community Restaurant. Learn how the resident-run restaurant was kickstarted

by G Adventures and the Multilateral Investment Fund, to become a successful farm-to-table program

that boosts the local economy and several spin-off microenterprises.

 Optional Activities - Day 5 

Ollantaytambo Storehouse Ruins and Hike  Ollantaytambo  1h-1h30m   

Get your blood flowing on a steep hike up to the Pinkuylluna Incan storehouses. Perched on the hill,

these ruins provide excellent views of the Sacred Valley and the Ollantaytambo ruins below. 

Ollantaytambo Ruins Visit  Ollantaytambo  1h-1h30m   

Explore this ancient site right in the heart of Ollantaytambo city. Learn about the principles of Incan

architecture and get a first taste of climbing around a massive ruins site.



Day 6  Urubamba/Aguas Calientes 

Travel by train through the Sacred Valley to Aguas Calientes, escorted by an Inca guide who will share

their knowledge to explain attractions and suggest optional activities around Aguas Calientes.

Board a morning train escorted by a local guide. Wind through the spectacular Sacred Valley to the

end of the line: the village of Aguas Calientes, a frontier town nestled in the hills beneath Machu Picchu.

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. G Adventures understands the importance of breakfast to start your day, we strive to

include a basic breakfast wherever possible.

**Please note, the arrival transfer included occurs on Day 1 of the tour. If you plan to arrive prior to Day 1, you will be

required to arrange pre-tour accommodation through G Adventures to be eligible for the transport from the airport. Due

to customer experience and quality considerations, all services related to the tour must be continuous.

Upon leaving the baggage claim area you will see a large open area with sign boards all around. Look for a G Adventures

sign board with your name. As there are many people and signs in this area it may be difficult for you to spot the sign

immediately. Please take your time in doing so and if at that stage you do not see a G Adventures sign board with your

name go to the customer service area to wait. In the event that your driver does not arrive within 20 minutes please ask

the information desk to arrange an official taxi for you which should cost approximately $27 USD and this money will be

reimbursed by your G Adventures representative.

FINDING YOUR TRANSFER - As you walk out of the airport there will be many drivers holding signs with agency or

passenger names as well as taxi drivers asking you if you require their services. These are NOT our drivers and you

should not accept their services. Please wait for our designated transfer person with a G Adventures sign board.

Depending on your time of arrival, our meet and greet representative will either meet you at the airport or later at your

hotel to go over the details of your tour, provide any additional documentation/e-tickets and answer questions about

your tour. Check in time for most Hotels is after 3:00pm – should you arrive early, you can leave you baggage at the

hotel and explore the city. 

Jorge Chavez International Airport in Callao Lima, is approximately a 45-minute drive from the Miraflores district, where

our joining hotel is located. The easiest way to get there is via taxi. Immediately after the customs and immigration area,

as you head to the exits, you will find an official taxi stand. You can pay for the car at set (approximately $27 USD) rates

and won’t need to worry about sorting out a ride outside the airport facilities, where the situation tends to get more

chaotic, with many drivers vying for few clients. There are exchange facilities in the Arrivals area open 24 hours.

What happens if I experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as

scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel or refer to the emergency contact details

provided in this dossier. If you have pre-booked an airport transfer and have not made contact with our representative

within 30 minutes of clearing customs and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting

Point hotel, following the Joining Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer

cost if this occurs.

The currency in Peru is the Nuevo Sol (PEN).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank. 

You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies. 

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are

faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

Domestic: USD $58

Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, and local guide(s) at approximately 10%,

depending on the service. Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an

expression of satisfaction with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to

you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels.

Are there any health considerations I should know before

travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that

you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please

be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are

prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip

please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the

Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller

from all or part of a trip without refund if they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to themselves or

others around them.

Please note your Adventure travels to high altitude. This is medically defined as anything over 8,000 feet (2,440 meters).

Most people can travel to 8,000 feet with minimal effects. However, everyone reacts to altitude differently and altitude

sickness can on set with some people irrespective of fitness and age. For details on how to best prepare and what to do

in the unlikely event you are effected on your Adventure, please consult your physician.



What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it

while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your

valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue

your own interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. Please use your own good judgment when selecting

an activity in your free time, we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators

running them. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering

throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from

restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety.

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Care should be taken when wandering around on your own in central Lima, as some areas can be dangerous and

pickpockets are daring.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts yourself and those around you at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts

of the world but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we

encounter and in particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is

completely contrary to this philosophy.



Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When selecting a travel

insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must have medical coverage and that we require a minimum

coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers

personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we

require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your

bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
