Located around 56 miles from Phnom Penh, the town of Kompong Chhnang is a very large fishing port
on the Tonlé Sap. A lot of locals make a living from fish farming, a popular occupation in this area.
Kampong Chhnang is also famous for its pottery ware, the style of which has not changed much for
centuries and is distributed to the rest of the country. Wander through the local market, and head out
to explore a family run brick factory to watch the process. Continue to visit the locals and observe the

process of hand making pottery.

Before heading back to the riverboat, explore a sugar palm farm where the Thnot tree (sugar palm)
that abounds in the area is used to create a mellow tasting, caramel coloured sugar sold in large cakes

and palm wine.

Is there an itinerary Disclaimer?

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

2. LOW WATER ITINERARY

While it is our intention to follow the itinerary as advertised, some modifications to the itinerary are occasionally needed
to reach Siem Reap while water levels are very low (March - August). The Toum Tiou Il was built with a steel hull and sleek
low draft, so occasions like this are rare. If changes need to be made, they may involve docking the boat just before Siem

Reap and using overland transportation to reach the final destination.

3. RIVERBOAT PAYMENT METHOD
Only cash is accepted for payment aboard the riverboat. There are several locations along the riverboat route with

ATMs that dispense USD or VND.

4. PROOF OF EXITING VIETNAM

Important thing to note for our travellers arriving into Vietnam, and travelling onwards with G Adventures to
neighbouring counties (i.e. Cambodia & Laos). When you are checking onto your international flight heading to Vietnam,
you will often be asked by airline ticket counter personnel to provide a proof of exit from Vietnam.

In respect to this requirement, we encourage our travellers to print out a copy of their tour vouchers, along with a PDF
copy of their Tour Details from the webpage.

While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

CAMBODIA - Visas can be obtained in advance from your local Embassy or on arrival in Bangkok (if your tour begins in
Thailand). You will need at least one full working day to arrange this. You can also obtain your visa at the Cambodian

border or Siem Reap Airport for approx. S30 USD very easily. Please have *at least* 2 passport photos with you as well.

VIETNAM - If you require a visa for Vietnam, they need to be arranged ahead of time (BEFORE your trip) as the
processing time varies and they are not available upon arrival.
If you are entering Vietnam by land border, please apply for a regular visa for Vietnam. Many of the land borders we

travel through do not accept the Vietham E-Visa.

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should | be tipping on my trip?

In Asia, it is customary to tip service providers, such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping
is expected - though not compulsory - and expresses satisfaction with the people who have assisted you on your tour. If
you have a local guide or a driver on your tour, tipping $2-5 USD (in local currency) per person, per service is
recommended. If someone helps you carry a bag, you can offer to tip a few USD (in local currency) if you feel it is

deserved. Ask your CEO for specific advice if you are unsure.

If at the end of the riverboat sailing you find the staff on board were exceptional, a tip of $5-10 USD per day is

recommended. You can leave this tip at the end of the riverboat portion of your tour.

At the end of each tour if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount is

entirely a personal preference, however, as a guideline $S20-30 USD per person, per week can be used.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.



Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

How should | dress to respect local customs during the tour?

In Asia the dress standard is more conservative than it is back home. When packing try to pick loose, lightweight, long
clothing that will keep you cool in the usually hot and humid climate of Asian summers. In predominately Buddhist,
Hindu and Muslim countries we ask that you dress respectfully and avoid very short shorts/skirts and singlets/tanktops

when visiting temples or mosques or other holy sites.

How old must | be to join this trip?

the minimum age is 12.
