Later visit Tzintzuntzan, the ‘Place of the Hummingbirds', which was the capital of the ancient Tarascan

kingdom.

Janitzio Island Visit  Janitzio – Pátzcuaro  2h   

Visit Janitzio Island, the largest of the islands in Lake Pátzcuaro in Michoacán, Mexico. Walk the

terraced stone steps, past vendors selling everything from honey to handicrafts. Head to the statue of

José María Morelos, Mexico's hero of independence, climb the interior spiral staircase and admire the

murals painted by Ramón Alba de la Canal and others as you make your way to the top. Look out and

see the fishing boats, with their unique butterfly-form nets.

Tzintzuntzan Visit  Tzintzuntzán – Pátzcuaro  1h   

Built in the 13th century, on the shoreline of Lake Patzcauro and extending to the hills inland, the

ancient site of Tzintzuntzan was once an urban centre with 30,000 inhabitants. Learn more about the

cultural, religious and social history of the ancient Tarascan people, why they built temples on five

pyramid-shaped structures (yacatas); each one on a terrace of stone blocks. Visit the museum to see

pottery and obsidian artifacts excavated from the site.



Day 5  Pátzcuaro/Morelia 

Travel to Morelia with a guided city tour on arrival. Opt to explore the many museums or just wander

through town admiring the beautiful architecture.

Travel to Morelia and enjoy an included city walking tour to get familiar with the city. 

This capital of Michoacán state, is a well-preserved colonial city – the historic centre is a UNESCO

World Heritage site. Enjoy the atmosphere with a coffee in one of the many cafés around the Zócalo, or

From November to March,

see millions of butterflies that have migrated here from Canada and the US. Learn more about their life

cylce at the visitor centre, and enjoy walkways and forested trails.

Continue the journey 6km (4 mi) further down the mountain road to the small village of Angangueo,

meaning "entrance to the cave" in the Tarascan language. Angangueo is an old mining town that still

extracts some lead and silver from the rugged hillsides.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

El Rosario Butterfly Reserve Guided Tour  El Rosario – Angangueo

elevation, monarchs start to appear until there are upwards of 150 million fluttering in the air. Bring your

camera and capture this orange and black marvel of monarchs clinging by the thousands to once-

green tree branches. Learn more about the life cycle and migratory patterns of these interesting

insects. 

Day 8  Mineral de Angangueo 

Enjoy a tour of the El Capulin Butterfly Reserve. Spend the rest of the day exploring Angangueo.

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses

and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10%

usually applies. Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of US dollars cash and

cards with travellers cheques as backup is best. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by

constantly feeling short of funds.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are

faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

Depending on the exchange rate departure tax is approximately $48 USD per person. This tax is sometimes included in

the price of your ticket, contact your airline to confirm.

Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction

with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where

there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides

would range from $5-10 USD per day depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific

recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group

trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will

take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must

have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency

rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of

luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit

card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

How old must I be to join this trip?

You must be 18 to travel unaccompanied on a G Adventures tour. For minors travelling with a guardian over 21 years old,

the minimum age is 12.

Are international flights included in this trip?
