Day 1 Casablanca

Arrive at any time.
Please note that this tour does not spend any time in Casablanca.

You may wish to come a day early in order to explore Casablanca, and take some time to see its

medina, beachfront, and classic examples of Art Deco architecture.

Be sure to also visit the spectacular Hassan Il Mosque. Entrance is only permitted via guided tours,
which operate from Saturday to Thursday (closed Fridays) at 09:00, 10:00, 11:00, and 14:00. These times
are subject to change (particularly around Ramadan), please double check times with your hotel.

Tickets can be purchased at the mosque.

A general note about this tour: it has a very fast-paced itinerary, which covers a lot of ground.
This is great as it allows us to see a huge amount in the time available, but it also means some
early starts, some long drives in the minivan, and less free time than many other G Adventures

tours.

Day 2 Casablanca/Fes

Enjoy a G Adventures-supported traditional lunch. Take a guided tour of the ancient Roman ruins of

Volubilis before continuing on to Fés.

Start early and drive through the rolling hills to the Roman ruins of Volubilis. Take a guided tour of the

best-preserved Roman ruins in this part of Northern Africa, now a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

After, continue to Fés, one of Morocco's most interesting cities. Take some free time to explore upon

arrival. Opt to experience a traditional hammam and get to know the locals.

We will be staying in the the new city of Fes, built by the French during their Protectorate of
Morocco. This area has the feel of a French provincial town, with its cafés, restaurants, and
wide boulevards. Head off for a Moroccan feast at one of the many restaurants and finish off

the night with some famous Moroccan mint tea.

Private Vehicle Casablanca - Meknés 4h

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.
ACTIVITY

Enjoy a G Adventures-supported traditional lunch that benefits rural Moroccan women and children
with disabilities. The association provides vital services including literacy and vocational training,
health services, disability assistance, and the operation of a local ambulance. AFER’s training center
hosts culinary programs recognized by the state, and each year it graduates 30 students, many of

whom go on to work in the project. Through this work, AFER creates sustainable employment, fosters



community cohesion, and showcases Moroccan culture to travellers. During your visit, enjoy a
traditional home-cooked Moroccan meal, featuring classic dishes such as vegetable tagine or roasted
chicken with onion sauce, and meet some of the women that are part of this important community
program. This experience not only supports livelihoods but also celebrates Moroccan heritage and

rural resilience.

Volubilis Guided Tour Volubilis 1h30m-2h

Listen to a certified local guide explain life in the Roman Empire at this UNESCO World Heritage site.
Visit the impressive, well-preserved Roman ruins. Peer into old bathhouses, marvel at the still-present
mosaic floors, and gaze up at towering marble pillars. Hear stories about life in this Roman city that will

leave you in awe of just how far their empire stretched.

Private Vehicle Volubilis - Fés 2h

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Explore the labyrinth of streets within the famous Fés medina with a local guide. Marvel at one of the

ancient tanneries and take in the view from above.
Enjoy a half-day medina walking tour, with free time in the afternoon to explore more of the city.

The Fes medina is the world’s largest living medieval medina and a UNESCO site. Explore the artisan

quarters, sample treats from the carts, and view Fés' famous leather tannery from above.

Fés Medina Guided Tour Fes

Follow a local guide through the Fés medina, one of the world’s largest medinas with more than 9000
winding streets lying within 365 hectares. See buildings in the medina that date back to the 9th
century; there are 350 mosques in the medina that are still in use today. Enter through one of the great
gates into the chaos. Explore the artisans’ quarters as well as the many carpenters, bakers, butchers,
and spice sellers. Visit the mausoleum and the Al Qarawiyin University. A highlight of the tour is the
view of the famous Fes tannery from the balcony of a leather shop, where you can observe the men
hard at work treating and dyeing the different hides. Take some time to shop for leather goods before

returning to your hotel.

Free Time Fes

Visit more of this lovely city and if you're stuck, there's always room for mint tea at an outdoor café.

Optional Activities - Day 3



Belghazi Museum 20MAD

Housed in an exquisite 17th-century building, the gallery showcases different art styles passed through
generations in Morocco, such as ceramics, embroidery, instruments, and costumes. Climb up to the

rooftop for a panoramic view of the city.

