On a morning drive, we'll cross the Continental Divide and travel into the vast caldera of the
Yellowstone supervolcano—a volcano capable of a massive eruptions, which Yellowstone has
experienced three times in just over two million years. View wisps of steam rising from geothermal
hotspots throughout the park—home to about half of the world’s geysers. Visit the Old Faithful Visitor
Education Center to begin a new junior ranger journey, and gather to watch the famed geyser erupt on
the clock. Stroll boardwalks winding between the bubbling and gurgling hot springs and geysers of the

Upper Geyser Basin.

Yellowstone National Park

Venture out in search of astonishing geological activity and amazing creatures in the Yellowstone
wilderness—established as the world’s first national park in 1872. Hike in the spectacular Grand Canyon
of Yellowstone and see the rushing river and falls; then in the lush Hayden Valley, marvel at the
bubbling Mud Volcano and the turbulent waters of the acidic Sulphur Caldron. Further your discoveries
at the Grizzly and Wolf Discovery Center where you will encounter bear habitats, gray wolves, river
otters, and have the opportunity to observe, understand and ultimately appreciate these magnificent
animals.You'll also have the chance to explore the historic town of Mammoth Hot Springs, home to
Yellowstone National Park headquarters; and stop at Roosevelt Lodge, once a tent camp for trappers
and explorers. Set out on safari through the sweeping Lamar Valley—known as the “Serengeti of North

America” for its high concentration of wildlife, including bison, elk, and elusive wolves and grizzly bears.

There is so much to see and do in Yellowstone National Park and the wildlife is a big part.
Based on animal sightings and park ranger feedback, we give our Expedition Leaders the
opportunity to adjust the order of highlights explored in the park. The activities above will be

delivered across day 5 and 6 of this tour.

might have during our 1.5 hour visit.

Make several stops throughout the day. Today the journey is the destination. Geysers, waterfalls,
wildlife, and scenic beauty are around every corner just waiting to be explored. In fact, Yellowstone
National Park is a super volcano with the world’s largest active geyser field, boasting more than 10,000
geysers. The Park is also home to more wild animals than almost anywhere else in the U.S., including
roaming bison, gray wolves, elk, black bears, and, of course, the famous grizzly bear. Spend the day

discovering the impressive natural phenomenons within the park.



Yellowstone National Park

Enjoy a final day exploring one of America’s most beloved national parks. Descend a wooden
boardwalk into the vast Norris Geyser Basin, dotted with colorful pools and steaming fumaroles and
peer into the spectacular rainbow-hued Grand Prismatic Spring, where thermophilic bacteria generate
incredible shades of yellow, blue, and red. Then stop by the Old Faithful Visitor Education Center for

lunch, where young travelers can claim a Yellowstone junior ranger badge.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

All parents/guardians are required to supervise their children at all times throughout the tour and may not leave their

child under the supervision of the Expedition Leaders, local guides, drivers, etc. Children are not to be left unattended.

Please note that on all Family Adventures one adult can only accompany up to two minors. If you have over two minors

planning on travelling then a second adult will be required to attend.

NON-RESIDENT NATIONAL PARK FEES

Standard entrance fees to the National Parks visited on this trip are included in your trip price. From January 2026
onward, the US National Park Service is introducing an additional 'US Non-Resident Fee' to enter National Parks
included in this trip. This fee is applicable to passengers who are not US residents. These fees range from USD 100 to
USD 250 per person. These fees need to be paid locally (USD cash) and are in addition to your trip payment. On Day 1,

your Expedition Leader will facilitate the processing of these fees for all travelers who are impacted.

TRAVEL DAYS
In order to cover the vast distance in North America to be able to visit several different parks and cities along our trip, we

will have a couple of long driving days.

WALKS AND HIKES - OPTIONAL
All walks and hikes proposed by our Expedition Leader will be easy to moderate level. You may choose to participate or
not, but exploring our national parks on foot is part of our way of travelling. It's a healthy way to discover North

America’s beauty and landscape.

