Unlike other trails, this trek doesn't descend into a valley; instead, it climbs to provide one of the most
breathtaking panoramic views of the entire EI Chaltén region. This trek takes you along one of the less-

traveled trails in the National Park, offering unparalleled panoramic views.

Loma del Pliegue Tumbado Guided Hike 9h 19km

Enjoy a full day of hiking in Los Glaciares National Park. Hike to the Loma del Pliegue Tumbado
viewpoint to fully appreciate the majestic Cerro Fitz Roy and Cerro Torre, the extensive Patagonian
steppe, and the impressive Lago Viedma. The Loma del Pliegue Tumbado is a chain of three round
rocky peaks at 1,340m (4,396 ft), 1,420m (4,659 ft), and 1,550m (5,085 ft). On its northern flank runs the
Fitz Roy River and on the south is the Tunel River. Continuing west, you reach the impressive Cerro

Solo.

Distance travelled: 18.8 km / 117 miles
Duration: 9 hours
Elevation gain: 1,132m (3,714 ft.)

Terrain: some portions of the trail can be quite steep with loose rocks, boulders, and soil.

This trail features a continuous ascent of approximately 1100 meters (3,610 feet), culminating at a
viewpoint around 1500 meters (4,920 feet) above sea level. Due to its elevation, lack of tree cover, and
full exposure to wind, a windproof jacket and warm clothing are essential. Even in mid-summer, light

snowfall is not uncommon.

Please take the following into account: The last 500 meters to the summit are very exposed to wind
and cold, and the terrain is somewhat unstable. However, this is the point that offers the true 360-

degree view. If we have an experienced group, they might discuss attempting the approach with the



guide.  would recommend marking the viewpoint sign as the arrival point, where the views are

absolutely panoramic and conditions are safe.

This trek offers views of these mountains from their south/southeast side, a unique perspective
compared to the typical east-side views. While most hikers head to Laguna Torre or Laguna de los Tres

for mountain vistas, the views from here are truly unforgettable.



EL Chaltén

Enjoy a full-day guided hike to Laguna de los Tres and if the weather cooperates, a clear view of the Fitz
Roy peaks. En route, take in the gradual changes in terrain from tree covered trails to exposed alpine

landscapes.

Laguna de los Tres is the most popular trek in El Chaltén and for good reason. On a clear day, the view
of Cerro Fitz Roy and the sparking teal lake below are spectacular. The gradual start to the trek
provides time to appreciate the stunning landscape and ease into the challenging trekking ahead.

Although the 400m (1,312 ft) incline to reach the lake is taxing, the reward is well worth the effort.

Los Glaciares National Park Guided Hike 10h 24km

Enjoy a full day of hiking in Los Glaciares National Park. See granite pinnacles spiraling upward from
the third largest ice field on earth. Hike to Laguna de los Tres to fully appreciate majestic Cerro Fitz

Roy/Chaltén (3441m/11,290 ft) - one of the most famous and popular viewpoints of the mountain.

Distance travelled: 24km/15 miles.
Duration: 10 hours.
Elevation gain: 1040m (3412 ft.)

Terrain: some portions of the trail can be quite steep with lose rocks, boulders, and soil.



El Chaltén/El Calafate

Explore one of El Chaltén's many trekking routes. Opt to explore the Laguna Torre trail to spot the
dramatic Cerro Torre, hike to Chorrillo del Salto Waterfall, or head up to the Condor Mirador to enjoy
great views of the town. Afterwards, head to the quaint little town of El Calafate, and opt for a hearty

dinner to refuel.

Cerro Torre Hike to El Chaltén El Chaltén 30USD 7h-8h 18km

Hike through the Cerro Torre Valley (Los Glaciares National Park; grade: easy to moderate) to Torre
Lake and Glacier for a close view, weather permitting, of the awesome spires that make up Cerro Torre
(3102m/10178 ft) and its neighbours. A treacherous cap of ice known to climbers as “the mushroom”

tops this slender needle of granite. Stop by the lake for some relaxation upon your return.

Chorrillo del Salto Hike 30USD 7km



Enjoy an easy hike to see a waterfall hidden in National Park Los Glaciares. Trek around native forest

alongside amazing views of de las Vueltas River.

Distance travelled: 7km

Time: 3 hours

Condor and Eagle Lookout El Chaltén 30USD 1h-2h 6km

Also known as Mirador de los Céndores y Mirador de las Aguilos. It's one of the shortest hiking options
in the area, enjoy a lighter hike to a viewpoint often overflown by condors with spectacular panoramic
views of the town and the mountains. Detour to another viewpoint to admire the Viedma lake and the

steppe.

Distance: 6km

Duration: 1-2 hrs



El Calafate

Travel to Perito Moreno Glacier for an included guided tour. Opt to take a boat ride on the lake to get a
different view of the stunning landscape and marvel at how large the glacier is up close. Explore the
different metallic walkways that will bring you directly to a spectacular view over the glacier and be

amazed by every angle.

Argentino Lake, discovered in 1873, is the southernmost of the four water sheets produced by the
Pleistocene Glaciation. With its fjords and fingers it covers 1505km? (935 mi?), and is considered one of

the most breathtaking lakes in the world.

The Perito Moreno Glacier is an imposing river of ice, 27km (1.7 mi) wide by 55m (180 ft) high, which

descends from the continental ice field to the Canal de los Tempanos.

Get out there and explore the natural wonder that is the Perito Moreno Glacier, one of the world’s few

(197 ft) wall of ice sporadically chokes off the narrow “Canal de los Tempanos” (Iceberg Channel)

creating a natural ice dam, which eventually explodes in a dynamic display of force.

Get a closer look at the sheer magnitude of the impressive Perito Moreno Glacier. Head out on the
glacial lake for spectacular views of the south wall.

riding in the Patagonian steppe.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Argentina is the Argentine Peso (ARS).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.
You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.
Please bear in mind that cost of living in Patagonia (Argentina/Chile) is much higher than the rest of South America.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

We recommend bringing USD in cash for the Argentinean portion of this tour as it is easier than using a credit card or

withdrawing ARS from an ATM. USD currency is accepted in travel agencies for booking optional activities.
We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are
faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations of 100 or 50 USD

equivalent.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

Most airlines include departure tax in the cost of the ticket. If this is not included then it should be mentioned in your

flight booking confirmation



Should I be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.
Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels.

There are several times during the trip where there is an opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Tips are in

cash, either in local currency or USD. Please find next the suggested tips for this trip:

Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).
Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Please note: You should be especially careful when wandering about the capital city on your own, particularly at night.
Tourists are easy prey for individual pickpockets or groups of two or more people, working as a team, on the streets. Pay
particular attention to anyone who “accidentally” spills anything on your clothes or belongings (mustard, etc.), then
apologizes and offers to help clean up. They will clean you out instead! Be safe and leave your passport, credit cards,
traveller's cheques and cash you won't be using immediately within the hotel's safety deposit box. Most Portenos are

honest and genuinely helpful and friendly, but be safe and enjoy the city!

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
