Lima/Tambopata

Fly to Puerto Maldonado and continue by motorized canoe to the comfortable, intimate, and exclusive
G Lodge Amazon. Enjoy guided excursions led by expert naturalists to spot wildlife at nearby oxbow

lakes, and treetop towers.

Fly from Lima to Puerto Maldonado, deep in the lowlands of the Amazon jungle. Travel by motorized
canoe to our lodge in the Tambopata rainforest area, which holds the world record for the most bird

sightings in one area.

Explore the jungle with local guides before flying to Cusco, located high in the Andes. Depending on
flight arrival times, enjoy either a boxed lunch aboard the boat or lunch upon arrival at the lodge.

Rubber boots are provided at the lodge.

The lodge itself combines native architectural style and materials with low-impact, eco-
friendly technology. Rooms are simple but comfortable, with mosquito netting for individual

beds, flush toilets, showers (no hot water), and kerosene lamps for lighting (no electricity).

Local community members make up the majority of lodge staff, including multilingual
naturalist guides. Take the opportunity to learn from them about the area’s rich flora and
fauna, and their extensive practical uses for medicinal plants and other forest plant resources

through traditional techniques for building, fishing, and hunting.

Day 5 Cusco/Aguas Calientes

Travel to Ollantaytambo making a stop along the way to the Caccaccollo and the Planeterra Women's
Weaving co-op. Here your family can meet the women who are part of the co-op and learn about
traditional weaving methods. Once in Ollantaytambo catch the train to Aguas Calientes. Settle in and

explore the town, taking time to look at the local handicrafts.

Transfer to Ollantaytambo, the town and fortress are strategically situated overlooking the beautiful
Urubamba River valley. This major ruin site is known as the best surviving example of Inca urban
planning and engineering. It is admired for its huge steep terraces guarding the Inca Fortress and for

being one of the few places where the Spanish lost a major battle during the conquest.

Take a scenic train to get to Aguas Calientes villages, passing by beautiful Urubamba Valley.

Visit the Ccaccaccollo community centre which G Adventures travellers' donations helped create in
2005, thereby enabling local women to sell traditional textiles to travellers. See local weaving and
dyeing techniques used to create garments and souvenirs, and learn how the Planeterra weaving co-
operative has impacted the community and those who visit it. This includes the purchase of alpacas to
provide a steady supply of wool, looms, and sewing machines as well as several training courses on

production, sales and small business management.

Climb aboard, take a seat, and enjoy the ride.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. MACHU PICCHU CIRCUITS

Machu Picchu regulations require all visitors to follow a pre-determined circuit within the site as a way to prevent
overcrowding. The circuit-specific entrance tickets are available on a first come, first served basis. At the time of
booking, you may select your preferred circuit, subject to availability. If no selection is made, we will book a circuit based
on availability at the time of booking. All circuits offer the opportunity to enjoy the beauty, history, and impressive
ingenuity of this ancient site. To note: Travellers completing the Inca Trail will enter Machu Picchu via the Sun Gate with a

2. MACHU PICCHU REGULATIONS

Current and correct passport details are required at time of confirmation. For more details please see the following
page.. Please also note that regulations have been implemented for all visitors to Machu Picchu which require that
different circuits be followed within the site as a way to relieve crowding. The new circuit-based entrance tickets are
available on a first come first serve basis. We will do all that is possible to get everyone traveling in a group on the same
route, but be aware that it is possible that members of the same group might be visiting Machu Picchu on a different
circuit and not be together during this visit. Rest assured that regardless of the circuit you will enjoy the beauty and

grandeur of the site.

3. Travelling with Children at Altitude.

When at altitude, children are no more susceptible to Acute Mountain Sickness (AMS) than adults. However, it is harder
to notice the affects of AMS in children as it can be harder for them to communicate the symptoms. Some of the
symptoms of AMS are similar to those of jet-lag, or a change in food. Make sure to keep an eye on your children's
behaviour while at altitude, and ensure that they continue to drink plenty of water, and take it easy for the first couple of

days you are at a high altitude.

4. Please note that on all Family Adventures one adult can only accompany up to two minors. If you have over two

minors planning on travelling then a second adult will be required to attend.

5. Please be aware that the usage of CPAP machines in not possible at the Tambopata Lodge.

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should | be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.
Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Recommmendations for tipping drivers and local guides
would range from $5-10 USD per day depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific

recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $S20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance

your personal safety while traveling.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
