Bike Miraflores and Barranco 35USD

Head out on a bike tour through Miraflores and Barranco visiting iconic districts in Lima along the way.
You will bike a total of 13km or about 8 miles on this particular tour. Take in the colourful atmosphere as

you pass by historic house in the Bajada de Banos district and visit the famous Puente de los Suspiros.



Full Day Lima Experience 150USD

Experience the highlights Lima along with its important eras in history such as, the Pre-Hispanic
Oracle of Pachacamac. Enjoy lunch at a local restaurant in the bohemian district of Barranco and visit

the colonial convent of San Francisco and its latest addition, the Magic Water Park.

Discover Lima’s cultural and culinary highlights on this half-day guided tour. Visit the Santo Domingo
Monastery, walk around Plaza de Armas, marvel at the Bodega y Quadra Museum, and get to know
some of Lima's lovely neighbourhoods. Stop to enjoy some authentic Peruvian tapas and be

introduced to Pisco Sours during a demonstration and tasting.

Huacas and Larco Museum by Night

Tour three different Huacas in the city which were built during pre-Inca times in the middle of Lima.

Then, visit the Larco Museum where you will enjoy a 3-course dinner in the restaurant there.

MALI & Peruvian Paso Horse with dinner

Visit Parque de la Exposicion, a historical park in the city and the Art Museum of Lima which exhibits
art developed from pre-Inca, Colonial and Present times. Then, visit a Hacienda where you will
experience a performance of typical, local dances and see the Marinera Dance with the horses while

you enjoy a buffet dinner.



Lima/Sacred Valley of the Inca

Take an early flight to Cusco, and transfer straight to the Sacred Valley upon arrival. Stop at Piuray
Lake for a lakeside lunch and opt to go paddleboarding or kayaking before continuing to the hotel for

the evening.

Visit a G Adventures-supported women’s weaving cooperative to observe traditional weaving and
dying techniques before continuing to the Pisac Market and browse the many handicraft stalls. Dig into
a farm-to-table lunch at the G Adventures-supported Parwa Community Restaurant in Huchuy
Qosco and enjoy a free afternoon to relax at the hotel or take an optional visit to the Inca ruins of

Moray and the salt pans of Maras.

Visit the Ccaccaccollo community centre which G Adventures travellers' donations helped create in
2005, thereby enabling local women to sell traditional textiles to travellers. See local weaving and
dyeing techniques used to create garments and souvenirs, and learn how the Planeterra weaving co-
operative has impacted the community and those who visit it. This includes the purchase of alpacas to
provide a steady supply of wool, looms, and sewing machines as well as several training courses on

production, sales and small business management.
ACTIVITY

Contribute to sustainable tourism in Huchuy Qosqo, a small village of 65 families in the Sacred Valley,
by eating at the Parwa Community Restaurant. Learn how the resident-run restaurant was kickstarted
by G Adventures and the Multilateral Investment Fund, to become a successful farm-to-table program

that boosts the local economy and several spin-off microenterprises.

Optional Activities - Day 3

Moray and Maras Salt Mines Excursion 84USD



Tour these unique Inca ruins consisting of circular terraces and a sophisticated irrigation system. Learn
about the history of this fascinating site - speculation has it that it was an Inca agriculture experiment
station. Visit the impressive Maras Salt Mines, after Moray. See thousands of individual ancient salt

pools spilling over a hillside. Learn about the different varieties of salt, and try the renowned pink salt,

famous worldwide.



Day 4 Sacred Valley of the Inca/Aguas Calientes

Take a guided tour of the Ollantaytambo archaeological site before boarding a scenic train through
the Urubamba Valley to Aguas Calientes, at the foot of Machu Picchu. Enjoy a free afternoon for

optional excursions, including a visit to a butterfly farm or to the nearby hot springs.

