Day 1  Lisbon: Welcome to Portugal 

Speckled with charming and picturesque villages, Portugal will enchant you as you move from coast to

mountains. Dream of village-to-village hikes and delicious food as you head off into the countryside

toward the Spanish border in the coming days. We welcome you to Lisbon, and to Portugal, where we

invite you to savour the sights, sounds and flavours of the adventure before you.

Arrive in Portugal before 1:00 pm and meet your included arrival transfer at the airport. Join your CEO

and group at the hotel for a welcome meeting before heading out for an unforgettable food and wine

tour through the city.

Day 2  Lisbon: Cabo da Roca Hike 

Sand-coloured cliffs dive to meet the vibrant contrast of the ocean blue with statue-like stone stacks

that jut out of the sea, while waves crash along their sides. These are your views along your

breathtaking morning hike. But the spectacle doesn't end there. We head east to Sintra-Cascais

Natural Park, where you can smell the flowers and explore the amazing garden of Palácio Monserrate.

After a beautiful day, the night is yours to explore the city of Lisbon.

In the morning, depart for Cabo da Roca, the point known for where the land ends and the sea begins.

And so begins your hike along the coastal cliffs, passing immaculate views like Pedra de Alvidrar and

Buraco do Fojo towards Praia de Adraga. After a rewarding hike, take a tour of Palacio Monserrate in

Sintra then set off for an evening at leisure in Lisbon.

Hike Cabo da Roca to Praia da Adraga  Cabo da Roca – Praia da Adraga  2h30m  4km   

This route covers the cliffs on the coastal area, passing by spectacular viewpoints such as Pedra de

Alvidrar and Buraco do Fojo, on the southern slope of Praia da Adraga. Starts at Cabo da Roca and

continues along the coast to the beautiful Praia da Adraga, known for its stone arch and caves. The

route to Adraga follows mainly footpaths and requires suitable footwear and some physical

preparation, as the second and third kilometers are quite technical with steep climbs.

Elevation Gain: 450 meters

Cabo da Roca Visit  Lisbon  30m   

Photo stop where “a terra se acaba e o mar começa…” which means “Where the land ends and the sea

begins”. It's the westernmost point of continental Portugal, as well as of continental Europe. Enjoy a

panoramic view over the Serra de Sintra. Historical records indicate that there was a fort on Cabo da

Roca in the 17th century that played an important part in guarding the entrance to Lisbon’s harbour,

forming a defensive line along the coast, especially during the Peninsular Wars.

Palácio Monserrate  Lisbon – Sintra  1h   



Altogether, there are more than 2500 plant species in the gardens. Particularly worth a mention inside

the palace are the Music Room and the luxurious reception rooms, such as the Indian living-room, the

dining-room and the library, all of which are to be found on the ground floor.

Day 3  Medelim: Portugal's Countryside 

Bid farewell to Lisbon as you head into the picturesque Portuguese countryside. Get your bearings in a

small town before setting off on a pleasant hike that will take you on a winding trail near the Spanish

border.

After breakfast, drive toward the border of Spain to Salvaterra do Extremo with a stop at a nice, local

restaurant on the way for lunch. We'll start with a tour of the historical town before we head out on our

hike. After the hike, drive to the town of Medelim for the night.

Keep an eye out for colonies of vultures for which the trail gets its name.

Elevation Gain: 250 meters

Private Vehicle  Penha Garcia – Medelim  30m  17km   

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Day 4  Medelim: Historic Village Hikes 

Travel back in time over 1000 years to an era of castles, legends and traditions. Deemed one of

Portugal's 12 Historic Villages, Idanha-a-Velha will connect you to a time of conquerors as you traverse

the paths through historic stone walls and castles. On the hike to Monsanto, hear the tales of this

region's fascinating history under fig and olive trees. Just up the road, the natural pools and a small

waterfall at Penha Garcia offer the perfect place to conclude today's adventure.

After breakfast, drive to the start of the hike at Idanha-a-Velha, one of the great historic villages of

Portugal. Hike just part of the enormous trail that goes from Gibraltar to the Pyrenees mountains. After

lunch, go see the natural pools of Penha Garcia before you head back for a dinner with your group.

Idanha-a-Velha Visit  Idanha-a-Velha  1h   

Nestled between the Pônsul River and three gentle hills, we find the modest Idanha-a-Velha, a town

originally settled by the Romans. Beneath its humble urban fabric lie the ruins of a city with a rich

history.

Idanha-a-Velha to Monsanto Hike  Idanha-a-Velha – Monsanto  3h  10km   

This fascinating trail will take you through the history of Portugal. The trail from Idahna-a-Vehla to

Monsanto is part of the GR7 E12 route from Gibraltar to the Pyrenees Mountains. The entire 1,000km

trail passes through Portugal, Spain, and France. The trail ascends at a gentle grade as it passes

through varied terrain. Start your journey towards Monsanto, where along the way you will see orange,

fig, lemon, olive, peach and plum trees. The foot path lined by stone walls near town promptly changes

to a dirt path through hills of scrub that end at an asphalt road providing a view of the Monsanto castle

in the distance. 

