Delhi/Mandawa

After an early breakfast, drive to the desert town of Mandawa in the Shekhawati region. Established as
a trading hub along ancient caravan routes, Mandawa is dotted with havelis - traditional houses which
often featured lavish courtyards - that once belonged to traders who made their fortunes here. This

afternoon, head out on walking tour to view the beautifully frescoed havelis and the old town.

Mandawa Old Town Walking Tour

Set out on a walking tour of Mandawa, known today as Rajasthan's "open air art gallery". Admire the
beautifully frescoed havelis, or traditional townhouses, which once housed wealthy traders and their

families. Soak in the sights of a vibrant city on the crossroads of ancient caravan routes.

Private Vehicle Delhi - Mandawa 6h 240km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Day 3 Mandawa/Jodhpur

Settle in for the morning drive to Jodhpur, the blue city. In the afternoon we take a short climb to the top
of a hill on the outskirts of the city to reach the Mehrangarh Fort, one of the largest forts in India. Later,

wander around Old City with its clock tower and Sadar Bazaar, one of the oldest markets in India.

Opt to head further afield and visit a Bishnoi tribal village.

Private Vehicle Mandawa - Jodhpur 6h30m 331km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Mehrangarh Fort Visit

Visit this breathtakingly beautiful fort located at the top of a cliff, which offers a stunning view of the
Blue City of Jodhpur below. Learn about the many battles fought there and get a sense of what it was

like to be Rajasthani royalty by visiting its well-stocked museum.

Sadar Bazaar 1h

Wander through the market of Sadar Bazaar and pick up some of the wonderful handicrafts and
gorgeous antiques Jodhpur is famous for. Glass bangles, cutlery, carpets, and products made of

marble are some of the most popular items you can find here.



Jodhpur/Udaipur

Travel on to Udaipur and take an orientation walk, including a visit to Lake Pichola. In the evening,

attend a Rajasthani cultural show at the Bagore-ki-Haveli Folk Museum on Gangaur Ghat.

Uddaipur Orientation Walk

Go on a guided orientation walk and get to know local markets and key places.

Bagore-ki-Haveli Cultural Show

A haveliis a private mansion and this particular one has been converted into a folk museum,
displaying costumes and modern art. The palace, with over 100 rooms, is on the waterfront at the

Gangaur Ghat. Enjoy a cultural show here and learn more about the local customs.

Private Vehicle Jodhpur - Udaipur 6h-7h 250km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Udaipur

Visit Rajasthan's largest palace and Jagdish temple before enjoying free time to explore. You could
journey out to the hilltop Monsoon Palace, the summer resort of the Maharajas. Sitting atop a hill with

a panoramic view of the city’s lakes, it a great place to watch the sunset.

Discover the early morning serenity of the city by pre-booking the Udaipur Sunrise Cycle tour extra, or

opt to sharpen your culinary skills by pre-booking the Udaipur Cooking School extra.

City Palace Visit 1h-2h

Visit Rajasthan's largest palace to get a sense of how royalty lived. Take in the view from one of its

many intricately-decorated balconies, with one side facing the stunning Lake Palace.

Don't waste a minute—get out and explore.

Jagdish Temple Visit

Visit the intricately-carved Jagdish Temple, which pays homage to Vishnu, the Hindu god of

preservation. Make sure to take a peek at the black stoned image of Vishnu that's housed inside the

shrine.

Optional Activities - Day 5

Monsoon Palace Visit 505INR

Hop in an auto rickshaw and head outside of Udaipur to the stunning Monsoon Palace, perched high
above town. Enjoy sweeping views of the city and surrounding lakes and countryside. Consider visiting

at sunset for an unforgettable view.

Udaipur Sunrise Cycle Tour 3h-3h30m 20km

Discover the early morning serenity of Udaipur with a ride along the city's picturesque lakes as the sun
rises. Embark in the village of Kalarohu, travelling towards Fateh Sagar Lake to observe the lake's three
islands as the birds flock to the tranquil waters. Cycle past agricultural workers in action in the lush

farming communities of Badi and Hawala before making a loop around the hilltop palatial residence,



Monsoon Palace. Travel on through more villages to reach Tiger Lake, this morning's setting for a picnic
breakfast. The tour offers ample opportunities for photographs and to learn more about Indian history

so don't forget your camera! The journey concludes with a downhill ride towards our finishing point.

