This evening between 6-7:30, travel with your CEO via metro to the Sambodrome. You will watch the
parade from reserved seating. After the show, return to your accommodation by metro accompanied
by your CEO.

Samba schools are associations of people from the same neighbourhood or community (favela) who
get together on a regular basis for samba meetings and rehearsals. Samba schools provide valuable
jobs to the community in the production of costumes and floats. Each year, schools choose a different
theme and may take to the parade from 3,000 to 5,000 members, and 6 to 8 floats. They have to make
it through the runway in a period from 60-80 minutes, which means each member will spend only

about 25-30 minutes inside the Sambodrome.

Is there a travel disclaimer for my itinerary | should review
before booking this trip?

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the
itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know
exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The
Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by
no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered. Aboard expedition trips visits to research stations

depend on final permission.

Additionally, any travel times listed are approximations only and subject to vary due to local circumstances.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

Costumes are a big part of Carnival in Rio, and we have found it is more fun to participate in the craziness. We suggest
all of our travellers bring something purple for their own costume to wear to the Sambodrome. A purple wig, a funny hat,
something silly. We also suggest bringing other bits and pieces for funny costumes, but remember -- it gets very hot in

Rio, so take that into consideration when choosing what you bring.

What is the group leader like?

All G Adventures group trips are accompanied by one of our group leaders, a G Adventures representative, or an
expedition team. The aim of the group leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip
possible. They will provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and
see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the
traditional sense you can expect them to have a broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including
historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will
add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting- we think it's the best of both worlds. For our shipboard expeditions
and voyages we have a highly experienced shipboard staff and crew, including level lll guides in the Galapagos, and an
expedition team aboard the M/V Explorer. On truck trips in Africa you will be accompanied by a G Adventures leader, a

driver and a cook, who are a wealth of knowledge on the regions you will be visiting.



How large will the group be?

The G staff to traveller ratio of a small group, but it's a party, so the more the merrier! G party with around 100+ like-

minded G travellers.

What meals are included in this trip?

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is
available out in the world. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating options, to
give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting
flexibility, though generally food is cheap. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of
dishes and enjoy each other's company. There is ho obligation to do this though. Your CEO will be able to suggest
favourite restaurants during your trip. On truck trips in Africa, aboard the expedition ship Explorer or our Galapagos
yachts, while trekking in remote regions etc. food is included, plentiful and made of fresh local ingredients. The above
information applies to G Adventures group trips.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Public bus, private van, taxi, Subway

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Land Transfers & Included Tours/activities: Many of the land transfers and included tours will be by private van, car or
taxi, while others may be shared with other travellers depending on availability, nature of the activity and destination. For
transfers, you may have a local non English-speaking driver only, for included tours, you will be accompanied by an

English speaking local guide.

On this itinerary, the group will be provided with a subway/public transportation pass to access Carnival street parties

with their CEO on Day 2, Day 4, and Day 5, and for metro travel to and from the Sambadrome on Day 4.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are designed differently

and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hostel (5 nts, multi-share).



What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

Our accommodation is located in Santa Teresa in central Rio, close to the centre. The hostel is close to a metro station
and also within walking distance to multiple supermarkets, banks and drugstores. Lapa is also nearby, know for its

many street parties during Carnival.

Our travellers will share 3-, 6-, 8-, and 9-bed dormitories with other G Adventures travellers. We will separate male and

female travellers into separate rooms.

What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

If you would like to book an airport Arrival transfer for your tour, please contact our Sales Team or your Travel Agentin

advance of travel.

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport to meet you. If for
any reason you dre not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.
Please note that day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day.

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the
reception with a note from your CEQ. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between
5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

Rio Carnival Tickets:

Parade tickets will be issued through the Quentro app. Travellers are encouraged to download and register before travel
and share the email used in the app with us so tickets can be delivered smoothly. Please ensure you can access this
email even if your phone is lost during the trip (backup codes or a secondary recovery email are recommended). Your
CEO will assist at the Welcome Meeting if you are unable to use the app.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as
scheduled, as soon as possible please contact your starting point hotel, requesting that you speak to or leave a
message for your CEO (if you are not on a group tour please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this
dossier). If you are unable to get in touch with your leader, please refer to our emergency contact details. If you have pre-
booked an airport transfer and have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs
and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
