Adriatic Sea

While traveling the Dalmatian coast by sailboat, explore ancient Roman ruins and discover secluded
beaches. Opt to hike through the national park in Mljet that inspired Odysseus for years or kayak
through gorgeous inlets and explore Kor&ula. Opt to take a tour of the UNESCO World Heritage sites of
Dubrovnik, which offer insight into Croatian culture and architecture. Anchor in the quiet bay of Milna,
Hvar, and opt to experience the vibrant night life on land. Explore the beaches as the tide comes in and
shifts their shape. Enjoy free time to explore the Mediterranean port town of Dubrovnik. The city boasts

plenty of churches, monasteries, fountains, and plazas to discover.

Our 16m (52 ft) nimble yacht is the perfect platform to explore the gorgeous Adriatic islands. Flexibility
is key to adapt to local weather conditions, and the skipper will modify the itinerary to our advantage

while sailing. Possible stops include: Hvar, Korcula, Mljet, PloCe, Bra¢, and Solta.

Optional Activities - Days 2-6

Mljet Island Excursion

Stay active on Mljet, well known for being a perfect place for hiking, biking, and swimming. Soak in the
island's stunning scenery and peaceful atmosphere. This lushly forested island is so seductive, it's said
that Odysseus came and stayed for seven years. Take a guided tour of the Mljet National Park, or bask

in the green waters by the rocks.

Brad Island Excursion

Head to Brac Island to explore its coastline and beaches, and play in crystal clear waters. Have a
barbeque lunch on a deserted beach, visit local vineyards, or go for a refreshing dip in the
Mediterranean Sea.

Kotor Old Town Orientation Walk 30m

Kotor is a fortified town on Montenegro’s Adriatic coast, in a bay near the limestone cliffs of Mt. Lovcen.
Characterized by winding streets and squares, its medieval old town has several Romanesque
churches, including Kotor Cathedral. It's also home to the Maritime Museum, which explores local
seafaring history. Sveti Dorde, one of 2 tiny islands off the ancient town of Perast, features a centuries-

old church.



Hop on a boat from Kotor's port area and set off on a scenic ride in the Bay of Kotor, seeing a number
of small islands and historical sites before arriving to the town of Perast. Spend some time exploring
and wandering Perast's old town before returning to Kotor around midday. The rest of the day is free for

individual exploration or for optional activities like museum visits or sea kayaking.

Set off from Kotor’s historic centre for a scenic boat ride past St. Mateus Church and the Temple of Our
Lady to the artificial island known as Our Lady of the Rock. Afterwards, spend free time in Perast to
admire the old town sights. Visit the 15th-century Our Lady of the Rock at your own pace Sightsee,

dine, and shop in Perast’s historic center independently before returning to Kotor.

Kotor Maritime Museum 5EUR

At the Maritime Museum, explore the history, culture and living artifacts that connect modern Kotor
with its centuries-old naval traditions. Learn about the Boka Marines, a fraternity of sailors and

navigators who helped shipbuilding flourish in the Balkans.



Sea Kayaking 20EUR

Head out by sea kayak to fully appreciate this gorgeous area. Start just outside the Old Town walls and

explore the coast. Stop at a beach bar for a break or a swim.

Kotor City Exploration 15m-30m

Take some time to explore this picturesque town surrounded by a walled fortress built by the Republic

of Venice. Kotor has a Mediterranean feel to it and the bay offers a stunning backdrop for photographs.



Kotor/Zabljak

Travel south from Kotor to the coastal seaport town of Budva. Visit the old town on a walk with your
CEO then continue inland to visit the striking Ostrog Monasteray, perched high on a mountain cliff
face, offering great views from the top. After lunch, pass through Durmitor National Park's rugged
landscape and stop at Black Lake for a stroll. Then drive towards Zabljak, a serene natural haven with

diverse terrain and forest shade - our stop for the night.

