Arusha/Serengeti National Park

Well folks it’'s time for the Africa you have all imagined, the experience that has been depicted over and
over again in books, movies, and television. So grab those cameras, purchase a quirky bucket hat, and

head out on a wildlife safari drive into one of the most famous national parks in Africa; the Serengeti.

Get ready for abundant wildlife, vast golden plains dotted with thorny acacia trees, and hippo-filled

rivers as you begin a 3-day and 2-night excursion into the park itself and the great Ngorongoro Crater.

Changing to specialized 4x4 7-seater safari vehicles, meet experienced safari driver/guides,
who will ensure wonderful wildlife encounters. The safari vehicles each have sliding windows
and a large pop-up roof, perfect for viewing animals and scenery. They are smaller than the
overland adventure vehicle (OAV) and will allow the group to maneuver easily through the
wildlife areas. As the vehicles are smaller than the overland adventure vehicle (OAV), the group

will split up among several vehicles.

Then it's on to the Ngorongoro Conservation Area, famous for Africa’s best wildlife viewing. Get ready
for epic views from the crater rim and watch as animals meander around below drinking water from the
permanent supply on the crater floor. You'll be setting up camp in the late afternoon at a site near the
crater rim and then you can spend the rest of the day enjoying one of the most beautiful wildlife havens

on the planet.

Please note: if you have pre-booked the Serengeti Balloon Safari, today's likely the day for this
activity! The CEO will give the final confirmation when it will take place, as it is subject to
change. You will miss the included morning wildlife safari drive with the group, but you will have
a much better view from above! If you have not yet pre-booked, add it to your checkout page,

or ask your GCO or travel agent for assistance.

Please note that due to the high-altitude location of our camp, temperatures can drop at

Today, venture down to the
crater floor where the group will embark on a final safari experience. Have those cameras charged and
at the ready because, let’s face it if you are going to see any wildlife this would be the place (and we are

so excited for you)!

The animals are bound to this area by the crater walls and the enclosed nature of the crater meaning
it's own ecosystem has been created think; rich grasslands, swamps, acacia forests, and Lake Makat

so get ready to see some magic.

With full camera rolls and even more full hearts the group will exit the crater in the late morning and
travel back to Arusha. Swap stories along the way, pick those favourite photos from earlier, or simply sit

back and let yourself enjoy the passing scenery as you cruise along.

If you have booked the Zanzibar Express, you will part from the group in Arusha and be
transferred to your Arusha hotel for the night. The following morning you will fly to Zanzibar.
Included: transfers, flights, one night Arusha (Outpost Lodge, or similar) and one night Stone

Town (Tausi Palace, or similar). Only breakfast included.

Your driver/guide will take you down into the crater and to
all the best spots to view wildlife. Spot zebra, gazelles, buffaloes, and warthogs. The swamp and forest
are home to hippos, rhinos, elephants, baboons, and monkeys. Keep your eyes peeled and camera

ready to capture a pride of lions or a lone leopard walking along the crater floor.

Optional Activities - Day 5

Zanzibar Express Southbound

Looking forward to your trip but not as much to the two-day road journey from Arusha to Zanzibar?
Upgrade this part of your tour and fly instead! You'll cut your travel time between the two cities to a
fraction and enjoy an extra night in Zanzibar, where you can wait (nice and relaxed) for the rest of your

group to join you. Includes all transfers, local flight, and one additional hotel night in Zanzibar.



Arusha/Bagamoyo

There’s no time to stop and rest in a place as majestic as this. Hit the road early and enjoy the varied
landscapes en route to the Indian Ocean. Be on the lookout for the mighty Mt Kilimanjaro in the

distance on the road towards Bagamoyo.

This town was recently named a World Heritage Site and used to be one of the most important trading
ports of the central east African coast in the late 19th century. Stroll through Bagamoyo’s narrow,

unpaved streets on your own and feel as if you stepped back in time.

Zanzibar Express; transfer this morning from your Arusha hotel to the airport for the flight to
Zanzibar. Arrive in Stone Town and spend the afternoon exploring on your own. Enjoy an extra
night in Stone Town and meet back up with the group the following day. Only breakfast

Jozani Forest Tour 36-160USD 3h-4h



Known for the red colobus monkeys, a visit Jozani forest is a highlight when in Zanzibar. Explore the
nature trails while following in the footsteps of a guide who will inform about the impressive flora and

fauna surrounding you.

