After your Quito city tour, the group will
dive into the community concept of Minca at a family-operated gourmet chocolate establishment
working to benefit locals with social and infrastructure initiatives.

The group will gain an understanding of the manufacturing
process and taste cacao as it goes through various stages to reach the chocolate most are familiar
with. Learn the history of Ecuadoran chocolate and how it is steeped in tradition. Minka focuses on
honest and committed work allowing you to witness the community spirit that embodies this very

enchanting region.



Private Vehicle 2h

Sit back and scan the scenery from the comfort of your private vehicle between Quito and the Intinan

Museum. It will take about an hour each way.

Intinan Museum Visit Provincia de Pichincha 1h15m-1h30m

Visit the Intinan Museum (Intifan Site meaning 'Pathway of the Sun') with interactive exhibits
displaying the science and myths behind the equatorial line. You will have the opportunity to interact
with phenomena that occur in nature which can be tested on the magnetic equatorial line. The centre
also has displays highlighting the local indigenous cultures. There is also a chance to set foot on both

sides of the Equator, for which the country of Ecuador is named.

Free Time

Spend a free evening in Quito. Find a local spot to grab dinner on your own, or choose to relax and

unwind at the hotel.



Prepare to experience what G Adventures does best and enjoy an epic adventurous day in Cotopaxi
National Park with a surprise G twist occurring somewhere along the way. Depart from Quito in the
morning and enjoy a day immersed in the wilds of this high Andean ecosystem. Highlights include a
visit to Limpiopungo Lake featuring picturesque views of the Cotopaxi volcano.

Hot Springs - Banos

Head to hot springs at the base of

Tungurahua Volcano, which means “little hell” in Quichuda, or try some of the baths fed by the melt
waters of Tungurahud's glaciated flanks. Rise before the sun for an early soak - watching the sun peak

over the mountains while relaxing in the warm waters is definitely worth the early start.

Horseback Riding - Banos 25USD



Hop in the saddle and explore Banos’ beautiful countryside by horseback. Check out the unique

vegetation in the region, and, perhaps, trot over to Tungurahua Volcano for amazing views.

Head to the mountains for some amazing treks; Banos provides the perfect natural setting for outdoor

adventure.

Banos Canyoning Adventure

Jump, slide, rappel, swim and float around Cascadas de Chamana on this canyoning adventure, while
enjoying the stunning scenery near Sangay National Park. Please keep in mind this is a level 4/5
physical activity. Good mobility and a strong fitness level are required for you to have an enjoyable

experience.

Visit Casa del Arbol

Perched on a hilltop behind Banos is La Casa del Arbol, sporting epic views of the Tungurahua volcano
on a clear day. It was used previously to monitor the volcano's activity, but now has become a popular
attraction because of the iconic image of a swing attached to the treehouse. Visit the viewpoint where
you can choose to try whooshing over the abyss for yourself to feel the thrill of swinging on the edge of

the world.

Pailon del Diablo Waterfall Visit

El Paildon del Diablo is located about 30 minutes outside of Banos. The Spanish name translates to
"The Devil's Cauldron" in English. These powerful falls are 80m high and pull their strength from Rio

Verde. The group will take a short walk to the falls before returning to the van.

Whitewater Rafting

Hit the rapids in the adrenaline capital of Ecuador. Choose a river that suits your experience level; there

Travel away from the misty green foliage of Banos to the lush Amazon Jungle and your community
lodge stay in the rainforest. Here, you'll enjoy the hospitality of the local indigenous people of Shandia
and experience life in the jungle firsthand. Once you arrive the group will cycle through the community
and discover the beauty of the area with a local member as your guide. Your lodge stay is operated by
the people of Shandia, who are committed to providing guests with a sustainable and authentic
experience. After a delicious lunch and bike ride, the group will embark on a village walk and tour the
cacao plantation here. Learn more about the cultivation process and take part in a hands-on

chocolate-making experience. This is followed by an included dinner at the lodge.

Cycle to the Indigenous Shandia community, a rural village surrounded by rivers and lush Amazonian
landscapes. With the support of G Adventures and Planeterra, the community has developed new
culturally immersive experiences led by the village’s youth. Spend an hour and 45 minutes cycling from
Pimpilala village to Shandia stopping along the way to take in the beauty of the Amazon. These
cultural tours are seen by the community as a way to rescue their Indigenous culture and provide
opportunities for the future. This provides an economic opportunity for youth who traditionally would
have left the community to find work. Your time spent here is creating opportunities for a new

generation in the community and contributing to the preservation of their culture.

Cacao Plantation Visit & Chocolate Making 2h



Enjoy a walk through the community Shandia and a visit to the cacao plantation here further

connecting travellers to the local indigenous people and surrounding nature.

