Despite being

badly damaged during the Vietnam War, this former capital city retains much of its imperial splendor.

Spend the evening at your hotel, or walk along the river for a glimpse of some of the beautiful

UNESCO World Heritage sites we’ll dive into the following day.

We’ll be welcomed with a regional

beverage, meet the staff and learn about the KymViet story. Under their guidance, local people with

disabilities have been trained in stitching and sewing. While there we’ll each make our own stuffed

animals, getting to know our hosts and learning some sign language. We’ll have a delicious lunch

before touring the property to get to know the organization even better. Before we leave, enjoy a visit to

their cafe where we can buy snacks and other souvenirs made by the team members at Kym Viet.

Day 6  H U �Ế / H O I  A N  

Today, we venture into Hue’s grand citadel, guarded by a deep moat and imposing stone walls.

Wander opulent palaces and ornate gardens, and hear dramatic stories of former royal inhabitants

from your guide. Then venture to the Forbidden Purple City—modeled after Beijing’s Forbidden City—

a fortified complex where the ruling emperor once lived. This city-within-a-city even has its own

moat! Later, head to the countryside, dotted with rice paddies and pagodas. Have lunch at a Buddhist

nunnery, then drive to Hoi An via the spectacular Hai Van Pass, winding across the hilly coast of the

South China Sea.

Hue is a peaceful central city that has a fascinating history, beginning with its ancient Cham origins, to

becoming the capital of Vietnam until 1945, and the site of one of the bloodiest and longest battles of

the Vietnam War in 1968. Today Hue is regarded as the cultural and spiritual capital of the country and

has been recognized by UNESCO as a World Cultural Heritage site.

The Forbidden Purple

City (modelled on China's Forbidden City) inside the citadel was once home to the imperial family and

was significantly damaged during the Vietnam War.

Lunch at a Buddhist Nunnery  Huế   

Visit a nunnery and enjoy a leisurely lunch following the traditions of Buddhist cuisine, which features

fresh, local produce and fermented or preserved ingredients. Today, we'll sample a set menu of six to

seven dishes, such as pumpkin soup with mushroom, tofu and green beans; crispy noodles with rice

crackers; fresh spring rolls with soy sauce; steamed rice with eggplant and green beans; fried rolls with

potato curry; and bread with potatoes, carrots and onion. (Please note: the menu is seasonal and may

vary from what is mentioned above.)

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Hai Van Pass Visit  Văn Hải   

Drive through the spectacular Hai Van Pass, a 20km stretch of road that represents the division

between northern and southern Vietnam, and is also one of the country's highest points at 500m

above sea level. In Vietnamese, Hai Van roughly translates to "sea of clouds" and it's easy to see why.

As your vehicle winds through the mountain roads, you'll see misty peaks rise above the South China

Sea, with glimpses of pristine beaches, forests and the cityscape of Da Nang along the way.



Day 7  H O I  A N  

Discover the enchanting port town of Hoi An, which thrived between the 15th and 19th centuries.

Delve into the city’s World Heritage–listed old town, strolling streets strung with paper lanterns and

navigating a maze of temples and tailor shops. Visit one of the town tailors to get measured for a

custom-made shirt; then travel to a nearby factory to see how your piece of clothing is produced!

Declared a World Heritage site, the architecture of Hoi An is being beautifully restored and

preserved. It's also a shopping mecca, with much to browse over and buy. Choose from original

paintings, handcrafted woodwork, ceramics, embroidery, lanterns and more. Hoi An has also become

famous for its tailoring - there is a huge variety of fabrics to choose from.

Taste your way

through different kinds of noodles at a food market; pick out your favorite fresh ingredients; and take

your haul to the Oodles of Noodles training kitchen, where we’ll cook up a delectable storm. Later, set

out on a leisurely bike ride through the Hoi An countryside, then float down to a nearby farming

village in a traditional basket boat.

Enjoy your yummy

creations while learning more about the local cuisine and this initiative which empowers street youth

through skills and employment training.

Ho Chi Minh City, formerly Saigon, is a city of bright neon lights, endless shopping and trendy cafes.

Its wide tree-lined boulevards reflect its French heritage, and towering skyscrapers announce it has

landed squarely in the 21st Century. As a contrast to this modern backdrop is the chaotic traffic of

swarming motorbikes which are generally overloaded or carrying multiple passengers. This is people

watching at its best.

