Private Vehicle Bishkek - Chon Kemin 1h30m 90km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Burana Tower Visit

Visit the historical site of Burana and climb the stairs to check out the view from the top. A large
minaret, along with some grave markers and remnants of a castle and mausoleums, are all that

remain of the 9th century city of Balasagun.



Day 3 Chong-Kemin/Song Kul

In the morning, opt for a hike to the nearby mountains or explore the famous gorges of Chong-Kemin.
In the afternoon, enjoy the scenic drive along the Kalmak-Ashuu mountain pass to Song Kul Lake.
Immerse yourself in Kyrgyz culture with an overnight stay in a traditional yurt. Experience daily
nomadic life and wander the breathtaking landscape. With an altitude of 3,016 meters above sea level,
it's possible to experience four seasons in one day! Indulge in delicious home-cooked cuisine for dinner,

then get cozy in the yurt around the stove.

Weather related conditions may limit access to the Song Kol mountain pass in May and June.

If the pass is closed, the group will instead overnight at a yurt stay near Issyk Kol Lake.

Spend the morning soaking in all the beauty of Song Kul Lake before departing for Kochkor to enjoy
lunch together with a local family. After lunch, head to the breathtaking Skazka Canyon, also known as
Fairytale Canyon. Walk through the striking rock formations and take some beautiful photos.
Afterward, head to Tamga village in the clutches of the Terskey Ala-Too and celestial Issyk-Kol’ Lake,

where you'll spend the night at a village guesthouse and get to know the local community members.

Tamga village was once famous for its Soviet-era military sanatorium, where Soviet cosmonauts

relaxed and recovered after space flights.

On the Southern Shore of Lake Issyk Kul, visit the breathtaking Skazka Canyon, also known as the
Fairytale Canyon. It's nickname speaks for itself, with natural rock formations that tower like princess

castles in faraway lands.

Spend the night at a guesthouse in Tamga Village situated along Issyk Kul Lake. Surrounded by
mountains and often used as a base for trekking, this village offers a touching glimpse into local Kyrgyz

life.



Tamga/Karakol

This morning we head to Ak-Orgo Workshop Centre, a G for Good supported organization, to observe
how traditional yurts are built and learn about the importance of this Kyrgyz craft. Continue the drive to
Jety Oguz, where we stop to visit the beautiful Seven Bulls rock formations, enjoy a picnic lunch with a
stunning view and hike to the Jety Oguz viewpoint. Finish the drive to Kyrgyzstan's 4th largest city -
Karakol and enjoy a city tour upon arrival, visiting notable sites like the Russian Holy Trinity Orthodox

Church and the pagoda-style Dungan Mosque, built by Chinese Muslims in the early 20th Century.

Jety Oguz & the Seven Bulls

Visit the stunning Seven Bulls in the Jety Oguz mountain area. Watch as the bright red sandstone
seemingly changes color hues as the sun reflects off the unique rock formations. We'll have a
picturesque picnic lunch in the valley that is blanketed in colorful flowers in the spring. Then hike to the

Jety Oguz view point on a 1.5 hour roundtrip moderate hike.

Private Vehicle Tamga - Karakol 1h30m-2h 100km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle. Stop first in Barskoon village

before continuing on to Karakol.

Karakol City Tour



Jump on a mini-bus and see what Karakol has to offer. Stop by the Russian Orthodox Cathedral to
admire the unique architecture. This beautiful wooden church was built in 1895, after the old structure
was destroyed by an earthquake, and is still used for services on Sundays. Next, visit the colourful
Dungan Mosque originally built in 1910 that almost resembles a Buddhist temple. This is the only

mosque in the area and definitely worth checking out.



Karakol/Saty Village

Cross the border into Kazakhstan on the journey to Saty Village, part of the Kolsay Lakes National
Park. On arrival, jump in a 4x4 vehicle for the ride to Kaindy Lake, then embark on a trek to explore the
sunken forest. Soak in the bright hues and marvel at the eerie sight of submerged trees. Spend the

night in a homestay and indulge in traditional Kazakh meals for a true Kazakh experience.

