monastery is a fantastic example of traditional Myanma architecture.

Kyauk Taw Gyi Pagoda Visit Mandalay Hill - Mandalay

View the massive marble Buddha at this beautiful pagoda. The marble is from Sagyin quarry and took

10,000 men almost two weeks to transfer from the riverside to its current location.

Kuthodaw Pagoda Visit Mandalay Hill - Mandalay

Visit this stunning pagoda with its gold and white buildings in a traditional Myanma style. Kuthodaw
Pagoda is a Buddhist stupa that claims the honour of housing the world's largest book. A spiritually
significant place for followers of Theravada Buddhism, this site will be fascinating to all visitors

regardless of religion.



Mahamuni Pagoda (Buddha Temple) Visit Mandalay

Visit the 100-year-old legendary Arakan Buddha, which stands at 3.5m (11.5 ft) tall. Made of bronze and
covered in gold leaf, this gorgeous Buddha is a major pilgrimage site. Gaze up at the stunning statue

and learn more about the significance of this temple.

Take a boat to the village of Mingun to visit the pagodas and local craftspeople. Visit the spiritual

Explore the lake by boat and visit the morning market, floating villages, and a cheroot factory, as well
as the Phaung Daw Oo pagoda and Inthien temple complex. Along the way, visit the home of a local
chef and learn the basics of Burmese cooking. Sit back and relax in this charming setting on Inle Lake

and enjoy a scrumptious home-cooked meal.

Depending on its location, we start with a visit to the morning market, which rotates locations on a

five-day basis. (Note: there are no markets on full-moon or dark-moon days.)

Our boat then takes us down a winding river to Inthien, with its one thousand stupas dotting the
hillside. Back out onto the lake we visit Phaung Daw Oo Pagoda, the lake’s main pagoda and
monastery, which contains five sacred Buddha images covered in gold leaf. Explore the local crafts of
Inle Lake with a stop at the weaving village of Inpawkhone and a cheroot factory, where typical
Burmese cigars are made by hand. Mid-day, we are welcomed into a local chef's home and enjoy a
home cooked meal of traditional Burmese dishes. This is a memorable demonstration and meal and a

chance to learn more about family life and traditions in Myanmar.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. SHWEDAGON PAGODA
From October 2018 to March 2019, Shwedagon Pagoda will be under restoration. In October and November it will be

partially covered by bamboo scaffolding and from December until March it will be fully covered.

2. MONEY

Note that it is best to travel with US dollars in cash when visiting Myanmar. There are no ATMs and the use of credit
cards and travellers checks is virtually impossible, as very few places are willing to accept them. Please arrive with
enough US dollars, in good condition, to last you the length of your stay. Changing money into the local currency, kyat, is
a good idea for small transactions and can be done upon arrival at any of the various money changers in town. Please
note that if carrying US Dollars, they should be in excellent condition (ie- without any small tears, creases, marks or

faded in any way) and printed recently (after the year 2001).

3. LUGGAGE WEIGHT RESTRICTIONS
Please note, there may be a weight restriction for the internal flight on this tour. Each passenger is allowed to carry one
checked bag with a maximum weight of 15 kg (33lbs). Additional bags or excess weight charges may apply. These

Are there any additional packing suggestions | should consider?

We suggest that you pack as lightly as possible as you are expected to carry your own luggage. As a rule we try not to
have to walk more than 15-20 minutes with your bags which is why we recommend keeping the weight of your bags
between 10-15kg/22-30Ib. Most travellers carry a backpack or rolling bag of small to medium size (no XXL ones please!)
as they need to fit with you in buses or on trains. You will also need a day pack/bag to carry water, cameras and other

electronics like ipods and mobile phones.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

The approval process may take up to 5 business days and the letter is valid for 90 days from the date of issue. Once the

evisa approval letter is received by email, print out the approval letter and bring it with you to present upon arrival.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses and
discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip:

We recommend roughly 300-350 USD for spending money on this trip. This can be exchanged on Day 1in Yangon with
some advice from your CEQ. This allowance would cover food, drinks, camera fees and most optional activities (except

for the hot air balloon). If you are a keen shopper and/or drinker, we recommend budgeting a bit more for those activities.

Please bring ONLY new, MINT CONDITION US dollars to Burma with you. Be specific with your bank when buying cash.
If you are in the US, please be sure to go to your bank and request NEW bills- older bills with wrinkles, tears, rips, creases

or marks will not be accepted.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and exchanging
money while on this tour?

During this tour the local currencies you will use are the Burmese Kyat and the US Dollar. As currency exchange rates in
South East Asia do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for the most up to date daily exchange rates:

www.xe.com for each of the above mentioned currencies.

ATMs are available in every major town in Burma but they are not always accessible, may not be functioning or may be
closed. We recommend bringing MINT CONDITION US dollars to Burma and exchanging it on arrival. See "Spending

Money" for more information on budgeting.

Travellers cheques can be tricky, timely and expensive to exchange. While we do not recommend that you bring them as
your primary source of funds, it is great to have one or two cheques in case of emergency. Thomas Cook or American
Express travellers' cheques in US currency are the easiest to exchange. Cash advances can also be made with some
banks but are time consuming and tend to have high fees attached. Credit cards can be used at some upmarket
restaurants, and at some larger stores if shopping for big items. When purchasing US dollars please make sure that the
notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 2003, or with any tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be

fussy with your bank when buying cash!

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $250 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do | need to pay a departure tax?

You may be required to pay a departure tax of USD20 upon leaving Myanmarr.

Should | be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping
is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you
on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care
of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or
drivers we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group.
Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from $1.5-83.5 USD per person per day depending
on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and
culture. Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our CEQO's are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to
stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug
name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure
and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the Physical and Culture Shock
ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a trip
without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

themselves and/or the rest of the group.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it
while travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your
valuables. A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any maijor city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).
Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must
have medical coverage and that we require a minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency
rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
