The circuit-
specific entrance tickets are
available on a first come, first
served basis. At the time of
booking, you may select your
preferred circuit, subject to
availability. If no selection is
made, we will book a circuit
based on availability at the
time of booking. All circuits
offer the opportunity to enjoy
the beauty, history, and
impressive ingenuity of this
ancient site. TO NOTE:
Travellers completing the Inca
trail and 1-day Inca Trail will be
assigned Circuit 3 for their
guided visit of Machu Picchu,
but will also have access to the
panoramic viewpoint upon

arrival via the Sun Gate.

Rainbow Mountain Hike - Full-day Trip 8km

Lookout over these colourful Andean mountains striped with maroon, turquoise, lavender, and gold.
The sediment, elevation, and proximity to the ocean create a landscape that has to be seen to be
believed. Get started early to drive around 3 hours approximately to the starting point of this
challenging, yet rewarding full-day hike. Reaching 5,029m (16,500 ft) this 8 km hike is no walk in the

park, but these unique mountains do not disappoint. The ascent takes approximately 1.5 hours.



Stop at the G Adventures-supported women's weaving co-op before visiting a local pottery making
community. Break for lunch at the G Adventures-supported Parwa Community Restaurant in Huchuy
Qosco. After lunch, opt to head out on a hike to the Ollantaytambo storehouses and look out over the

ruins. Or, wander around the cobblestone streets and visit a local Chicheria (corn beer bar).

Travel through the stunning Sacred Valley of the Incas, visiting a G Adventures-supported women's
weaving co-op. Meet the women and learn about traditional weaving and dyeing used in the
Ccaccaccollo community. Opt to pick up some handmade souvenirs and textiles directly from the

women who made them.

Have lunch at the G Adventures-supported Parwa Community Restaurant. Learn about the G
Adventures for Good project and eat a delicious buffet-style lunch. Proceeds of this meal go directly

back to the remote community.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.
ACTIVITY

Visit the Ccaccaccollo community centre which G Adventures travellers' donations helped create in
2005, thereby enabling local women to sell traditional textiles to travellers. See local weaving and
dyeing techniques used to create garments and souvenirs, and learn how the Planeterra weaving co-
operative has impacted the community and those who visit it. This includes the purchase of alpacas to
provide a steady supply of wool, looms, and sewing machines as well as several training courses on

production, sales and small business management.



ACTIVITY

Contribute to sustainable tourism in Huchuy Qosqo, a small village of 65 families in the Sacred Valley,
by eating at the Parwa Community Restaurant. Learn how the resident-run restaurant was kickstarted
by G Adventures and the Multilateral Investment Fund, to become a successful farm-to-table program

that boosts the local economy and several spin-off microenterprises.

Cuyo Chico Pottery Making Demonstration

In the rural village of Cuyo Chico in the Sacred Valley, a group of families joined together to create a
small business based on their traditional adobe ceramic crafts. Using clay from their surroundings,
they mold bowls, plates, and all manner of decorations. Learn about the ceramics process as well as
the traditional adobe brick-making that forms the basis of houses throughout the valley, all while
taking in a spectacular view of the Pisac Ruins. After the demonstration, peruse the items for sale

directly from the artisans in their shop.

Optional Activities - Day 4

Ollantaytambo Storehouse Ruins and Hike Ollantaytambo 1h-1h30m

Get your blood flowing on a steep hike up to the Pinkuylluna Incan storehouses. Perched on the hill,

these ruins provide excellent views of the Sacred Valley and the Ollantaytambo ruins below.



Day 5 Ollantaytambo/Aguas Calientes

Catch the scenic train to Aguas Calientes. Opt to visit the local hot springs or shop in the local market.

Board a morning train that winds through the spectacular Sacred Valley to the end of the line: the

village of Aguas Calientes, a frontier town nestled in the hills beneath Machu Picchu.

Take advantage of the opportunity to visit the butterfly house, botanical gardens or hot springs. Opt for

a day hike to Mandor Gardens to see orchids and a waterfall, enjoying the lush, green scenery en route.

named.

