Work your way through the crowds to toss a coin in (with your
right hand, over your left shoulder) for good luck - it's also your best chance to see the fountain's

marvelous detail.

Spanish Steps

Built to connect the hilltop Trinitd dei Monti church with the Piazza di Spagna (or Spanish Square)
below, the Spanish Steps are a colourful example of Baroque architecture from 18th century Rome. Opt

to climb its 136 steps, or simply watch the crowds weave through this popular tourist attraction.

St. Peter's Square Walk

With your CEO, explore St. Peter's Square, located in Vatican City. Created in the 17th century by
Bernini, the square has an elliptic shape, surrounded on two sides by colonnades before St. Peter's
Basilica. Statues sit atop the colonnades. At the center of the ellipse stands an Egyptian obelisk that

was transported from Egypt to Rome during the reign of Emperor Augustus.



From gardens to museums and gelato to slices of pizza we're pretty sure you'll have your hands full
(literally) on this free day in Rome. You can visit the mighty Colosseum, home to past gladiator
tournaments. Walk up the 135 stairs of the Spanish steps. Meander around the Roman Forum; one of
the most important Roman ruins in Italy, and stare up at the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel (knowing you
could probably never paint something as grand). Whatever you decide, make sure you meet up for
tiramisu, limoncello, a glass or two of wine and whatever else you crave along the way. When in Rome
right?

Please note that if Vatican City is on your must-see list, we highly recommmend purchasing
your tickets online several weeks prior to your trip. Advance tickets can be reserved online at
https://tickets.museivaticaniva/home. Same-day entrance to St. Peter's Basilica and the
Vatican Museums (including the Sistine Chapel) cannot be guaranteed without advance

tickets.

The roof is still the world's
largest unreinforced concrete dome, and it contains a circular opening (an oculus). It is easily one of the

best-preserved of all the ancient Roman buildings.

Trevi Fountain

Built above an ancient water source, Trevi Fountain takes its name from the three streets (tre vie) that
intersect at this world-famous fountain. Sculpted from travertine stone, the fountain as we know it
today was completed in the 18th century. Work your way through the crowds to toss a coin in (with your

Rector's Palace 15HRK 1h-2h

Originally built in the 12th century, today's Rector's Palace is a cultural history museum with an
intriguing past. A mix of Renaissance and Gothic architecture, it began as the seat of Dubrovnik's
rector, becoming a place for merchants and citizens of the republic to gather by the 16th century. In the
atrium, you'll find a statue of Miho Pracat, one such merchant who bequeathed his wealth to the city.
Wander the galleries and admire paintings, sculptures and furniture from Croatia's past. Today the
courtyard is a venue for music and cultural performances - and is often used as a filming location for

shows such as Game of Thrones.

Museum of Croatian War of Independence 5EUR 1h-2h



Hop in a cable car to the top of Mount Srd and take in a bird's eye view of the walled city of Dubrovnik.
Admire the vistas surrounding this ancient fortress perched above the Adriatic Sea, then make your
way to the Croatian War of Independence Museum housed in a wing of Fort Imperial. Built to
commemorate the war which lasted from 1991-1995, find artifacts such as documents, photos, military
equipment, maps and other everyday objects from Croatians who lived through the siege. Pause for a

moment at the memorial plaque, engraved with the names of those who died defending the city.

Cable Car Ride 30EUR

Get an amazing view of the rows of red roofs of Dubrovnik and the sea on a scenic cable car ride. While
you slowly creep up the side of the mountain, look down on the winding streets and out to the nearby
oceans. If you run out of time during the day hop on the cable car near sunset to see the tints of pink,

red, and orange spread across the sky.

Dubrovnik City Wall Walk 1h-2h

Head out on your own to explore the city's ancient walls. A trip to Dubrovnik isn't complete without
doing this 2km (11 mi) walk. See highlights along the way that include Fort Minceta, Fort St. John, Fort
Lawrence, Fort Revelin, and St. Luke’s Tower. There are three main entrances to the city walls, the

principal one located by the Inner Pile Gates.



Dubrovnik/Kotor

Pull out those travel journals and cross another country off your bucket-lists today because it’'s time to
leave Croatia behind and give some love and attention to Montenegro. All of the boxes will be checked

today, beautiful sites, quaint villages, and your first glimpse of Kotor Bay, a unique fjord of the Adriatic.

You'll check out the historic village of Perast. Think marvellous buildings, postcard-like churches, and a
romantic waterfront that seems to feature in every painting of European sailing towns. Rest of the day
you get to hang out with your super cool and fun CEO. They will take you on a highlights walk of
UNESCO protected Kotor and show you places like the Old City, St. Tryphon Cathedral, and the
famous Clock Tower. Don't let the fun end here! Make a plan and keep hanging out and see if your CEO

can accompany you to a few hole in the wall places that will make your time here truly unique.

water.

Follow a less challenging hike along the fjords lining the northern border, enjoying amazing views of the
bay along the way, before coming upon the quaint fishing village of Donji Stoliv. This hike is mostly flat

and is best enjoyed during the day.

The Ladder of Kotor Hike

Hikers looking to get their adrenaline pumping should strap on their boots and head toward the Krstac

Pass, standing 940m (3,083 ft) above the Old City. There's no better compliment to an increased heart



rate than incredible views, and that's exactly what you'll get here. Be prepared with a camera and lots of

water.

Kotor Maritime Museum 5EUR

At the Maritime Museum, explore the history, culture and living artifacts that connect modern Kotor
with its centuries-old naval traditions. Learn about the Boka Marines, a fraternity of sailors and

navigators who helped shipbuilding flourish in the Balkans.

