Bangkok to Srinakarin Dam NP and Kanchanaburi

wooden houses built on stilts and ferries taking people to work, temples and school. Is it lunchtime yet?
Good, because the next stop is Yimsoo Cafe, a G Adventures-supported project where you'll slurp up a
filling boat noodle lunch. Then it’'s bye-bye big city as you head out for an overnight stay like no other
on a unique floating-raft accommodation at Srinakarin Dam NP. It’s playtime here-choose to chill out
on the deck, dive in for a refreshing swim, explore in a kayak or go for a wet-raft ride. Tonight you can fill

up with a delicious Thai barbecue. Having fun yet? Of course you are and it’s only day 2.

Your accommodation tonight is truly unique on a floating-raft. The rafts have fully enclosed sleeping
quarters (dorm-style with mattress and/or bunks and no gender separation) with shared-bath and a
kitchenette where dinner and breakfast are prepared. Beverages are available for purchase or you can
bring your own. There is a deck for lounging and swimming and kayaks or wet rafts are available for a

small fee.

Railway" was nicknamed “Death Railway” as over 100,000 forced labourers (including POWs from

WW?2 and Asian slave labour) died in its construction between 1942 and 1943.

Bridge on the River Kwai Visit

Take in a piece of World War Il history on this visit. We're sure you've seen or at least heard of the
famous movie "Bridge on the River Kwai!" Well, now you can tour the real thing. It's massive, majestic,

and imposing, offering fabulous views of the river below.

Thai/Burma Railway Centre and Allied War Cemetery Visit




Visit the Thai-Burmese Railway Museum to learn about the Death Railway's dark history, and the Allied

War Cemetery where more than 6,000 prisoners are buried.

Private Vehicle

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Kanchanaburi/Ayutthaya

Ready for another epic day? Of course you are! Stop by a rice farm then fill up on pad thai from a local
shop before jumping on a bike at the iconic Ayutthaya ruins. Snap that perfect picture at the Mahathat
temple-famed for its Buddha head in the root of a banyan tree. Cycle around the massive reclining
Buddha at Wat Logayasutharam in search of the perfect angle. After, hop on a boat for a ride around
the city's island and stop at Wat Chai Wattanaram for more insta-worthy pics. Want more? Visit the
food market and choose to share a plate of river prawns before hopping into a rocket-nosed tuk tuk to
the train station. That was a busy day! Regain your strength in a sleeper car during the overnight train

ride heading north.

On the train berths are arranged 'open plan' either side of a central aisle. There are upper and
lower berths, each berth has a curtain which can be pulled across for privacy. There is no

gender separation.

Private Vehicle Kanchanaburi - Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya 3h 120km

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.

Cycle this UNESCO World heritage site, enjoy the ride through the ruins and hop off to take some great
photos. Ayuthaya served as Thailand’s capital from the 14th to 18th centuries, when it ranked as one of
the most magnificent cities in the world. Late in the 17th century its population reached one million, and

foreign visitors wrote awestruck accounts of its size and splendour.

Ayutthaya Boat Tour Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya



Hop on a boat and view life on the waterways around Ayutthaya City island, passing Catholic
churches, mosques and Buddhist temples. Make one stop along the way to visit Wat Chai

Wattanaram, considered one of the most beautiful temples from the 17th century.

Visit Bich Dong Pagoda (Tam Céc¢ Bich déng) a stunning 3-tiered ancient pagoda built into the
stunning green mountainside. These cave temples are found in a picture-perfect setting of towering
green-covered karst and surrounding by water lily bulging ponds. Climb up the 100 steps to the top for

even more sweeping views.



Ninh Binh

Today is yours-get out and explore! Go temple-hopping, biking or hike through rice fields. Feeling
energetic? Trek up to Hang Mua Peak for ridiculous views of the surrounding countryside.
Adventurous? Jump in a small boat to explore the Trang An Grottoes-small caves found along the
canals and lakes only accessible by water. Lazy? No worries, chill out at the hostel and catch up on
your social feeds. Whatever you choose, don't forget to pack-up before heading out to catch the

overnight sleeper train-All Aboard!