Shop Fés Medina 1h-2h

Spend some time in the medina checking out carpet shops, sampling local delicacies at the food stalls

or shopping for leather goods. Prepare to bargain, just don't get lost wandering the passage ways!

Ville Nouvelle Exploration 30m-th

Hit the newer part of Fés to see life in action. Find a sidewalk café to sip mint tea and watch everyday

life go by.

Dinner in Converted Fés Riad 400-500MAD 2h-3h

Sit down to a fantastic meal in a renovated riad, a Moroccan palace that has been transformed into a
restaurant. Tantalize your taste buds and senses with delicious, local cuisine accompanied by music

and belly dancing.



Fés/Merzouga

Drive south to the edge of the Sahara Desert before riding a camel into the dunes and overnighting in a

desert camp.
Start early today for a drive through the Middle Atlas Mountains to reach the edge of the Sahara.

In late afternoon, set off by camel to a desert camp deep in the dunes. Learn to tie a turban to keep the

desert sun off your face and add a little flare to your photos.

Enjoy a warm welcome (with mint tea). A traditional dinner under the stars, cooked by our hosts, awaits.
In the evening, listen to stories about life in this region and, perhaps, some traditional music on the

drums.

Notes for the Sahara Desert tented camp stay:

There will be a chance to repack and take only overnight bags out to the desert. The
accommodations are basic, with four people per tent (though feel free to sleep out under the

stars). Bathroom facilities are basic and shared.

Mattresses with sheet and blanket are provided. For winter months (Nov- April), we

recommend bringing a sleeping bag for additional warmth.

There will be the chance to shower upon arrival in Merzouga the following morning.

Head out into the dunes by camel to sleep like a Bedouin in the Sahara Desert. Drink mint tea, eat
delicious traditional fare, and listen to stories about life under the desert sun. Enjoy a quiet night

sleeping beneath the starry desert skies.

Day 5 Merzouga/Todra Gorge

Walk through local village farmlands and explore Todra Gorge.
Rise early to get on our trusty camels. Watch the sunrise before returning to Merzouga.

Continue through a stone desert to the stunning Todra Gorge. Wedged between massive cliff walls, the
gorge is filled with a green oasis of palm trees. This serene spot is great for hiking, relaxing on the edge

of the river or sampling some local Berber delicacies.

Visit the Ait Ben Haddou Kasbah, a UNESCO World Heritage site. Opt to participate in a tagine

cooking class for an intro to Moroccan cuisine.

Travel along the “Route of 1000 Kasbahs” to the thriving town of Quarzazate for a lunch stop. This town
is home to Atlas Film Studios, where many films have been shot over the years, including Lawrence of
Arabia and Gladiator.

Continue on to the fascinating and beautiful Ait Ben Haddou, a wonderful example of a kasbah.

Ait Ben Haddou Kasbah Tour 2h-3h

Explore the UNESCO World Heritage site and kasbah of Ait Ben Haddou, the most famous ksar in the
Ounila Valley, located in the foothills of the southern slopes of the High Atlas Mountains. Of all the
remaining kasbahs in Morocco, the walls and interior of this area are the most intact. It's a collective
grouping of dwellings inside defensive walls and was once one of the many trading posts on the route
linking Sudan to Marrakech. The kasbah still houses a few families, but many now live in the adjacent
village. Like many of the earthen built fortresses in Ouarzazate, Ait Ben Haddou has been used in many

film and television productions like Gladiator, Babel, and Game of Thrones.

Optional Activities - Day 6



Tagine Cooking Demonstration Ait Ben Haddou 120MAD

Learn all about the quintessential Moroccan dish — tagine. Learn about the tagine itself (a clay pot) and

different ingredients and spices. Enjoy the fruits of your labour for dinner.



Ait Ben Haddou/Marrakech

Head to Marrakech and take a guided medina visit. Opt to visit the Djemaa el Fna Square in the
evening to see the gathering of musicians and street performers. Don't leave without indulging in a

feast at the famous food stalls.