LEGAL DRINKING AGE

Please note that the legal drinking age in the United States is 21. Many bars and clubs will ask for ID at the door, therefore
listening to live music in certain bars or spending a night out is not possible when you are under the legal age, even if you
don't plan on consuming alcohol. Drinking laws are strictly enforced and our Expedition Leaders are unable to help

those under age obtain alcohol of any kind.

While this should not stop those under legal drinking age from booking a tour, it is important to note that if a traveller is
under-age there are certain optional nighttime activities that they may not legally be able to participate in. When trying
to book the right trip, we recommend that travellers under legal drinking age take this into consideration when booking a

tour that visits several big cities.

ACCOMMODATION NOTE
Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

What are the meals like on this trip?

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

What transportation will we take on this trip?

For this trip we use two 15-seat vehicles with internal luggage storage for up to 14 people plus an Expedition Leader and
Driver.

These vans are durable vehicles that allow us to drive on most types of roads in North America.
With mandatory seat belts to keep us secure and safe. No standing is permitted in these vehicles.

This is not a physically demanding journey. There is air conditioning to cool things down on warm days to keep everyone
more comfortable. Travelling can be difficult, with long drives and limited space in the van. Please take note of the travel
times and distances in the above itinerary. Despite some of the long days, most travellers feel that the diversity of the

North American landscape, culture and wildlife are all well worth the experience!



Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Odd number adult travellers in your family will be paired in

twin accommodation with another adult traveller of the same sex for the duration of the trip.

What instructions should | follow at the finishing point?

Please note that your outgoing flight from Jackson Hole Airport (JAC) must depart no earlier than 14:00 (2pm) on Day 8.
The group will be brought to the start hotel in Jackson and from there you can set up transfers to the airport. Your
Expedition Leader will also be able to help you book the departure transfer on site. The approximate shuttle prices to/
from the airport are $S95 per transfer and can hold up to 4 people. Only permitted airport vehicles can do airport drop

offs. It will take at least 15 minutes to travel from your hotel drop-off point to the airport.

What should | take on my trip?

You will be on the move a lot, so our advice is to pack as lightly as possible. Your baggage should be clearly labelled and
restricted to one soft compact suitcase, sports bag, or backpack. A daypack is also essential for carrying everyday
items. Space is limited on transportation, so there is a limit of one main piece of luggage per person. Porters are not

often available, so be prepared to carry your own bags.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

Laundry facilities are offered by some of our hotels for a charge or ask your Expedition Leader where the closest
laundromat is. There will be times when you may want to or have to do your own laundry, so we suggest you bring non-

polluting/biodegradable soap.

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The United States currency is the US Dollar (USD).

Credit cards are accepted almost everywhere in the US and can be used to purchase small and large items. When
purchasing products or services with a foreign credit card in the USA, you may be charged additional fees by your credit

card company for foreign purchases.

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances but you must remember to bring your PIN number (be
aware that many ATM machines only accept 4-digit PINs). Both Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely
accepted debit cards. Both Visa and Master Cards are the most widely accepted credit cards. While ATMs are
commonly available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work check with your bank

before you travel. A visit to an ATM can be arranged on Day 1and other days of the trip.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of US Dollars as cash (preferably
smaller bills, 5's, 10's and 20's), and credit cards is best. Currency exchange is best obtained prior to travel or at the

airport, currency exchange is very difficult to find in the USA and most banks do not accommodate.
Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency’ fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Local tipping is included on this Family trip which covers local guides, drivers and gratuity for included meals. At the end
of your trip if you felt your two National Geographic Expedition Leaders did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated.
The amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline; per Expedition Leader, $10-15 USD per person, per

day can be used as a guide.

For non-included meals in restaurant, a guideline is 15-20% of cost of bill.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
Alock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
National Geographic Expedition Leader will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have
some free time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your Expedition
Leader will assist you with options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake
are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the
operators running them. Please use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the
cities visited on tour are generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at
night. It is our recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time
excursions. Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only
participating in water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the
fun and adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards),
have a balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our Expedition Leaders to make arrangements on your
behalf for water based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s). Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at

your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance your personal safety while traveling.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our Expedition Leaders have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs

are found in their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommmend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