The town has several amenities, but is also geographically remote meaning services are
sometimes more basic than one would assume. As the only option for travellers visiting
Machu Picchu, the development of infrastructure has happened quite quickly, much without
proper planning, and the focus on providing quality service may not be up to the standards

experienced in other parts of the country.

Train Ollantaytambo - Aguas Calientes 1h30m

Ollantaytambo Ruins Guided Tour

Tour the town and fortress of Ollantaytambo with a local guide. Take a step back in time at this Inca
archaeological site; it still shows signs of its former glory, including agricultural terraces, a Temple Hill,
and storehouses. Learn how the areq, overlooking the Urubamba River Valley, was an important

stronghold during warfare between the Spanish and Incas.

Enjoy free time to explore Aguas Calientes, opt to visit the hot springs for which the town was named or

a nearby waterfall.

Optional Activities - Day 4

Mandor Waterfall Hike 20PEN

Head out on a nature walk to Mandor Waterfall. See how many different types of butterflies you can

spot along the way. Enjoy the waterfall set in lush green jungle before returning to Aguas Calientes.

Hot Springs Visit Aguas Calientes 6USD

Soak your sore muscles in the local hot springs for which the town, Aguas Calientes, was originally

named.



Day 5 Machu Picchu

Start early and head up to Machu Picchu for a guided tour of the ruins. In the afternoon, return by train

to Ollantaytambo and transfer to Cusco.

Learn about the history
and gain insights into this massive mountaintop citadel while wandering through ancient dwellings,
stone temples and along sculpted terraces. Feel the energy of this 15th-century site, now both a
UNESCO World Heritage site and voted one of the new Seven Wonders of the World in a worldwide

internet poll.

Train Aguas Calientes - Ollantaytambo 1h30m-1h45m 31km

Climb aboard, take a seat, and enjoy the ride.



Take a walking tour of Cusco, visiting through the San Pedro Market and the Machu Picchu Museum.
In the evening head to the Cusco Planetarium to learn about the importance of astronomy to the

ancient Inca and gaze at night sky through high-powered telescopes (weather permitting).

Cusco City Tour

Set off on foot to explore the Plaza de Armas (main square) and discover the vast history of this Incan
city. Take in the sights while learning about the Spanish conquest, archaeology, and other historical
facts about Cusco. Finally, wander the food and shop stalls in San Pedro Market where all of your
senses will come to life. Pick up some souvenirs, from magnets to Pachamama dolls, and try local
street fares like salchipapas (fried sausages and potatoes), or empanadas at this authentically

Peruvian market.

Machu Picchu Museum Visit

Get an in-depth look at Inca history and learn more about Hiram Bingham, the American
archaeologist and explorer that discovered Machu Picchu. The museum holds the largest collection of
Inca artifacts excavated from Machu Picchu. Your guide will point out items of interest so you walk

away feeling like an explorer yourself.

Free Time

Enjoy free time to explore opt to visit museums, participate in a chocolate workshop, or people watch

in a café on the main square.
Cusco Planetarium Cusco

Look to the night sky for a different view of the city. Explore the Cusco Planetarium surrounded by the
serene nature of the Llaullipata Ecological Reserve. Enjoy a presentation on the southern sky;,
contemporary astronomy, and the ancient Incas’ relationship with the cosmos. Check out the on-site

museum and use the telescopes to admire the stars (weather-permitting).

Optional Activities - Day 6

Chocolate Making Workshop

Get familiar with cacao, learn how it grows, how it’'s harvested, how it gets made into chocolate, and its
importance to the Inca. After, make your own chocolates to take home with you and enjoy a delicious

souvenir.

Cusco city tour with Sacsaywayman 81USD



Head out to the Sacsayhuamdn Ruins to explore this fascinating site. As with many ancient sites, while
the origin is uncertain, most believe these ruins were an important military or ceremonial site during

the time of the Inco.



Day 7 Cusco/Tambopata National Reserve

Catch a morning flight to Puerto Maldonado, then continue by motorized canoe to the G Lodge
Amazon. Have lunch on board the boat and keep an eye out for wildlife and birds along the way. In the
afternoon take an afternoon excursion with the expert naturalist guide to search for wildlife and to

learn about the jungle.