Elevation Gain: 460 meters

Penha Garcia Visit  Penha Garcia  30m  1km   

The natural pool is surrounded by a beautiful landscape, where a small waterfall stands out and offers

beautiful panoramic views of the surrounding hills.



Day 5  Manteigas: Hike to a Castle in the Sky 

The enchanting Sortelha Castle stands on a crag at an altitude of 760 meters. It looms over the most

mysterious of all the historic villages, where you will soon lose yourself in a maze of alleys and lanes as

you hike up to the lofty castle. It is a place where time seems to have stood still. The wind whistles round

the corners and hardly anyone passes by. This sentiment lingers when you arrive to the town of

Belmonte after your hike in Sortelha.

On today's stunning hike, join your guide and wander along the historic stone path from Casteleiros to

Sortelha. Visit the beautiful castle before heading to the grandiose town of Belmonte. In the evening,

check into your OMG Stay.

Surmounted by a castle built on a formidable crag at an altitude of 760 metres, Sortelha still retains its

Casteleiros to Sortelha Hike  Casteleiros – Sortelha  2h30m  5km   

Famous for historic villages, this hike takes place on a medieval road connecting Casteleiro and

Sortelha, surrounded by ancient olive groves.



Day 6  Amarante: Explore Serra da Estrela National Park 

In Serra da Estrela, the highest mountain range in continental Portugal, rolling hills are interrupted by

giant slabs of granite that protrude out of the ground. Pause to admire the beauty of this stark

environment as you cross Corgo da Mós before the hike leads you to the beautiful Vale do Rossim

Lagoon. In the afternoon, transfer north to Amarante.

Hike through the Serra da Estrela National Park to the Lagoon of Vale do Rossim. Return for a delicious

lunch before heading to Amarante for the night.

lush green, rolling hills, and striking rock formations scattered across the landscape. Witness the two

granite peaks, Serra da Estrela, the namesake of the National Park, and Fragões das Penhas

Douradas, which hosts your OMG Stay at its peak. The hike will lead to the dazzling lagoon of Vale do

Rossim.



Day 7  Amarante: Douro Valley Walk Along the Vineyards 

A tapestry of vineyards unfolds as you traverse Douro wine country, Portugal's most esteemed wine

region. With the perfect blend of nature and culture, crossing this picturesque countryside proves

worthy of more than just wine tasting as you hike along a valley trail along the river. Soak in the

incredible views as you sample some of the specialties of the land.

After breakfast, walk along the valley of the Douro wine region before arriving to a world class vineyard

for a 3 course meal with wine pairings. Then head to Casa de Mateus for a tour of the palace and

museum before enjoying a free evening.

Rosé or white wine from Lavradores de Feitoria.



Day 8  Amarante: Hike to Casal de Loivos 

Mesmerizing mazes of vineyards scale the sides of the Pinhão hills. You will weave through historic

village streets, beautiful buildings and up through paths draped with green grape vines. This hike allows

for an endless panoramic riverscape and gorgeous views of the Douro River.

Spend another day in the Douro wine region with a longer hike through the hills and town of Pinhão. In

the afternoon, return to Amarante and enjoy the rest of the day at leisure.

What is the group leader like?

This G Adventures group trip is accompanied by one of our Chief Experience Officers (CEOs). The aim of the CEO is to

take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible. They will provide information on the places

you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating venues and

introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad

general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also

use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting - we think

it's the best of both worlds.

It is important to note that in Europe, all guiding is based around local guides all of whom are licensed to work only in a

particular city. As such, our leaders are able to provide orientation walks which will show you the layout of each town and

city as well as the location of local services such as post offices and laundromats, but are unable to legally share

historical facts and figures in public places.

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start and finish

hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators,

air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and

in excellent central locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe,

simple accommodation in convenient locations.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning is not

routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a standing or desk fan for

your room on hot nights.

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses

and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in Portugal is the Euro. 

It is recommended to bring a combination of cash, credit and debit cards.

Should I be tipping on my trip?

On the Geluxe Collection tours, tipping is included for all included activities and meals. Tipping is not included for the

CEO or Porterage. Should you want some basic guidelines on tipping for the activities you do on your own, please see

below. At the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $10-15 USD per person, per day can be used.

For meals and activities not included in your itinerary, it is appropriate in Europe to tip 10%. Though not compulsory,

tipping is expected. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will

take care of you during your travels and shows an expression of satisfaction.

Please

be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are

prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip

please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the

Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller

from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while

travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.

A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your

Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free

time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with

options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,

and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please

use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are

generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance

your personal safety while traveling.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is

completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