Udaipur Cooking School 2h-3h

This your chance to learn from the locals how to make authentic Rajasthani dishes. Start the class
with a warming cup of masala chai as your hosts introduce you to the range of ingredients and spices
that will formulate your lunch menu. Watch as they demonstrate how to make rice, curries, and
chapatis or opt to get hands-on and join them in cooking up these tasty dishes. Tuck in and enjoy your

creations for lunch.

Udaipur/Jojawar

Journey to rural Jojawar and take an orientation walk of the village. Undiscovered by most travellers,
explore this small village on foot and gain insight into life in rural India. Join an impromptu game of

cricket with the local people or travel by vintage car or train safari through the surrounding hills.

Ride a camel out into the desert to watch the sunset over the sand dunes, just like the locals do.



Pushkar

Enjoy the sunrise from Savitri Temple, which overlooks all of Pushkar and the surrounding landscape.

Spend the rest of the day freely exploring the ghats and holy city at leisure.

Climb a hilltop to get to this temple honouring Savitri, the wife of the Hindu god, Brahma. Witness a

Free Time

Take free time this afternoon and discover why Jaipur is called the Pink City of India.

Movie at Raj Mandir 200-400INR

Visit this spectacular cinema and watch a song-and-dance Bollywood film.



Stop for a photo opportunity at Hawa Mahal (Palace of the Winds) before continuing to Amber Fort,
UNESCO World Heritage Site clinging to the surrounding hills on Maota Lake. Afterward, opt to visit the

Anokhi Museum, established to ensure the ancient traditions of hand block printing are maintained.

With free time, opt to head out to the nearby village of Sanganer to see blue pottery, handmade paper,
or more hand block printing. Choose to visit the Jantar Mantar, an observatory built in the 1700s, or sip

a cocktail in one of the luxuriously converted palaces.

Explore this magnificent fort overlooking an artificial lake, famous for its unique mixture of Hindu and
Muslim architecture.

Wander through the halls, courtyards, and palaces inside and admire the intricate details.

Is there a travel disclaimer for my itinerary | should review
before booking this trip?

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

CULTURE

India is a country which is very different to anything you will have experienced before. Although this means it is not the
easiest place to travel, this is also what makes it so special. Pollution, poverty and the crowds can result in initial culture
shock but should be seen as an exciting new challenge. During our time here we have come to love this large and

wonderfully different country but we know that we should always expect to encounter some difficulties along the way.

In India there are very different attitudes to time keeping, public cleanliness, privacy and service. Trains will sometimes be
late, plumbing can sometimes be temperamental and power will often just vanish. Optimistic menus turn out to have
only one dish available and everyone, just everyone, will want to know your name. If you are able to travel with a lot of
patience and a healthy sense of humour, then we know that you - like all of us - will be captivated by what India has to

offer.

What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our Chief Experience Officers (CEO). The aim of the CEQ is to
take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible. They will provide information on the places
you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating venues and
introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad
general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also
use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting - we think

it's the best of both worlds.

How large will the group be?

What meals are included in this trip?

3 breakfasts, 3 dinners

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of travelling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is
available out in the world. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to
give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting
flexibility, though generally food is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of
dishes and enjoy each other's company. There is no obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest
favourite restaurants during your trip. Vegetarians will be able to find a huge range of different foods - India is vegetarian

heaven. For all trips please refer to the meals included and budget information for included meals and meal budgets.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Train, metro, private vehicle, cycle-rickshaw, auto-rickshaw, camel.



What transportation will we take on this trip?