Budva Old Town Walk 1h-1h30m

Join your CEO for a walk in the old town of Budva: Stone walls built by the Venetians surround the
narrow streets of the medieval old town (Stari Grad). This historic district is home to a seaside citadel

and religious sites such as the Church of Santa Maria in Punta, established in the 9th century.

Private Vehicle 1h30m-2h 107km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Ostrog Monastery Visit 30m

The 17th century Ostrog Monastery and pilgrimage site that was rebuilt in the 1920s and dedicated to
Saint Basil of Ostrog. Strikingly located high up against the cliff face, you'll visit the Lower Ostrog

Monastery, and admire the views of Montenegrian countryside, the mountains and the cliff Monastery.



Private Vehicle Bogetidi - Zabljak 2h-2h30m 110km

Drive through glacier-formed Durmitor National Park, with a stop at Black Lake to stretch your legs,

before continuing on your adventure.



Zabljak/Kolagin

Head out after breakfast and drive to a hidden gem of natural beauty in Montenegro, Biogradska Gora
National Park. Spend most of the day in the park, walking with the CEO around the lake and taking in
the pristine forest and mountain scenery. After lunch in the park enjoy a bit of free time to rent a boat, a
bike or a kayak to further explore the area. In the late afternoon, drive to the nearby town of Kolasin for

the night, with an included dinner at our accommodation.

Biogradska Gora National Park Visit Nacionalni Park Biogradska Gora 5h

Set off with the CEO on a walk around Biogradska Gora National Park: Walk around the Beiogradsko
lake to discover this pearl of European natural heritage. Today almost the only European rainforest,
was for a long time under the protection of rulers of these areas, and the National Park Biogradska
Gora people say that not a single tree has been cut in it. Today, this natural reservation preserves
dozens of plant and hundreds of animal species, which can only be found in this place in all of Europe.

Biogradska Gora was proclaimed National Park in 1952.

Private Vehicle Nacionalni Park Biogradska Gora - Kolasin 45m-1h 25km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Kolasin/Podgorica

Get picked up at the hotel in the morning by 4x4 vehicles for an unforgettable adventure. Head off-road
and explore Montenegro's incredibly beautiful back country while traversing rugged terrain through
mountains and forest. After lunch, take a bus south to the capital city of Podgorica and set off on a a
walking exploration of the old town, once a medieval stronghold. Enjoy an optional final dinner out with

the group in the old town or near the hotel.

Kolasin 4x4 Off-Road Excursion 4h

Be immersed in Montenegro's landscapes on a 4x4 excursion into the back-country. Head off-road in
4x4 vehicles to traverse the mountains, rivers and forests while exploring some of the most spectacular
scenery in the country. Stop at various viewpoints along the way for photos before returning to Kolasin

around midday.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Podgorica Old Town Orientation Walk 1h

The Old Town of Podgorica was a medieval stronghold. Near Ribnica and the bridge lies the old fortress
built by the Turks in the 15th century, originally named Stari Grad, which Marko Miljanov wrote about in
his book ” The Examples of Humanity and Bravery”. Although much of the structure has succumbed to
time, the ruins offer a poignant reminder of Podgorica’s medieval heritage and the city’s strategic
importance throughout the centuries.Throughout history and various upheavals, the fortress has
borne many names, such as Ribnica, Birziminijum, Nemanja’s city, and Podgorica fortress. Visitors to

Stari Grad can explore the ruins and imagine the fortress in its heyday. Today, it offers a unique



backdrop for cultural events and a serene spot for visitors to reflect on the layers of history that define

Podgorica.



Podgorica/Shkodér

Depart Podgorica and cross into Albania, reaching the beautiful natural scenery of Theth National
Park. Explore the area with your CEO, walking through meadows full of wildflowers surrounded by
mountain peaks, and marvel at the 25m high Grunasi Waterfall, cascading from a limestone cliff. In the
afternoon continue to the city of Shkodér and check into the hotel, with the rest of the evening free to

relax.