Safari Blue - Sailing Day Trip

Enjoy a full day of sailing on a dhow, including opportunities to snorkel in the clear blue waters. Dock on
a remote sandbank and enjoy a traditional dish made with the catch of the day. Later, glide out on the
waters in a canoe carved of a single mango tree and opt to swim, snorkel, or just relax. Snorkelling

equipment is included.

Snorkelling 40USD

Enjoy a day of snorkelling in the safety of an experienced snorkel guide in the area of one of Zanzibar's
most well-known reefs surrounding Mnemba island. Lifejackets, short wetsuits and buoyancy aids

available. Price is dependent on pick-up location.

Scuba Diving 130USD

Take a boat to Mnemba, a small island surrounded by a circular reef boasting an an abundance of
colourful coral and marine life. Suit up and enjoy the excellent visibility allowed by the turquoise waters
of this region. If you are lucky, you just might be able to spot the bottlenose dolphins that are known to

visit this area.



Your most difficult task today is going to be pulling yourself away from the beauty that surrounds you
in Jambiani. But, if it makes you feel any better you still have one final night to spend on this enchanted
island just in a more local spot. Travel back to Stone Town from the other side of the island and explore
the heart of Zanzibar. Wander the winding historic unpaved alleyways of Stone Town passing by

balconies and gigantic wooden carved doors along the way.

Get lost and spend hours exploring the streets and squares, drinking potent coffee from pavement
vendors and buying sweetmeats from tiny cafes. Keep an eye out for tinga-tinga paintings, antique
shops, beautifully printed cloths (kangas and kikois worn by local people), little carved chests with

copper inlays, and spices - all beautiful presents or memories to take home.

Spice Plantation Tour 2h

No visit to Zanzibar would be complete without a visit to the spice plantations. Your senses will be
aroused as you will receive a detailed description on the assortment of spices (black pepper,
cardamom, cinnamon, nutmeg, breadfruit, jackfruit, vanilla, lemon grass) and their various uses. It was
the spice plantations that brought the beginnings of Zanzibar’s infamous slave trade that dates back
to the 1840’s.

Spend a final afternoon wandering the streets of Stone Town.

Optional Activities - Day 9

Stone Town Walking Tour Stone Town - Zanzibar 15USD

Enjoy a walking tour along the bustling narrow streets of Stone Town and admire the historical old
buildings and homes that are part of a preservation program funded by UNESCO and the Aga Khan
Foundation. Also, visit the historical site of the slave market and learn about this dark aspect of history.

Continue to the local fruits and vegetable market, fish market, Tip tipu house, and National Museum.



Stone Town/Baobab Valley

It's time to kiss this underrated paradise good-bye and head further inland back towards the
mountains. Start by catching the ferry back to Dar es Salaam and watch as the islands get smaller
and smaller, then hop in the Lando again to continue west to the group campsite in the Baobab Valley

along the banks of the Ruaha River.

Set up camp and look to the skies as the light begins to fade and enjoy a spectacular sunset in the
lush, fertile lands of Tanzania. Then search the sky for shooting stars and make some wishes before

drifting off to sleep.

Full Day Excursion to Chobe National Park 9h-10h

Depart Victoria Falls in the morning for a full-day guided tour of Chobe National Park in Botswana - a
wildlife-abundant region covering about 11,700km? of the Northern Kalahari. Begin your adventure with

a cruise down the Chobe River, taking in the sweeping views and witnessing the wildlife grazing along

Please note: River conditions and activity pricing vary depending on the seasons. High water season is
from about February to July. Low water season generally runs from August to January each year - this
is when the Zambezi is at its very wildest. The "closed season" is dependent on the season’s rains, and
usually is from March to April; during this time rafting on the river is not permitted. Additionally, this
activity requires passengers to hike down and up the Batoka Gorge (approx. 45 minutes each way) to

access the river; an average level of fitness is required.

This activity price excludes a $10 park entrance fee.

Canoeing the Zambezi Victoria Falls 160USD

Zambezi Bungee Jump 168USD