ACTIVITY

Stay overnight at the Shandia Indigenous lodge located in the Ecuadorian Amazon. With the support
of G Adventures and Planeterra, the community has developed new culturally immersive tours led by
the village’s youth. The community lodge is seen by the community as a way to rescue their Indigenous
culture and provide opportunities for the future. Learn about their cultivation of cacao and traditional
agriculture practices. Meals of local ingredients grown in the village are prepared by women who were
provided with culinary training through the project. Leave Shandia community knowing your visit is
creating opportunities for a whole new generation of people in this community to improve their lives,

and the lives of their children and grandchildren.

Later, the group will board a water taxi to The Point, a waterfront restaurant offering views of sharks,
rays, and seals as you dine. Here, partake in a hands-on cooking experience led by a local chef who will
explain the importance of fresh ingredients throughout the islands and share some tips on how to
master the preparation of ceviche. Sit down together afterwards to enjoy the fruits of your labour and

get to know one another.

Day 9 We Day: Santa Cruz

Today is all about immersion into the wildlife and sustainable farming practices of the Galapagos. First,
fill up on breakfast at the hotel before transferring to Garrapatero Beach, known for its pristine white
sand, crystal clear waters, and nearby brackish lagoon. It's one of the best spots within all the islands
for viewing unique wildlife in a paradise setting. Enjoy time to snorkel secluded amid the calm waters,
escape from the crowds, and feel as if you have a piece of this island to yourself. Then, travel to a local
organic coffee farm where you'll learn about the plantations, the process involved in the cultivation of
the product, and hear about the sustainable efforts being taken to protect the landscape and continue
growing produce. An included lunch will be enjoyed onsite before your afternoon visit to the Charles
Darwin Research Station. Observe the giant Galapagos tortoises here as you learn more about their
journey from captivity to the wild. Finish off the day back at the hotel where there will be free time for

some sightseeing and dinner on your own.

Start by snorkelling through the crystal
clear waters and coves near Garrapatero Beach. The group will travel here from Puerto Ayora and take
a short walk along a trail past the small lagoon to the water. Once here, spend time observing the
underwater wildlife, swimming, and relaxing in the white sand. Then, visit an organic farm where you will
learn more about the economy of the Galapagos and how hydroponic crops are helping to protect the
environment in order to reduce the consumption of water within agriculture. As you walk through the
property you will also learn about the other organic produce grown throughout the islands like coffee,
cacao, and vegetables. During the experience, the group will also try different endemics plants like,
pinneaples, Scalesias, and figs.Finish the experience with lunch at your host's home featuring

empanadas and local coffee.

Charles Darwin Research Station Visit Santa Cruz Island 2h

Visit the Charles Darwin Research Station, a scientific organization initiated in 1964, which works to
preserve the Galdpagos' ecosystem through the conservation efforts of scientists, researchers and
volunteers. While the offices themselves are not open to visitors, the research station provides a study
location for international scientists and environmental education for the local community. Walk
around the grounds and visit the exhibition hall to learn more about this important and historical

organization.

Take advantage of a free evening in Puerto Ayora. Sightsee, relax at the hotel, and grab some dinner in

town on your own.



G Day: Isabela

Prepare to experience what G Adventures does best and enjoy an epic day in Isabela with a surprise G
twist occurring somewhere along the way. After breakfast the group will transfer from Santa Cruz to
Isabela. Upon arrival you'll visit "Tintoreras" or Shark Alley to observe the whitetip reef sharks found
swimming in the channels between the rocks. Enjoy time to snorkel for a closer look at the wildlife
below the surface, and view pelicans, frigatebirds, and diving blue-footed boobies above water. Sit
down for an included group lunch at a local restaurant on the island, and then hike the trails through
the Humedales. This significant wetland area is home to island wildlife including flamingos, marine
iguanas, different bird species, and all four native Galapagos mangrove species. Spend the day

exploring the allure of Isabela and keep an eye out for a special surprise!

With your Solo-ish travel mates and CEO, explore some of the world's coolest activities alongside new
friends. It's not just an epic day of fun, its chock full of incredible experiences and a surprise G element
along the way to take your day to an 11. Start off with snorkelling at the islet Las Tintoreras, located
south of Puerto Villamil - it's the perfect place to glide along watching the magic unfold under the
water’s surface. Enjoy a small calm turquoise bay to look for the whitetip reef shark, which are fairly
common in the archipelago. (The sharks are called Tintorera in Spanish, which is where the site gets its
name.) Keep an eye out for sea lions, sea turtles, marine iguanas, and rays as well as the sharks. Follow
this up with lunch at a local restaurant on the island before a hike to the Humedales. This special

wetland area is home to a diverse ecosystem and a variety of unique wildlife including flamingos,



marine iguanas, and different bird species. Walk along the well-maintained paths and learn about this
vital habitat for many species within the archipelago. Throughout the day be on the lookout for your

surprise G twist!



Day 11 Me Day: Isabela

The key to a well-rounded solo experience is time to do your own thing. It’s built in here with a free day in
Isabela that belongs entirely to you. Choose to visit Los Tuneles for a truly remarkable underwater
snorkeling experience through the natural arches and tunnels made from volcanic lava formations or
hike to the sulfur mines located within the crater of the active Sierra Negra volcano for a unique
experience. In the afternoon your CEO will be leading a visit to the Breeding Centre and Flamingo

Lagoon. Choose to join, or continue exploring the island of Isabela on your own.