The tunnels connected the residents with

subterranean schools and hospitals, and included booby traps smeared with poisonous concoctions

to injure enemy soldiers. Try the local cassava root, which sustained Viet Cong soldiers for years, and

emerge from the bunkers to enjoy a traditional lunch by the river.

Prices are based on double occupancy; all other room configurations are on request and cannot be guaranteed. We will

accommodate triples/quads whenever possible. Please call for further details.

Family Journeys are designed for groups traveling with children between the ages of 7 and 17. Your group must include a

child in order to book, and anyone under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult.



What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

All parents/guardians are required to supervise their children at all times throughout the tour and may not leave their

child under the supervision of the National Geographic Expedition Leader, local guides, drivers, etc. Children are not to

be left unattended. 

Please note that on all Family Adventures one adult can only accompany up to two minors. If you have over two minors

planning on travelling then a second adult will be required to attend.

WEIGHT RESTRICTION

PROOF OF EXITING VIETNAM

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Cambodia:

Visas can be obtained in advance from your local embassy or on arrival in Bangkok (if your tour begins in Thailand).

You will need at least one full working day to arrange this. You can also obtain your visa at the Cambodian border or

Siem Reap Airport for approx. $30 USD. Please have *at least* 2 passport photos with you as well.

If you are arriving into Cambodia by air/plane, please complete the Cambodia e-Arrival form online before arrival.

Complete within 7 days of arrival, even if your visa has already been granted. 

For more information and to complete the e-Arrival form, we kindly request the you visit the Cambodia e-Arrival page.

** please note, the Cambodia E-system may not be available at land borders. If your arrival point is by land, you will be

required to fill in a paper form on arrival. **

Information is accurate as of September 1st, 2025.

What should I consider when planning my personal expenses and

discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than

others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when

it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and exchanging

money while on this tour?

During this tour the local currency you will use is the Vietnamese Dong. As currency exchange rates in South East Asia

do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for the most up to date daily exchange rates: www.xe.com for

each of the above mentioned currencies. 

The best way to carry your money is in debit cards, withdrawing cash in local currencies from ATM machines. ATMs are

found throughout South East Asia and will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard networks. It is a great

idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible in case of loss or problems with one card, you will have a

back up. Please note, your bank will charge a fee for overseas withdrawals. 

USD Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. You should bring some cash with you for

emergency situations (please refer to our trip dossier) but carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM card/s and some

cash is the ideal mix. 

Credit cards can be used at some upmarket restaurants, and at some larger stores if shopping for big items. If you are

bringing US Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 2003, or with any

tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

Departure Tax is included in all International and Domestic tickets in China, Thailand & Vietnam.

Should I be tipping on my trip?

On our National Geographic Family tours, tipping is included for all included activities and meals, and porterage.

Tipping is not included for the Expedition Leader. Should you want some basic guidelines on tipping for the activities you

do on your own, please see below. At the end of each trip if you felt your National Geographic Expedition Leader did an

outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline would be

$10-$15 per person per day.

For meals and activities not included in your itinerary, it is appropriate in Asia to tip 10%. Though not compulsory, tipping

is expected. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care

of you during your travels and shows an expression of satisfaction.

Are there any health considerations I should know before

supply of any personal medical requirements. In Asia, you will not find the same drugs as you get at home. Please be

aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities. Also note that for legal reasons our

Leaders are prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting

your trip please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please

refer to the Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. For travelers over 70 years a completed

Medical Form is required. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip without refund

if, in the reasonable opinion of the National Geographic Expedition Leader, they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while

travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.

A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your

Expedition Leader will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue

your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your Expedition Leader will assist you with

options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,

and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please

use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are

generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our Expedition Leaders to make arrangements on your behalf

for water based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s). Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own

risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance your personal safety while traveling.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Be aware that petty theft can be an issue in some Vietnamese towns and cities especially late at night. A common

tactic is opportunists on motorbikes that drive by and snatch bags. Please always leave valuables and passports etc in

your hotel, in safety boxes if available, and only carry with you enough cash to spend for the day. Bags should always be

carried over the neck and not left to sit on your shoulder.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is

completely contrary to this philosophy. Our Expedition Leaders have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs

are found in their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