Perhaps more impressively, the building the museum is located in
was once used for Jewish, Muslim, and Christian services, demonstrating the diversity and open-

mindedness of this intriguing city.

Chor-Bakr Complex

This UNESCO World Heritage Site is the burial site of Abu-Bakr-Said, one of the four descendants of
the Prophet Muhammad. Wander around the necropolis of family tombs and enclosed courtyards

Jewish Area and Synagogue Visit

Bukhara has a fascinating Jewish history, with Bukharan Jews speaking a Turkic-Persian dialect with a
Hebrew script. The city once was home to 40,000 Jews and now has a community of about 25-30
families. The synagogue is well worth a visit (donation expected) and houses a Torah that is roughly
1,000 years old. Please note that on Friday evenings and Saturday, the Synagogue is usually closed for
Shabbat.

Enjoy a scenic drive through the desert on a full day's journey to reach UNESCO-listed Khiva, well worth
the arduous drive.

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the
itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know
exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The
Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by
no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered. Aboard expedition trips visits to research stations

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

CULTURE
Central Asia is a region which may be very different to anything you have experienced before. Mixture of Soviet heritage
and Islam, summer heat and winter cold, religious conservatism, traffic and crowds can result in initial culture shock but

should be seen as an exciting new challenge.

FLIGHT NOTE
Please note that the group will fly without a CEO between Almaty and Dushanbe.

DRESS CODE

Though you can see lots of people in traditional clothes, Central Asia has adopted western style clothing as well. Don't
hesitate to pack your usual travel clothes: in summer it can be shorts and t-shirts, sandals etc. We recommend not to
bring tank tops/singlets and any types of clothes with bare shoulders and backs - it is unacceptable in most areas, even
in bigger cities. Our tour takes us to many religious sights, where dress code is very strict. We recommend women to
have a headscarf in their day bags to cover up when going inside mosques (it's also a great help in the heat in summer).
Best things to pack for the hot Central Asian climate is loose, long clothing - long trousers and sarongs or long skirts for
women. In colder months (from the end of October through the end of April) it can rain and snow - bring warm clothes,

jackets and comfortable warm shoes for walking.

ALTITUDE CONSIDERATIONS
This trip operates at altitudes over 800m (max altitude 3016m at Song Kul). Whilst we travel slowly allowing plenty of
time to acclimatize you may experience headaches, nausea, lethargy, especially when visiting Song Kul & Iskanderkul. It

is important to be aware of the affects of altitude on one's tolerance especially on long driving days.

MONEY
Due to the restrictions on changing money in Central Asia region, only notes/bills printed after 1996 and in good
condition will be accepted for exchange. Usually 50 and 100 USD/EUR notes get better exchange rate. We recommend

to bring smaller denominations as well - many vendors accept them if you don't have local currency.

INTERNET
The phone network and internet are heavily regulated by the government in Turkmenistan. E-sims, roaming, and apps

like WhatsApp, etc. are not available.

RAMADAN

According to the lunar cycle, Ramadan will fall between Feb 17th - Mar 19th 2026. Please note that Ramadan is a month
of fasting observed by Muslims throughout the world, during which time the followers of Islam should not eat or drink
between sunrise and sunset. There may be some limitations to services and disruptions to schedules during Romadan,
but generally our tours still operate effectively during this period and food is available to non-Muslims throughout the
day. It is very important to display increased cultural sensitivity during Ramadan. Please wear loose fitting clothes, that
cover knees and shoulders, and try to avoid eating, drinking or smoking in public out of respect for those who can't at

that time.

COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.



ACCOMMODATION NOTE:
Please be aware that properties we stay in with only two stories may not have elevators installed and climbing the stairs

What information should | be aware of as the itinerary draws to
a close?

You will be met at your hotel and transferred to the airport at the end of your adventure.

Are there any additional packing suggestions | should consider?