One-Day Inca Trail Hike 6h-8h

Traverse cloud forests while enjoying spectacular views on this '1-day Inca Trail' trek. Start by
disembarking the train at km 104. Follow the local guide as the trail rises steeply up into the mountains
and winds past the archaeological sites of Winay Wayna and Inti Pata. Gain insight into the
fascinating culture of the Incas en route to the trek's culmination at the Sun Gate. Enjoy a packed

lunch along the way, and reach the Sun Gate in the late afternoon. Enjoy free time to explore a bit of



Machu Picchu before the guided tour the following day. After, take one of the blue buses from Machu
Picchu to Aguas Calientes to spend the night in a hotel in town. Opt to visit nearby hot springs to soak

sore muscles, if time permits.

**Please note this must be pre-booked as it requires an Inca Trail permit. Travellers completing this trek
will be assigned Circuit 3 for their guided visit of Machu Picchu, but will also have access to the
panoramic viewpoint upon arrival via the Sun Gate. Please speak to your GCO or travel agent for more

information.

Day Trip to Lake Titicaca

Head out for a day on beautiful Lake Titicaca. Travel to Taquile Island to visit the community and check
out the spectacular views. Do some shopping at the local weaving cooperatives and learn about the

Taquilenos, known for their fine handwoven textiles and clothing.

Continue on to the floating islands of Uros. Learn about the totora reeds that grow in the shallows of
Lake Titicaca used to make everything from the islands themselves to the boats the islanders use for
transportation (if constructed well, they last up to six months). Find out from locals how the islands are

constructed; as the layers closest to the water start to rot, they are replaced with fresh reeds on top.

ACTIVITY

Enjoy a visit to the community of Luquina Chico on Lake Titicaca, where 40 families have been working
to preserve their traditions, and with the support of G Adventures and Planeterra, are creating
opportunities for future generations to thrive. Connect on a deeper level with the local community
members whom call this place home, and learn more fascinating details about their unique ways of

adapting to life away from the mainland.

Start high up in the
Andes at 4,700m (15420 ft) and wind your way down this steep, narrow road on the mountainside into

the depths of the Bolivian jungle. This is not one for the faint of heart, adrenaline junkies only!

Please note that the entrance fee of 53 Bolivianos (not included in this activity) must be paid directly to
the National Park prior to biking, only local currency is accepted. We are unable to pre-pay this fee in

advance, due to the park policy.

Should you choose to pre-book the Death Road Biking Adventure on day 1 of your tour, you will need to

book a pre-night in order to participate in this activity.

Explore the city on a guided tour. Check out stunning cathedrals, impressive museums, and lively
markets, learning more about the history of this fascinating city. Look for majestic Mt lllimani in the

background.

Then, travel to the Yampara Indigenous
community of Pisily, located in the rural highlands near Tarabuco. The Yampara are one of the
country’s oldest Andean peoples, known for their deep agricultural knowledge, ancestral weaving, and
their strong relationship with the land. Hosted by a local indigenous family, the group will engage in
seasonal agroecological activities, learn about sustainable practices within Andean farming, and hike
through one of the largest native Polylepis forest in Chuquisaca. You'll come away from this G
Adventures-supported community initiative with deeper insight into the worldview of the Yampara,
their climate resilience, and food sovereignty. Finish off the experience with a traditional apthapi, a
communal Andea meal featuring foods like native potatoes, quinoa, wild mushrooms, and seasonal
vegetables. More than just a meal, the apthapi represents abundance, hospitality, and a shared

celebration between the local community and travellers.

cultural and historical significance of mining in Bolivia, and how important it was in fueling the global



economy. This activity is the perfect way to enjoy a G Adventures-supported, community-led
experience aiding local efforts towards education and safety around this important piece of Bolivian

history.

Bring a bandana and wear protective gear (boots, helmet and headlamp) as you head deep into the
bowels of Cerro Rico (Rich Hill).