Sea Kayaking 20EUR

Head out by sea kayak to fully appreciate this gorgeous area. Start just outside the Old Town walls and

explore the coast. Stop at a beach bar for a break or a swim.

Kotor - Tivat Inland Tour 40EUR

Tour the twin cities of Kotor and Tivat, with visits to the town of Cetinje and Lovcen National park. This

tour is a perfect chance to explore inland and experience all the varied environments and historical

architecture Montenegro has to offer.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. CLIMATE
Weather in all countries visited is similar in May - October period. Summer is warm but rainy with 8 - 9 hours of

sunshine.

2. YOUR CEO

Itis important to note that in Europe, all guiding is based around local guides all of whom are licensed to work only in a
particular city. As such, our leaders are able to provide orientation walks which will show you the layout of each town and
city as well as the location of local services such as post offices and laundromats, but are unable to legally share
historical facts and figures in public places. Your CEO will be able to help you find a local guided tour in each location if

you would like one.

3. LUGGAGE

In Europe it is very rare to find elevators in train stations, hotels or other public places. We use public transport on this
trip, which means you will need to carry your luggage from platform to platform, in and out of trains and buses etc. and
also possibly up several flights of stairs. You will also need to be able to stow your luggage safely on trains and buses. It is
therefore essential that you pack light and bring luggage which is compact and lightweight, and which you can easily

transport. The carrying of your luggage remains your responsibility at all times.

4. COMBO TRIP
Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on
your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Private vehicle, train, boat, and walking.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

Most transport on this trip will be by private vehicle, except for when the group will take the train from Venice to Florence
and Florence to Rome. They will travel by overnight ferry between Ancona and Split, then take a hydrofoil to Korcula and
a ferry between Saranda and Corfu. Local buses will be used between Corfu and Delphi, ending with a private transfer

from Delphi to Athens.

This tour includes some long travel days, but we believe those hours of travel are more than worth it for the reward of
seeing so much of this breathtaking region in a short space of time, so unfold your map and get ready to enjoy some

beautiful landscapes between Munich and Athens.

Between transport and hotels you may be required to carry your luggage short distances (up to 20 mins walk).

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe single travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and single travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

For other nationalities, travelling in Europe has been simplified with the introduction of the Schengen visa. As a visitor to
the Schengen area (Austria, Germany, Netherlands, Belgium, Greece, Norway, Denmark, Iceland, Portugal, Finland, Italy,
Spain, France, Luxembourg, Sweden, Czech Republic, Hungary, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia,
Slovenia and Switzerland) you will enjoy the many advantages of this unified visa system. Generally speaking with a
Schengen visa, you may enter one Schengen country and travel freely throughout the Schengen region during the

validity of your visa. There are limited border controls at Schengen borders, if any at all.
Please note that the UK and Ireland are NOT part of the Schengen agreement.

A Schengen visa is applied for at the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country in which you will be spending the
most nights on your trip to the Schengen space. If you are only visiting one country on your trip then you apply for your

visa at the Consulate of this Schengen country.

VENICE ACCESS FEE:
On April 25th 2024, Venice introduced a new tourist entry requirement. Travellers who are only visiting Venice for the day
are charged a tourist fee imposed by the city.

We kindly request that you visit the Venice Access Fee Homepage to complete the form prior to travel. Completing this

form stating you are staying overnight will exempt you from this fee. Please check the specific dates on the link above - if

your departure is affected, please follow the steps below:

- If your tour STARTS in Venice (this includes arriving into Venice prior to tour start date) you will need to complete this
form prior to arrival.

- If your tour TRAVELS THROUGH Venice, your CEO will assist with this requirement on tour.

- If your tour FINISHES in Venice (this includes staying in Venice after the tour finish date), your CEO will assist with this

requirement on tour.

- Once you have clicked on the above link, you will find a specified announcement with the concerned dates. Double-
check if your stay in Venice happens to fall into one of these dates.

- Click on Exemptions.

- Choose "l am a guest of an accommodation facility located in the municipality of Venice"

- Continue to Request Exemption.

- Put the start and end date of your Venice stay.

- Fill all the requested information of the "Main Holder" - (which is you!). Read the privacy policy before going to the next
step.

- Fill the Main Holders personal data (Name - Surname - Place of Birth - Date of Birth) as per passport.

- Enter your contact number.

- Double-check the data summary before confirming it and going into the next step.

- You will now have to make a toll-free call to the number displayed on the screen, using the same phone number you
filled beforehand. The call does not require a response.

- Once you have successfully verified the telephone number, you can now download your voucher containing a specific
QR code.

As of 2025, various European countries are introducing ETIAS travel authorisation as an entry requirement for visa-
exempt nationals.
We highly recommend you checking in advance how your nationality and country/s you are visiting may be affected.

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances but you must remember to bring your PIN number (be
aware that many ATM machines only accept 4-digit PINs). Both Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely
accepted debit cards. Visa cards are the most widely accepted credit cards. While ATMs are commonly available, there
are no gudrantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work - Check with your bank. You should be aware when

purchasing products or services on a credit card, that a fee usually applies.
Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of Euros, and cards is best.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is 10% of the bill for

wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of satisfaction
with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable
significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where
there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and
tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the quality and

length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and appreciated.

The precise amount is a personal preference, however €30-€40 per person, per week can be used as a guideline.

Please
be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip
please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the
Physical and Culture Shock ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller
from all or part of a trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary

without undue risk to themselves and/or the rest of the group.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items.

When travelling on a group trip, please note that your CEO
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety concerns. Your
CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own
interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given
location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no
representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own
good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during
the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to
turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators
and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).
Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group
trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your CEO, who will
take note of your insurance details.

We strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of
luggage and personal effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit
card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