On the overnight train we use 4 x birth soft sleeper - Each soft sleeping-car has a corridor
running down one side with seven 4-berth compartments opening off it, each of which can be
securely locked from the inside. Each compartment has 4 berths, two upper and two lower.
Each berth has an individual reading light and is supplied with pillow, sheet and duvet. By day
you simply sit on the lower berths. You keep all your bags with you, there is luggage space
beneath the bottom bunks and in the large recess above the compartment door.

Compartments may be mixed gender.

Paddle Boat Tour



Hop into a local paddle boat for a two-hour tour of Ninh Binh's spectacular riverside, dotted with
towering limestone rock formations and hidden caves. Take in the scenery as you drift past

picturesque rice paddies and observe locals going about their day.

Hike to Hang Mua Peak

Hike up to Hang Mua Peak (also known as Mua Cave) for stunning views of the Tam Coc Valley with its
limestone mountains and rice fields. Climb the 500 steps carved by-way of switchbacks into the
mountain and reach the the Mua Cave dragon statue, a symbol of prosperity which guards over the

people of the valley.

Ninh Binh Bicycle Thanh Phé Ninh Binh

Rent a bike and set off on the backroads through the beautiful Ninh Binh area.

Trang An Grottoes Tour Thanh Phé Ninh Binh 2h-3h

Explore the beautiful Trang An Grottoes by rowboat. View the stunning caves and karst rock
formations towering out of the canals and lakes that make up the regional landscape. Along the way
visit small local temples and pagodas and your expert paddler will navigate inside the grottoes for a

What are the meals like on this trip?

What transportation will we take on this trip?

As the popularity of train travel in Thailand continues to grow domestically, some of the routes used on this tour do not
have sufficient space during local public holidays, including New Year’s, Songkran (April 13-15), etc. During these times of

the year, alternative transport may be arranged for one or more of the train journeys on this tour.

Train travel in Vietnam is very basic and train cleanliness is often not a priority for train staff. Sleeper trains normally
have 4 seats per compartment, which convert into sleeping bunks (two upper and two lower). A sheet, pillow and blanket
are provided, although many people prefer to bring their own sleeping sheet. At times, passengers of different genders

may be required to share a sleeper train berth and/or share a compartment with people not travelling in your group.

Simple food is available on the train but many people like to stock up on freshly baked bread, cheese and fruit prior to

departure. Water should also be bought before the journey.

Train journeys in Viethnam are an experience and allow you to get a real taste of Vietnam.

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

Please be advised that any flights noted on the G Adventures Itinerary for this tour are included in the tour services
provided. Flight tickets are provided by G Adventures during the tour. The date for this service will match the day of the
itinerary, for which Day 1is equal to the start date noted on the Invoice under Land Services: Tour.

Don Mueang International Airport (DMK):
- For international flight, the representative will be waiting at Gate no. 5 showing G Adventures sign with your name on it.

- For domestic flight, the representative will be waiting at Gate no. 11 showing G Adventures sign with your name on it.

If for any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.
Please note that day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day.

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the
reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1at 5 pm, where you
will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the tour will run. If you don’'t see

a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

What happens if | experience problems when arriving?

Please do not buy gems in Bangkok unless you know what you are doing. Even if genuine you should not expect to be

able to sell them at home. If you fall victim to a gem scam, we are unable to assist you.

As Vietham embraces capitalism with open arms it is also falling victim to some of the problems of the West. Some
parts of city centres are now a favourite hangout for pickpockets. If doing some exploring on your own carry only the
necessary minimum with you and use a well-hidden money belt. Valuables, including your passport, should be left in the

hotel safe - organize this at reception. There is no need to get paranoid, just be cautious.



Who should | contact in case of an emergency?

Should you need to contact us during a situation of dire need, it is best to first call either the G Adventures Local
Representative (if one is listed below) or our G Adventures Local Office. If for any reason you do not receive an immediate
answer, please leave a detailed message and contact information, so they may return your call and assist you as soon

as possible.

What information should | be aware of as the itinerary draws to
a close?

If you would like to book an airport Departure transfer for your tour, please contact our Sales Team or your Travel Agent

in advance of travel.