The journey to Marrakech includes breathtaking views throughout the High Atlas Mountains via the
Tizi n'Tichka Pass (2260m).

Arrive in Marrakech in time for lunch with the rest of the day free to wander the city.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Marraokech Medina Guided Tour

Head into the maze of tiny streets and alleyways of the ancient medina to really get a taste of everyday
life in Marrakech. Shop to your heart’s content in the souk and search out spices, traditional jalabas
and slippers, or the famous Moroccan lanterns. Visit the Bahia Palace and the Ben Youssef Madrasa -
an Islamic college in Marrakech built in the 14th-century and reconstructed in the 16th-century. Rebuilt
by the Saadian Sultan Abdallah al-Ghalib in 1564, it housed up to 800 students across 130 small
dormitory cells. Explore this fine example of Moroccan craftsmanship, featuring a central marble
courtyard with a reflective pool, elaborate Zellij tilework, and intricate carvings in cedar wood and

stucco.

Optional Activities - Day 7



Musée de Marrakech 50MAD

Wander around the salons of the ornate Mnebhi Palace displaying various collections of Moroccan art

forms.

Traditional Moroccan Dinner with Folklore Entertainment

Experience a traditional 3-course dinner in the heart of the medina of Marrakech - Djemma El Fana

square - and enjoy a folklore performance.

Jardins Majorelle 200MAD 1h-2h

Visit this enchanting garden in the heart of the city designed by French painter Jacques Majorelle
(1886-1962). Follow the pathways through trees, exotic plants, streams, and pools while watching the
numerous birds who call this peaceful paradise home. (Please note that the entrance fee to Musée
Yves Saint Laurent is an additional 30 MAD.)

El Badi Palace 70MAD

Visit the ruins of what was once the most ornate palace of the 16th-century. Its sunken gardens and

pools give a glimpse into its former glory.

Djemaa el Fna Market Square Visit 1h-3h

Wander past fresh orange juice stalls and water sellers in colourful costumes reminiscent of an era
past. See storytellers, magicians, and peddlers of traditional medicines as the day progresses. When
the sun sets, the square fills with dozens of food stalls, and is packed with locals, entertaining chefs,
and waiters. Grab a spot on a bench with other diners and try the “tanjia” (slow cooked lamb), harira
soup, grilled seafood, famous Moroccan couscous, tajine, snails, or even sheep’s head (for the truly

adventurous). Wash it all down with some spiced tea.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

ACCOMMODATION NOTE:
Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

ITINERARY PACE

This is a very fast paced itinerary which covers lots of ground. While this is great as it allows us to see a huge amount in
the available time, it also means some early starts, some long drives in the mini van and less free time than many other
G Adventures. We feel that if you enter this trip with this knowledge and expectation, you will appreciate even more the

variety of locations we are able to include in this itinerary.

TRANSPORT
The legroom in the minivan is possibly smaller than you may be used to and taller passengers may find space a little
cramped. It is important to be aware that as it is not a legal requirement in buses in Morocco, your vehicle may not be

equipped with seat belts.

CAMEL RIDE
Itis not possible to reach the middle of the dunes, where we watch the sunset, by 4WD or any other vehicle. There is the

option to walk (can be very hot and tiring) for those who cannot/prefer not to ride a camel.

WEATHER

Please note that the climate in Morocco can be both very hot during the day in summer months (up to 50°C) and cold
at night in the mountains in autumn, early spring and winter (down to -6°C). Summer months, from April to September
are very hot throughout Morocco. Winter months November to March can be cool to cold, especially in the Atlas
Mountains, with high probability of snowfall. Most Moroccan buildings are not equipped with heating, so without proper
layers you will be cold at night. Please bring appropriate clothing for the months in which you are travelling and check
temperatures before you leave. Bedding is provided in the desert camp and the gite, but in winter months if you feel the

cold you may wish to bring a sleeping bag too.