En route, spot bird species typical of the local river and forest edge. The Tambopata Rainforest area

holds the world record for the most bird sightings in one area.

Local community members make up the majority of lodge staff, including multilingual naturalist
guides. Take the opportunity to learn about the area’s rich flora and fauna and locals' extensive use of

medicinal plants and other forest plant resources.

The lodge itself combines local architectural style and materials with low-impact, eco-friendly
technology. Rooms are simple but comfortable, with mosquito netting for individual beds, flush toilets,

and showers (with solar-heated hot water). Please bring a small battery powered lantern or flashlight.

After a brief stop in town to store large luggage, drive to the pier and travel by covered
motorized boat to the jungle lodge. Be prepared to protect yourself from the sun and bugs
before you get on the boat. It's quite pleasant with the covered roof and breeze, but you can

still get sunburned. It's recommended to wear light long sleeves and trousers on the boat.

Wildlife-spotting Night Walk

Keep an eye out for snakes, tarantulas, owls, and poison dart frogs, just to name a few.



Tambopata National Reserve

Enjoy guided excursions led by an expert naturalist in search of wildlife like monkeys, otters and birds
at a nearby oxbow lake and along the jungle trails. Spend some time relaxing in a hammock or
enjoying the local swimming hole, then go on a caiman-spotting cruise by motorized canoe after

dinner.

Activities in the rainforest are completely weather dependent and can change based on local

conditions. Your CEO and local guide will review the daily schedule with you.

are truly spectacular at spotting these elusive smaller cousins of alligators hiding on the muddy banks.

Jungle Excursions

Enjoy visits to oxbow lakes to learn about the jungle and its inhabitants. Be introduced to the area’s
rich flora and fauna by expert naturalist guides, who can teach extensive uses for medicinal and other
forest plant resources through traditional techniques. Be prepared to go early morning or evening to
avoid the heat of midday. Enjoy a leisurely pace - the trip requires some walking, but nothing too

strenuous.



Tambopata National Reserve/Lima

Board a motorized canoe after breakfast at the lodge and return upriver to Puerto Maldonado. Fly to
Lima and check in to the hotel. Enjoy a farewell dinner in the evening with the group to celebrate the

adventure.

2. MACHU PICCHU REGULATIONS

Current and correct passport details are required at time of confirmation. For more details please see the following
page.. Please also note that regulations have been implemented for all visitors to Machu Picchu which require that
different circuits be followed within the site as a way to relieve crowding. The new circuit-based entrance tickets are
available on a first come first serve basis. We will do all that is possible to get everyone traveling in a group on the same
route, but be aware that it is possible that members of the same group might be visiting Machu Picchu on a different
circuit and not be together during this visit. Rest assured that regardless of the circuit you will enjoy the beauty and

grandeur of the site.

3. INTERNATIONAL TICKET NUMBER

All travellers are required to pay the tax on domestic flights in Peru. Foreign travellers are exempt form this, and proving
you are indeed a foreign traveller can be done by providing us with your international ticket number (ITN). Travellers who
do not submit international ticket numbers at least 30 days prior to Day 1 of their tour will be required to pay the

domestic tax on all included flights.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Peru is the Nuevo Sol (PEN).

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.
You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.
We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are
faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent).

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

Please note your Adventure travels to high altitude. This is medically defined as anything over 8,000 feet (2,440 meters).
Most people can travel to 8,000 feet with minimal effects. However, everyone reacts to altitude differently and altitude
sickness can on set with some people irrespective of fitness and age. For details on how to best prepare and what to do

in the unlikely event you are effected on your Adventure, please consult your physician.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommmend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items.

Alock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Care should be taken when wandering around on your own in central Lima, as some areas can be dangerous and

pickpockets are daring.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommmend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