Traveling by road in India is certainly not what people are use to in Western countries. Rules are not always followed,
drivers appear to speed, do not stay in their lanes, overtake in seemingly dangerous situations, rarely use their mirrors or
driving lights at night time. The horn however is used very frequently and can range from the latest Bollywood tune to
Britney Spears! In India, although the government is investing large sums of money improving the road infrastructure,
there is a lot more to be done. As a result, some of the roads are poorly maintained, pot holed and uneven. This gets
even more pronounced particularly during and after the monsoon. Travel time covering relatively short distances is very

long in comparison to Western countries.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

All local flights are included in the cost of your tour unless otherwise noted. It is important that we have your passport
information at the time of booking in order to process these tickets. Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.

Please Note: Only 1 piece of luggage that weighs up to 15kgs will be permitted on our internal flights in India. For any

extra weight the airline may charge an additional fee at the time of check-in.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

A variety of styles of hotels/guest houses are used in India. These can vary in terms of service, efficiency and cleanliness.
In many instances they might not be like what you are used to back home. Power cuts can be and are a regular
occurrence in many places, especially throughout North and Central India. Although a number of hotels have
generators there may be times when these won't work. It is also recommended when you are in your room to lock the

door, as staff will sometimes enter without reason.



What is the joining hotel?

travel agent.

What are the joining instructions?

Your arrival transfer will be provided by our G Adventures-supported project Women With Wheels. This program
provides safe and reliable transport for travellers, while providing a dignified livelihood for a local woman from a resource
poor community. You will be greeted by a trained driver from the project with a G Adventures sign with your name on it.
Please check carefully once you exit the baggage hall as there will be hundreds of people waiting outside in the arrival
area. If you have any questions, please feel free to call our transfer representatives in Delhi. Our airport representatives

Be aware also, of touts at the airports, even at hotel-reservation counters. They may try to trick you into booking a hotel

room by claiming that your prior reservation is invalid. Ignore them.

Please note that Day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned for that day other then your welcome
meeting in the evening, so you can arrive at any time. Similarly the last day is a departure day during which no activities

have been planned.

Your CEO will organize a short meeting soon after arrival, during which you will meet other tour participants and receive
information about general and specific aspects of the trip. A welcome note will be left for you in the hotel so you have all
the necessary information regarding the meeting time. If you arrive late, s/he will leave you a message detailing what

time and where you should meet the next morning.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

Are there any additional packing suggestions | should consider?

What you need to bring depends on the trip you have chosen and the countries or regions you are planning to visit. We
suggest that you pack as lightly as possible as your are expected to carry your own luggage. As a rule we try not to have
to walk more than 15-20 mintues with your bags which is why we recommend keeping the weight of your bags between
10-15kg/22-30Ib. Suitcases are not recommended for G Adventures trips! Most travellers carry a backpack or rolling bag
of small to medium size (no XXL ones please!) as they need to fit under the beds when travelling on sleeper trains. You
will also need a day pack/bag to carry water, cameras and other electronics like ipods and mobile phones. If your trip
involves overnights in homestays, villages or camping then you usually have the opportunity to rent sleeping bags if

need be instead of bringing them with you.

Where can | read detailed notes about this trip?

In India English is widely spoken and transportation and infrastructure is good, but please remember that this is India -
expect the unexpected! If you are able to bring with you a lot of patience, a great sense of humour and a willingness to

try and interact with the local people, your travel experience wil be greatly enhanced.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

cities. Major credit cards are accepted in most shops but they may charge a 2-4% transaction fee.

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

All departure taxes should be included in your international flight ticket.

Should | be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping
is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you
on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care
of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or
drivers we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group.
Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from USD1-2 per person per day depending on the
quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.
Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference; however as a guideline USD20-30 per person, per week can be used.

Please
be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to
stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug
name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure
and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the Physical and Culture Shock
ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip
without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

How should | dress to respect local customs during the tour?

In Asia the dress standard is more conservative than it is back home. When packing try to pick loose, lightweight, long
clothing that will keep you cool in the usually hot and humid climate of Asian summers. In predominately Buddhist,
Hindu and Muslim countries we ask that you dress respectfully and avoid very short shorts/skirts and singlets/tanktops
when visiting small rural communities or visiting temples or mosques or other holy sites as this may restrict your entry.
In northern India between middle of December to end of February, night time temperatures can be low, so bring a set of

warmer clothes. Thermal underclothes, being small and light, can be very useful.