Theth National Park Visit 2h

Visit Theth National Park with your CEQ. Situated at the end of a winding mountain road, Theth is
home to just a few houses surrounded by looming mountain peaks and meadows full of wildflowers.
Just 45 minutes from Theth village is the beautiful Grunasi Waterfall, a huge 25-meter-high cascade
that falls from a dramatic limestone cliff. It's a 45-minute walk each way that crosses rocky paths and
follows along the mountain river before heading up into the woods. As you go, discover wonderful views

out across the mountain peaks—this is nature at its finest!

Private Vehicle Podgorica - Theth 3h 92km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Private Vehicle Theth - Shkodér 2h 77km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Shkodér

Set off this morning on a guided walking tour of Shkodér to see some of the main sights and to learn a
bit about the city's history. Starting from the Ottoman-era Mesi bridge, walk to the old town and take in
the panoramic views from Rozafa castle. Shkodér's cultural heritage is on full display through its

historic architecture and monuments. The rest of the day is free to explore, visit museums or relax at a

cafe or at the hotel.

Guided Walking Tour of Shkodér 1h-1h30m

Take a guided walking tour of the old town of Shkodér. Start with the Rozafa castle and then the Mesi
bridge, then go into the old town to explore. The viewpoint from Rozafa castle gives you plenty of
photos opportunities, with stunning views of Albania’s "Accursed Mountains" The city’s rich cultural
heritage can be seen through its traditional architecture, monuments, and museums which tell stories
from different eras of Albanian history. From ancient lllyrian settlements to Ottoman occupations and
[talian rule during World War Il - each period has left its mark on the cityscape of Shkodér for visitors to

explore today.

Optional Activities - Day 14

Site of Memory and Memorial Museum Shkodér



This museum commemorates the victims of the communist regime in Shkodér; A visit starts with
some general information about communism persecution in Shkodér, with a permanent exhibition of
objects and documents of the time and ends in the original pre-trial holdings cells where prisoners
were kept and tortured until their initial trial appearance. The museum's mission is to create a collective
memory of recent past, to educate the new generation who should become aware of the past mistakes

and never repeat them again.

Venice Art Mask Factory

The Venice Art Mask Factory mask show features the most extensive and unique collection of

Venetian luxury baroque hand crafted masks in paper mache and ceramic.



Shkodér/Tirana

Travel south from Shkodér this morning and stop in the small mountain town of Kruje. Explore the city
on foot learn a bit about its fascinating history and significance since Roman times. After time for
lunch, continue driving south to the city of Tirana, Albania's capital, where the tour ends on arrival at

approximately 5pm.

Krujé Visit 1h30m

Krujé is more than just a small mountain village in Albania - it holds historical importance for various
reasons. Back in the day, around the Roman era, the area was home to the so-called Albani. This
ancient Balkan tribe turned the area into one of the more important cities of that time. Later, during the
Middle Ages, it became the first capital of the Albanian state. However, the village is best known as the
hometown of national hero Skanderbeg, a military commander who fought off Ottoman forces for 25
whole years before his death in 1468. Walk around the town, check the Old Bazaar, and visit the Castle

of Krujé.

Is there an itinerary Disclaimer?

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the
itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know
exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The
Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by

no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered.

Additionally, any travel times listed are approximations only and subject to vary due to local circumstances.

Are there Itinerary notes?

This itinerary may need to change due to inclement weather conditions. This decision will be made solely at your

skipper's discretion, based on the safety of the group and the yacht.



What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. The sailing portion is a self-catering trip, and everybody will be expected to participate, cleaning up after themselves,

and keeping the boat ship shape at all times (including washing the dishes, and emptying the bins when ashore.)

2.Space is limited on the boat and especially in your cabin. You can only take soft sided luggage on board, such as a
mid-sized backpack or soft duffel bag. (Less than is 15kgs)
Suitcases are not appropriate for our Sailing adventures as they are not pliable enough to fit into the niches available for

luggage.