Head to Los Tuneles about a 40 minute boat ride away from Puerto Villamil. The lava formations and
mangroves make this an ideal place for snorkeling. Keep an eye out for eagle rays, sea turtles and large

schools of colourful fish.

Enjoy a walk to the largest coastal lagoon in
the Galdpagos, also a principal breeding ground for flamingos. Make stops along the way at a lookout
point, and to visit natural pools, beaches, and mangrove swamps.

into the wild in the ongoing efforts to protect the species.

1. ACCOMMODATION NOTE:

2. THE TUNGURAHUA VOLCANO

Please note this tour travels to Banos. The Tungurahua volcano in the area around Banos is constantly active. G
Adventures have operated countless tours to the Banos area over the years without incident. However, we are obligated
to point out that travel to the area is at your own risk, to exercise caution when travelling in the area. Further, we urge you

to check your insurance coverage with your insurance provider prior to travel to the Banos area.

3. ITINERARY CHANGES
The itinerary is subject to further changes dependent upon new regulations made by the Galapagos National Park or

seasonal points of interest.

4. CONFIRM YOUR DETAILS
G Adventures requires your passport number, full name and date of birth at the time of booking. Please make sure you

give this information to your travel agent.

5. GALAPAGOS ISLAND PARK ENTRY FEE

The Ecuadorian government currently levies a Galapagos Islands Park entry fee of $200 USD per person ($100 USD for
children under 12 years old). This is payable at the airport upon arrival in the park. It is not included in the cost of the tour,
and must be paid in CASH. This fee funds Park maintenance and supervision in Galapagos, as well as ecological study,
conservation and infrastructure development in Ecuador's other National Parks. Entry fees and the funds they generate

for the National Park System are among measures taken by the Ecuadorian government to protect its natural heritage.

6. TRANSIT CONTROL CARDS

The Governing Council of the Special Regime of Galapagos has introduced a system for obtaining Transit Control
Cards. These cards cost $20 USD per person. To facilitate your entry to the islands, we will provide the cards during your
Welcome Briefing. No prior information is required to be completed by you in advance. Please ensure you have the fee
available in cash at that time.

Retain this card along with your passport as you will be required to present this upon arrival to the Galapagos Islands.
Please note that this applies to all tourists entering the Galapagos Islands and is a supplement to the existing entry fee
to the National Park and is not controlled by tour operators or travel agencies. It is the first of a number of initiatives to
track, control and maintain the sustainable tourism targets set out by the Galapagos National Park and the Ecuadorian

government in an attempt to preserve the fragile environment of the archipelago.



7.COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

Where can | read detailed notes about this trip?

Important notes about visiting the Amazon:

How to keep things dry:

We recommend that passengers bring zip-lock plastic bags or dry sacks for your lenses and camera equipment. A
waterproof backpack will also help you to protect your camera gear or anything else you wish to keep completely dry.
The humidity is high in the rainforest, however, if you follow the advice about packing appropriate belongings it should

not be an issue.

The weather in the Amazon:
Year-round temperature average is 82°F (28°C), nights can be cooler. Since Ecuador is located right on the equator, the
country does not experience extreme weather changes, and the weather is surprisingly comfortable all year round.

Please be prepared for rain.

Digital camera users need only beware (as SLR users) that moisture can fog their lenses rapidly. Silica gel in the camera
carrying case should do the job and remember to put your camera back in the case when not using it. Bring plastic zip-

lock bags for protecting your gear.

CLIMATE:

Located on the Equator, the Galapagos climate is tempered by the Humboldt Current, so you do not experience
extreme heat found elsewhere at this latitude. The warmest weather is December to June, when temperatures range
from 22-33°C (72-90 °F), and the water temperature is in the mid 20s (mid 70°F). From July to November, temperatures

are cooler and range from 18-24°C (60s -75°F), when average water temperature rarely reach 21°C (70°F).

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available some may not accept all international credit or debit cards. You may need to try at more than
one machine if the first does not accept your card. You should also check with your bank before leaving to ensure that
your card works internationally. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of
5%-10% usually applies. Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of US dollar
cash and cards is best. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short
of funds. Please bring USD banknotes in denominations smaller than 100, as they can be hard to exchange in Ecuador.
100 dollar bills of certain series (e.g. CB B2) can be especially hard to cash! CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be
advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best
to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than $100 USD (or equivalent).

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes, as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

Please note your Adventure travels to high altitude, in Quito and the highlands. This is medically defined as anything
over 8,000 feet (2,440 meters). Most people can travel to 8,000 feet with minimal effects. However, everyone reacts to
altitude differently and altitude sickness can on set with some people irrespective of fitness and age. For details on how

to best prepare and what to do in the unlikely event you are effected on your Adventure, please consult your physician.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
Alock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