All nationalities require a Visa to enter Turkmenistan. In order to secure your visa, you must first apply for a Letter of
Invitation through G Adventures. Once your trip is confirmed, please submit your application for your Turkmenistan

Letter of Invitation no later than 40 days before the start of your tour via the following form

IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

- Once the Letter of Invitation is processed and approved, G Adventures will send this information to the CEO guide who
will be leading your trip. As the trip crosses into Turkmenistan overland, your visa can be obtained at the (Shavat) border.
Our CEOs will be responsible for presenting the LOIs to Immigration officials. You will then pay your Visa Fee and
Immigration tax, before having your passport stamped with the Turkmenistan Visa.

- Please note, our Local Office will only reach out prior to travel if your LOI has NOT been approved OR if more

information is required.

* As of May 12th 2023, Turkmenistan border officials' have introduced new entry requirements. all travellers will now
have their temperatures measured and will be required to carry out a Covid-19 rapid antigen test. All travellers are
required to pay USD42 per person for the test. Payment will take place at the border.

If for any reason the test result comes back positive, you will not be able to cross the border and enter Turkmenistan to
continue with the tour.

In this scenario, please rest assured, your CEO will make the necessary arrangements in getting you to Urgench airport
(UGC) and booking a return flight to Tashkent airport (TAS). The drive from the border to the airport is roughly 1 hour in
length. =

IMPORTANT: if you are extending your stay in Turkmenistan, G Adventures CANNOT grant the additional days to your
LOl unless the services are booked directly through our Local Supplier.

If you have any questions or require more information to extend your stay, please reach out to our Sales team.
Turkmenistan trip extensions MUST be booked and confirmed through our Local Supplier no later than 40 days before

the start of your tour.

You must have at least two blank passport pages available for each country you will visit on your tour. These are

required for entry & exit stamps.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.



What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

In general Central Asia is a cash operating region, and travellers cheques are not recommended. Due to bank
restrictions, only banknotes printed after 1996 can be exchanged. Better to bring notes without marks or stamps on
them. We recommend to bring about 70 USD in small denominations: 1,5 and 10 USD notes. If you are not able to get

local currency it's always possible to pay in USD or EUR.

Uzbekistan

There are lots of ATM's to withdraw local currency (UZS), and banks around to exchange USD or EUR. Travellers cheques
are not recommended, as only limited amount of banks work with them. Please, note that you can withdraw only local
currency (Uzbek Sums) from ATM's. Some banks in Tashkent allow USD cash advance, but this option depends on the

amount of USD cash in the bank.

Kazakhstan

The preferred currency for local transactions is the tenge, and local establishments rarely accept credit cards so keep
cash on hand. ATMs in Kazakhstan are accessible in the larger cities, and withdrawals can be made by credit card.
There are many currency exchange locations available to exchange EUR, USD, GBP, Russian rouble, Kyrgyz som and

Chinese yuan.

Kyrgyzstan

The preferred currency for local transactions is the som, and local establishments rarely accept credit cards so keep
cash on hand. There are many of ATMs accessible in Bishkek and other larger cities such as Cholpon Ata and Karakol.
Larger cities will also have money exchange locations that will trade EUR, USD, Roubles; some locations will trade GBP,

and Chinese yuan.

Tajikistan
The preferred currency for local transactions is the somoni, and local establishments rarely accept credit cards so keep
cash on hand. You may be able to pay in USD and EUR in some places, however, it is recommended that you take out

somoni at ATMs in Dushanbe; there are very few ATMs outside of Dushanbe, and those that exist are less dependable.

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!



Should I be tipping on my trip?

In Central Asia It is not customary to tip service providers such as waiters, but it is very appreciated, depending on the
service we recommend 3-5%. Tipping shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you on
your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care of
you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers
we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group. Recommendations
for tipping drivers and local guides would range from $3-S4 USD per person per day depending on the quality and
length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture. Also at the
end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount is entirely

a personal preference, however as a guideline $4-7 USD per person, per day can be used.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to
stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug
name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure
and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the Physical and Culture Shock
ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip
without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

themselves and/or the rest of the group.

Please note, Turkmenistan have strict advisories on prohibited medications which can be taken into the country.

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What rules should | know before joining this trip?

llegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely
contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their

possession or if they use prostitutes.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of