Enjoy a three-day 4x4 excursion to the Salar de Uyuni and surrounding desert altiplano with
spectacular scenery. Today you will be heading into the Salar de Uyuni. Our groups like to get creative
with photography, as the endless white of the salt flats creates some great depth illusions that are fun
to play with in photos. Last stop for the evening is a G Adventures-supported community lodge in a

traditional agricultural village in the heart of a desert oasis.

Salt Flats and Desert Crossing Excursion

Spend three days in the stunning landscape between the Salar de Uyuni and the Atacama Desert in
Chile. Enter a world unlike anything else as we drive across the salt flats; the piercing blue sky contrasts
against the blinding white of the flat salt beds. Take memorable photos of the unusual landscape
complete with mountains and active volcanoes. Visit the coloured lagoon of Laguna Colorada and

enjoy the uniqueness of this region.
ACTIVITY

Visit the Santiago de Agencha community, located two hours across the salt flats from Uyuni, a rural
village surrounded by towering cacti and part of a small desert oasis. The community-owned salt
lodge was renovated and expanded through a major project in 2016 funded by G Adventures’
foundation, Planeterra. With many of the village’s younger residences fleeing for economic
opportunities, this lodge is seen by the community as a way to rescue their indigenous culture and
provide opportunities for the future. Learn about their traditional agricultural practices, including their
specialization in quinoa production, and take a guided walk with a community member to the sacred
Jukil mountaintop for a beautiful view of the village below and the salt flats beyond. Meals of local

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the
reception with a note from your CEQ. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between
5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’'t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

Please make sure to keep the stamped immigrations receipt you receive when you arrive into Chile. This receipt is

required when leaving Chile.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commmence your trip as
scheduled, please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this dossier and contact us as soon as possible. If
you have a pre-booked transfer, and you have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing
customs and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.



Who should | contact in case of an emergency?

Should you need to contact us during a situation of dire need, it is best to first call either the G Adventures Local
Representative (if one is listed below) or our G Adventures Local Office. If for any reason you do not receive an immediate
answer, please leave a detailed message and contact information, so they may return your call and assist you as soon

as possible.

AIRPORT TRANSFER
If you have purchased an arrival through G Adventures or if an arrival transfer is included in the cost of your tour, please

note that:

Your arrival transfer has been arranged based on flight information provided to us. If you are advised of a flight schedule
change or flight cancellation within 48 hours of your scheduled arrival time, please call the emergency contact number

to advise of your new arrival flight information. If you do not, we will not be able to rearrange your arrival transfer and you
will need to make your own way to the starting hotel at your own expense. If your arrival transfer does not arrive within 30

minutes after you have exited the arrivals area please take a taxi to your start point hotel.

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

How much spending money do | need for my trip?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While
ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank.
You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.
Please bear in mind that cost of living in the southern cone countries (Argentina, Brazil, Chile) is much higher than the
rest of South America, and more comparable with Europe. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil

the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

We recommmend bringing USD in cash for the Argentinean portion of this tour as it is easier than using a credit card or

withdrawing ARS from an ATM. USD currency is accepted in travel agencies for booking optional activities.
We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are

faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for approximate daily

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should | be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.
Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides
would range from $5-10 USD per day depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific

recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

If at the end of your trek you felt your trekking guide and support team did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated.
The amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline, we suggest each hiker contributes the following to

a collective pool.

Inca Trail:

Head guide: 10-25 USD
Assistant guide: 5-12 USD
Your trekking crew: 40 USD

Lares Trek:

Head guide: 10-25 USD
Assistant guide: 4-10 USD
Your trekking crew: 35 USD

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance

your personal safety while traveling.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Please note: You should be especially careful when wandering about Buenos Aires on your own, particularly at night.
Tourists are easy prey for individual pickpockets or groups of two or more people working as a team on the streets. Pay
particular attention to anyone who ‘accidentally' spills anything on your clothes or belongings (mustard, etc.) and then
apologizes and offers to help clean up. They will clean you out instead! Be safe and leave your passport, credit cards,
travellers cheques and cash funds you won't be using immediately in the hotel's safety deposit box. Most locals are

honest and genuinely helpful and friendly, but be safe and enjoy the city!

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommmend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