Are there any additional packing suggestions | should consider?

What you need to bring depends on the trip you have chosen and the countries or regions you are planning to visit. We
suggest that you pack as lightly as possible as your are expected to carry your own luggage. As a rule we try not to have
to walk more than 15-20 minutes with your bags which is why we recommend keeping the weight of your bags between
10-15kg/22-30Ib. Suitcases are not recommended for G Adventures trips! Most travelers carry a backpack or rolling bag
of small to medium size (no XXL ones please!) as they need to fit under the beds when traveling on sleeper trains. You
will also need a day pack/bag to carry water, cameras and other electronics like ipods and mobile phones. If your trip
involves overnights in home-stays, villages or camping then you usually have the opportunity to rent sleeping bags if

need be instead of bringing them with you.

When can | do my laundry on this trip?

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for
the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel
documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We
keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While
we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Thailand:
Most nationalities do not need a visa for Thailand for stays of 30 days or less but if you do they are available on arrival at
Bangkok Airport. If staying in Thailand for more than 30 days, you will be required to obtain a tourist visa in advance.

Only 15 day tourist visas are issued when entering Thailand overland.

As of May 1st 2025, all non-Thai nationals entering Thailand by air, land or sea must complete the Thailand Digital
Arrival Card (TDAC) online before arrival. Register within 3 days of arrival.

If you require a visa for Vietnam, they need to be arranged ahead of time (BEFORE your trip) as the processing time

Cambodia:
Visas can be obtained in advance from your local embassy or on arrival in Bangkok (if your tour begins in Thailand).
You will need at least one full working day to arrange this. You can also obtain your visa at the Cambodian border or

Siem Reap Airport for approx. $30 USD. Please have *at least* 2 passport photos with you as well.

If you enter Cambodia via Phnom Den border from Vietnam, you're requested to apply visa on arrival only (e-visa is not

applicable for this border).

If you are arriving into Cambodia by air/plane, please complete the Cambodia e-Arrival form online before arrival.
Complete within 7 days of arrival, even if your visa has already been granted.

For more information and to complete the e-Arrival form, we kindly request the you visit the Cambodia e-Arrival page.

** please note, the Cambodia E-system may not be available at land borders. If your arrival point is by land, you will be

required to fill in a paper form on arrival. **

What should | consider when planning my personal expenses
and discretionary spending for this itinerary?

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may drink more than
others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when
it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific recommendations

when planning your trip.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

During this tour the local currencies you will use are the US Dollar, Cambodian Riel and Thai Baht. As currency
exchange rates in South East Asia do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for the most up to date

daily exchange rates: www.xe.com for each of the above mentioned currencies.

The best way to carry your money is in debit cards, withdrawing cash in local currencies from ATM machines. ATMs are
found throughout South East Asia and will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard networks. It is a great
idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible in case of loss or problems with one card, you will have a

back up. Please note, your bank will charge a fee for overseas withdrawals.

USD Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. You should bring some cash with you for
emergency situations (please refer to our trip dossier) but carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM card/s and some

cash is the ideal mix.

Credit cards can be used at some upmarket restaurants, and at some larger stores if shopping for big items. If you are
bringing US Dollars, please make sure that the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 2003, or with any

tears or blemishes may not be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should | be tipping on my trip?

Itis customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service. Tipping
is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the people who have assisted you
on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care
of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or
drivers we use. You may do this individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group.
Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides would range from $1.5-S3.5 USD per person per day depending
on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and
culture. Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The

amount is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that
you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please
be aware that sometimes we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our CEO's are
prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. In Asia pharmacies tend to
stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please bring the full drug
name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug. When selecting your trip please carefully read the brochure
and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the Physical and Culture Shock
ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveler from all or part of a trip
without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

themselves and/or the rest of the group.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel.

While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Be aware that petty theft can be anissue in some Viethamese towns and cities especially late at night. A common
tactic is opportunists on motorbikes that drive by and snatch bags. Please always leave valuables and passports etc in
your hotel,in safety boxes if available,and only carry with you enough cash to spend for the day. Bags should always be

carried over the neck and not left to sit on your shoulder.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommmend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