RAMADAN

According to the lunar cycle, Ramadan will fall between Feb 28th - Mar 29th 2025, and Feb 17th - Mar 19th 2026. Please
note that Ramadan is a month of fasting observed by Muslims throughout the world, during which time the followers of
Islam should not eat or drink between sunrise and sunset. There may be some limitations to services and disruptions to
schedules during Ramadan, but generally our tours still operate effectively during this period and food is available to
non-Muslims throughout the day. It is very important to display increased cultural sensitivity during Ramadan. Please
wear loose fitting clothes, that cover knees and shoulders, and try to avoid eating, drinking or smoking in public out of

respect for those who can't at that time.

AID AL-ADHA

During your visit to this country, we would like to inform you about an important celebration called Aid Al-Adha. This
holiday may impact your travel experience, as most shops and restaurants are closed during the celebration. Some of
the historical places we visit might also be closed during this time. There will be a shorter number of staff at the hotels
and less crowded streets on the day of the celebration. Aid Al-Adha will fall between Jun. 16th-17th 2024, and Jun. 6th-7th
2025.



What is the group leader like?

This G Adventures group trip is accompanied by one of our group leaders, otherwise known as a Chief Experience
Officer (CEO). As the group coordinator and manager, the aim of the CEQ s to take the hassle out of your travels and to
help you have the best trip possible. You can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of Morocco, including
historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. They will also offer suggestions for things to do and to see, recommend

great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends.

We also use certified local city guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we

are visiting - we think it's the best of both worlds.

How large will the group be?

Max 14, avg 10.

What meals are included in this trip?

7 breakfasts, 1lunch, 1dinner

What are the meals like on this trip?

Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to give you the maximum
flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting flexibility, though generally food
is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of dishes and enjoy each other's
company. There is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest favourite restaurants during your

trip. For all trips please refer to the meals included and budget information for included meals and meal budgets.

Breakfasts

Moroccan breakfasts tend to be different from your usual cereal and toast morning fare - most will be very simple - a
croissant or sweet roll with jam and instant coffee and some hotels will have buffets where you will have more variety.
While you are experiencing what a Moroccan family would eat, some travellers do find the provided breakfasts a bit

“bread heavy” and enjoy buying fruit the day before to supplement their breakfast.

Lunches and Dinners

Moroccan cuisine is world famous and your CEO will be taking the chance to show you the best of it. Staples include
cous cous, a type of grain topped with stew, tagine which is actually the name of the pot this tasty dish is cooked in, and
brochette, bbq skewers of meat. These meals will generally cost between 10-15 USD per meal depending on the type of
restaurant and which part of the country you are in. Other tastes not to be missed include pastilla, a sweet pasty with a
savoury filling which is traditionally pigeon and harira, a delicious soup based on chick peas and filling enough when
teamed with fresh bread to be a whole lunch. If you are heading to the coast the fresh seafood cooked at one of the local

markets is a must eat!

Snacks
Morocco's fresh orange juice is highly recommended and you should not leave without trying a glass. The brave can try
the tiny snails which are perhaps the local's favourite snack but you might prefer a cone of piping hot bite-size fried cake

donuts.



What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Private air-conditioned van, camels.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Please note that there is a lot of fast paced travel on this itinerary which necessitates some long travel days in our mini
van. We feel that if you enter this trip with this knowledge and expectation, you will appreciate even more the variety of

locations we are able to include in this itinerary.

We use a 16-seater minivan and with a full group every seat will be used. The legroom in the minivan is possibly smaller
than you may be used to and taller passengers may find space a little cramped The minivans have air conditioning,
however please note that summer temperatures in Morocco can easily reach 50 celsius. When the outside temperature
is so hot, a minibus air conditioning system will not be able to cool the bus to the temperatures you are used to enjoying
at home. Please bear in mind that travelling in Morocco in summer will inevitably involve very hot temperatures and

some discomfort may be experienced when travelling.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (6 nts), tented desert camp (1 nt, multi-share).

Will I get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

On this trip you can expect to stay in local hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish hotels, which are
often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators, air-conditioning or
English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and in excellent central
locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. Where a town has both an ancient medina and a "ville
nouvelle" we generally stay in the ville nouvelle, both because the standard of hotels is higher, and because travellers

(especially women) often find the medinas at night a little confronting.

Please note that Morocco is a developing country and as such the infrastructure is not as reliable as you would expect

at home. Expect quirky plumbing and the odd cold shower!