3. Fresh water is very limited on board, and as such we ask for your understanding that showers are limited to one quick

shower per person a day.

4. It's important to note that the beds in the cabins are not the usual length of a standard bed. The length is

approximately 1.9 meters (6.2 feet)

5. Electrical outlets on board are European style with 2 pins (240V), and are only operational while in port. It is

recommended to bring an external battery pack for charging personal electronics.

6. Physical Rating:

- You should be able to climb up small steep ladders, or walk over a wooden plank (without a handrail) when boarding/
disembarking the vessel, and be physically able to carry your luggage.

- You will often be climbing in and out of the yachts inflatable tenders at beach landing spots, and boarding/
disembarking the tender from the yacht in sometimes challenging conditions.

- Moving around the yacht while under sail can be challenging as it moves in the waves or heels over to its side. You

should be physically able, and comfortable, to move about in such conditions.
7. Pre-Trip Contact (G App)

For an enhanced sailing experience, we highly recommend downloading the G Adventures App. This essential tool
provides your joining instructions and allows you to connect with your Skipper CEO two days prior to your departure
date. Your Skipper CEO will also reach out through the G app chat section with any updates and information required.
Stay informed and prepared by accessing all necessary trip details through the app. Ensure a seamless and stress-free

start to your adventure by downloading the G Adventures App today!

8. COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

9. Optional Activities
All activities are weather dependent, and may vary slightly by season or local availability. Guests should expect to spend
anywhere from €30 to €80 on optional activities per day during the trip, depending on interest and conditions at the

islands we stop at.



10. YOUR CEO

Itis important to note that in Europe, all guiding is based around local guides all of whom are licensed to work only in a
particular city. As such, our leaders are able to provide orientation walks which will show you the layout of each town and
city as well as the location of local services such as post offices and laundromats, but are unable to legally share

historical facts and figures in public places.

11. LUGGAGE

In Europe it is very rare to find elevators in train stations, hotels or other public places. We use public transport on this
trip, which means you will need to carry your luggage from platform to platform, in and out of trains and buses etc. and
also possibly up several flights of stairs. You will also need to be able to stow your luggage safely on trains and buses. It is
therefore essential that you pack light and bring luggage which is compact and lightweight, and which you can easily
transport. The carrying of your luggage remains your responsibility at all times. We highly recommend travelling with a

backpack or duffel bag over any wheeled luggage options.

12. ACCOMMODATION NOTE:
Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

with your luggage will be necessary.

What is the group leader like?

A G Adventures skipper/CEO will be with the group throughout your journey. The aim of the skipper/CEQ is to take the
hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible, as well as taking complete charge of the sailing,
your safety on board and the safety of the vessel. As this is a real sailing adventure, our skipper might also request your
help on board and will be more than happy to impart some of their vast sailing knowledge during the course of the
journey. Our skippers are all fully licensed with many years of experience sailing in the area. They will provide information
on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating

venues and you can expect your skipper/CEO to have a broad general knowledge of the islands in Croatia you will visit.

Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of dishes and enjoy each other's
company. There is no obligation to do this though. Your Skipper CEO will be able to suggest our favourite restaurants
during your trip. The above information applies to G Adventures group trips. For Independent trips please check the

itinerary for details of meals included.

On our sailing trip the G Adventures Skipper CEO will help you organise a food kitty, where 70 EUR per person, per week
will be added to the kitty for small food items on board to cover breakfasts, lunches and snacks, as well as the odd

dinner. Breakfasts and lunches are prepared by yourself, and most dinners are taken ashore at local restaurants.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

16m (52 ft) sailing yacht, Boat, private bus, 4x4, walking.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Our sailing boats are equipped with state of the art technology offering all travellers onboard a safe and enjoyable
experience. Space is optimized - sleeping quarters are snug, meaning that more of the boat is open from everyone to

enjoy. Cabins are allotted by the skipper based on the gender and traveller make-up of the group.