What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

If you would like to book an airport Arrival transfer for your tour, please contact our Sales Team or your Travel Agent in

advance of travel.

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport (outside of
Terminal 2) to meet you. If for any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are

unable to make contact for whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.
Please note that day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day.

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the
reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between
5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.



What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We do not expect any complications and nor should you but the following information is supplied in case of extra

ordinary circumstances.
PRE-BOOKED AIRPORT TO HOTEL TRANSFERS

If you have pre-arranged an arrival transfer, please look for the driver holding a G Adventures sign in the designated
meeting point area inside Terminal 2. If you have difficulty locating the meeting areq, please ask airport staff for

directions.

Please approach them, and ask them who they are supposed to be picking up (do not tell them your name, they should
have this information already). Once they give you the correct name, have your passport ready to show them and you

will be on your way!

If you are unable to locate your G Adventures airport representative, please call our local staff at +212 528 824898
(during office hours Mon-Fri) or +212 661429700 (after office hours or at any time if you are unable to get through to the

office) They will assist you in getting to the joining hotel.

If you have arrived at Casablanca airport, before calling please double-check with the airport staff which terminal you
have arrived at. (This may not be the terminal stated on your airline ticket, as Casablanca flight arrivals often
experience a change in arrival terminal). Please make your way to the Airport Information Desk in Terminal 1- a short

walk from the other terminals.

If you are not travelling with a telephone, please head to the airport Information booth who will be able to assist you in

the purchase of a phone card and direct you to a telephone.

If for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as scheduled, or your flight is delayed, please call the above

numbers to inform our staff so we can re-book your transfer.



Who should | contact in case of an emergency?

Should you need to contact us during a situation of dire need, it is best to first call either the G Adventures Local
Representative (if one is listed below) or our G Adventures Local Office. If for any reason you do not receive an immediate
answer, please leave a detailed message and contact information, so they may return your call and assist you as soon

as possible.

Your arrival transfer has been arranged based on flight information provided to us. If you are advised of a flight schedule
change or flight cancellation within 48 hours of your scheduled arrival time, please call the emergency contact number

to advise of your new arrival flight information. If you do not, we will not be able to rearrange your arrival transfer and you
will need to make your own way to the starting hotel at your own expense. If your arrival transfer does not arrive within 30

minutes after you have exited the arrivals area please take a taxi to your start point hotel.

What instructions should | follow at the finishing point?

We are able to organize extra accommodation post-trip should you require it, as well as departure transfer. Please

inquire at the time of booking.

If you'd like to book a departure transfer from Marrakech Hotel to Casablanca International Airport, please choose an

8am shuttle option for flights departing after 14:30, and a 13:30 shuttle option for flights departing after 19:30.

For departure to Marrakech International Airport: a taxi will cost spproximately MAD150. Ask the Hotel staff or your CEO

for help in arranging a taxi.

For departure to Casablanca: Take the train from Marrakech to Casablanca. The train service is comfortable and fast
(approx 3hrs 10 mins to Casablanca city centre and 4hrs 40 minutes to the airport). It is probably best to go to the
Marrakech station and buy your ticket the day before travel. Ask your CEO if you need any advice.

Please note that Casablanca Airport is directly served by train so if you are going to the airport make sure you buy
tickets to Casablanca Mohammed V Airport (approx MAD200 first class).

To give you sufficient time to catch your plane, please do not book a flight home which departs before 13:00 at the

absolute earliest

Take a petit taxi from the hotel to the Gare (train station) in Marrakech (approx MAD20, may be more with luggage.

What should | take on my trip?

You will be on the move a lot, so our advice is to pack as lightly as possible. We highly recommend using a backpack or
light sports bag, whichever you find easiest to carry, plus a small daypack. Luggage space on transport is limited. You
must be prepared to carry your own bags and be comfortable carrying them between transport and hotels (max. 15-20

mins walking), hopping on and off trains and public buses and up and down stairs.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

your own laundry so we suggest you bring non-polluting/biodegradable soap.