Private vehicle, boat, walking

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Sailboat with 5 twin/double bed cabins, 5 bathrooms (7 nts), Hotel (5 nts), Eco Lodge (2 nts).



What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

A NOTE REGARDING SMALL SPACES ON SAILBOATS:

- Please note that the rooming for these boats is assigned upon arrival and neither particular cabins, nor berths can be
guaranteed. You will be sharing a bunk or double bed with your travel partner or one of your fellow passengers of the
same sex and sharing the bathrooms onboard.

- Please be aware that as this is a real sailboat and not a cruise vessel and the space on board is tight. The sleeping
quarters on sailboats are generally kept to a minimum size in order to maximize public space and performance.

- It may be possible to smell engine and/or diesel fumes when in the cabins, due to their proximity to the engine room.
Most travel is done during the day, so it is unlikely you will be in the cabin when the engine is running.

- Some people are not comfortable with the type of close quarter arrangements typically found on sailboats, however if
a real sailing experience on a real sailboat is what you are after, then this experience should more than make up for
cramped quarters.

- Opportunities to sleep in open air on main deck are often available.

- Please note that the skipper may also be sharing the ship's quarters and amenities with you.

- Power onboard is 220V on European 2 pin sockets. Please note that this is not suitable for sleeping aid machines, as

the power source may not always be operating. Bringing a battery pack is recommended.

Itis important to note that accommodation in Europe tend to be quite different to other areas of the world you may have
travelled in. Buildings and rooms are generally old and may not have been renovated or maintained to the highest
standard. Downtown hotels in Europe were not built to be hotels but rich owners houses, which have been changed into
hotels. Therefore unusual room sizes are commmon as large rooms have been partitioned in the past, resulting in rather
"thin" walls. Reception areas, rooms and bathrooms tend to be very small as they were often added into an existing

room, and may have a hand nozzle rather than a conventional shower head.

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels (with the exception of the start and finish hotels, which are
often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities: some may not have elevators, air-conditioning or
English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are locally-run, with some traditional character, and in excellent central
locations to give you maximum time for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe, simple accommodation

in convenient locations.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning is not
routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a standing or desk fan for
your room on hot nights. If you do not already have one in your room, please ask your CEO to organize one for you with

reception.



What are the joining instructions?

There will be an included transfer from Hotel Corner, Split to the ACI marina in Trogir, a UNESCO Protected town.

Your flight
should arrive by 10am to allow enough time to get to the meeting point. Then, you will enjoy an included transfer to the
marina in Trogir about 35 minutes away, where you will be boarding your yacht with the group. Please be aware that you

must arrive 15 minutes prior to Hotel Corner, as the group transfer will depart at 1pm sharp for the marina in Trogir.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

Where can | read detailed notes about this trip?

Welcome on board! We are happy that you decided to be a guest on board our sailing yachts for your holidays. To make
sure it's a real one of a kind experience, your skipper wants to give you some information about the things you'll meet on

the yacht and on the trip.

No worries, we won't make you spend your precious time on too much information, simply take it as a possibility to start

your adventure at home.

Brief History of Yachting

Known since the old Egyptian Empires yachts were dedicated only to the pleasure of it's passengers in the exclusivity of
independence. A long time before tourism discovered the pleasure of big steamboat cruises around 100 years ago, the
wealthy parts of societies enjoyed yachting in different ways: cruising the Nile, sailing the Greek Islands or enjoying huge

parties on board of Caligula's yachts in a lake south of Rome.

Fortunately, technology developed allowing us the opportunity to sail the oceans in smaller yachts. Yachts of today are

constructed under the rules of hydrodynamics, defining the shape of the hull, the needs of stability and comfort.

Running water and a stove were a pure luxury on board a yacht only twenty years ago, but you'll find almost everything
you need on your yachts today: electricity (12V offshore and only sometimes 220V when we're moored) refrigerators,

showers, hot water, music, and much more.