What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Please be aware that visa requirements vary by nationality; citizens of certain countries, such as South Africa, may be
subject to additional documentation requests. Since these official requirements are determined on a case-by-case
basis and can be unpredictable, we strongly recommend applying for your visa well in advance. Should the embassy or

consulate request further supporting documents, please contact us immediately for assistance.

Where can | read detailed notes about this trip?

Climate:

The climate in Morocco is Mediterranean along the coast, becoming more extreme towards the interior of the country.
The winter months are from October to March and are characterized by cold nights and pleasant days. Summer is from
April to September and starts off very pleasantly with moderate temperatures until mid-June when temperatures get
extremely hot, to return to more moderate heat in late September. Inland, the climate is very dry and high temperatures
predominate during the day for most of the year, except in the higher mountain areas. It rains generally only in short

bursts in the period from the beginning of November until March.

Electricity:

Morocco uses 220V, 50Hz and plugs are two prong rounded (as for Europe).

Languages:

Arabic is the official language of Morocco, spoken in the distinctive Moroccan dialect. Approximately 40% of the
population (mainly in rural areas) speak Amazigh in one of its three different dialects (Tarafit, Tashelhiyt and Tamazight).
French is Morocco's unofficial second language and is taught universally, serving as the country's primary language in
economics and commerce, as well as being widely used in education and government. Many Moroccans in the north of

the country speak Spanish and English is widely spoken in tourist areas.
Capital city: Rabat
Principal ethnic groups: 30% Arab, 60% Amazigh

Religion: Islam is the official state religion with almost the entire population being Sunni Muslim. 1% are Christian and

about 0.2% are Jewish.

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The local currency in Morocco is the Moroccan Dirham (MAD).

ATMs are very common in Morocco with Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely accepted debit cards. While
ATMs are commonly available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work - it is important

you check with your bank before departure and advisable to travel with more than one type of card.

Visa cards are the most widely accepted credit cards, but are generally only useful for larger/expensive purchases. You

should be aware when purchasing products or services on a credit card, that a fee usually applies.

The foreign currency most commonly accepted in Morocco is the Euro. You will be able to exchange Euros, as well as

GBP and USD at money exchange offices in major cities.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of cash (Euro/GBP or USD) and cards

is best.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

Usually included in your ticket, check with your air travel agent.



Should I be tipping on my trip?

Tipping is a way of life in Morocco. Locals themselves will usually tip anyone who provides them with services. In many

cases, people depend on the tips they receive to supplement the low salary and wages of Morocco.

While on tour in Morocco, it is customary and even expected to tip small service providers such as restaurant and bar
waiters, hotel staff, reception, cleaning personnel, bell boys, taxis and van drivers. Tips are regarded as an essential

means of supplementing income for those working in the tourism industry.

To make things as easy as possible and avoid embarrassing situations, G Adventures has developed a tipping kitty
system where your CEO will collect a contribution from everybody at the start of your tour and use this kitty to tip
anybody who has provided services to the group as a whole. On Day 1 of your tour, your CEO will be able to advise on the
amount required from everybody to form the tipping kitty for your trip. (this does not include your G Adventures CEO).
You can pay in USD or the equivalent local currency (preferably local currency MAD). The CEO will be able to advise you

on the exchange rate and the total required in either currency.

If at any time you feel that any service provider failed in maintaining or delivering good service, please bring it

immediately to the attention of your CEO so a deduction of tips can take place.

At the end of your trip if you felt that your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is also expected and
appreciated. The precise amount is entirely a personal preference, however $8-11 USD per person per day can be used

as a general guideline.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

There are no specific health requirements for this trip. However, you should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical
travel information before departure. We recommend that you carry a First Aid kit, hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes
as well as any personal medical requirements . Please be aware that we are in remote areas and away from medical

facilities for some time during this trip, and for legal reasons our leaders are prohibited from administering any type of

drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc.

When selecting your trip please carefully read the G Adventures brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope
with our style of travel. Please contact us at travel@gadventures.com should you require any clarification on what is
involved on your itinerary. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip without refund

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s). Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Like anywhere in the world, major cities have areas safer than others, use common sense, be aware of your surroundings

and mind your personal belongings.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.



Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommmend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