But never forget: a yacht always is "on a budget"; this means budgeting room and weight for mobility and stocks for

ongoing comfort.
Each yacht comes with the safety gear and instrumentation required by law to assure you a safe and successful holiday.

Here are some technical terms for you to learn to help you orient yourself:
Boat

Hull: The ‘body’ of the boat

Keel: The stabilizing part of the hull under the waterline to prevent capsizing
Deck: Upper level of the boat

Cockpit: The area in the back where we are operating the boat

Bow: Forward area of the boat

Stern Backward area of the boat

Helm: The steering facility

Helmsman: Person at the helm, not necessarily the skipper

Starboard: Right side of the boat looking forward from aft

Port (side): Left side of the boat looking forward from aft

Rigg: All fixed equipment standing up above the deck

Mast: A massive vertical pole to fix the sails

Boom: horizontal massive pole going backward from the mast

Mainsail: sail at the rear of the mast

Foresail/Genua/

Headsail: sail in front of the mast

Fender: A sort of ‘bumper’ to avoid damage of the hull when moored
Winch: A sort of drum to operate loaded lines or anchor chain

Beaufort: International scale for strength of winds, starting with O up to 12



Operations

Manoeuvre: Changing the course of the boat or doing several operations
Tacking: Turning the bow through the wind

Gibing: Turning the stern through the wind

Round up: Turning the boat exactly into the wind to stop moving

Fetch sth.: Pulling tight a line

Ease sth.: Detaching a line

LINES

There are only "lines" on a boat, no ropes etc.

Furling lines: Used to set and take away the sails
Sheets: Used to adjust the sails during sailing
Mooring lines: Connects the yacht to the peer

Ground lines: Fixes the bow when moored ‘stern too’ (the peer)

KNOTS

Figure-eight knot: Belongs to the end of certain lines to avoid going by the run
Half hitch: Fixes a line somewhere, not very strong one

Clove hitch: Fixes various lines like mooring-, fender- etc.

Reef knot: Connect two lines of same size to each other

Bowline: Creates a strong and everlasting loop to a line

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. We do recommend having up to 300eur in cash, as not all

restaurants have credit card facilities.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

Euros (EUR) are accepted everywhere. When exchanging currency, or deciding what to bring, keep in mind that you can
withdraw money from an ATM when you arrive. If you need to exchange USD for EUR, hotel exchange rates are usually
quite poor, so try to avoid changing your money at your hotel. You will probably be better off changing your money in a

bank or in one of numerous Bureaux de Change that you will find in towns.

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a hatural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!



Should I be tipping on my trip?

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is 10% of the bill for

wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is expected - though not a compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or collectively and tip as a group.
Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the quality and length of the

service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and appreciated.
The precise amount is a personal preference, however it is suggested a minimum of 10EUR per person, per day can be

used as a guideline.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note: We do not have a constant power source onboard, and cannot facilitate the use of Sleep Apnea/CPAP

machines. Bringing a suitable battery pack is required.

Inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel doctor for up to

date medical travel information well before departure.

There are no particular health issues in Croatia, but in some more remote islands bottled water is more recommended

to drink. Just keep in mind that some heat waves are possible from June to October all over the country.
People who are sensitive to seasickness should come prepared.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that

you carry a First Aid kit, hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements.

If you require medication that needs refrigeration, please bring a cooler pack. While fridges are available onboard, power

supply cannot be guaranteed at all times.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).
Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Croatia is a relatively safe country if you take the same precaution you would back home in any major and/or touristy
cities, use common sense and do not hesitate to ask your skipper about specific areas to avoid. Also it is recommended
to carry with you only the money and documentation you need for the day. Always keep an eye on your belongings, while

having a drink, at the internet cafe, waiting at the bus station.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of sex-workers is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our Skipper CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession and / or onboard the vessel (classed as trafficking), or if they use sex-workers.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
